•	Notre	Dame	 (15-4,	4-3)	will	 square	off	 against	Marquette	 (13-6,	4-2)	 for	 the	
second time in less than two weeks when the Irish play host to the Golden Eagles 
at 7:00 p.m. (ET) on Saturday inside Purcell Pavilion at the Joyce Center. Marquette 
topped Notre Dame 79-57 on Jan. 10 in Milwaukee, Wis.
•	The	Fighting	Irish	are	coming	off	a	66-58	home	win	over	Cincinnati	on	Wednes-
day. The Golden Eagles topped DePaul 94-64 on Tuesday. 
•	This	will	be	the	115th	meeting	all-time	between	the	Fighting	Irish	and	Golden	
Eagles. Notre Dame leads the series 78-36. Nine of those meetings have occurred 
since Marquette joined the BIG EAST in 2005. The Irish are 3-6 in those contests, 
which includes a Marquette victory in the BIG EAST Tournament (2008). Irish head 
coach Mike Brey is 4-7 against Marquette. 
•	Notre	Dame	is	45-12	at	home	against	Marquette.	The	Golden	Eagles	won	the	last	
encounter at Purcell Pavilion, 71-64, on Jan. 26, 2009. 

THE LAST TIME
•	In	the	79-57	setback	to	Marquette	on	Jan.	10,	Irish	senior	guard	Scott Martin 
notched	his	first	career	double-double	as	he	tallied	10	points	and	a	career-high	11	
rebounds. In the same contest, freshman point guard Eric Atkins scored a career-
high - and team-best - 15 points.

•	There	currently	are	10	Irish	opponents	ranked	in	the	AP	top-25	poll.	The	Irish	are	
4-2 against those squads so far this season. 

HOME COURT ADVANTAGE
•	The	Fighting	Irish	are	12-0	at	Purcell	Pavilion	at	 the	Joyce	Center	 this	season.	
Notre Dame has won 81 of its last 87 (.931) home games and is 35-5 (.875) in its 
last 40 BIG EAST home contests.
•	Notre	Dame	is	averaging	83.2	points	per	game	in	its	12	home	games	this	season,	
while the Irish average 56.3 points in their three true road games, all BIG EAST 
contests.	The	Fighting	Irish	are	shooting	48.4%	from	the	field	at	home,	including	a	
42.5%	mark	from	three-point	range.	Notre	Dame	is	shooting	41.1%	from	the	field	
and 25.0% from three-point range in its away games. 
•	 In	 four	 BIG	 EAST	 home	 contests	 this	 season,	Notre	Dame	 is	 averaging	 71.0	
points	per	game.	The	Irish	are	shooting	44.4%	from	the	field	in	those	games,	in-
cluding 42.3% from three-point range. 

SCOTT PROVIDES A SPARK
• Senior forward Carleton Scott checked into the Cincinnati game at the 14:32 
mark	of	 the	first	half.	That	was	his	first	 game	action	 since	 leaving	 the	Syracuse	
game	(Jan.	1)	in	the	second	half	with	a	hamstring	injury.	He	missed	four	contests	
with	the	injury.	Scott	connected	on	his	first	shot,	a	three-pointer,	less	than	a	min-
ute after entering the Cincinnati game. Scott made both of hit shots (both three-
pointers)	and	finished	with	six	points	in	15	minutes	of	action.		
•	The	Irish	and	Bearcats	were	tied	(6-6)	when	Scott	entered	the	game	and	Notre	
Dame proceeded to go on a 16-3 run after he entered the contest. 
 
ICING THE GAME
•	After	Cincinnati	cut	Notre	Dame’s	lead	to	five	(57-52)	with	1:18	remaining	in	
Wednesday’s contest, the Irish went 9-10 from the free throw line down the stretch 
to secure the 66-58 victory. Ben Hansbrough went 5-6, while Tim Abromaitis and 
Eric Atkins both were 2-2. 
•	Hansbrough	was	11-12	from	the	charity	stripe	for	the	entire	game.

•	Notre	Dame	had	five	players	 (Atkins,	Abromaitis,	Hansbrough,	Martin,	Nash)	
reach	double-figures	in	points	in	Wednesday’s	win	over	Cincinnati.	That	marked	
the	fourth	time	this	season	–	and	first	in	BIG	EAST	play	-	that	the	Irish	had	at	least	
five	double-digit	scorers.

CLAMPING DOWN
•	Notre	Dame	has	held	nine	of	 its	opponents	 to	under	40%	shooting	 from	 the	
field.	The	Irish	held	California	under	30%	on	Nov.	26.	
•	Notre	Dame	 opponents	 are	 shooting	 40.8%	 from	 the	 field	 and	 33.7%	 from	
three-point range. 
•	Notre	Dame	held	Cincinnati	to	19	first-half	points	on	Wednesday.	That	marked	
the third time this season that the Irish have held an opponent to fewer than 20 
points	in	the	opening	stanza.	Notre	Dame	held	California	to	five	points	and	Wis-
consin	to	19	in	the	first	half	of	play	in	consecutive	contests	at	the	Old	Spice	Classic	
(Nov. 26 & 28). 

