He has 15
double-doubles in 2016-17, which also leads the ACCis is seventh in the country.

Colson has increased his rebounding from 6.7 per game a year ago to 10.8 - a 4.1 improvement per game - while also increasing his
scoring output from 11.1 last season to 16.1 (5.0 improvement) per game in 2016-17.

VASTURIA CAREER NUMBERS:

Senior Steve Vasturia continues to climb the career charts - at Notre Dame, in the ACC and the NCAA.

As of February 9, 2017, Vasturia is seventh on the list of active career scorers in the ACC play with 1,278 points and fourth in career
assists with 294.

On the Notre Dame career charts, Vasturia currently ranks second in FT% (.846), fourth in consecutive starts (106), 11th in 3FG
attempted (473), 20th in 3FG% (.376), 19th in assists (294), 17th in steals (115) and 31stin scoring (1,278).

For NCAA Division | career numbers for active players, Vasturia is 36th in games played (127), 40th in FT% (.846), 88th in 3FGM (178),
95thin points (1,278) and 108th in assists (294).

VASTURIA = CLUTCH:

Notre Dame’s first four ACC victories would not be possible without three clutch plays at the end of each game from Steve Vasturia.

In the ACC opener at Pittsburgh, Vasturia's two FTs pushed the game to overtime and his three pointer with 2.5 seconds remaining
proved to be the game winner in the 78-77 T victory.

Vasturia would end the Pittsburgh game scoring 10 of Notre Dame’s final 12 points while assisting on the other field goal.

Against No. 9/9 Louisville, Vasturia poured in a career-best 24 points, none more important than his runner in the lane with :19
seconds remaining to put the Irish ahead 73-68 in the eventual 77-70 victory.

In the win over Clemson, Vasturia nailed a corner three-point field goal at the shot clock buzzer off an inbounds play with 1:45 remain-
ing, pushing the Irish ahead 70-68 in an eventual 75-70 victory.

On the road at Miami, Vasturia's drive to the basket with :08 seconds remaining pushed the Irish ahead 65-62 in an eventual 67-62
victory.

Vasturia followed up the clutch score against Miami to score 20 points at Virginia Tech and was named the co-ACC Player of the Week
on Monday, Jan. 16.
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THE 1,000-POINT CLUB:

The Notre Dame men'’s basketball program has welcomed two players to the 1,000-point career point club this season - and is poised
to add one more name to the list very soon.

Notre Dame’s three captains - senior Steve Vasturia, senior V.J. Beachem and junior Bonzie Colson will soon be members of the
1,000-point club.

Vasturia reached the plateau against Northwestern on Nov. 22, 2016, as his 18th point in the game moved him to 1,000 for his career.

Beachem entered the game at Georgia Tech needing 10 points to reach 1,000 and eclipsed the mark in the first half, eventually scoring
23 points in McCamish Pavilion.

Colson enters the game with Florida State with 981 career points, needing 19 more to join his fellow captains in reaching the
1,000-point career scoring mark this season. He would be the 61st Notre Dame player to reach the milestone.

Should Colson reach the 1,000-point plateau this season, it will be the first time since the 1991-92 season that three Irish players have
reached 1,000 career points in the same year. LaPhonso Ellis (1,505), Elmer Bennett (1,488) and Daimon Sweet (1,410) all reached the
milestone during the 1991-92 season.

A final note for the 1,000-point club. When Colson reaches the mark, it will mean that every Irish player who played in the ACC Cham-
pionship game against North Carolina in 2015 reached at least 1,000 career points (Jerian Grant, Pat Connaughton, Demetrius Jackson,
Zach Auguste, Steve Vasturia, V.J. Beachem and Bonzie Colson).

USE INKTO PUT VASTURIA IN THE STARTING LINEUP:

Senior guard and team tri-captain Steve Vasturia, who head coach Mike Brey has said keeps him calm on the sidelines while in the
lineup, has started 104 consecutive games for the Irish. As a freshman quard, Vasturia’s first start came at Maryland on Jan. 15, 2014, but he
entered the starting line up permanently on February 16, 2014, playing 30 minutes and scoring seven points in a victory at Boston College.
The Philadelphia, Pa., native has not left the Irish starting five since that game.

Vasturia is the fourth Notre Dame player to start 100 consecutive games in a career.

NOTRE DAME REACHES 1800-WIN MILESTONE:

Notre Dame’s 84-79 victory at lllinois on Dec. 2, 2015 marked the 1800th win in program history. The Fighting Irish are 1839-989 (.649)
all-time in 112 seasons.

Notre Dame entered the season ranked seventh in Division | in all-time program wins behind Kentucky, Kansas, North Carolina, Duke,
Temple and Syracuse. The Irish have improved five spots in the all-time wins list since Mike Brey took over the program for the 2000-01
season, surpassing Indiana, Oregon State, Pennsylvania and St. John's.

Notre Dame is the only NCAA program to rank in the top 10 for men'’s basketball and football victories.

POSTSEASON SUCCESS:

Not only did Notre Dame advance to the NCAA Championship Elite Eight for the second consecutive season for the first time since 1978-
79, but the Irish combined for six NCAA tournament wins over the past two seasons - the most in program history over a two-year stretch.
The previous high was Notre Dame's three wins in 1978 (the team’s lone appearance in the Final Four) and twao victories the next season.

The Irish were the only team in the nation to advance to the Elite Fight in both the 2014-15 and 2015-16 seasons and the back-to-back
regional final games are a first for the program since the NCAA touranment expanded to 64 or more teams in 1985.

FORMER STANDOUTS RETURN TO THE IRISH BENCH:

For the first time in the Mike Brey era, the Irish head coach was tasked with replacing two assistant coaches in the same season. Long
time aides Martin Ingelshy accepted the Delaware head coaching job (the same first-time Division | job Brey assumed in 1995-96) while
Anthony Solomon joined the Georgetown coaching staffin the offeseason.

Brey immediately looked to his former players, hiring 2002 Notre Dame graduate and All-American Ryan Humphrey and 2009 stand out
shooting quard Ryan Ayers to fill his two coaching vacancies. Three-time team captain Eric Atkins, a 2014 Notre Dame graduate, then came
aboard as the video coordinator.

Joining long time director of basketball operations Harold Swanagan (2002 Notre Dame graduate), Brey's staff now features four of his
former players on the game day bench.

Gary Brokaw, Notre Dame (1972-74) — A native of New Brunswick, New Jersey, Brokaw starred for the early Fighting Irish teams coached
by Digger Phelps. The 6-foot-4 quard eared third-team All-America honors in 1974 and scored 1,001 points in 58 games over his two-year
varsity career. He shot 56 percent from the floor in his final season, in which he averaged 17.1 points per game. Brokaw played a leading role
in the Fighting Irish’s 71-70 upset of No. T UCLA in January of 1974, which snapped the Bruins’historic NCAA-record 88-game win streak.
Brokaw led all scorers with 25 points, shooting 10-0f-16 from the floor.

Brokaw was selected by the Milwaukee Bucks as the No. 18 overall pick in the 1974 NBA Draft, and he went on to play three seasons
professionally before entering the coaching ranks. In addition to a head coaching stint at lona, he returned to Notre Dame as Phelps’assistant
and also served as the NBA' director of basketball operations (1991-95) and an assistant coach for the Charlotte Bobcats.
