The Irish and Panthers basketball series is the eighth-most prolific in the history of the Notre Dame program, with meetings dating back to
the 1928 season. Pittshurgh also is the most frequent opponent of any ACC foe (the 47 meetings with Syracuse is the next highest).

The ACCseries is led 3-1 by the Panthers, who won the first three ACC meetings between the two teams starting in 2013-14. Each of
the three victories by Pittsburgh against Notre Dame as ACC opponents were decided by four points, while the first Notre Dame victory
over Pittsburgh in the ACC came last season by one point (78-77) in overtime on New Years Eve (Dec. 31, 2016).

Senior forward Martinas Geben has improved his points-per-game 8.0 from a season ago (3.1in 2016-17 to 11.1in 2017-18) while
moving his rebounds-per-game number from 3.4 to 8.0. He also is shooting .608 from the floor this season and has earned four of his five
double-doubles on the season in ACC play.

Sophomore forward T.J. Gibbs has seen an even larger increase in his points-per-game average (4.7 to 16.0, 11.3) while his minutes
played per game has shot up from 15.0 per game as a freshman to a team-high 37.5 in 2017-18. Gibbs is shooting 423 from three-point
range this season while also averaging 3.03 assists per game.

INJURY TIMELINE

Notre Dame has been hit by the injury bug this season, playing a significant amount of the season without three of its top six players. A
timeline of the injury losses:

Friday, Dec. 29, 2013 (loss of Colsan) - Senior All-American and National Player of the Year candidate Bonzie Colson injures his foot in
practice. He starts and plays the full game against Georgia Tech on Saturday, Dec. 30 (scoring 22 points and collecting 17 rebounds), but
the discomfort in his left foot leads to an x-ray performed on Monday, Jan. 1. On Tuesday, Jan. 2, itis announced that Colson will miss eight
weeks with a fracture in his left foot. He undergoes successful surgery on Thursday, Jan. 4 and is expected to miss eight weeks of action.

Wednesday, Jan. 3 (loss of Farrell) - In the first game without Bonzie Colson in the lineup, senior guard and Wooden Award watch
list selection Matt Farrell severely sprains his left ankle with 5:09 remaining in the first half. Farrell would miss the next three games (at
Syracuse - W, at Georgia Tech - L, vs. North Carolina - L). He returned to the starting line up on Tuesday, Jan.16, against Louisville.

Tuesday, Jan. 16 (loss of Harvey) - With Farrell back in the starting lineup, freshman D.J. Harvey (who had started the previous four
games in place of Colson) suffers a bone bruise in his left knee with 8:25 remaining in the first half. Harvey would be sidelined for the next
three games (and is expected to be out of the lineup at least one more week).

Thursday, Jan. 24 (loss of Farrell again)- After competing in two games, Farrell suffers a setback in the rehabilitation from his ankle
injury. An MRI'is performed and a bone bruise is identified in his left ankle (suffered during the original injury on Jan. 3). Farrell is sidelined
indefinitely and does not play against Virginia Tech (L) or Duke (L). He will be a game time decision for the contest at NC State.

Since losing Colson, the Irish have been able to field a lineup with Farrell and Harvey for just 11:35 of game time (the first half of the
double overtime loss to Louisville before Harvey's injury).

Thursday, Feb. 1 (loss of Mooney) - With Farrell back to practice, John Mooney sprains his right ankle in the final segment of practice
on Thursday, Feb. 1. Mooney attempts to ‘give it a o' at NC State and remains in the starting lineup, but is eventually limited to just eight
minutes of playing time.

Mooney returned to the lineup full time on Tuesday, Feb. 6, against Boston College and scored a then-career-best 16 points.

Friday, Feb. 16, (Harvey aggravates knee injury) - Poised to return to the lineup on Saturday, Feb. 17, at Boston College, D.J. Harvey
tweaks his knee at practice and will undergo surgery the week of February 26, 2018. He is expected to miss the next six-to-eight months.

February 17 (Pflueger injures lower back) - Rex Pflueger takes a hard fall after a drive to the basket in the second half at Boston
College, limiting him to 20 minutes played in the contest. He would miss the Notre Dame - Miami (FL) game, ending a 31-game cosecutive
start streak. He returned to the starting lineup at Wake Forest but was limited to 25 minutes played (10 minutes below his average).

NINE DIFFERENT STARTING LINE UPS
Due to injuries suffered by Bonzie Colson, Matt Farrell, D.J. Harvey and Rex Pflueger this year, the Irish have utlized nine different
starting line ups in 2017-18 - which matches the 2011-12 season for the second-most of the Mike Brey era (2000-01 - present).

Senior Matt Farrell and sophomore T.J. Gibbs not only share the ball handling duties in the Notre Dame backcourt, they also are linked
by their noteworthy development as part of the Irish roster.

Moving from a reserve role to the starting point guard for the 2016-17 season, Farrell improved his scoring output by 11.5 points for
the season - 2.6 10 14.1 - to rank second in the ACC.

In 2017-18, Gibbs is following Farrell’s path while moving from a reserve to the starting line up. Currently, Gibbs has improved his
scoring output 11.3 points per game (4.7 to 16.0) - which is second in the ACC behind UNC's Luke Maye.
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GIBBS STEPS UP WITH COLSON/FARRELL SIDELINED

Sophomore quard T.J. Gibbs became Notre Dame’s main scoring threat with the loss of Bonzie Colson and Matt Farrell due to left-leg
injuries.

Gibbs played five full games without Colson or Farrell in the lineup - at Syracuse, at Georgia Tech, North Carolina, Virginia Tech and at
Duke. Over those five contests, Gibbs averaged 19.4 ppg, 5.2 apg and 3.6 rpg.

