NOTRE DAME-TENNESSEE HISTORY

« Notre Dame’s series with Tennessee is fascinatingly streaky
as the Lady Vols won each of the first 20 meetings and the
Irish have now won each of the last six contests.

+ The turning point came in noteworthy fashion as the Irish
downed the Lady Vols, 73-59, on March 28, 2011, in an Elite
Eight game played at Dayton. Skylar Diggins scored 24
points to lead all scrorers while Natalie Novosel chipped in
17 and Becca Bruszewski scored 13 with eight rebounds.

+ The matchup was one of four between the teams during
the postseason. Tennessee beat Notre Dame in the 1997
Final Four, 2002 NCAA Second Round and 2008 Sweet 16
before the Irish broke through with the 2011 Elite Eight win.
« In last year’s game, also played on Martin Luther King Day,
six different Notre Dame players scored in double figures
during a 79-66 win at Purcell Pavilion. Brianna Turner
filled out her stat line nicely with 14 points, eight rebounds,
five blocks and three assists.

+ Only UConn (35) has beaten Notre Dame more times than
Tennessee’s 20. DePaul is third with 19 wins over the Irish.

+ The Irish are gunning for a historic win Monday night on
perhaps the sport’s most sacred hardwood. Since the Lady
Vols won their first national championship in 1987, no school
has ever defeated them seven times in a row. Notre Dame’s
active run of six straight wins over the Lady Vols ties a UConn
run of six wins from 2002-04 for the longest sustained string
of success against Tennessee over the past 30 years.

McGRAW BACKS PAT AND REACHES FOR THE SUMMITT

+ Like many of their peers, Muffet McGraw has often re-
ferred to the late Pat Summitt as an ultimate role model for
any collegiate head coach, but for a woman in particular.

+ McGraw may not have matched Summitt’s incomparable
record of 1,098 career wins, all of them at her beloved Ten-
nessee, McGraw has come about as close as any woman.

2016-17 Notre Dame Women'’s Basketball Game Notes

HOME COURT ADVANTAGE

« When playing at home, Notre Dame has enjoyed its typi-
cal home court advantage as provided by its incredibly loyal
lime green-glad fans. In the latest NCAA update, the Irish
ranked fourth nationally in average attendance (8,258) and
fifth in total (66,063) home attendance. Notre Dame was
third nationally for operating at 90.26% of capacity at 9,149
seat Purcell Pavilion at the Joyce Center.

- This advantage has played itself out particularly notably
in conference play. Notre Dame has won a school-record
36 consecutive home conference games, beginning with a
66-47 win over Providence College on Feb. 14, 2012, in BIG
EAST play.

« Notre Dame is 26-0 at Purcell Pavilion in ACC play, going 8-0
in2013-14,2014-15 and 2015-16 while also picking up wins
over Wake Forest on Jan. 5 and Pittshurgh on Jan. 12.

« The Irish offense has been notable more potent at home,
averaging 84.6 points per game as opposed to 71.9 on the
road. However, Notre Dame’s defense has not missed a beat
regardless of venue posting remarkably similar numbers.
The Irish have held foes to 58.6 points per game and .380
shooting at home while permitting 57.9 points per game
and .381 shooting on the road.

BACK ON THE ROAD

+ This Tennessee game is the first of three road games in
seven days for Notre Dame, joining contests at Boston Col-
lege (Jan. 19) and North Carolina (Jan. 22). These games are
all part of a stretch in which the Irish will play 10 out of 12
games away from the comforts of Purcell Pavilion.

« This stretch began on Dec. 10 when the Irish embarked on
the longest true road game string in school history, a six-
game romp to DePaul (Dec. 10), Toledo (Dec. 18), Michigan
State (Dec. 20), Chattanooga (Dec. 27), NC State (Dec. 29)
and Georgia Tech (Jan. 2).

- Thankfully, Notre Dame has generally not been fazed when
playing on the road. The Irish have compiled a 55-3 (.948)
record on the road over the past five seasons. The loss at
NC State (Dec. 29) snapped a 15-game road winning streak
which is tied for the 12th-longest in NCAA history.

