Division | head coaches, spanning six seasons at Lake Superior State and 15+ seasons at
Notre Dame. Jackson's win total also ranks12th all-time (George Gwozdecky ranks 11th
with 526 career wins).

125 Seniors Matt Hellickson and Colin Theisen have each played 125 consecutive
games, dating back to their first game of their freshman season. The 125 games played

are the most by any active Big Ten players.

Freshman forward Landon Slaggert was named to the 2021 U.S. National Junior Team
that will compete in the upcoming 2021 [IHF World Junior Championship. Including
Slaggert, 23 Notre Dame players have now been named to World Juniors rosters.

Notre Dame has an active four-year NCAA tournament appearance streak, including
Frozen Four appearances in 2017 and 2018, which is the longest streak in program his-
tory and is the fourth-longest active streak in the NCAA. The Irish have also appeared in
seven of the last 10 NCAA Tournaments (due to the COVID-19 pandemic, the 2020 NCAA
tournament did not take place and all appearance streaks remain intact).

THE SCHEDULE

With a delayed start to the season due to the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic, each Big
Ten team will play a 24-game conference schedule, plus an additional four games per
school against Arizona State University hosted at Big Ten venues.

This series vs. Michigan State is the final one for Notre Dame before the winter break.
The Big Ten Conference announced the league’s post-winter break schedule on Friday
(Dec. 18), which includes nine Notre Dame series.

In the second half, the Irish will host Arizona State (Jan. 9-10), Michigan (Jan. 21-22),
Minnesota (Feb. 12-13) and Penn State (March 5-6) and have road series at Minnesota
(Jan. 15-16), Penn State (Jan. 28-29), Ohio State (Feb. 5-6), Wisconsin (Feb. 19-20) and
Michigan State (Feb. 26-27).

QOutside of immediate family members of the participating student-athletes, there will
be no spectators in attendance for Notre Dame home games.

As the season progresses, the ability to host fans will be informed by the University’s
health and safety quidelines along with the quidance of local health officials and the
Big Ten Conference.

Former CCHA rivals, the Irish and Spartans have met 127 times dating back to their first
meeting in 1926, which was played at the University Rink in East Lansing, Michigan
(Notre Dame won the first game, 3-1).

All-time, the Spartans lead the series 68-45-14 but at Notre Dame, the Irish lead
29-24-9.

Since joining the Big Ten, Notre Dame is 8-3-3 against Michigan State

The first meetings as a Notre Dame varsity sport were in the 1970-71 season when the
Spartans came to South Bend and split a weekend series: Michigan State took the first
game 10-5, before the Irish bounced back for a 4-3 victory the second night.

Since the turn of the century (2000-01 season), the Irish hold the narrow advantage as
Notre Dame is 22-20-9 against Michigan State since 2000.

Ofthose 51 games, 10 have gone to overtime and 16 have been decided by a single
goal.

Irish head coach Jeff Jackson is 31-18-11 all-time against his alma mater Michigan State
(including his time at Lake Superior State).

Jackson graduated from Michigan State in 1978 with a degree in communications,

« Jackson has over 30 years of coaching experience and led Notre
Dame to back-to-back Big Ten tournament championship seasons in
2018 and 2019 while also quiding the Irish to the 2018 national title
game en route to being named the Spencer Penrose Award winner
as the National Coach of the Year,

» Jackson was also named the Spencer Penrose award winner in 2007
and he is one of just 14 coaches to have earned the honor multiple
times (dating back to 1957).
