Notre Dame has produced 64 1,000 point scorers throughout the history of the program with 23 of those players reaching that
statistical milestone during the Mike Brey era (2000-01 - current). Of the 85 players who have suited up for Notre Dame under Mike Brey, 36
of them were recruited by the staff and exhausted their eligibility with the Irish — 20 of those players have scored more than 1,000 points in
a career.
