The 64-63 
victory at Kentucky on Dec. 12 was the first for Notre Dame in Rupp Arena/Lexington, Kentucky.

The Irish are up to six games lost this season to COVID-19 safety protocols that affected the opposing team’s 
ability to play the scheduled game. The program has been able to adapt to the games missed, adding 
Detroit Mercy (to replace three different scheduled home openers) and Bellarmine (to replace a planned trip 
to Syracuse) North Carolina (to replace at planned trip to Pittsburgh). The Irish were unable to schedule a 
replacement last week for the loss of the Georgia Tech (Jan. 6) contest.

The Irish are 10th in the country and first in the ACC in free throw percentage at .795. Trim that national list to 
teams that have played at least eight games and Notre Dame is sixth in the country and Colorado is the only 
major conference team ahead of the Irish (first, .856).

Notre Dame’s NCAA-leading fouls per game number, as the Irish continue their tradition of not fouling the 
opponent to allow easy points late in a contest. The Irish are ahead of Appalachian State (13.1) and Virginia 
(13.4) for the national lead.

A recent project by CBSSports.com ranked the ‘Greatest College Basketball Programs Ever’ with Notre Dame 
placing 23rd on the list and sixth in the ACC. Notre Dame will face eight of the teams ranked above them 
this year a total of nine times: No. 19 NC State, No. 14 Michigan State (0-1), No. 12 Ohio State (0-1), No. 11 
Syracuse, No. 6 Louisville, No. 3 Duke (0-1, twice), No. 2 North Carolina, No. 1 Kentucky (1-0).

Total victories in the history of Notre Dame men’s basketball, as the Irish became the eighth program to reach 
1,900 victories in 2019-20 (Kentucky, Kansas, North Carolina, Duke, Temple, Syracuse and UCLA have all reached 
that plateau). The Irish were 12th all-time in college basketball victories when Mike Brey took over the program in 
2000-01 –  they have since passed Oregon State, Pennsylvania, St. John’s and Indiana on the all-time wins list into 
eighth place.

	 One of the mantras of Notre Dame basketball under Mike Brey has been to keep the amount of opponent foul shots down. Defend 
without fouling is a way of life for Irish basketball and the statistics bear out that trend. 
	 In the last 11 years, Notre Dame has failed to finish among the top 10 in least amount of personal fouls committed just twice. They have 
also led the country in least amount of personal fouls three times.  
	 The NCAA has been tracking the least amount of fouls committed in a season since 1993. Notre Dame is the only team since 1993 to 
lead the country in least amount of fouls more than twice (four times) and could be on pace to make it six times this season.

	 In 20 full seasons as the men’s basketball coach at the University of Notre Dame, Mike Brey has 
guided the Fighting Irish to 440 victories and is the all-time winningest men’s basketball coach in school 
history. 
	 The Irish are enjoying a recent stretch of success that ranks among the best in the 115-year history of 
basketball under the Golden Dome. Notre Dame was the only school in the nation to make back-to-back 
appearances in the NCAA Championship Elite Eight at the end of the 2015 and 2016 seasons, claimed an 
Atlantic Coast Conference title in 2015 and has made two ACC title game appearances in four years of 
ACC competition.
	 Brey was named head coach at Notre Dame on July 14, 2000.  In his first season with the Irish, his 
team claimed the 2001 BIG EAST West Division championship and returned to the NCAA Championship 
for the first time in 12 seasons. Notre Dame soon became a regular in the NCAA tournament by making 
12 appearances in 17 seasons with Brey on the sidelines.

Coach of the Year award.  He was named BIG EAST Coach of the Year in 2007, 2008 and 2011 and three of 
his players have been named BIG EAST Player of the Year.  
	 Before arriving at Notre Dame, Brey was the head basketball coach at the University of Delaware, 
where he compiled a 99-52 mark from 1995-2000 and won America East Co-Coach of the Year honors 
in 1998.  Prior to his time at Delaware, he was an assistant coach at Duke University.  During his eight 
years at Duke, the Blue Devils advanced to the Final Four six times and won back-to-back national 
championships in 1991 and 1992.  
	 Brey graduated from George Washington University in 1982.  He played for and coached with 
legendary high school coach Morgan Wootten at DeMatha High School.
	 Brey serves on the Coaches vs. Cancer National Council and has helped raise over three million dol-
lars for the organization.
