Defensive lineman Isaiah Foskey is tied for third in the
NCAA with 9.0 sacks on the season. It is the most sacks
since Stephon Tuitt had 12.0 sacks during the 2012
season.

Notre Dame is currently tied for sixth nationally with
12 interceptions. It is the most interceptions since 2018
when the Irish had 12 for the season.

The Irish have totaled 17 takeaways this season, which
ranks tied for ninth nationally.

24 of tight end Michael Mayer’s team-leading 41
receptions this season have resulted in a first down for
the Irish.

Notre Dame has won 25-straight games when it has
scored 40 or more points after the 44-34 win over North
(arolina. The Irish are 39-2 under head coach Brian Kelly
when they score 40 or more points.

The Irish have won 38-consecutive games against
unranked opponents dating back to the 2016 season. It
is currently the longest active streak in the FBS.

With the win over North Carolina, Notre Dame won its
50th game over the past five seasons (2017-21). It is the
third time in program history they have won at least 50
games over a five-year span (53-8-1 from 1988-92 and
52-9-1 from 1989-93).

Defensive lineman Kurt Hinish has played in 56 career
games, which continues to set the all-time program
record. Following the Purdue game, he surpassed Daelin
Hayes, Drue Tranquill, Romeo Okwara and Matthias
Farley who held the previous record of 52 career games.

20: The Notre Dame passing game was all
but unstoppable Saturday inside Notre Dame
Stadium as the No. 16 Irish cruised to a 52-20
victory over No. 23 Navy. A career day from
wide receiver Chase Claypool provided the
highlight on a day full of them, accounting for
seven catches, 117 yards and a career-high four
touchdowns. The senior set a career-long with
his 47-yard touchdown catch in the first quarter
and his three first-half touchdown receptions
were the most by an Irish player since at least
1950. With four scoring catches, Claypool tied
the Notre Dame record set by Maurice Stovall
aqgainst BYU in 2005. Quarterback lan Book had
a similar career performance, finishing 14-of-20
for 284 yards and five touchdowns, including
a career-long 70-yard toss to Braden Lenzy in
the second quarter. With his fourth touchdown
pass, Book became the first quarterback in
program history to record four games with four
passing touchdowns in a season. With his fifth,
he became the first Irish quarterback with three
games of five passing touchdowns in a year.

Williams finished the game against the Trojans with
two rushing touchdowns for the first time in 2021 and the
sixth time in his career.

- The Irish ground game was at its best all season, as they

racked up a season-high 293 rushing yards as a team.

- Itwas the most rushing yards in a game for the Irish since

they busted loose for 353 yards on the ground against
Florida State in 2020.

- Thelrish eclipsed the 40-point plateau for the second time

this season and won their 25th-consecutive game when
scoring 40 points or more. Notre Dame is 39-2 all-time
under Brian Kelly when they score 40 or more points.

- Quarterback Jack Coan broke free for a 21-yard rushing

touchdown, his longest rush and first rushing touchdown
with the Irish.

- Freshman wide receiver Lorenzo Styles led the team

with a career-high 74 yards and tied a career high with
three receptions. He also had a career-long 40-yard
reception in the third quarter.

- Fellow freshman running back Logan Diggs scored his

first-career-rushing touchdown. He finished the game
with career highs in rushes (11) and rushing yards (42).

- Defensive lineman Jordan Botelho notched his first-

career sack in the fourth quarter. He is the 10th different
Irish player with a sack this season.

Isaiah Foskey has been the most consistent member of
the Irish defensive line this season as he leads the team in
sacks (9.0) and tackles-for-loss (9.5).

- Tight end Michael Mayer is one of the best tight ends

in the country, as he ranks in the top-five among tight
ends in receptions and receiving yards per game. He ranks
fourth in receptions with 41 and fifth in receiving yards per
game with 66.4.

- For the season, 24 of his 41 receptions have resulted in a

first down for the Irish.

