	 The University of Notre Dame men’s basketball team will travel to Washington, D.C., on Martin Luther King Jr. Day, Monday, January 17, 
2022, to face Howard University. The trip will mark the first road game for Notre Dame men’s basketball against one of the countries Histori-
cally Black Colleges and Universities.
	 The game was previously scheduled for January 18, 2021, but was postponed due to the health and safety regulations put in place for the 
coronavirus pandemic. The game will be played at Howard’s Burr Gymnasium and nationally broadcast on Fox at 2:30 p.m. ET.  
	 “I am as excited about this trip than any game we have scheduled for next season,” Glenn and Stacey Murphy Head Men’s Basketball 
Coach Mike Brey said.  
	 “We were so disappointed that we had to cancel last season’s game due to the pandemic, but the delay gives us an opportunity to really 
do it right. This game deserves the kind of atmosphere that only a full house at Burr Gymnasium can deliver. Our program’s first trip to an 
HBCU on Martin Luther King Jr. Day is another step in our commitment to remaining active participants in the push for social change in this 
country. This event will provide an amazing educational experience for our student-athletes, coaches, support staff and University.”
	 Since 2019, Howard ​has honored Dr. King’s Celebration of Excellence by hosting non conference contests with iconic, historical institu-
tions. In the past two seasons, HU has greeted Ivy League perennials Harvard (2019) and Yale (2020) to The Burr.
	 “Dr. King’s impact on our world is remarkable, and his influence continues to be both felt and needed,” Howard head coach Kenny Blak-
eney said. 
	 “It gives me chills to think that only a few miles from where Dr. King shifted the country with his infamous speeches, marches and 
meetings, our basketball programs will have a historic first by hosting Notre Dame at Howard University. We are pressing forward toward the 
beloved community Dr. King sought to achieve and I am honored to lead this program and work with my lifelong friend, Coach Mike Brey, to 
deepen the call for social justice with our players.”

President Emeritus Rev. Edward A. Malloy, C.S.C.
	 Notre Dame has welcomed 10 different HBCUs to campus for 12 men’s basketball games throughout the program’s history. The trip to 
Howard will be the first road trip for the Irish to an HBCU and the first for an Atlantic Coast Conference team since Miami (Florida) played at 
Savannah State on December 19, 2013.
	 The contest marks the first against a Power Five Conference team for Howard at home since Oregon State visited Burr Gymnasium on 
November 27, 2010.

	 In 22 seasons as the men’s basketball coach at the University of Notre Dame, Mike Brey has guided 
the Fighting Irish to over 450 victories and is the all-time winningest men’s basketball coach in school 
history. 
	 The Irish are enjoying a recent stretch of success that ranks among the best in the 117-year history of 
basketball under the Golden Dome. Notre Dame was the only school in the nation to make back-to-back 
appearances in the NCAA Championship Elite Eight at the end of the 2015 and 2016 seasons, claimed an 
Atlantic Coast Conference title in 2015 and has made two ACC title game appearances in four years of 
ACC competition.
	 Brey was named head coach at Notre Dame on July 14, 2000.  In his first season with the Irish, his 
team claimed the 2001 BIG EAST West Division championship and returned to the NCAA Championship 
for the first time in 12 seasons. Notre Dame soon became a regular in the NCAA tournament by making 
12 appearances in 17 seasons with Brey on the sidelines. 
	 In 2011, Brey was the recipient of both the Associated Press and the Henry Iba/USBWA National 
Coach of the Year award.  He was named BIG EAST Coach of the Year in 2007, 2008 and 2011 and three of 
his players have been named BIG EAST Player of the Year.  
	 Before arriving at Notre Dame, Brey was the head basketball coach at the University of Delaware, 
where he compiled a 99-52 mark from 1995-2000 and won America East Co-Coach of the Year honors 
in 1998.  Prior to his time at Delaware, he was an assistant coach at Duke University.  During his eight 
years at Duke, the Blue Devils advanced to the Final Four six times and won back-to-back national 
championships in 1991 and 1992.
