OPENING KICK
• Navy (3-6) and #20/25 Notre Dame (6-3) meet for the 95th time on the gridiron when the two square off on Saturday at 

12-Noon at M&T Bank Stadium (71,008) in Baltimore. This will be the 23rd time Navy and Notre Dame have played in 
Baltimore and the first since 2008. This is the fourth time the Navy-Notre Dame game has been played at M&T Bank 
Stadium. Saturday’s contest is presented by Navy Federal Credit Union and Navy Mutual.

• The two programs are among the winningest FBS teams in college football history. Notre Dame ranks fourth all-time 
with 935 wins, while Navy ranks 25th with 732 wins.

• The two schools had played 93-consecutive times, which was the longest intersectional rivalry in college football, until 
2020 when the COVID-19 pandemic caused the game to be canceled. Navy and Notre Dame were originally scheduled 
to open the 2020 season in Dublin, Ireland. Travel restrictions, however, forced the game to be moved to Annapolis for 
what would have been the first game in series history to be played at Navy-Marine Corps Memorial Stadium before the 
contest was ultimately canceled. The 2023 Navy-Notre Dame game will be played on Saturday, Aug. 26 in Dublin. It 
will mark the third time the Mids and Irish have met in Ireland and the first time with Notre Dame as the home team.

• Notre Dame leads the series 80-13-1 and has won four in a row over the Mids.
• Navy head coach Ken Niumatalolo has beaten Notre Dame 3 times and has lost 4 other times by 10 points or less in

his 13 games against the Irish. His 3 wins against Notre Dame are tied with Wayne Hardin (1960-61) for the most in
school history.

• 	Niumatalolo has beaten 5 Associated Press Top-25 opponents during his tenure with the last coming on Nov. 23, 2019, 
when the Mids defeated #21 SMU 35-28. Niumatalolo beat #19 Notre Dame 23-21 in 2009. The highest-ranked team a 
Niumatalolo-led Navy team has defeated came in 2016 when the Mids stunned #6 Houston 46-40.

• 	Navy has defeated 4 Notre Dame teams ranked in the top 25: 1936 over #13 Notre Dame 3-0; 1944 over #2 Notre
Dame 32-12; 1957 over #5 Notre Dame 20-6 and in 2009 over #19 Notre Dame 23-21.

•	 Notre Dame head coach Marcus Freeman has Navy’s number when it comes to shutting down the option. In 2018, as
defensive coordinator at Cincinnati, his unit held Navy to 171 yards of total offense, including just 124 yards on the ground, 
in a 42-0 win. Last year, as defensive coordinator at Notre Dame, his group again shut down the Mids, allowing just 189
yards of total offense, including 166 yards on the ground, in a 34-6 Notre Dame win.

•	Navy has made things interesting against the Irish at M&T Bank Stadium. In 2008, sophomore quarterback Ricky Dobbs 
came off the bench and nearly led the greatest comeback in school history. Navy trailed Notre Dame 27-7 with less than 
two minutes remaining when Shun White scored on a 24-yard touchdown run to make the score 27-14. Corey Johnson 
recovered the ensuing onside kick at the ND 41 and on the first play, Dobbs hit Tyree Barnes with a 40-yard pass down 
to the Notre Dame 1. Dobbs scored on the next play to make it 27-21 and then Johnson again recovered the onside
kick at the ND 41, but this time the Notre Dame defense held thanks to a Pat Kuntz sack.

•	 In 2002, a 1-7 Navy squad led 8-1 and ninth-ranked Notre Dame 23-15 deep into the fourth quarter until the Irish rallied 
for 2 touchdowns in the final 4:30 to hold on for a 30-23 win thanks to 2 Carlyle Holiday touchdown passes.

• Navy is the only team in the FBS that will not play a home game in the month of November. Navy lost at Cincinnati
(20-10) last Saturday, plays host to Notre Dame this Saturday in Baltimore, travels to UCF next week (11-19) before
traveling to Philadelphia on Dec. 10 for the annual Army-Navy Game presented by USAA, in addition to a bye on
Thanksgiving weekend. It marks the first time since 1988 that Navy will not have a home game in the month of
November. Remarkably, in 1988, Navy played its final home game on Oct. 1 vs. Yale and then played 4 games on the 
road (Air Force, Pitt, Syracuse and South Carolina) and 2 neutral site games (Notre Dame in Baltimore and Army in
Philadelphia) to finish 3-8.

•	Navy starting quarterback Tai Lavatai was lost for the year in the first quarter of the Temple game with a left knee injury. 
Backup quarterback Xavier Arline, who came on to finish the Temple game and scored the game-winning touchdown
on a 23-yard run in overtime, started last week against Cincinnati and played well, rushing for 87 yards on 12 carries.
Arline is a two-sport athlete for Navy as he is also a starting attackman on the lacrosse team. Arline initially committed
to North Carolina to play both lacrosse and football, but after a change in the Tar Heel football coaching staff, Arline
decommitted and signed with Navy.

• Navy starts a combined 4 seniors on offense and defense, a mark that is tied with Cal, Louisiana Tech, North Texas
and Temple for the third fewest in the country.

•	 Navy defeated Temple on Oct. 29 without completing a pass. It was the eighth time in the Niumatalolo era that Navy has 
played an entire game without completing a pass. Not completing a pass in a game is not necessarily a bad thing for the 
Mids, as they are 7-1 in those games. In two of those games, 2009 vs. Wake Forest and 2008 against SMU, the Mids
never attempted a pass. Both of those games were played in torrential downpours with Navy beating Wake Forest 13-10 
and SMU 34-7.

SCOUTING NOTRE DAME

•	Notre Dame enters Saturday’s game as one of the hottest 
teams in the country, having won three straight and 6 of 
its last 7. Last week, the Irish manhandled #4 Clemson in 
South Bend 35-14.

•	Notre Dame has won 16-consecutive games in the month of 
November, which is the longest active streak in the FBS.

•	 Junior quarterback Drew Pyne has had a solid year for 
Notre Dame, completing 111 of his 182 pass attempts for 
1,278 yards and 14 touchdowns. Pyne has tossed just 4 
interceptions.

•	Pyne’s favorite target is junior tight end Michael Mayer, 
who many consider the best tight end in the country and 
the greatest tight end in the history of Notre Dame. The 
surefire first-round draft pick has caught 51 passes for 624 
yards and 7 touchdowns (#24 in the country). Sophomore  
Lorenzo Styles has 24 catches for 292 yards and a touch-
down.

•	Notre Dame’s rushing attack is led by the 1-2 combo of 
sophomore Audric Estime and sophomore Logan Diggs. 
Estime has rushed for 662 yards and 9 touchdowns on 117 
carries, while Diggs has 545 yards and a touchdown on 112 
carries.

•	Notre Dame’s offensive line has allowed just 3.78 tackles for 
loss per game, which ranks seventh in the country.

•	 Like Navy, Notre Dame likes to keep possession of the ball. 
Notre Dame is holding it 32:39 per game which ranks 17th 
in the country.

