The Fighting Irish finished the season with a 41-17
overall record after making the program’s third trip
to Omaha for the College World Series.

The Irish reached the Super Regional round in
consecutive seasons for the first time in program
history and were the only ACC team that advanced
to Omaha after four ACC squads were in the Super
Regionals last year.

They eclipsed the 40-win plateau for the first time
since 2006 and knocked off the No. 1 overall seed
Tennessee in the Super Regionals.

Heading into the contest, Tennessee was 37-3 at
home and had won 11-straight games.

The Irish hit four home runs in the win, the most
home runs Tennessee had allowed all season.

« The Irish handed Tennessee their first loss at home  John P. And Catherine Murphy Head Baseball Coach

in the postseason since 2001.

« Left-handed pitcher John Michael Bertrand,

infielder/right-handed pitcher Jack Brannigan and
left-handed pitcher Jack Findlay all earned All-
American honors.

- Bertrand was named a second team All-American

by the NCBWA, Brannigan was named to the third
team by Perfect Game and Findlay was a second
team freshman All-American from Perfect Game.

« It was Bertrand’s third postseason All-American

honor this year (Collegiate Baseball & CoSIDA),
Findlay’s second of the season (Collegiate Baseball)
and Brannigan earned his first of the season.

- Bertrand was also named the NCBWA District Five

2022

Player of the Year, ABCA All-Region First Team,
and was named the Statesboro Regional Most
Outstanding Player as he helped pave the way on
the Irish’s run to the College World Series

MLB Draft
The Irish saw four of Irish drafted on the second day
of the Major League Baseball Draft in 2022.

« It marks the second-straight season that Notre

Dame has had a pair of players taken in the MLB
Draft, and the 37th-consecutive season the Irish
have had at least one player selected.

« Infielder Jack Brannigan was selected in the third

round by the Pittshurgh Pirates.

« Brannigan’s third round selection is the highest

pick for a Notre Dame player since Eric Jagielo was
taken in the first round in 2013.

« Last season Brannigan started 56 games and

appeared in 11 games on the hill with one start.
Brannigan slashed .291/.360/.540 as he led the
Irish in doubles (15) and was second on the team
in homers (12).

« Right-handed pitcher Liam Simon was picked by

the San Francisco Giants in the fifth round.

« Simon appeared in 16 games and made seven

starts on the hill in 2022. He threw 30.2 innings,
striking out 56 hitters as opponents hit just .188
against him.

« Right-handed pitcher Alex Rao was selected by the

Philadelphia Phillies in the eighth round.

« Rao threw 47.0 innings and struck out 57 hitters,

while also picking up three saves, and earning a
3-1 record. He held opponents to a .188 average
against.

« John Michael Bertrand was the final pick of the

10th round by the Giants.

« In the 2022 season, Bertrand started 18 games

for Notre Dame, leading the team in innings
pitched (109.0), strikeouts (111) and wins (10). He
earned a 2.81 ERA and limited opponents to a.234
average against.

. Stiffler

- Shawn Stiffler is in his first season with the Irish

and comes to South Bend after spending the last 10
seasons at the helm of the VCU program where he
accrued a 340-198 overall record, and dominated the
Atlantic 10 with a record of 146-71.

«He was a monumental piece in VCU's success where

he turned the Rams into one of the most consistent
programs in the country, as it is one of just seven
programs nationally to earn 34 or more wins in each
of the last eight full seasons.

- In Stiffler's 10-seasons at the helm of the VCU

program, the Rams won Atlantic 10 Regular Season
Championships in 2017, 2019 and 2021. The 2017
A-10 Regular Season Championship was the first in
program history at VCU.

- Stiffler also led VCU to the NCAA Championship

Tournament in 2015, 2021 and 2022.

« The 2019 A-10 Coach of the Year quided four Rams to

Meet the Assistants
« Assistant coach Logan Robbins joined the Irish after

spending seven seasons at Old Dominion in Norfolk,
Virginia.

« Robbins led the Monarch offense to new heights as

hitters finished second in Conference USA in 2021
and 2022, hitting a .301 and a .296 team average,
respectively.

« In 2021, the Monarchs finish second in the country

with 105 home runs, smashing the previous home
run record of 67, followed by a 2022 squad that hit
128 home runs as a team, finishing third nationally.

+ Robbins offense finished in the top 15 nationally

in_home runs, home runs per game, scoring and
slugging percentage.

« Robbins played at Western Kentucky University and

was a 10th round draft pick by the Atlanta Braves in
2011.

Seth Voltz joins the Fighting Irish after spending the
2022 season under Stiffler at VCU, and previously
worked as an assistant coach at Wofford College.
Voltz led the Rams to the 2022 Atlantic 10
Championship, winning 17-consecutive games
and eaming the three-seed at the NCAA Chapel
Hill Regional where they notched wins over North
(arolina and Georgia.

VCU finished the 2022 campaign with a 42-20 record,
and ranked in the top 20 in Division | in ERA (3.91 -
9th), WHIP (1.29 — 12th) and walks allowed per nine
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innings (3.12 - 10th).

« Voltz was an assistant coach with the Wofford Terriers
from 2017-20.

« He helped the Terriers win the first Southern
Conference Regular Season Championship in program
history in 2021, after a 36-21 regular season and a
21-9 SoCon record.

« The 492 strikeouts in the 2021 campaign is the
second-most in SoCon history and the third-most in
program history.

« After graduating from VCU in 2012, where he was
a four-year letterwinner under Stiffler, he began
his coaching career as the Rams’ volunteer coach