LOOKING AT THE NUMBERS
•	Notre	Dame	has	scored	less	than	60	points	in	its	four	losses	this	season.	The	Irish	
are 2-4 this season when scoring fewer than 60 points. The Irish are averaging 56.8 
points per game in the four setbacks and 80.1 points in their 15 victories.
•	The	Irish	are	surrendering	62.3	points	per	game	in	their	wins	and	they	are	allow-
ing 73.2 points per game in their losses.  

DYNAMIC DUO
•	Seniors	Ben Hansbrough and Tim Abromaitis	both	have	reached	double-figures	
in points a team-high 17 times this season (out of 19 games).   
•	Hansbrough	has	led	the	Irish	in	scoring	a	team-best	nine	times	this	season,	while	
Abromaitis	has	done	so	on	six	occasions.	
•	Abromaitis	has	a	team-best	seven	20-plus	point	games	this	season	in	addition	to	
leading the Irish in rebounding a team-high nine times.

A IS FOR ABROMAITIS
•	Tim Abromaitis	has	scored	in	double	figures	in	all	but	two	games	(California	and	
Kentucky) this season. Abromaitis is Notre Dame’s leading rebounder (6.8 rpg) and 
his points-per-game average (15.3) ranks second on the team. 
•	He	has	 reached	double-digits	 in	 10	 straight	 games,	which	 is	 a	 personal-best	
streak. That is the top active streak on the team and it ties him with Carleton Scott 
and Ben Hansbrough	for	Notre	Dame’s	longest	double-figure	scoring	stretch	this	
season. 
•	Abromaitis	has	scored	in	double-figures	in	14	straight	regular-season	BIG	EAST	
games.	He	has	registered	double-figures	in	23	out	of	25	BIG	EAST	regular-season	
games over the past two seasons.
•	Abromaitis	has	made	a	three-pointer	in	10	straight	contests,	which	is	the	longest	
active	streak	on	the	team.	His	personal-best	streak	is	29	straight	games,	which	oc-
curred last season.
•	Abromaitis	has	 two	double-doubles	 this	 season.	He	has	 three	career	double-
doubles.	He	has	grabbed	a	career-high	11	rebounds	twice	this	season	(California	
and UMBC).  

HANSBROUGH HELPS IN MANY WAYS
•	Senior	guard	Ben Hansbrough is averaging a career-best and team-high 15.8 
points	per	game.	Hansbrough	has	a	team-best	72	assists	(3.8	apg)	and	a	team-high	
25 steals.
•	He	has	scored	20-plus	points	six	times	this	season.	
•	Hansbrough	has	reached	double-digits	 in	40	of	his	53	career	games	with	 the	
Irish. 
•	Hansbrough	was	named	the	BIG	EAST	Player	of	the	Week	on	Jan.	10	for	his	ef-
forts	in	wins	over	Connecticut	(Jan.	4)	and	St.	John’s	(Jan.	8).	Hansbrough	averaged	
23.5 points, 4.5 rebounds, 3.5 assists and 2.5 steals in the two victories. It was his 
first	career	BIG	EAST	player-of-the-week	award.	
•	Hansbrough	netted	21	points,	grabbed	five	rebounds	and	dished	out	four	assists	
as	the	Irish	topped	the	eighth-ranked	Huskies	73-70.	He	also	helped	hold	Con-
necticut guard Kemba Walker, the nation’s leading scorer at the time, to an 8-23 
shooting night. 
•	 In	 the	 76-61	 victory	 over	 St.	 John’s,	Hansbrough	 deposited	 a	 career-high	 26	
points.	He	also	had	four	rebounds,	three	assists	and	matched	a	career-high	total	
in steals with four.

ATKINS ASSISTING THE IRISH
•	Freshman	point	guard	Eric Atkins is averaging 11.3 points per game and 4.7 
assists per game over the past three contests. 
•	The	 rookie	 has	 dished	 out	 five-plus	 assists	 in	 a	 game	 six	 times	 this	 season,	
including	in	each	of	the	past	two	contests.	Atkins	has	led	the	Irish	in	assists	six	
times this season, which ties him with Ben Hansbrough for the team lead in that 
category.
•	At	St.	John’s	last	Sunday,	Atkins	scored	eight	points	and	dished	out	a	career-high	
seven	assists.	He	also	matched	a	career-high	total	with	three	steals.	
•	Versus	Marquette	on	Jan.	10,	Atkins	scored	a	career-high	-	and	team-best	-	15	
points.	He	has	scored	in	double-figures	six	times	this	season.	
•	Atkins	is	averaging	7.3	points	per	game	and	he	is	second	on	the	team	with	69	
assists	(3.6	apg).	He	boasts	a	team-best	2.6	assist-to-turnover	ratio,	which	ranks	
19th nationally. 
•	Atkins	has	started	the	past	five	games	and	he	has	six	starts	this	season.	He	is	the	
first	Notre	Dame	freshman	to	start	multiple	games	since	Luke	Harangody	and	Tory	
Jackson did so during the 2006-07 season. 