COLSON LOST FOR EIGHT WEEKS WITH LEFT FOOT FRACTURE

Senior All-American Bonzie Colson, the 2017-18 ACC Player of the Year and consensus preseason first-team All-American, was lost
for eight weeks of game action after suffering a fracture in his left foot on Friday, December 29, 2017. After scoring 22 points with a
career-best 17 rebounds on December 30, 2017, Colson’s fractured foot was revealed in an x-ray.

He underwent successful surgery in South Bend, Indiana, on Thursday, January 4, 2018.

COLSON A CONSENSUS PRESEASON ALL-AMERICAN

Bonzie Colson, the top returning rebounder and second-leading returning scorer in the ACC, has been named a 2016-17 Preseason
All-American by a majority of the publications and websites that cover college basketball. The Associated Press, Sports lllustrated, The
Sporting News, The Athletic and Blue Ribbon Yearbook all placed Colson on their preseason first team.

In addition, Colson was named the preseason national player of the year by the Blue Ribbon Yearbook and the ACC Preseason Player of
the Year.

BONZIE COLSON NAMED ACC PRESEASON PLAYER OF THE YEAR

Senior forward Bonzie Colson was overwhelmingly voted as the Atlantic Coast Conference Preseason Player of the Year as part of the league’s annual media day activities in Charlotte, North Carolina, on
Wednesday, October 25. Colson, who led the league in rebounding (10.1) during the 2016-17 season and finished ninth in scoring (17.8), received 49 of the 69 possible votes for the preseason player of the year
nod. He was the lone ACC player to average a double-double per game last season.

Colson is the first Notre Dame player to earn a preseason conference player of the year award since Luke Harangody repeated as the BIG EAST preseason player of the year in 2008-09 and 2009-10. Colson
also joins Jerian Grant (2013-14, 2014-15) and Demetrius Jackson (2015-16) as Irish players selected to the preseason all-ACC team.

Other previous Notre Dame preseason conference player of the year selections include Pat Garrity (BIG EAST, 1997-98) and Troy Murphy (BIG EAST, 2000-01). Murphy ended up earning the BIG EAST Player of
the Year award at the end of the 2000-01 campaign.

Colson was also named to the Preseason All-ACCFirst Team.

BREY AMONG THE BEST IN CRUNCH TIME

Notre Dame head coach Mike Brey was recently declared the second-best ‘crunch time’ college basketball coach by The Athletic's Ken Pomeroy. Using his win probability model, Pomeroy assessed a coach’s
ability to make halfitme adjustments. He looked at every game coached over the past eight seasons to determine if a team won more games than it should have based on its halftime win probablity.

Here are the top five on the list for post-halftime performance (minimum 150 games, win percentage is relative to expectation).

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BASKETBALL TIMES PROCLAIMS NOTRE DAME ONE OF THE TOP PROGRAMS IN THE NATION

The Basketball Times, utilzing a blue ribbon panel and five different ranking criteria, named Notre Dame the second-best college basketball program in the nation on November 1, 2017. With input from
a panel of basketball writers, the five criteria - winning percentage over the past 10 years, NBA players, the federal graduation rate of the last four-year class, the U.S. News and World Report analysis of best
colleges (graduation rate with perceived value of a diploma) and program cleanliness, the Irish finished with an average of 9.3, behind Duke and ahead of Wisconsin (9.5), Gonzaga (10.2) and Villanova (10.5).

The Basketball Times also ranked head coaches across the country, with Mike Brey taking up the fourth spot in a ranking of 35 coaches.

FORMER STANDOUTS RETURN TO THE IRISH BENCH:

The 2016-17 season marked the most significant shake up of Mike Brey’s staff at Notre Dame, when Martin Ingelsby accepted the head coaching position at Delaware while Anthony Solomon moved to an
assistant position at Georgetown (e is now currently at Dayton).

Brey immediately looked to his former players, hiring 2002 Notre Dame graduate and All-American Ryan Humphrey and 2009 standout shooting guard Ryan Ayers to fill his two coaching vacancies. Three-time
team captain Eric Atkins, a 2014 Notre Dame graduate, then came aboard as the video coordinator.

Joining long time director of baskethall operations Harold Swanagan (2002 Notre Dame graduate), Brey’s staff now features four of his former players on the game day bench.

NOTRE DAME EARNS ANOTHER ARENA DEDICATION GAME IN STATE OF ILLINOIS

Notre Dame’s season-opening 72-58 victory at DePaul on Saturday, November 11, marked the dedication game of Wintrust Arena in downtown Chicago. The win marked Notre Dame’s second consecutive
victory in an arena dedication game in the state of lllinois, as the Irish defeated lllinois 84-79 in the State Farm Center dedication on Dec. 2, 2015 (also a part of the AC(-Big Ten Challenge that season).

The Irish have now participated in the opening of five arenas on the road in program history. Here is a list of those contests, which also includes the Joyce Center/Purcell Pavilion dedication game with UCLA
in 1968.

November 11, 2017, was not the first dedication that has taken place during a Notre Dame - DePaul game. On December 14, 2003, the Irish and Blue Demons met at Allstate Arena for the dedication of Ray
and Marge Meyer Court - honoring the Hall of Fame DePaul coach and former Irish basketball team captain. Notre Dame won that meeting 82-69.

Also on January 29, 1934, Notre Dame was part of the first college basketball doubleheader ever played in Madison Square Garden. The Irish lost to NYU 18-26, while St. John's lost to Westminster 37-33 in
front of 16,138 fans.