+ 0ddly, Notre Dame had to wait significantly to pass its first
true road test. The Irish were one of the final 27 teams na-
tionally to play a true road game in 2016-17, not breaking
out their blue uniforms until a Nov. 30 contest at lowa in the
ACC/Big Ten Challenge.

CONSISTENT WINNERS

« Notre Dame has been one of the best teams in the nation
on an annual basis in recent vintage. Over the past six sea-
sons (2011-12 through Friday night), only UConn (199) has
won more games than Notre Dame’s 192. Baylor has claimed
191. Stanford (168) and Maryland (166) round out the top
five.

CHECKING THE NCAA LEADERS

- The season is nearing its midway point, but several of Notre
Dame’s top players have ascended to spots among the best
in the country already in 2016-17.

- NCAA leaders below are from the Saturday, Jan. 14 update.

+ Notre Dame has proved to be one of the best shooting
teams in the nation this season. The Irish stand fifth in field
goal percentage at 49.2 and ninth in 3-point field goal per-
centage at 39.2. It has added up to a team ranked 18th in
scoring offense at 79.3 points per game. Notre Dame, UConn,

Washington and Baylor are the only teams in the top 10 for
both field goal and 3-point field goal percentage

+ Some other team categories where the Irish collectively
excel and rank in the top 25 include assists (5th with 344),
assists per game (7th at 19.1), assist to turnover ratio (10th
at 1.33), scoring margin (10th at +21.4), rebounding margin
(13th at +10.3), rebounds (17th at 737) and steals (23rd at
180).

« Two-time Nancy Lieberman Award finalist Lindsay Allen
has made a quick claim to her status as the country’s top
point guard, not only in how she keeps the Irish under con-
trol, but also for her passing ability. Allen is fifth nationally
with 127 assists and 10th with 7.1 assists per game. Allen
is currently second with an assist-to-turnover ratio of 3.63
and led the nation in this field entering the Dec. 20 game at
Michigan State. She is either first or second in the ACCin all
three categories as well.

« Allen’s 686 career assists rank second among active players
behind only Northwestern’s Ashley Deary who has 704.

+ Allen is also 55th nationally in steals (39).

- Brianna Turner has shot the ball well this year and stands
20th nationally with her field goal percentage of 58.3%. Her
recent surge has also left her 27th nationally in blocked shots
with 36.

« Arike Ogunbowale has already claimed an espnW Na-
tional Player of the Week honor and an ACC Player of the
Week accolade. Her 3-point shooting, instrumental to each
award, ranks as the country’s best. Ogunbowale entered the
Valparaiso game tied for first nationally with a 60.9% shoot-
ing percentage from downtown. Unfortunately, she has no
longer taken the minimum number of shots to qualify. She
does stand 57th nationally with 102 field goals made.

CONSISTENT ACC SUCCESS FOR IRISH

+ Since joining the ACC for the 2013-14 season, Notre Dame
has been the league’s top program, compiling a 51-2 reqular
season record and winning three consecutive regular season
and tournament championship doubles.

+ The first loss came at Miami on Jan. 8, 2015, and the Irish
won all 29 regular season games and 35 games in a row vs.
ACC teams including conference tournament play until the
Dec. 29 loss at NC State.

« The 35-game ACC streak including tournament games is
the 15th-longest in NCAA history and the second-longest in
ACChistory behind a 51-game run by Duke from 2001-04.

+ The 29-game ACC regular season winning streak is the
24th-longest such streak in NCAA history and the second-
longest in ACC history behind just a 42-game run by Duke
from 2001-04.

+ The Irish maintain an active streak of 26 consecutive home
wins in ACC play, part of an overall streak of 36 consecutive
home league wins including the final years of Notre Dame’s
BIG EAST membership.