- He moved up in the Notre Dame record books after the

four receptions for 51 yards in the home win over North
Carolina. He moved into seventh for most receiving yards
by a tight end for his career. He also moved into ninth for
most receptions by a tight end in a single season (41) and
10th for receiving yards by a tight end in a single season
(465).

« He notched five receptions for 54 yards in the home win

over Southern Cal. He has totaled at least five receptions in
five of his seven games this season.

« He led the Irish against Cincinnati with eight receptions

and 93 yards on the afternoon. He has led the team in
receptions four times this season and against the Bearcats
it was the fourth time this year he has hauled in seven or
more passes.

Mayer had seven catches for 61 yards in the win over
Wisconsin at Soldier Field.

«In the win over Toledo, Mayer finished the game with

team-high marks in receptions with seven, yards with 81
and touchdowns with two.

« It was the first time in Mayer’s career that he tallied a

multi-touchdown game.

« Dating back to last season, Mayer collected seven or

more receptions in three-straight games (Alabama,
Florida State and Toledo). The last Irish receiver to have
three-consecutive games with seven or more receptions
was Michael Floyd in 2017 (Maryland - 8; Boston College
- 10 and Stanford - 8).

« In just his second collegiate season, Mayer is already

climbing the ranks in the Notre Dame Record Book:

« Under new defensive coordinator Marcus Freeman,

the Irish defense has been one of the nation’s best at
creating havoc plays this season, as Notre Dame has
totaled 17 takeaways this season. The 17 takeaways are
tied for ninth nationally.

- Of those 17 takeaways, the Irish have recorded 12

interceptions from eight different players.

« The eight players with an interception is the most since

2014 when they had nine different players for the whole
season.

- The 12interceptions is currently tied for sixth in the NCAA.

[tis the most interceptions since 2018 when the Irish had
12 for the entire season.

- The Irish also get after the quarterback this season, as they

are tied for 19th with 23 sacks. 10 different players have
recorded a sack this season after Jordan Botelho got
his first sack of the season against North Carolina.

Kyle Hamilton leads the team with three interceptions,
amark that is tied for 10th nationally.

Hamilton and Cam Hart both had two interceptions in
a game this season, the first time since 2018 that the Irish
have had two players with two interceptions in a game
in the same season (Jalen Elliott and Alohi Gilman).

- The depth of the defense has been on full display as 15

different players have recorded a tackle forloss this season.

- The defense has also been able to find the endzone this

season with two defensive scores. The two touchdowns
are tied for 12th nationally.

» The lrish entered the 2021 season with the same kicker
and punter for the third straight season with the return of
kicker Jonathan Doerer and punter Jay Bramblett.

« Doerer is currently tied for 20th nationally in field goals
per game with 1.50.

« He had a season-best three field goals made and 14 points
in the win over North Carolina.

+ Bramblett has played in every game (33) for the Irish
since he came to campus prior to the 2019 season.

« He sits eighth all-time in Notre Dame history with 144
punts in his career.

« Heis ranked fourth all-time in Notre Dame history with a
419 career punting average.

« Bramblett launched a career-long 72-yard punt in the
win over Wisconsin this season. It was the longest punt
by an Irish player since Hunter Smith had a 79-yard punt
aqainst Arizona State in 1998.

«Linebacker JD Bertrand continues to lead the Irish in
tackles after recording six in the win over North Carolina.

«He leads the Irish with 71 tackles on the season and has
led or tied for the lead in tackles in seven of the eight
games this season.

« He has had at least six tackles in all eight games this
season.

« Bertrand has 43 solo tackles on the season and is tied
for 14th in the nation with 5.4 solo tackles per game.

« He has totaled double digit tackles in four of the eight
games this season after having 10 in the win over Virginia
Tech.

« Bertrand tied a career high with 12 tackles in the win
over Purdue after he tallied 11 against Toledo and also had
12 in the season-opener against Florida State.

- The sophomore from Marietta, Georgia was the first Irish
player to begin a season with three-straight double-digit
tackles games since Courtney Watson back in 2001.