•	Defensively, Notre Dame is led by senior linebacker JD 
Bertrand and graduate student linebacker Jack Kiser. 
Bertrand has recorded 60 tackles this year, with 6.5 tackles 
for loss and 2 sacks, while Kiser has 37 tackles, 3.5 tackles 
for loss and 1.5 sacks. Senior defensive lineman Isaiah 
Foskey is fourth in the country in sacks, averaging 0.9 per 
contest.

•	Notre Dame’s defense ranks 19th nationally in fourth down 
defense (.375). The Irish have 2 defensive touchdowns, 
which is 16th nationally. The Irish are averaging 3.1 sacks 
per game, which is 14th best in the country.

•	Notre Dame has blocked an incredible 6 punts this year 
and has blocked a punt in four-consecutive games. Notre 
Dame’s first points last Saturday against Clemson came on 
a blocked punt that was returned for a touchdown. Foskey 
has 2 blocked punts on the year, which is tied for third 
nationally.

•	Senior Brandon Johnson is 15th in the country in punt 
returns, averaging 9.9 yards per return.

•	Notre Dame is 16th in the country in fewest penalties per 
game (4.67) and 25th in penalties yards per game (43.8).

WHY WE PLAY 
•	Without Navy, Notre Dame may not still exist. Notre Dame 

fell on hard times in World War II. The school’s population 
dwindled to a depression era number of 2,623 students in 
1943 and a 20 percent reduction in 5 years led to stark 
financial problems for the school. Then the Navy came to 
Notre Dame’s rescue.

• According to then Notre Dame president Hugh O’Donnell, 
the school “offered all of the facilities of this institution to the 
government. In April of 1943, the V-7 Indoctrination School 
was created and the first group of 900 men, all college 
graduates enlisted for one month as apprentice seamen.”

• The late Notre Dame Vice President Father Edmund Joyce 
also shared the same sentiments of Navy’s importance to 
the school. “All I can say is without the Navy during the war, 
this institution would have gotten down to a few hundred 
students. Instead of that, we were almost twice our normal 
size during the war, and we were able to contribute some-
thing to the Navy.”

• The Navy signed a contract with the South Bend-situated 
school at the time, guaranteeing $487,711 for its infrastruc-
ture needs and administrative expenses.

• Notre Dame has never forgotten Navy’s kindness and sup-
port in its time of dire need. In fact, in the 1950s and 60s 
when colleges across the country en masse were ending 
their ROTC programs, Notre Dame stood by Navy and 
allowed its University to serve as a base for college naval 
recruits.

NAVY’S TRENDS UNDER NIUMATALOLO
•	Ken Niumatalolo, the longest-tenured coach in school 

history and in the American Athletic Conference, is in his 
15th year as the Mids’ head coach.  

•	With 108-career wins, Niumatalolo is the winningest coach 
in school history. 

•	With his 10 wins against Army, he is the winningest coach in 
the history of the Army-Navy game.

• 	With 7 wins against Air Force, he’s the winningest Navy 
coach in the history of the Navy-Air Force game.  Air Force’s 
Fisher DeBerry leads the Navy-Air Force series with 17 
career wins.

•	Navy is 68-19 under Niumatalolo when scoring first.
•	Navy is 88-6 under Niumatalolo when entering the fourth 

quarter with the lead.
•	The Mids are 73-19 under Niumatalolo when scoring 30 or 

more points in a game.
•	Navy is 93-27 when holding the opposition to under 30 

points. 
•	The Mids are 57-25 at home under Niumatalolo. 
•	The Mids are 101-58 when outrushing the opposition under 

Niumatalolo.

either an assistant (1995-98, 2002-07) or head coach 
(2008-current) for 25 of the last 28 years.

•	During that stretch, Navy has compiled a 177-131 record 
(.575), won 11 Commander-In-Chief’s Trophies, gone to 16 
bowl games, won nine bowl games and either shared or won 
outright the American Athletic Conference West Division in 3 
of its 7 years in the league. 

•	Navy is 30-20 (.600) in Service Academy games with 
Niumatalolo on the coaching staff. He has the most wins 
as a head coach in the history of the Army-Navy game and 
is the winningest Navy coach in the history of the Navy-Air 
Force series.

•	 In the 114 seasons without Niumatalolo, Navy has posted 
a 555-460-57 (.549) record, won 5 Commander-In-Chief’s 
Trophies (in 26 yrs), went to 8 bowl games and won 3 of 
them.

NAVY’S DEFENSE SHUTS DOWN TULSA
•	 The Mids held Tulsa to just 25 yards rushing, which is the fifth 

fewest in the Niumatalolo era, and marks the second time this 
year Navy has held the opposition to under 25 yards rushing 
in a game (Delaware had 13 yards rushing in week 1).  

•	 The Navy defense came up with 4 turnovers, including 3 inter-
ceptions against the Golden Hurricane. It was the first time 
Navy picked off 3 or more passes in a game since intercepting 
4 Houston passes in 2019 and it was the first time the Mids 
recorded 4 or more turnovers since that very same Houston 
game when the Mids came up with 5.

game with 116 career yards rushing and no touchdowns, 
ran for a 159 yards on 21 carries and scored 3 touchdowns

•	Fofana was the first Navy player to rush for over 100 yards 
since slot back Carlinos Acie rushed for 155 yards last year 
against East Carolina (Lavatai rushed for 120 yards the next 
week against SMU).

•	He was the first Navy fullback to rush for over 100 yards 
since Jamale Carothers ran for 188 yards against Houston 
in 2019.

•	Fofana was the first Navy player to score 3 touchdowns in a 
game since Carothers scored 5 in that same Houston game.

•	 Navy’s 26 points in the second quarter against Tulsa were 
more points than Navy had scored in each of its first-four 
games.

•	 Navy’s 455 yards rushing against Tulsa were the 25th most 
in school history and the most since rushing for 484 yards 
against Lehigh in 2018.

•	 Navy’s 510 yards of total offense against SMU were the most 
by Navy since recording 554 yards against Houston in 2019.

•	 Navy ran 101 plays against SMU, the most since running 106 
plays in a triple-overtime loss at Toledo in 2013.

win. Terrell’s previous high for rushing yards was 29 yards 
vs. Air Force.

•	Terrell’s 17 carries were the second most by a slot back 
in the triple option era. Shun White had 19 carries and a 
school-record 348 yards rushing against Towson in 2008.

•	Freshman wide receiver Nathan Kent scored on a 70-yard 

reverse on the first play of his college career in Navy’s

•	Kent is a two-sport athlete for the Mids, as he was also 
recruited to run track. Kent set the school record at Rocklin 
High School in Rocklin, Calif. in the 100, 200 and 400-yard 
dash. Both of his parents were track standouts at Azusa 
Pacific, including his dad, Roosevelt Jr., who was a three-
time All-American triple jumper.

HASSAN’S HEROICS
•	Sophomore punt returner Amin Hassan had a career-long 

57-yard punt return in Navy’s 53-21 victory over Tulsa.  
• 	The return was the longest punt return by a Navy player 

since 1996 when Ross Scott returned a punt 65 yards for 
a touchdown in Navy’s 1996 Homecoming win over Duke 
(64-27).