IRISH ON A ROLL
•	Notre	Dame	is	21-6	(.808)	in	its	last	27	games	dating	back	to	last	season.	Fol-
lowing	a	double-overtime	loss	to	Louisville	(91-89)	in	Freedom	Hall	on	Feb.	17,	
2010,	the	Irish	won	their	final	four	regular-season	games	in	2009-10	(Pittsburgh,	
Georgetown, Connecticut and Marquette) and won two games in the BIG EAST 
Tournament	(Seton	Hall	and	Pittsburgh)	before	losing	to	West	Virginia	in	the	con-
ference	championship	semifinals	and	to	Old	Dominion	in	the	first	round	of	the	
2010 NCAA Tournament.

BEATING THE BEST
•	Three	of	Notre	Dame’s	 four	BIG	EAST	wins	have	come	against	a	ranked	op-
ponent. The Irish defeated No. 9/9 Georgetown 69-55 in the BIG EAST opener. 
Following a 70-58 setback at No. 5/5 Syracuse, Notre Dame topped No. 8/9 
Connecticut 73-70. The Irish downed No. 25/- Cincinnati 66-58 on Wednesday. 

TAKING DOWN A TOP-10 FOE
•	The	73-70	victory	over	No.	8/9	Connecticut	on	Jan.	4	coupled	with	the	69-55	
victory	 over	No.	 9/9	Georgetown	 on	Dec.	 29	marked	 the	 first	 time	 since	 the	
2002-03 campaign that Notre Dame defeated two top-10 teams in a three-game 
span. 
•	Prior	to	the	wins	over	Georgetown	and	Connecticut,	the	last	time	Notre	Dame	
recorded back-to-back home wins over top-10 teams was during the 1960-61 
season when the Irish knocked off No. 7 DePaul (61-58 on Jan. 17, 1961) and No. 
7 St. John’s (64-63 on Feb. 2, 1961). 
•	The	last	time	Notre	Dame	defeated	three	top-10	teams	in	the	same	season	was	
during	 the	2008-09	campaign.	That	season,	 the	 Irish	 took	down	No.	6/7	Texas	
(81-80), No. 9/10 Georgetown (73-67) and No. 5/7 Louisville (90-57). 

BREY REACHES BIG EAST MILESTONE
•	Notre	Dame	head	coach	Mike Brey notched his 100th BIG EAST regular-season 
victory	with	the	73-70	win	over	Connecticut	on	Jan.	4.	Brey	is	the	sixth	coach	in	
BIG EAST Conference history with 100 regular-season league wins. Brey’s Irish 
teams are 102-71 (.590) all-time in regular-season BIG EAST play. 

ELDER STATESMAN
•	Mike Brey	is	in	his	11th	season	along	the	Irish	sidelines.	He	is	the	third-longest	
tenured coach in the BIG EAST, behind only Jim Boeheim of Syracuse and Jim 
Calhoun	of	Connecticut.	Brey	stands	sixth	all-time	in	career	BIG	EAST	victories	
(both	regular-season	and	tournament)	with	his	108-81	(.571)	mark.	He	is	one	of	
eight coaches in BIG EAST history to record 100 conference wins.

BIG EAST FORMULA FOR SUCCESS
•	Since	his	arrival	at	Notre	Dame,	head	coach	Mike Brey has led the Irish to 
a 102-71 (.590) record in BIG EAST regular-season games and a 6-10 mark in 
tournament play for an overall record of 108-81 (.571) against league foes. Brey’s 
Irish	teams	have	won	10	or	more	conference	regular-season	games	in	six	of	his	
10 seasons. Prior to his arrival at Notre Dame, Irish teams had just a 35-53 (.398) 
regular-season record from 1995-2000.

BIG EAST TURNAROUND
•	During	head	coach	Mike Brey’s tenure, Irish teams have only had two losing 
seasons in BIG EAST play — 6-10 in 2005-06 and 8-10 in 2008-09. Since the 
2005-06	campaign	when	 the	 Irish	finished	6-10	after	beginning	 the	BIG	EAST	
regular-season with a 1-8 record, Notre Dame has gone 52-32 (.619) over the last 
84 regular-season contests. In addition to Notre Dame, only four other BIG EAST 
teams have had records of .500 or better eight or more times — Pittsburgh and 
Syracuse (nine times) and Notre Dame, Connecticut and Villanova (eight times).

part	of	three	ESPN	Big	Monday	broadcasts.	The	first	appearance	for	the	Fighting	
Irish came on Monday at Marquette. The ESPN Big Monday cameras will make 
their only appearance at Purcell Pavilion at the Joyce Center at 7:00 p.m. (ET) on 
Feb. 28 when the Irish take on Villanova.

LIGHTS, CAMERA, ACTION
•	More	than	half	of	the	144	regular-season	BIG	EAST	Conference	men’s	basket-
ball games will be seen on national television during the 2010-11 season, once 
again	giving	BIG	EAST	 teams	unprecedented	exposure	on	 the	nation’s	 leading	
television outlets. In total, 73 of the regular-season contests will be on national 
television — either on CBS Sports, ESPN, ESPN2 or ESPNU. This will mark the 
fourth straight season in which all 144 regular-season league games will be tele-
vised.