FAST STARTS KEY

« Notre Dame has been at its best this year when getting off
to a fast start to games. Out of the four quarters of a game,
Notre Dame has scored the most points (380), allowed the
fewest points (239) and thus has the widest scoring margin
(+1471) in the first quarter of any single stanza.

+ In 18 games this year, Notre Dame has only trailed twice
after 10 minutes of play. Not completely by coincidence,
those two games (UConn and NC State) are the team’s only
two losses.

« The Irish have held a lead after the first quarter in 15 of
their 18 games while standing tied with TCU, 22-22, after
the first quarter of an eventual Notre Dame win on Nov. 26.
« This trend extends back to last season when the NCAA
switched from halves to quarters. The 2015-16 Irtish scored
719 first quarter points - the most of any 10-minute seg-
ment. Last year’s team saw its lowest quarterly defensive
output and scoring margin totals still come in the first half
of games, but in the second quarter.

GETTING A LEAD AND KEEPING IT

« The Irish are tough to beat once they gain an advantage in
a contest and the Dec. 10 DePaul game saw a milestone in
this regards. The contest marked the 150th consecutive win
for the Irish when Notre Dame led at halftime.

+ The last time the Irish led a game after 20 minutes but
did not win the contest came on Feb. 12, 2012, when Notre
Dame led West Virginia 33-30 at intermission but would go
on to lose to the Mountaineers, 65-63.

« This trend is not a new one for the Irish. Notre Dame is 393-
19 (.954) since 2000-01 when leading at the half, including
wins in each of the last 157 instances.

16-2 1S NOTHING NEW

+ The 2016-17 Irish stand at 16-2 on the year. This high rate
of success is not uncommon.

- This is the eighth time in the past nine seasons that Notre
Dame has started a season 16-2 or better.

- Notre Dame started the season at 17-0in 2013-14. The Irish
went 16-1in 2009-10, 2011-12, 2012-13 and 2015-16. The
Irish were also 15-2 in 2008-09 and 2014-15 after 17 games.
- The only exception in this nine-year run of starting at least
16-2 was the 2010-11 season when the Irish stood at 14-4.

McGRAW RADIO SHOW RETURNS JAN. 23

+ For the first time, Muffet McGraw has her own local radio
show as the Muffet McGraw Show Presented by TireRack.
com debuted Jan. 9 at 0'Rourke’s Public House, conveniently
located in Eddy Street Commons, across the street from
Notre Dame’s campus.

« The hour-long show, which begins at 6 p.m., is hosted
by Bob Nagle, now in his 12th year as the radio voice of
the Irish women's baskethall team. It is broadcast live lo-
cally on 92.1 Pulse FM and also available over the internet at
WatchND.tv. The shows are archived as Notre Dame Athletics
Podcasts which are presented by Nissan.

« Each episode will also feature interviews with a current
student-athlete, a member of the Irish coaching staff and
also a feature on a select former player. Fans will have an op-
portunity to ask questions of coach McGraw and her guests
along with winning prizes.

« Five shows, all on Monday nights, are planned for the 2016-
17 season with the dates being Jan. 9, Jan. 23, Feb. 13, Feb.
20 and Feb. 27.

IRISH ROUTINELY PLAY THE BEST

+ Notre Dame ranks second in nation in the NCAA's strength
of schedule measure as its opposition has combined for a
.748 winning percentage. That mark is outdistanced only by
UConn’s .764.

« This trend should continue with the rigors of ACC play. Mea-
suring both past and future opponents, Notre Dame’s .747
opponents'winning percentage is the best nationally, ahead
of second place Kentucky’s .734.

+ Prior to the Dec. 27 game at four-time defending Southern
Conference champion Chattanooga, every team Notre Dame
had faced this year entered the game with both a winning
record and no more than three losses, including seven un-
defeated teams.

+ As a curious function of opening the season with the 16-
team bracketed Preseason WNIT, along with winning each
contest itself, each of Notre Dame’s first six games this year
saw a matchup of undefeated teams.

+ UConn was the seventh undefeated team the Irish faced
in the first nine games this season - all of which saw Notre
Dame come into the contest undefeated as well.