« He is also the first Irish player to have three-consecutive

games with double-digit tackles since Alohi Gilman in
2018-19. Gilman had 10 tackles against Southern Cal and
then 18 against Clemson in the College Football Playoff

Semifinal in 2018 and followed it up with 10 tackles in the
2019 season opener against Louisville.

« In the win over Toledo, Bertrand set a career high in
sacks (1.0) and recovered his first career fumble to seal the
game late in the fourth quarter.

« Bertrand got his first career start in the opener against
Florida State and his 12 tackles were the most by an Irish
linebacker since Te'von Coney had 16 on Dec. 28, 2018
against Clemson.

- Since the start of 2018, Notre Dame is 40-6 (.870).
That rate ranks fifth among all teams who have made
an appearance in the College Foothall Playoff since its
inception in 2014.

- Among those teams, Notre Dame is one of just five teams
that have totaled six or fewer losses since the beginning
0f 2018.

« The lIrish are one of five teams who have made playoff
appearances in multiple seasons.

« Notre Dame retained the Jeweled Shillelagh Trophy with
its fourth-straight win against the Trojans after the 31-16
win on Oct. 23.

« The four-straight wins over Southern Cal is the longest-
win streak for the Irish against the Trojans since 1983-93
when they won 11-straight games.

- With the win, the Irish continue to hold all five of their
traveling rivalry trophies, a feat they have held since the
2018 season.

« Head coach Brian Kelly improved to 8-3 all-time against
Southern Cal. He tied Frank Leahy for the second-most
wins all-time against the Trojans.

« Notre Dame also extended its win-streak to 32 games
when allowing fewer than 20 points.

- The 16 points marked the fewest points Southern Cal has
scored in a game since Sept. 28, 2019, when they were
limited to 14 points against Washington.

- It was the ninth-straight home night win for the Irish, a
streak that dates back to the 2017 season.

« Notre Dame had five drives of 70 yards or more in the win.
The last time they had five 70-yard drives or more in a
game was Oct. 10, 2020, in a win over Florida State

« Thelrish improved to 10-2 all-time under Kelly coming off
the bye week.

« Thelrish secured another comeback win this season when
they scored 11-unanswered points to defeat Virginia Tech
32-29 at Lane Stadium on Oct. 9.

« The win gave the Irish their third win this season when
trailing in the fourth quarter. It ties for the most in a single
season during the Kelly era.

« The win was also the eighth-straight road win for the Irish,
a streak that goes back to 2019.

« Quarterback Jack Coan led the Irish on two scoring drives
in the final three minutes to complete the comeback. Itis
his second game-winning drive in the final two minutes
of the season after not having one in his career entering
this year.

« Fellow quarterback Tyler Buchner set a Notre Dame
record in the win. He is the first true freshman quarterback
to have a passing and rushing touchdown in the same
game.

+ Buchner had his first career rushing touchdown in the
second quarter, followed by a passing touchdown to Kyren
Williams right before halftime to give the Irish their first

lead of the night.

« Buchner finished with a career-high 113 passing yards
and a career-long 46-yard pass to Kevin Austin Jr.

« Williams had 107 all-purpose yards (81 rushing, 26
receiving) for his fourth game this season with 100 all-
purpose yards or more. He had a rushing and a receiving
touchdown in the same game for the third time in his
career.

- Comerback TaRiq Bracy notched his first career
interception against the Hokies.

« Kicker Jonathan Doerer hit his second game-winning
field goal this season with the 48-yarder with 17 seconds
left in the fourth quarter that put the Irish up for good.

« Notre Dame’s defense had shades of the 1985 Bears when
they flexed their muscle in the 41-13 win over #15/#18
Wisconsin on Sept. 25.

«Thelrishallowed just 13 points for the second-consecutive
game and the defense scored two touchdowns in the win.

- Linebackers Jack Kiser and Drew White both returned
interceptions for touchdowns late in the fourth quarter. It
was the first time since 2002 against Stanford that the
Irish had two interceptions returned for a touchdown in
the same game.