GET 6
•	Since his arrival in 2019, defensive coordinator Brian 

Newberry has challenged his defense to “Get 6” in every 
game.

•	What does Get 6 mean? It’s a combined total of 6 three-
and-outs, fourth down stops and turnovers. 

•	 If that turnover is returned for a score, it counts as an extra 
point towards the goal of six. 

•	Newberry believes that if his defense can accomplish the 
challenge, the Mids will have a great chance to win.

•	 In Newberry’s three years with the Mids, Navy is 14-3 (.824) 
when they “Get 6” (8-0 in 2019 / 2-0 in 2020 / 2-2 in 2021 / 
2-1 in 2022).

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DAVIES AN UNLIKELY HERO
•	Senior kicker Daniel Davies was an unlikely hero in Navy’s 

23-20 double overtime win over East Carolina. 
•	Davies was Navy’s third-string kicker and holder on PATs 

and field goals, but won the job over Evan Warren after 
starter Bijan Nichols continued to be sidelined with a leg 
injury. Davies found out on the Thursday prior to the contest 
that he would be kicking against ECU.    

• 	Davies, who had never attempted a field goal or extra point 
in his career for the Mids (he did punt 44 times in 2020 as a 
sophomore), made both of his PATs and drilled field goals 
of 37, 43 and 29 yards to lead Navy to the win. His 43-yard 
field goal came in the first overtime to tie the game at 20 and 
his 29-yard field goal provided the margin of victory.

• 	Davies is the first Navy kicker to make 3 field goals in a 
single game since Sept. 15, 2018, when Bennett Moehring 
made 3 in the Mids’ win over Lehigh.

• 	Davies was named the AAC Special Teams Player of the 
Week for his performance.

• 	On the year, Davies is 10-16 on field goals and 19-19 on 
extra-points.

BIJAN BINGO
•	Bijan Nichols, who was Navy’s first freshman starter at 

kicker since Nick Sloan in 2012, had a terrific freshman 
campaign.  

•	Against Tulane, Nichols kicked a 48-yard field goal as 
time expired to give Navy a 41-38 win. It was the longest 
field goal by a Navy player in the final 1:00 of regulation or 
overtime to win a game in school history. The previous long 
was 46 yards by Joey Bullen against Air Force with one 
second left to give Navy the 27-24 win.

•	Nichols kicked the second game-winning field goal of his 
freshman year in the AutoZone Liberty Bowl, booting a 
23-yard field goal with two seconds left to give Navy a 20-17 
victory over Kansas State.  

•	Nichols finished his freshman year 12-17 on field goals and 
61-62 on extra points. His 61 extra points are the second 
most in school history for a single season. 

•	Nichols kicked the third game-winner of his career, and 
second against Tulane, in 2020. He made a 33-yard field 
goal as time expired as the Mids pulled off the biggest 
comeback in school history by coming from 24 points down 
to beat the Green Wave 27-24.

•	He drilled a career-long 50-yard field goal against Temple 
with 4:56 left to give Navy a 31-23 lead and the Mids held 
on to beat the Owls 31-29. It was the longest field goal by 
a Navy kicker since 2011 when Jon Teague hit a school- 
record 54-yarder against Delaware. 

•	Nichols had made 56-consecutive extra points dating back 
to 2019, which is the second-longest streak in school 
history, before that streak came to an end against East 
Carolina when the holder mishandled the snap. 

•	 In 2021, Nichols went 15-19 on field goals (two of his misses 
were blocked and the other two were from 53 and 55 yards 
out) and 28-28 on PATs. 

•	He tied his career long with a 50-yarder against SMU. 
•	Nichols was named 2021 Second-Team All-American 

Athletic Conference by the league’s coaches and was 
named All-East. 

•	His 105-career made extra points are tied for the third 
most in school history and he is just 7 behind Nick Sloan 
(2012-15) for second and 36 behind record holder Bennett 
Moehring.

•	His 33-career field goals are tied for the second most in 
school history and he is just 9 behind record holder Steve 
Fehr (1979-81).

•	His 204-career points are the second most in school history 
by a kicker and he is just 18 points behind record holder 
Bennett Moehring (2016-18).

•	Nichols has missed all 9 of Navy’s games this season with 
a leg injury.

•	The Navy football team honored former football player 

David Forney two years ago by wearing a sticker on the 
back of its helmets that pictured Forney running out of the 
tunnel at the 2019 Army-Navy game carrying the American 
flag with the word Brotherhood underneath. 

•	Additionally, Navy did not issue jersey No. 68 until the Army-
Navy game when starting offensive lineman Billy Honaker 
wore it to honor his friend.

•	At the start of the 2021 season, it was determined that a 
senior offensive lineman would be assigned No. 68. Starting 
center/guard Pierce Banbury was the first to wear No. 26.

• This year it is senior offensive tackle Kip Frankland.
•	Forney, who was a senior offensive lineman on the 2019 

team, died on Feb. 20, 2020, after being found unrespon-
sive in Bancroft Hall. He was 22 years old.

•	He was a three-year letter winner for the Mids and played in 
39-consecutive games over his final-three years.

•	 In 2019, he started all 13 games at guard and was the 
anchor of an offensive line that set a school record and 
led the nation in rushing, averaging 360.5 yards per game. 
Forney was extremely proud of being part of a senior class 
that authored the second-greatest turnaround in the history 
of FBS football as the Mids won a school-record tying 11 
games, won the Commander-In-Chief’s Trophy, shared the 
American Athletic Conference West Division title and won 
the Liberty Bowl. Forney was named First-Team AAC and 
First-Team All-East.

•	A native of Walkersville, Md. and a 2015 graduate of 
Georgetown Prep, Forney is survived by his parents, Rick 
and Erika Forney, younger brothers, Chris and Erik, and 
sister, Rebekah.

•	Forney, who was a member of the ninth company at the 
Naval Academy and a political science major, would have 
graduated on May 22, 2020. He was due to serve as a 
cryptologic warfare officer.

•	Navy head football coach Ken Niumatalolo announced that

• 	Frankland will lead discussions once a month with all the 
team captains on how they can improve what they are doing 
with their individual teams and as a group.

•	 In 2019, his defense allowed just 9 first downs, 123 rushing 

yards, 148 total yards and 7 points.
•	 In 2020, the Mids allowed 8 first downs, 134 rushing yards, 

162 total yards and 15 points.
•	 In 2021, the Navy defense allowed 11 first downs, 124 

rushing yards, 232 total yards and 13 points. Remarkably, 
56 of the 124 yards rushing came on one play.

•	The three-game average for the Army offense against 
Newberry’s defense is: 9.3 first downs, 127 rushing yards, 
180.7 total yards and 11.7 points per game.

•	 The Army-Navy Football Game presented by USAA, 

“America’s Game,” will be played in five different cities over 
the next five years it was announced by Naval Academy 
Director of Athletics Chet Gladchuk and Army West Point 
Director of Athletics Mike Buddie.

• 	Boston / Foxborough will be the host of the 2023 game on 
Dec. 9, Washington, DC / Landover, Md. will host the 2024 
game on Dec. 14, Baltimore will host the 2025 game on 
Dec. 13, New York City / East Rutherford, N.J. will host the 
2026 game on Dec. 12 and Philadelphia will host the 2027 
game on Dec. 11. All five games will be televised nationally 
by CBS.