« Notre Dame opened 2016-17 by facing six similarly un-
defeated schools in Central Michigan (0-0), Fordham (1-0),
Green Bay (2-0), Washington (3-0), Louisiana-Lafayette (1-
0) and TCU (4-0), defeating each of them.

+The Nov. 30 game at then-5-2 lowa in the ACC/Big Ten Chal-
lenge was the first for the Irish this season against a team

which had previous! y lost a game.
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McGRAW NOMINATED FOR HALL OF FAME

BASKETBALL U?

+ Already enshrined in the Women's Basketball Hall of Fame,
Muffet McGraw took a step towards the sport’s ultimate
lifetime honor on Dec. 21 as she was included on the list
of nominees for the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of
Fame’s Class of 2017.

+ A finalist for enshrinement in 2016, McGraw joins a star-
studded field which will be pared to a list of finalists to be
announced on Feb. 18 at the NBA All-Star Game in New
Orleans and then ultimately to the list of enshrinees, to be
announced on April 3 at the men’s Final Four in Arizona.

* McGraw, who guided the Irish to the 2001 national cham-
pionship and seven Final Four appearances, is the win-
ningest single-sport coach in Irish lore with 746 wins. Over
her 30-year coaching career, McGraw is 836-266 (.759),
making her the sixth-winningest active coach nationally
and the 10th-winningest all-time at the Division | level.

+ She is the 2017 recipient of the Wooden Awards’ Legends
of Coaching Award, becoming just the third female to re-
ceive this honor, joining Tennessee’s Pat Summitt and Stan-
ford’s Tara VanDerveer. She is the fourth women's coach to
be recognized with this honor, joining Summitt, VanDerveer
and UConn’s Geno Auriemma.

+ Among her many accomplishments, McGraw is one of five
coaches (men’s or women’s) in Division | history with 800
wins, seven Final Fours and five NCAA title game appear-
ances, joining the elite company of Summitt, Auriemma,
Duke men’s coach Mike Krzyzewski and the late North Caro-
lina men’s coach Dean Smith, all of whom are enshrined in
the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame.

+ She is also the only coach to be named the consensus
national coach of the year three times, sweeping the As-
sociated Press, Women’s Basketball Coaches Association,
Naismith Award and United States Basketball Writers As-
sociation honors in 2001, 2013 and 2014.

11 WAS HEAVEN

+ The Dec. 20 game at Michigan State marked the first one
this year when all 11 players were available to play and the
first where all 11 saw game action.

+ Although limited as she continues to recover from an ankle
sprain suffered on Dec. 7 against UConn, Jackie Young
checked back into the Irish lineup late in the first quarter
at the Breslin Center for the first time since UConn game.
+Young played just two minutes and did not record any sta-
tistics before yielding to her still-sore ankle. Fellow former
Indiana Miss Basketball Ali Patberg continued her recov-
ery from the after-affects of a virus at Michigan State as she
played the game’s final minute. Patberg did not play from
Nov. 17 until Dec. 18.

« The Irish were able to make it consecutive games working
all 11 players into the game on Dec. 27 at Chattanooga be-
fore the available roster dipped back down to 10 due to an
injury and later illness to Diamond Thompson.

« Notre Dame was the last school in the nation whose wom-
en’s and men’s basketball programs were both undefeated.
« Notre Dame is one of six schools whose men’s and women'’s
basketball teams are both ranked in the AP top 20 as of Jan.
9, joining Baylor, Duke, Florida State, Louisville and UCLA.

« Curiously, both teams were finally handed their first losses
by the top-ranked school and defending national champion
from their respective genders.

« The Irish women's team stood at 8-0 before falling to No. 1
UConn on Dec. 7. Notre Dame’s men’s team was 9-0 before
losing to No. 1Villanova on Dec. 10 in Newark, New Jersey.

« The dual dominance was best displayed on Dec. 4 as the
teams combined to sweep a home doubleheader by a
114-point margin. Notre Dame’s women’s team began the
twin-bill with a 114-54 win over Valparaiso while the Irish
men provided a 107-53 victory over North Carolina A&T in
the nightcap.