« The Irish also scored on special teams after a 96-yard
kickoff return from Chris Tyree put Notre Dame up for
good in the fourth quarter.

« It was the first Irish kick return for a touchdown since CJ
Sanders did it against Army during the 2016 season.

« It was the first kickoff return for a touchdown Wisconsin
had given up in its previous 122 games since Duane
Bennett did it for Minnesota against the Badgers on Nov.
12,2011

«The Irish finished the game with four interceptions and
five takeaways total.

« It was the first time since 2013 against Rutgers in the
Pinstripe Bow! that the Irish had four interceptions in a
game.

« It was the first time since 2019 against Virginia that they
had five takeways in a single game.

- Notre Dame tallied an offensive, defensive and special
teams touchdown in the same game for the first time
since 2005 against Tennessee. Brady Quinn threw for a
touchdown and Tom Zbikowski had a punt return and
interception return for a touchdown.

« Wide receiver Kevin Austin set career highs with six
receptions and two touchdowns. It was the first multi-
touchdown game of his career,

« Quarterback Drew Pyne came on after the injury to
Jack Coan and tossed his first career touchdown pass to
Austin in the fourth quarter.

+ Pyne finished with six completions for 81 yards and a
touchdown, which were all career-best numbers.

« Punter Jay Bramblett boomed a 72-yard punt in the

second quarter. It was the longest punt by an Irish player
since Hunter Smith had a 79-yard punt against Arizona
State in 1998.

- The Irish scored 31 points in the final quarter, setting the
modern record for most points scored in the fourth quarter.
The all-time record for most points scored in the fourth
quarter was 32 against St. Viator back in 1912.

« The last time Notre Dame scored 31 points in a quarter
was on Sept. 14, 2019 against New Mexico in the second
quarter.

- With the 41-13 win on Sept. 25 over Wisconsin, head
coach Brian Kelly surpassed Knute Rockne for the most
wins all-time in Notre Dame history with 106".

« Kelly stands alone as the only Irish coach in history to
post six seasons with 10 wins or more (2012, 2015, 2017,
2018, 2019 and 2020).

« Kelly is in his 12th year on the Irish sidelines and is just
the second coach in Notre Dame history to coach 12 or
more years in South Bend (Rockne - 13).

« The rish extended their winning streak to nine games over
Purdue to retain the Shillelagh Trophy with the 27-13 win
on Sept. 18.

« The Irish defense limited the Boilermakers to their fewest
pointsin a game since Oct. 26 2019 against lllinois.

- With the win, the Irish extended its longest modern-era
home winning streak to 26 games.

« Running back Kyren Williams led the way with 168
all-purpose yards.

- Quarterback Jack Coan finished the day with 223 yards
and two touchdowns, his third-straight game with two
touchdowns or more.

« ltisthe first time in Coan’s career he has had two or more
touchdowns in three-straight games. It is also Coan's
second career streak of three-straight games with 200
yards passing or more.

- Wide receiver Avery Davis was Coan’s favorite target
against Purdue as he had a career day with five receptions
for 120 yards and a 62-yard touchdown reception.

- Safety Kyle Hamilton tied a career high with 10 tackles
and hauled in an interception in the win over Purdue.

« One of his tackles stopped a fourth-down conversion for
the Boilermakers in the first quarter. The Irish offense
scored a touchdown on the ensuing drive to take a lead
they would not relinquish the rest of the game.

« Hamilton’s interception came in the fourth quarter to
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improve his total to three on the year.

«He has eight interceptions in his Irish career which is just
three shy from tying Shane Walton and Todd Lyght for
ninth all-time in program history.

«Following his performance against Purdue, he gamered
player of the week awards from Walter Camp, Bednarik
Award and Athlon.

« With the Irish trailing by five with 1:35 left in the home-
opener against Toledo, quarterback Jack Coan led the
Irish on the 75-yard game-winning drive in just three
plays that was capped off with an 18-yard touchdown
pass to Michael Mayer. After the two-point
conversion, the Irish took a 32-29 lead that they would
not relinquish to improve to 2-0 on the season.