•	 The 2023 game will be hosted in the Boston region in con-
junction with the 250th anniversary of the Boston Tea Party 
and the 225th anniversary of the USS Constitution’s maiden 
voyage. This will be the first time the Army-Navy game has 
been played in the New England region and Navy will serve 
as the home team.

• 	The nation’s capital will be the backdrop for the 2024 game, 
which will also be the 125th playing of the Army-Navy 
game. This will be just the second time the game has been 
played in the D.C. region and the first since 2011, a game in 
which Navy won 27-21. Army will serve as the home team.

• 	The game will return to Baltimore in 2025 with Fort 
McHenry, the site where Francis Scott Key penned the lyr-
ics to the national anthem, serving as the backdrop. It will 
be the seventh time Baltimore has hosted the game and 
the first time since 2016.  The two teams are 3-3 in games 
played in Baltimore.  Navy will serve as the home team.

• 	New York / New Jersey will host the 2026 game as part 
of the 25th anniversary of 9/11. It will be the 19th time 
the game has been played in New York or New Jersey 
and the sixth time it has been played at the Meadowlands 
Complex. Navy is 4-1 against Army in games played in East 
Rutherford, including a 17-13 win last December. Army will 
serve as the home team.

• 	Philadelphia will host the annual Army-Navy game for the 
91st time in 2027. The City of Brotherly Love is also the host 
for this year’s game at Lincoln Financial Field on Dec. 10. 
Navy leads the all-time series 45-40-4 in games played in 
Philadelphia. Navy will be the home team in 2027.

• 	The 123rd playing of the Army-Navy game will take place 
on Saturday, Dec. 10 at 3:00 pm in Philadelphia at Lincoln 
Financial Field. Navy leads the all-time series 62-53-7 and 
has won two of the last three, 16 of the last 20 and 18 of the 
last 23 contests.

• 	Roughly 12 hours later, Sallie Mae Stitt — the twins’ 
grandmother and Jerome’s mother — died at the age of 70. 
She had also suffered complications from COVID-19.

• 	The Adams brothers stayed home in Birmingham, Ala., 
through Oct. 7, the day they held a funeral service for both 
their mother and grandmother.

• “Leaning on God has given us peace when our hearts 
are hurting,” Terrell Adams said. “I can’t go through a day 
without thinking about [our mother and grandmother]. I know 
Dad can’t.”

• 	The seniors are considered leaders among their teammates 
despite most of their on-field contributions coming on 
special teams. Terrell Adams, a linebacker, has 30 career 
tackles, 1.5 tackles for loss and one pass defended for the 
Midshipmen. Joshua Adams, a bandit, has 8 career tackles 
and 0.5 tackles for loss.

• The Courage Award was first presented by the Football 
Writers Association of America (FWAA) in 2002. A select 
group of writers from the FWAA vote on the winner each 
year. The requirements for nomination include displaying 
courage on or off the field, including overcoming an 
injury or physical handicap, preventing a disaster or living 
through hardship. The winner of the award will be included 
in festivities during Capital One Orange Bowl week and 
receive his trophy at an on-field presentation.

• 	Previous winners of the Capital One Orange Bowl-FWAA 
Courage Award are the University of Utah football Team 
(2021), Arkansas State analyst Alex Charlton (2020), 
Arkansas State coach Blake Anderson (2019), SUNY 
Cortland linebacker Kyle Richard (2018), Wisconsin safety 
D’Cota Dixon (2017), Pitt running back James Conner 
(2016), Miami offensive lineman Hunter Knighton (2015), 
Duke offensive lineman Laken Tomlinson (2014), San 
Jose State defensive lineman Anthony Larceval (2013), 
Clemson wide receiver Daniel Rodriguez (2012), Michigan 
State offensive lineman Arthur Ray Jr. (2011), Rutgers 
defensive tackle Eric LeGrand (2010), the University of 
Connecticut football team (2009), Tulsa’s Wilson Holloway 
(2008), Navy’s Zerbin Singleton (2007), Clemson’s Ray 
Ray McElrathbey (2006), the Tulane football team (2005), 
Memphis’ Haracio Colen (2004), San Jose State’s Neil 
Parry (2003) and Toledo’s William Bratton (2002). 

WBAL EXTENDS BROADCAST PARTNERSHIP 
WITH NAVY FOOTBALL 
•	WBAL NewsRadio 1090 AM / 101.5 FM and the Naval 

Academy Athletic Association have agreed to a multi-year 
extension to its long-running partnership that will keep the 
station as the flagship of the Navy Football Radio Network.

• 	As part of the agreement WBAL NewsRadio will air every 
Navy Football game, including a 60-minute pre-game show 
and a 30-minute post-game program.  WBAL and Navy will 
also collaborate for player and coach interviews as well as 
on-air features and podcasts focused on Navy Football. 

HAYWOOD NAMED TO 2022 PAUL HORNUNG 
AWARD WATCH LIST
•	Navy sophomore Maquel Haywood is among the 52 col-

lege football players who have been named to the 2022 
Watch List for the Paul Hornung Award presented by Texas 
Roadhouse.

• Now in its 13th season, the Paul Hornung Award is given 
annually to the most versatile player in major college football 
by the Louisville Sports Commission in the memory of the 
late football legend and Louisville native Paul Hornung. The 
winner and his family will be honored at the annual Paul 
Hornung Award dinner at the Galt House Hotel in downtown 
Louisville in March 2023.

• 	Players on the 2022 Watch List represent 52 teams from all 
10 FBS conferences and independents. The Big Ten leads 
the conferences with 8 players on the Watch List, the Big 
12 and the AAC each have 7, the MAC has 6, the SEC and 
the ACC have 4, the Pac 12 has 3 and the Sun Belt has 2.

• 	The Paul Hornung Award has created an impressive legacy 
in 12 years including 7 winners who were first round NFL 
draft picks – Tavon Austin, Saquon Barkley, Odell Beckham 
Jr., Christian McCaffrey, Jabrill Peppers, DeVonta Smith 
and Shaq Thompson. 

• 	The 2022 Watch List was compiled by a panel of college 
football experts based on a combination of statistics, career 
performance, SID recommendations and expectations 
heading into the 2022 season. In addition to the Watch List, 
the Paul Hornung Award Weekly Honor Roll will recognize 
players whose performances during the regular season 
meet the Award’s criteria. Players from both the Watch List 
and the Weekly Honor Roll are eligible to win the Award.

LAVATAI ON 2022 POLYNESIAN PLAYER OF 
THE YEAR WATCH LIST
•	 Junior quarterback Tai Lavatai has been named to the 

2022 Polynesian College Football Player of the Year Watch 
List by the Polynesian Football Hall of Fame. The award is 
presented annually to the most outstanding college football 
player of Polynesian ancestry that epitomizes great ability 
and integrity. 

• This is the ninth year that the Polynesian Football Hall 
of Fame has presented the award with former Oregon 
and current Atlanta Falcons quarterback Marcus Mariota  
selected as the inaugural recipient in 2014.