REMEMBERED FOR CENTURIES

« Notre Dame has not only hit the century mark twice thus
farin 2016-17, but the Irish have twice tallied at least 107.
« The Irish beat Central Michigan, 107-57, on Nov. 11 and
downed Valparaiso, 114-54, on Dec. 4.

+ The last time Notre Dame twice scored at least 107 points
in a season came in 2011-12 when the Irish beat Mercer,
128-42, and Pittshurgh, 120-44.

« The 114 points scored against Valparaiso ties for the 12th-
highest scoring output in the nation this year. Baylor has the
high (as of Dec. 26) from their 140-32 win over Winthrop on
Dec. 15. Notre Dame is tied with Northern lllinois’ 114-104
20T win over Milwaukee on Nov. 16.

ALLEN ASSIST CHART WATCH

- Lindsay Allen’s name appears countless places in Notre
Dame’s record book and she moved up one rung on a ma-
jor career-leaders chart on Dec. 27 at Chattanooga. Her 12
assists against the Mocs gave her 656 in her career assists,
passing Mollie Peirick’s 651 for fourth in school history.
She now boasts 686.

« Allen has reached this total at a clip of 5.3 assists per game
- ranking third in Irish lore behind just Mary Gavin (7.0)
and Niele Ivey (5.5).

« Allen not only is leaving an impact on the Notre Dame re-
cords, but, as a part of the first class of four-year ACC Irish
players, sheis also historically doing it in conference history.
Allen stands fifth in ACC history for the most career assists.

TURNER SWATS AWAY 200TH SHOT

+ As a part of a six-block night at Chattanooga on Dec. 27,
junior Brianna Turner recorded her 200th career blocked
shot when she rejected Jasmine Joyner’s shot with 8:19 left
in the third quarter for her fourth block of the game.

« Turner is the third Irish player with 200 career blocks, join-
ing Ruth Riley (370) and Devereaux Peters (227).

« Turner ranks 11th among all active players nationally with
her 213 career blocks and third among juniors.

« Additionally, Turner’s 213 blocks rank 13th in ACC history
with the next hurdle being the moving target of Syracuse’s
Briana Day who currently has 219 in her on-going Orange
career. The next fixed benchmark is the 11th-place post held
by Dolores Bootz for Georgia Tech with 245 from 1985-88.

+ Turner has found her shot-blocking form of late. After
swatting away just 14 shots over Notre Dame’s first 11
games, she has recorded 22 blocks in the past seven games,
an average of 3.1 per game and more in line with her career
average of 2.6 blocked shots per game.

+ Less than two minutes into the lowa game on Nov. 30,
Brianna Turner became the 36th player in Irish lore to
crack the 1,000 career point plateau when Marina Mabrey
lobbed a pass over the arms of a defender in the paint.

+ Lindsay Allen had previously hit the 1,000-point marker
this season during the game on Nov. 17 against Green Bay.

+ Notre Dame last had two players reach the 1,000 career
point plateau in the same season in 2013 when Kayla Mc-

+ Junior Brianna Turner is seldom shy about shooting the
ball, taking 775 shots to date in her 83-game Irish career

+ At Chattanooga on Dec. 27, senior Lindsay Allen recorded
the sixth triple-double in Notre Dame history, scoring 11
points, grabbing a career-high 11 rebounds and matching her
career high with 12 assists. Remarkably, the two-time Nancy
Lieberman Award finalist and 1,000-point scorer had never
previously recorded so much as a double-double.

+ Allen was the first player in the ACC to record a triple-double
so far in 2016-17 and remains one of just two do so, joining
Louisville’s Mariya Moore (Dec. 29 vs. Syracuse).

+ Marina Mabrey recorded a triple-double last year at Val-
paraiso. The NC State game marked the first time the Irish
have ever put a lineup on the court featuring two players who
each have a collegiate triple-double to their credit.