« It was Coan’s first game-winning drive in the final two
minutes of the game in his career.

- The last time the Irish had a game-winning drive in the
final minutes of the game was in 2019 when lan Book led
an 18-play, 87-yard touchdown drive to defeat Virginia
Tech 21-20.

Coan finished the game with 239 yards and two
touchdowns. It is just the third time in his career that he
has had back-to-back multi-touchdown games.

- Fellow quarterback Tyler Buchner made his collegiate
debut against the Rockets and ripped off a 26-yard run
on the first snap of his career.

Buchner led the Irish on a five-play, 96-yard drive in
his first-career series than ended in a 43-yard touchdown
run from Kyren Williams.

« In the fourth quarter, Buchner recorded his first
touchdown pass when he connected with Chris Tyree
for a 55-yard strike.

- It was Tyree’s longest-career-reception and his first-
receiving touchdown of his career.

- The win gave the Irish their second-consecutive win by
three points or less. It is the first time since the 2009
season that Notre Dame has won back-to-back games by
three points or less. In 2009, the Irish defeated Michigan
State 33-30 and followed it up with a 24-21 win over
Purdue.

« Notre Dame won its first game when trailing at halftime
since Sep. 28, 2019, when they defeated Virginia, 35-20,
after trailing, 17-14, at the half.

« The Irish opened the 2021 season as the only college
football game on Labor Day Sunday and they did not
disappoint in their 41-38 overtime thriller over the
Seminoles, as Graduate student Jonathan Doerer hit
a41-yard field goal in the first overtime to clinch the win
for the Irish. He was awarded the game ball following the

game. He was also named a Lou Groza Award Star of the
Week following his performance against the Seminoles.

- [t was the first Irish win on the final play of the game

since 2014 when the Irish defeated LSU in the Music City
Bowl ona 32-yard Kyle Brindza field goal as time expired.

- Notre Dame recorded its first overtime road win in

program history against the Seminoles. The Irish were
previously 0-3 in road overtime games since it was
adopted prior to the 1996 season.

« The lrish also claimed their fifth-consecutive season

opening win. Notre Dame improved to 10-2 under head
coach Brian Kelly in season openers.

« Notre Dame tallied 41 points in the win, the most in a

season-opener since 2017, when they scored 49 in the
win over Temple.

«The Irish improved to 26-5-2 in true road games to open

the season with the win. They have won four of their last
five true road season-openers.

« Graduate student Jack Coan had one of the best games

of his collegiate career as he set career highs with 366
yards and four touchdowns along with tying a career
high with 26 completions in the win over Florida State.

« The 366 yards set a Notre Dame record for most passing

yards in a season-opening game. The previous record
was held by current offensive coordinator Tommy Rees
when he threw for 346 yards against Temple in 2013.
Coan also tied the Notre Dame record for most passing
touchdowns in a season-opener with four. He tied with
Jimmy Clausen (2009) and Ron Powlus (1994).

« His 366 yards ranked fifth nationally for Week 1 and he

was the only quarterback in the Top-5who had a true road
game.

+He became the eighth-straight quarterback to record a

win in their first start with the Irish, a streak dating back
to the 2007 season.

« On the first drive of the game, Coan connected with

Michael Mayer for a 41-yard touchdown pass on
fourth-and-one to give the Irish an early 7-0 advantage
just over two minutes into the game.

Coan qot the Irish back in front when he hit Joe
Wilkins Jr., for a 23-yard touchdown pass with 2:25
remaining in the first half.

« After falling behind in the beginning of the third quarter,

Coan brought the Irish back ahead on the very next
drive. He went 3-for-3 on the ensuing drive and capped
it with a 37-yard touchdown pass to Kevin Austin Jr.,
on third-and-one.

- Hisfourth touchdown pass of the night came on the next

drive in the third quarter where he went 4-for-4 for 79
yards. Facing third and goal, he hit Kyren Williams in
the flat for a six-yard touchdown pass.

« All four of his touchdown passes came on third or fourth

down.