• Five finalists for the 2022 Polynesian College Football 
Player of the Year Award will be unveiled on Dec. 1 and 
the winner will be announced on Dec. 15. The presentation 
of the award will be held during the Polynesian Football 
Hall of Fame Enshrinement Week Celebration Dinner (Jan. 
21, 2023) at the Sheraton Waikiki, and they will also be 
recognized during the Polynesian Bowl (Jan. 20, 2023).

• 	The watch list candidates have been selected based on 
past performance and future potential. Additions to the list 
may be made as the 2022 season progresses. The finalists 
and winner will be chosen by the Polynesian Football Hall 
of Fame Selection Committee which includes former NFL 
quarterback and inaugural inductee Jack “The Throwin’ 
Samoan” Thompson (Chairman), coaches Ron McBride 
and Dick Vermeil, former NFL player and inaugural inductee 
Olin Kreutz, inaugural inductee and past NFLPA president 
Kevin Mawae, former NFL player and Class of 2015 
Inductee Ray Schoenke, ESPN Sportscaster Neil Everett 
and NFL Network commentator Steve Wyche.
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NAVY PICKED 10TH IN AAC PRESEASON 
MEDIA POLL
•	 Only one point separated the top two teams in the 2022 

American Athletic Conference preseason media poll, as 
Houston edged Cincinnati as The American’s preseason 
favorite.

• 	Houston received 7 of a possible 24 first-place votes to fin-
ish with 243 points in the poll, while Cincinnati was second 
at 242 points, despite the Bearcats receiving 10 first-place 
votes. UCF had 7 first-place votes and was third with 225 
points.

• 	Houston and Cincinnati were a combined 16-0 in regular-
season conference games last season before the Bearcats 
took a 35-20 win against the Cougars in the 2022 American 
Athletic Conference Championship Game.

• 	Houston, which was ranked No. 17 in the final national 
polls of 2021, was tabbed as the favorite in The American 
for the first time since 2016 after the Cougars went 8-0 
in conference play and 12-2 overall, capped by a 17-13 
win against Auburn in the Birmingham Bowl. Head coach 
Dana Holgorsen’s squad will be led by veteran quarterback 
Clayton Tune, who threw for 3,546 yards and 30 touch-
downs in 2021, and wide receiver Nathaniel Dell, who led 
The American in receptions (90), receiving yards (1,329) 
and touchdown catches (12) last season.

• Cincinnati made history last season as the first team from 
The American to reach the College Football Playoff as the 
Bearcats won their first 13 games of the year before falling 
to Alabama in the CFP semifinals. The Bearcats finished 
the season ranked No. 4 nationally, but Luke Fickell’s 
squad will need to offset the loss of an American Athletic 
Conference-record nine players who were selected in 
the NFL Draft, trailing only Georgia and LSU nationally. 
Linebacker Deshawn Pace, a 2022 Butkus Award candi-
date, is expected to be the stalwart of the Bearcats’ defense 
after his 94-tackle season last year.

• 	UCF, which has won a conference-record 4 American 
Athletic Conference titles, is expected be in the hunt once 
again in head coach Gus Malzahn’s second season in 
Orlando. The Knights went 9-4 last season, winning six of 
their final seven games, including a 29-17 victory against 
Florida in the Gasparilla Bowl.

• 	SMU was fourth with 187 points as first-year head coach 
Rhett Lashlee will have quarterback Tanner Mordecai back 
in the fold. Mordecai set an American Athletic Conference 
record with 39 touchdown passes in 2021.

• 	Memphis, which has had 8-consecutive seasons at .500 
or better, edged East Carolina for fifth. The Tigers will be 
led by quarterback Seth Henigan, an FWAA Freshman All-
America who threw for more than 3,300 yards as a rookie. 
The Pirates, who won 5 of their last 6 to close the 2021 
season, will feature fifth-year starting quarterback Holton 
Ahlers and standout running back Keaton Mitchell.

• 	The American is coming off an historic season in 2021, 
highlighted by Cincinnati’s appearance in the College 
Football Playoff. It marked the sixth time in 8 seasons of 
the CFP era that The American was represented in the 
New Year’s Six. Seven AAC teams were selected for bowl 
games, while conference teams were a combined 3-1 in 
postseason games that were played.

• 	The American also had 3 NCAA Consensus All-America 
selections (South Florida running back/return special-
ist Brian Battie, Cincinnati cornerback Ahmad Gardner, 
Houston cornerback/return specialist Marcus Jones), trail-
ing only the SEC and Big Ten among FBS conferences. 
The American had the winners of the Paul Hornung Award 
(Jones), the Jim Thorpe Award (Cincinnati cornerback 
Coby Bryant) and the consensus National Coach of the 
Year (Cincinnati’s Luke Fickell), and matched its best show-
ing in the NFL Draft with 19 players selected in 2022.

HONORING A LEGEND, JOE BELLINO 
•	 In August of 2019, Naval Academy Director of Athletics 

Chet Gladchuk announced that Joe Bellino’s #27 would be 
placed on the turf at the 27-yard line at both ends of Navy-
Marine Corps Memorial Stadium facing Navy’s sideline as a 
tribute and in memory of the 1960 Heisman Trophy winner, 
who passed away on March 27, 2019. 

•	 Additionally, Navy wore a helmet sticker in Bellino’s memory 
during the 2019 season.

•	He was the first Navy player to win the Heisman Trophy and 
the first to have his number retired.

• 	Bellino, a native of Winchester, Mass., was known as the 
player who was never caught from behind. In just three 
seasons, he scored 31 touchdowns, rushed for 1,664 yards 
on 330 carries, returned 37 kicks for 833 yards and set 15 
school records.

• 	Bellino was a unanimous All-America selection at halfback 
in 1960 and was also the winner of the Maxwell Award. His 
end zone interception preserved Navy’s 17-12 win over 
Army that season. The Midshipmen were ranked as a high 
as fourth in the country and went on to play in the Orange 
Bowl on Jan. 1, 1961.

• 	He was also an outstanding catcher and outfielder on the 
Navy baseball team. He hit .428 in 22 games in 1959 and 
led the Eastern Intercollegiate League in stolen bases. He 
had a .320 average in 1960 and was the baseball team 
captain in 1961.

• 	Army partisans can hardly forget the 1959-60 academic 
year for what Bellino did to the Cadets. In addition to his 
three-touchdown performance in the 1959 Army-Navy 
football game, he was equally sensational in the Army-Navy 
baseball game in 1960. Bellino went 4-for-4 at the plate, 
drove in three runs, stole two bases and threw out two Army 
runners attempting to steal as Navy carved out a 9-1 win.

• 	Bellino capped off his senior year (1960-61) by winning the 
school’s top two athletic awards, the Thompson Trophy and 
the Naval Academy Athletic Association Sword. It marked 
the first time in 41 years that one midshipman received both 
of these awards.

• 	Bellino’s #27 football jersey was retired after the 1960 
season. He had a three-year stint with the Boston Patriots 
after he had completed his four-year service obligation. He 
stayed in the Navy Reserves for 24 more years and reached 
the rank of Captain.