TURNER NAMED ACC PLAYER OF THE WEEK

+ For Brianna Turner, two double-doubles against two
ranked foes added up to one nice award as the junior forward
was named the ACC's Player of the Week on Dec. 12.

« Facing No. 1 UConn on Dec. 7, Turner scored 16 points and
grabbed 12 rebounds -- eight of them off of the offensive
glass. Three nights later, on the road at No. 16 DePaul, Turner
scored 14 points and added 11 rebounds. She blocked a pair
of shots in each contest. Turner shot an even 50% for the
week (11-for-22) from the floor and connected on eight of
her nine free throw attempts.

+ A preseason All-American, Turner has four double-doubles
on the season including one in each of Notre Dame’s three
games this year against ranked opponents. In addition to
her strong showings against both UConn and DePaul, Turner
scored 10 points and added 12 rebounds in Notre Dame’s win
over No. 17 Washington in the championship game of the
Preseason WNIT on Nov. 20.

« Her performance against UConn marked the first time the
Huskies had allowed a double-double with at least 12 points
and rebounds in nearly a year, dating back to when USF’s
Courtney Williams scored 26 and grabbed 13 boards on Jan.
1.

YOUNG NAMED ACC ROOKIE OF THE WEEK

« Freshman Jackie Young collected the first of what could be
many honors over the potential Irish career on Dec. 5 when
she was named the ACC’s Rookie of the Week.

+Young had a break-through game in the Dec. 4, 114-54, win
over Valparaiso, scoring 20 points — the high-water mark of
her young Irish career. Young connected on eight of her nine
shots in the contest and went 3-of-4 from 3-point range.
She also had a career-high six steals against the Crusaders to
go with five rebounds and three assists. Earlier in the week,
on Nov. 30, Young tallied five points and grabbed three re-
bounds as the Irish claimed a 73-58 win at lowa on Nov. 30
during the ACC/Big Ten Challenge.

« The first round of the Preseason WNIT proved to be a banner
night for sophomore Arike Ogunbowale who obliterated
her previous career high of 21 by scoring 30 points in Notre
Dame’s Nov. 11 win over Central Michigan.

+ Ogunbowale capped her four-game Preseason WNIT run by
scoring 17 points while adding five rebounds, four steals and
three assists in Notre Dame’s win over No. 17 Washington.

+ Her efforts over the event earned her both tournament MVP
honors and espnW's National Player of the Week accolade.

« For her performance against the Chippewas, Ogunbowale
was named the ACC's Player of the Week on Nov. 14.

+ Ogunbowale hit all five of her 3-point attempts against
(MU, a feat that had not been seen for the Irish in 16 years.
Ogunbowale provided just the third game in Irish lore where
a player took at least five 3-pointers and did not miss one.
Alicia Ratay sank all seven of her 3-point shots at Rutgers
on Feb. 19, 2000, while Sheila McMillen went a perfect
five-for-five behind the arc against UConn on Dec. 8, 1998.

* Her 12-0f-13 from the floor narrowly missed becoming a
school record for field goal percentage. Karen Robinson set
that mark by going 12-for-12 at St. Louis on Jan. 14, 1989. It
also marked the first time a Notre Dame player had hit the
30-point mark since Jewell Loyd tallied 31 at Georgia Tech
on Feb. 19,2015.

+ Ogunbowale also had two steals, two assists and three re-
bounds on the night.

IRISH HELD UNANIMOUS POLE POSITION

+ Notre Dame received the No. 1spot in the preseason Associ-
ated Press poll. Notre Dame stood at No. 2 in the preseason
coaches poll but leapt up to No. 1 on Nov. 15, surpassing de-
fending national champion Connecticut.

+ Despite being undefeated, the Irish slipped back to No. 2 in
the AP poll on Dec. 5.

« This year marked Notre Dame’s first time holding the AP’s
top spot entering a season.

+ The only other time the Irish sat atop the AP poll came
during the 2001 season when Notre Dame earned the No. 1
ranking for a total of five weeks - four straight from Jan. 22
to Feb. 12, regaining it on March 5.