« Sophomore tight end Michael Mayer did not waste
any time making an impact this season for the Irish, as he
was the main target on their very first drive of the season.

- One the first play from scrimmage, Coan hit Mayer
in the flat for a 25-yard pass. Four plays later, the pair
connected on a 41-yard touchdown pass on fourth-and-
one to put the Irish ahead 7-0. The 41-yard reception was
a career best mark for Mayer.

«Atthe half, Mayer had five receptions for 89 yards. The 89
yards had already bested his previous career high mark
of 73 yards.

« Hefinished the game with 120 receiving yards for his first
100-yard game of his career.

» Hewas the first Irish tight end to record a 100-yard game
since Cole Kmet had 108 yards against Georgia in 2019,

« He finished the night with career-best marks in
receptions (nine) and yards (120).

- The nine receptions ties the Notre Dame record for most
receptions by a tight end in a single game.

« The 120 yards receiving was the most by an Irish tight
end since Sept. 11, 2010 when Kyle Rudoplh hauled in
164 yards against Michigan.

«Italso ranks fifth all-time in Notre Dame history for most
receiving yards in a single game by a tight end.

« He tied for the NCAA lead for receiving yards among tight
ends in Week 1. He was the only player tied for the lead
who played in a true road game.

«Junior safety Kyle Hamilton made his presence known in
the season opening win over the Seminoles.

- He recorded two interceptions for the first multi-
interception game of his career. He also totaled six tackles
on the night.

- Hamilton was tied for the lead nationally for interceptions
during Week 1. He was just one of two players to have
two interceptions in true road games.

«He was the first Irish player to record two interceptions
in a game since Alohi Gillman had two against Syracuse
in 2018.

- After both interceptions, the Irish offense scored a
touchdown.

Dick Corbett Head Football Coach Brian Kelly announced
seven team captains for Notre Dame’s 2021 football
campaign this fall. They include Avery Davis, Kyle Hamilton,
Kurt Hinish, Jarrett Patterson, Myron Tagovailoa-Amosa,
Drew White and Kyren Williams. All seven players were
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SWAT captains during the summer workouts.
- The seven captains tie for the most in a single season in

Notre Dame history. The Irish named seven captains priorto Fven after losing two starters from last year to the NFL
the 2017 and 2019 seasons.

- After spending four years at Wisconsin to begin his
collegiate career, graduate student Jack Coan transferred
to the Irish in the Spring of 2021,

« He played in 25 games for the Badgers, and made 18
starts to finish with a 12-6 career record.

- Coan finished his career at UW third all-time in

completion percentage (68%) and third in pass efficiency
rating (144.7).

« Prior to this season, Coan was named to the Johnny
Unitas Golden Arm Award Watch List.

- After having one of the most experienced offensive lines
in the country in 2020, the Irish have a number of new
faces on the line this year.

« Jarrett Patterson and Josh Lugg are the two most
experienced lineman returning from the 2020 squad.

Dame (105" ). Avery Davis had a career day, hauling in five catches for a career-high 120 yards,
including a career-long reception of 62 yards for a touchdown. JD Bertrand continued his
prolific start to the season with his third straight double-digit tackle game. Bertrand finished
with 12 tackles on the day, which tied a career high. Safety Kyle Hamilton was also all over the
field and tied a career high with 10 tackles and hauled in his third interception of the season.

CHICAGO - The No. 10/12 Notre Dame football team used a big fourth quarter to take down
No. 15/18 Wisconsin 41-13 Saturday afternoon at Soldier Field. The Irish outscored the Badgers
31-3 in the game’s final frame and a 96-yard kickoff return for a touchdown from Chris Tyree
gave the Irish the lead they did not relinquish. With the win, Dick Corbett Head Football
Coach Brian Kelly surpassed Knute Rockne for most wins all-time in Notre Dame history with
106", Late in the fourth quarter, the Irish returned two interceptions for touchdowns by Jack
Kiser and Drew White. It is the first time since 2002 against Stanford that the Irish had two
interceptions returned for a touchdown in the same game.