• 	He was a 1977 inductee into the National Football 
Foundation Hall of Fame. In 2009, he was named to the 
Navy-Marine Corps Memorial All-Stadium Team. During 
its annual season-ending football banquet, Navy presents 
the Joe Bellino Award to the varsity football player whose 
inspiring on-field performance made a significant impact on 
the team and contributed to its overall success during the 
season.

GLADCHUK NAMED TO COLLEGE FOOTBALL 
PLAYOFF COMMITTEE
•	 The College Football Playoff (CFP) Management 

Committee appointed NC State Athletics Director Boo 
Corrigan as selection committee chair for the 2022 football 
season, replacing Gary Barta (Iowa).

• 	Hancock also announced that the Management Committee 
has appointed Chet Gladchuk, athletics director at the 
Naval Academy; Jim Grobe, longtime head coach at Ohio, 
Wake Forest and Baylor; Warde Manuel, athletics director 
at Michigan; and Kelly Whiteside, longtime sportswriter for 
USA Today, Sports Illustrated and Newsday, to the CFP 
Selection Committee.

• 	Gladchuk is in his 22nd year as Director of Athletics at 
the Naval Academy. He arrived in Annapolis in 2001 from 
Houston, where he had been the Director of Athletics for 
four years.

• 	Before Houston, Gladchuk led his alma mater, Boston 
College, as its the Director of Athletics, Intramurals and 
Recreation for 7 years. Prior to rejoining Boston College, 
he served as Director of Athletics at Tulane from 1987-90 
after a 1985-87 stint as an Associate AD at Syracuse.

• 	Gladchuk lettered in football at Boston College and after 
graduating went on to earn a master’s degree from 
Massachusetts-Amherst, where he began his career in 
intercollegiate athletics. He also had served as Director 
of Athletics and head football coach for the New Hampton 
(Prep) School in New Hampshire prior to leaving for UMass.

JOHNSON ON THE 2023 COLLEGE FOOTBALL 
HALL OF FAME BALLOT
•	 Former Navy head football coach Paul Johnson is one of 

nine FBS coaches on the 2023 College Football Hall of 
Fame ballot released by the National Football Foundation 
& College Hall of Fame.

• 	A coach becomes eligible three full seasons after retirement 
or immediately following retirement provided he is at least 
70 years of age. Active coaches become eligible at 75 years 
of age. Coaches must have been a head football coach for 
a minimum of 10 years and coached at least 100 games 
with a .600 winning percentage.

• 	The announcement of the 2023 College Football Hall of 
Fame Class will be made in early 2023, with specific details 
to be announced in the future.

• 	The 2023 College Football Hall of Fame Class will be offi-
cially inducted during the 65th NFF Annual Awards Dinner 
on Dec. 5, 2023, and permanently immortalized at the 
Chick-fil-A College Football Hall of Fame in Atlanta. They 
will also be honored at their respective schools with an NFF 
Hall of Fame On-Campus Salute, presented by Fidelity 
Investments, during the 2023 season.

• 	Johnson compiled a 189-100 record in 22 years as a head 
coach at Georgia Southern (1997-01), Navy (2002-07) and 
Georgia Tech (2008-18). 

• 	He was 62-10 in five years at Georgia Southern, win-
ning the I-AA National Championship in 1999 and 2000.  
Georgia Southern was 36-4 against Southern Conference 
foes, as the Eagles won conference title all five years.

• 	Johnson was 45-29 in six years at Navy including a 43-19 
mark over his final five years. He led Navy to five bowl 
games, including a win in the 2004 Emerald Bowl and the 
2005 Poinsettia Bowl. Even more impressive, Johnson led 
the Mids to five-consecutive Commander-in-Chief Trophies 
and was 11-1 against Service Academy foes Air Force (5-1) 
and Army (6-0). Navy had gone 22 years without winning 
the CIC Trophy before Johnson won it in 2003. In 2007 he 
led Navy to a 46-44 triple overtime victory over Notre Dame, 
breaking the nation’s longest winning streak by one school 
over another at 43 games. 

• 	He posted an 82-61 record in his 11 years at Georgia Tech, 
leading the Yellow Jackets to three ACC title games and 
nine bowl games.  He led Georgia Tech to the Orange Bowl 
in 2009 and an Orange Bowl win in 2014. 

• 	Navy has 24 players or coaches in the College Football 
Hall of Fame including head coaches Gil Dobie (1917-19), 
George Welsh (1973-81) and Wayne Hardin (1959-64).  
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TERRELL JR. PRESENTED WITH ADMIRAL 
MACK AWARD
•	 Navy head football coach Ken Niumatalolo announced 

at the conclusion of spring practice that junior slot back 
Vincent Terrell Jr. was the 2022 recipient of the Vice 
Admiral William P. Mack Award.

• 	The Admiral Mack Award is given annually to the Navy foot-
ball player who has shown the most improvement during 
spring practice.  The award was established in 1976 and is 
named in honor of Vice Admiral Mack, the Naval Academy 
Superintendent from 1972-75.

• 	Terrell Jr. is just the second slot back / running back to win 
the award and the first since Josh Bock in 2000.

• 	Terrell Jr., who stands 5-8 and weighs 170 pounds, is a 
2020 graduate of the Punahou School in Honolulu, Hawai’i.

• 	Terrell Jr. was named All-State in football his senior year 
and as a junior was named the Cover2 Chad Owens 
Special Teams Player of the Year in the state thanks to his 
four kickoff returns for a touchdown.

• 	On the track, Terrell was the 2019 Hawai’i state champion 
in the 200 meters as he helped lead Punahou to three-
straight state championships (2017, 2018, 2019).

NAVY AMONG TOP 10 IN GRADUATING 
STUDENT-ATHLETES
•	The Naval Academy is once again one of the top 10 schools 

in the country for graduating NCAA student-athletes. 
•	Navy’s graduation success rate of 95 percent is tied for 10th 

in the country among schools that sponsor FBS football and 
tops in the AAC, as well as among Service Academies. Air 
Force and Army are not in the Top 40.

• The graduation success rate measures those student-ath-
letes that were enrolled from 2011-14 and graduated within 
6 years.

RECOGNIZED BY FWAA FOR THE 5TH TIME
•	 Three first-time winners and eight previous ones comprise 

the 13th Annual Super 11 Awards, which the Football 
Writers Association of America rewards annually to the best 
performing sports information departments in the Football 
Bowl Subdivision.

• 	Clemson and Colorado each collected a ninth award and 
Nebraska an eighth. Navy won for a fifth time, Kansas State 
a fourth time, and Iowa, Miami (Fla.) and Ole Miss each a 
second time.  The Navy SID office was also honored by the 
FWAA in 2016, 2016, 2018 and 2019.

• 	Sports information offices in some cases were still doing 
zoom calls for interviews, but there were also many in-
person interviews with players, head coaches and assistant 
coaches observing social distancing and health safety 
protocols when interacting with the media.

• 	This year’s winners were deemed to have had excellent 
accessibility during the week of the game and after the 
game – with a program’s players, coaches and assistant 
coaches – along with the other listed criteria on page 22 of 
the 2021-22 FWAA Directory.