+ Before this season, Notre Dame’s last game as the No.
1-ranked team in the country was a 78-76 loss to No. 2
UConn, in the BIG EAST final on March 6, 2001, at Gampel
Pavilion. The Irish, carrying the No. 2 ranking, avenged that
defeat to the Huskies by beating them in the NCAA Final Four
en route to claiming the national championship two days
later with a win over Purdue.

+ The Irish have made a habit of standing among the nation’s
elite in the AP poll. This week, Notre Dame is in the top 10 for
the 213rd time, surpassing North Carolina’s 204 for the 10th-
most AP top 10 appearances all-time. No. 3 Baylor is ninth at
218 (and counting).

+ Notre Dame has now spent 142 weeks in the top five all-
time, ranking eighth in AP poll history. Georgia is seventh
with 145 weeks in the top five.

+ Notre Dame has been ranked in the top 10 for each of the
last 115 polls since a No. 11 ranking on Jan. 17, 2011.

IMcGRAW GETS LEGENDS OF COACHING HONOR

+ Now in her 30th year at Notre Dame and 35th as a col-
legiate head coach, Muffet McGraw’s legacy of success
on the court is visible in the plethora of banners hanging
above the Purcell Pavilion court. Her legacy of success off
the court is plainly visible in the scores of Irish women'’s
basketball alumni who have been successful in their profes-
sions and life.

+ This dual-success has been recognized by the John R.
Wooden Award Committee which on Oct. 11 announced
McGraw as its 2017 Legends of Coaching Award recipient.

« The lifetime achievement award is presented to a singular
college basketball coach who exemplifies Wooden's high
standards of coaching success and personal achievement.
The accolade is just the latest national honor for McGraw
—the only three-time consensus national coach of the year.
+ An enshrine in the Women's Baskethall Hall of Fame
and a 2016 finalist for induction in the Naismith Memo-
rial Basketball Hall of Fame, McGraw is the third woman to
receive the Legends of Coaching Award — an accolade first
bestowed in 1999 upon Dean Smith of North Carolina. Its
18th recipient, McGraw joins Tennessee’s Pat Summitt and
Stanford’s Tara VanDerveer as the lone female honorees.

IRISH WELCOME TWO CLASS OF 2021 SIGNEES

+ Notre Dame received two National Letters of Intent from
the Class of 2021 on Nov. 9 as forward Danielle Patterson
and center Mikayla Vaughn signed on to continue their
academic and athletic careers with the Irish.

+ Standing at 6-foot-2, Patterson (Brooklyn, New York/The
Mary Louis Academy) is the No. 5-ranked small forward in the
country, according to espnW/HoopGurlz reporter Dan Olson.
« A five-star recruit, Patterson averaged 22 points, 10 re-
bounds, two steals and two assists as a junior. She led The
Mary Louis Academy to an 18-8 record and an appearance in
the Brooklyn/Queens semifinals in 2016. She participated in
the U17 Team USA Trials as a junior and was selected to the
2016 New York City Pre-Season Top 10 list prior to this season.
+ Throughout high school, Patterson guided two AAU
squads to championships, including the Philadelphia Belles
to the 15U Boo Williams Championship and the New Jersey
Sparks to the 2015 Peach State Championship.

+ Vaughn, a four-star recruit, averaged 15 points, 10 re-
bounds and two blocks per game as a junior at Friends’
Central School, before transferring to Paul VI Catholic High
School (Fairfax, Virginia) for her senior season. She was
named co-captain of the team, quiding it to the league
championship in back-to-back seasons.

+ Vaughn, 6-foot-3, was named 2016 first-team Class A
all-state in Pennsylvania, following the school’s run to the
PAISSA quarterfinals her junior year. She has thrice received
All-Mainline first-team honors.

+Vaughn, like Patterson, was a member of the Philadelphia
Belles. She played lacrosse her freshman year and contrib-
uted to the team’s PAISSA state championship.