• 	FWAA members provided input during the season and 
made comments in an FWAA Awards survey after the 2021 
season. In addition, SID press boxes were judged on how 
well they were run and maintained in terms of neutrality, 
pool reporters and noise level that could affect a media 
person’s ability to do his or her job. In recent years, the 
availability of nearby press parking has become a plus.

• 	In January 2009, the FWAA formed the first Super 11 

Committee. The concept is supported by the College Sports 
Information Directors of America (CoSIDA). The FWAA has 
awarded Super 11 to 77 different programs over the years.

• 	Founded in 1941, the Football Writers Association of 
America consists of journalists, broadcasters, publicists, 
photographers and key executives in all areas of college 
football. The FWAA works to govern media access and 
game-day operations while presenting awards and honors, 
including an annual FWAA All-America Team.

Aug. 30, 2008 – Shun White rushed for a school-record 348 

yards and 3 touchdowns on just 19 carries to lead Navy to 
a season-opening 41-13 victory over Towson.

Nov. 1, 2008 – Clint Sovie’s 42-yard fumble return for a 
touchdown with 37 seconds left in regulation capped 
a 20-point rally in the final 9:16 to send the game into 
overtime. Quarterback Ricky Dobbs’ 1-yard run in OT gave 
Navy a miraculous 33-27 victory over Temple.

Oct. 3, 2009 – Navy shut down the nation’s top rushing 
offense, while Joe Buckley drilled 3 field goals, including a 
38-yarder in overtime, to lead Navy to a 16-13 victory over 
Air Force in front of a sellout crowd of 37,820.  

Oct. 20, 2012 – Navy scored 10 points in the final 5:30 
to come from behind and shock Indiana, 31-30, on 
Homecoming. Keenan Reynolds hit Matt Aiken with a 
touchdown pass with 2:02 remaining to give Navy the lead 
and a Parrish Gaines interception clinched the Mids’ first 
win over a BIG TEN opponent at home since 1926.

Oct. 26, 2013 – One week after missing an extra-point against 
Toledo in the second overtime, Nick Sloan booted a 
30-yard field goal against Pitt as time expired to give Navy 
a thrilling 24-21 come-from-behind victory.

Nov. 15, 2014 – Keenan Reynolds rushed for a career-high 
277 yards and a stadium-record 6 touchdowns to lead 
Navy to a 52-19 victory over Georgia Southern.

Sept. 19, 2015 – Keenan Reynolds ran for 5 touchdowns and 
142 yards as the Midshipmen dominated East Carolina in 
their American Athletic Conference debut, 45-21.

Oct. 3, 2015 – Keenan Reynolds rushed for 183 yards to lead 
Navy to a 33-11 rout of Air Force. It was Navy’s largest 
margin of victory in the series since 1978.

Nov. 14, 2015 – Keenan Reynolds shattered the FBS career 
rushing touchdown record scoring 4 rushing touchdowns 
against SMU in Navy’s 55-14 rout of SMU. The 4 rushing 
touchdowns gave Reynolds 81 in his career, surpassing 
Montee Ball’s record of 77.

Dec. 28, 2015 – Keenan Reynolds wrapped up his record-
setting career by rushing for 3 scores and passing for 
another to lead Navy to a 44-28 win over Pitt in the Military 
Bowl. Reynolds’ final touchdown clinched the win and 
gave him 88 total touchdowns for his career, breaking the 
tie with La. Tech’s Kenneth Dixon for most touchdowns in 
FBS history.  The win was the 11th on the year for Navy, 
setting a school record.  

Oct. 8, 2016 – Will Worth ran for a touchdown and threw for 2 
more, while Josiah Powell picked off a pass and returned it 
34-yards for a touchdown to lead Navy to a 46-40 upset of 
#6 Houston.  It was Navy’s first win over a top 10 opponent 
since beat #2 South Carolina in 1984.

Oct. 7, 2017 – Zach Abey fired a 16-yard touchdown pass to 
Tyler Carmona with 15 seconds remaining to give Navy a 
thrilling 48-45 victory over Air Force in front of a stadium-
record crowd of 38,792.  It was the highest scoring game 
in the history of the Navy-Air Force series.

Nov. 11, 2017 – Malcolm Perry, making his first career start 
at quarterback, rushed for 282 yards and 4 touchdowns on 
33 carries to lead Navy to a 43-40 victory over SMU and 
make the Mids bowl eligible for the 14th time in the last 
15 years. Perry had a stadium-record 92-yard touchdown 
run in the game.

Oct. 5, 2019 – Malcolm Perry scored on a 3-yard touchdown 
run with 23 seconds left to give Navy a 28-25 lead, and 
Tony Brown recovered an Air Force fumble on the ensuing 
possession and ran 8 yards for a touchdown to give Navy 
a stunning 34-25 victory over Air Force.

Oct. 26, 2019 – Freshman Bijan Nichols kicked a 48-yard 
field goal as time expired to give Navy a 41-38 victory 
over Tulane and make Navy bowl eligible for the 15th time 
in the last 17 years. The Nichols field goal is believed to 
be the longest to win a game in Navy history (final 1:00 of 
regulation or overtime).

Nov. 23, 2019 – Senior quarterback Malcolm Perry rushed 
for 195 yards and 2 touchdowns on 38 carries, while 
completing 9 of his 15 pass attempts for 162 yards and 
a touchdown as Navy upset No. 21 SMU, 35-28. Perry’s 
70-yard touchdown run on third-and-10 with 6:11 left put 
Navy up for good.

Oct. 10, 2020 – Sophomore linebacker Terrell Adams broke 
up a two-point conversion attempt from Temple’s Anthony 
Russo with 1:02 left to give Navy a 31-29 victory. It was 
head coach Ken Niumatalolo 100th career victory. Senior 
fullback Nelson Smith rushed for a then career-high 120 
yards and 2 touchdowns on 20 carries to lead the offense.

•	Nolan Henderson threw a pair of touchdown passes to lead Delaware to a 14-7 win over Navy 
in the season opener at Navy-Marine Corps Memorial Stadium to give Ryan Carty a win in his 
debut as the Fightin' Blue Hens' coach.

•	 It was No. 19 Delaware's first win over an FBS team and Navy's first loss to an FCS team since 
the Blue Hens beat the Midshipmen in 2007.

•	Navy, which lost 5 fumbles all of last season, had 3 in the first 18 minutes of the game. On 
Navy's first play from scrimmage, Tai Lavatai lost a fumble on the mesh handoff between he 
and fullback Anton Hall Jr. and Delaware recovered at the Navy 21-yard line. Two plays later, 
the Blue Hens converted the mistake into points when Henderson hit Bryce de Malle with a 
6-yard touchdown pass. 

•	Henderson found Chandler Harvin deep for a 51-yard score in the third quarter to make it 14-0. 
That scoring drive was set up by an odd chain of events. On first-and-20 from its own 28, a 
Delaware offensive lineman was called for a false start to set up a first-and-30, but another 
official came in and overruled the penalty and called Navy for making disconcerting signals, 
making it first-and-15 instead. Three plays later, Henderson hit Harvin for the touchdown.

•	Navy responded with its only points of the game, moving 56 yards in 10 plays, capped off by 
a 2-yard touchdown run by Lavatai to make the score 14-7 late in the third quarter.

•	The Navy defense made a big play early in the fourth quarter when Delaware surprisingly 
went for it on fourth-and-two from its own 45. Linebacker Jianni Woodson-Brooks dropped 
running back Khory Spruill for a one-yard gain to give Navy the ball back at the Delaware 46.

•	Navy, however, could do nothing with it as the Mids gave the ball to fullback Daba Fofana 
four-straight times for a total of 9 yards.  The Navy defense stopped Delaware on 2 more 
drives, but could not convert.

•	The star of the game for Delaware was Buchanan, who recorded 23 tackles, a tackle for loss 
and forced a fumble. Safety Noah Plack had 17 tackles, while linebacker Liam Trainer made 
14 stops.

•	Navy's defense allowed just 202 yards of total offense, including 13 on the ground.  Navy's 12 
tackles for loss in the game were the most since 2005.

•	Sophomore linebacker Colin Ramos led the Mids with a career-high 9 tackles and forced 
a fumble, while junior safety Eavan Gibbons was in on 8 tackles and two tackles for loss.  
Senior striker John Marshall had seven tackles, 3.5 tackles for loss and 2 sacks.

•	The option quarterback clinched the win for the Falcons with an 18-yard scamper on third-
and-6 in Navy territory, allowing them to run out the clock. This was soon after Matthew 
Dapore connected on a 22-yard field goal with 4:14 left to give Air Force the lead.

•	Daniels had 65 yards rushing to go with 156 through the air, including a 67-yard touchdown 
pass to David Cormier on the third play of the game. The Falcons gained almost 90 of their 
200 yards rushing over the final two drives.

•	Tai Lavatai tied the game at 10-apiece with 10:50 to go with a 5-yard run on third-and-goal. 
Lavatai drifted back to pass but when the middle opened up, he cruised into the end zone. 

•	After Dapore's field goal, Navy went three-and-out. The Midshipmen finished 4-of-13 on third 
downs for the game.

•	The Falcons raced out to a quick 10-0 lead and rode their defense to a victory in the first leg of 
the Commander-In-Chief's Trophy. The annual award goes to the round-robin winner between 
the service academies.

•	The Falcons got off to a fast start with Daniels completing a long pass to Cormier for a touch-
down. It was a pair of first-half fumbles from Daniels that kept Navy within striking distance. 
The first was with the Falcons deep in Midshipmen territory early in the second quarter.

•	Then, with 34 seconds left in the half and facing third down, Daniels tried to find a receiver 
downfield but was stripped from behind by Jacob Busic. Navy turned that into a 37-yard field 
goal to trim Air Force's lead to 10-3 at halftime.

•	Navy tacked on a safety when Brin was called for intentional grounding in the end zone thanks 
to pressure up the middle from linebacker Will Harbour, while Davies added a career-long 
46-yard field goal.

•	The 26 points scored by Navy in the second quarter were more points than it had scored in a 
game in the first four contests, as the Mids took a 36-14 lead into the locker room at the half.

•	Houston quarterback Clayton Tune tied a Navy-Marine Corps Memorial Stadium record with 
5 touchdown passes to lead the Cougars to a 38-20 victory over Navy at Navy-Marine Corps

•	Tune tied a record set by Virginia quarterback Bobby Goodman in 1992 with touchdown 
passes of 6, 11, 3, 7 and 4 yards. He was 21 of 30 for 261 yards.

•	Tune passed for 3 touchdowns in the first half to build a 21-7 lead, the Cougars' first halftime 
lead of the season. Tune connected with Dell twice in the first quarter for a 14-0 lead and 
Houston was driving on its third possession before Navy safety Eavan Gibbons forced a 
Brandon Campbell fumble that was recovered by safety Joe Hutson.

•	 Junior backup quarterback Xavier Arline scored on a 23-yard touchdown run in overtime, 
while sophomore cornerback Dashaun Peele picked off Temple QB E.J. Warner in the end 
zone to give Navy a thrilling 27-20 overtime victory over Temple on Senior Day at Navy-Marine 
Corps Memorial Stadium.

•	Arline, who entered the game with 3:07 left in the first quarter after a season-ending injury to 
starting quarterback Tai Lavatai, scored on Navy's second play of overtime.  Arline finished 
the day with 54 yards rushing on 16 carries.

•	Peele, who had played in just 2 prior games, was forced into action due to injuries in the Navy 
secondary and made several big plays including his first-career sack, a pass breakup on 
Temple's final drive of regulation and another pass breakup on third down in overtime before 
sealing the win on the next play by picking off Warner in the end zone.

•	Navy, which had struggled all year in the first quarter, got off to a great start by jumping out to 
a 13-0 first quarter lead thanks to two Daniel Davies field goals and a 15-yard touchdown run 
by sophomore fullback Daba Fofana. 

•	The fast start was mostly a credit to the Navy defense and special teams. Navy held Temple 
to -11 yards total offense in the first quarter, which included an interception by sophomore 
corner Elias Larry that set up the second Davies field goal.

•	Cincinnati quarterback Ben Bryant completed 25 of his 35 pass attempts for 299 yards and 2 
touchdowns to lead the Bearcats to a 20-10 victory over Navy at Nippert Stadium. The crowd 
was the ninth largest in stadium history.

•	Cincinnati took a 6-0 lead in the first quarter on two field goals by Ryan Coe.
•	Navy had a chance to take the lead at the start of the second quarter as quarterback Xavier 

Arline broke loose for a 27-yard run down to the Cincinnati 14-yard line. The Mids, however, 
could only gain 6 more yards and Daniel Davies' 25-yard field goal was blocked by Jowon 
Briggs. It was the second time in 3 games that Davies had a field goal blocked.

•	Cincinnati made it 13-0 on the ensuing drive, as Bryant hit Tyler Scott with a 27-yard touch-
down pass on fourth-and-one.

•	Navy would cut it to 10 at the half thanks to a 9-play, 54-yard drive capped off by a Davies 
28-yard field goal. Navy had the ball 1st-and-10 at the Cincinnati 15, but would gain just 4 
more yards and had to settle for a field goal attempt for a second time.

•	Cincinnati made it 20-3 on its first drive of the second half as Bryant threw a 27-yard touch-
down pass to Scott.

•	Navy answered right back thanks to a clutch play by backup quarterback Maasai Maynor.  
Maynor relieved Arline, who left the game with cramps, on a 4th-and-5 play at the Cincinnati 
44 and threw a 32-yard strike to freshman Nathan Kent to give Navy the ball a the 12-yard 
line. Maynor would score his first-career touchdown 6 plays later and the Mids were down just 
10 with 1:14 left in the third quarter.

•	Navy had a chance to cut the lead even further midway through the fourth quarter when it 
took over at its own 11-yard line with 7:59 left and moved the ball down to the Cincinnati 23. 
However, the Mids would lose 4 yards over the next 3 plays and Davies missed a 44-yard field 
goal to end Navy's hopes of a comeback.
