IN MEDIA GUIDELINES

« Al Notre Dame Football practices are closed to the public unless indicated otherwise.

« Anyshared schedule provided is for working media members only and should not be shared with the
public. All practices that do not list media availability are closed to the media.

« The zoom link is for working media members only and should not be shared with the public.

« Please note for practices in the Irish Athletics Center (IAC), media will always enter through the
lobby. You must check in with a member of the Notre Dame communications staff upon entrance
to all practices.

- For media members using cameras, no tripods are permitted on the field during practice. Media
members have access to view all four practice fields (indoor, 2 Labar Practice Fields, grass field),
but should not walk in between the fields for safety reasons. For practices in Notre Dame Stadium,
please stay on the perimeter of the field. For practices on the grass fields at the far east end of the
LaBar complex, media will be able to enter across from the Eck Tennis Pavilion (these dates will be
communicated via our email distribution list) All photography (photo and video) must be obtained
from field level. No photography is permitted from the second floor of the IAC or the stands.

- On dates that the full practice is open, media members are allowed to gather video and photo con-
tent for the first 5 periods of practice, which begins with FSA (stretch). For the remainder of the prac-
tice, media members are allowed to observe practice from the stands. No live tweeting or posting
of any kind is permitted during practice. All write ups, photos, videos, etc., should NOT be posted or
shared until practice is complete and any post-practice media sessions have ended.

« Accredited organizations may distribute online non-game audio and video content, including inter-
views, press conferences and team practices provided that such distribution is three minutes max-
imum per content opportunity per day, appears in an editorial context only and is not posted live
(including through social media apps such as Instagram, Twitter, Facebook, TikTok, etc.).

« When post-practice interviews take place in the IAC, TV interviews (with coach/players at a podi-
um) will take place in the IAC Lobby, while print media will do their interviews (with coach/players
spread out at different tables) in the second floor lounge. No photography (photo or video) is per-
mitted in the print media area in the second floor lounge.

« Reminder: media members are not permitted to directly contact student-athletes, coaches or staff
to arrange interviews.

« The Dick Corbett Head Football Coach Marcus Freeman conducts a weekly press conference at 12
p.m. ET each Monday of a game week in person in the Notre Dame Stadium Media Room and also
available via Zoom.

« The half hour weekly conference previews the upcoming game and is available to watch live on
YouTube (search Notre Dame athletics). Coach Freeman also holds a brief Zoom on Thursdays of
game weeks at 12 p.m. ET.

- Forany other Coach Freeman interview requests, media members should contact Katy Lonergan
(klonerg2@nd.edu).

STUDENT-ATHLETE INTERVIEWS

« Media members are not permitted to directly contact student-athletes, coaches or support staff to
arrange interviews.

- This policy becomes active when any new student-athlete to the roster arrives on campus (for ex-
ample, in January as an early-enrollees or in June as summer workouts begin). This policy then
continues from that point throughout the entirety of their Notre Dame career.

«In-season interviews with selected Notre Dame student-athletes will occur on a weekly basis Tues-
day during each game week in person at the Irish Athletics Center.

- Interview requests for student-athletes on a weekly basis or for any other feature ideas (includ-
ing print media, podcasts and video interviews) must be submitted to Katy Lonergan (klonerg2@
nd.edu). The in-season deadline for weekly Tuesday interviews after practice is 12 p.m. ET the Sun-
day before the proposed interview.

- Aplayeravailability schedule will be distributed before each interview session during the season.

HOME FOOTBALL GAME INFORMATION
GAME CREDENTIALS
« Al requests for working press and broadcast credentials for Notre Dame’s 2023 home football
games must be made through the online credential form at Fightinglrish.com/credentials.
« All credentials for print media are issued on the basis of circulation and are under the full discretion
of the Notre Dame Athletics Communications office.
« Onlylocal radio stations with a full-time sports director conducting a daily sports show receive con-
sideration for credentials. Non-originating, out-of-town radio stations will not be accommodated.
+ Media members with a press box credential will only have access to the field during the last five
minutes of the game and are restricted to the designated roped off area at the north east end of
the field (between the Notre Dame tunnel and the visiting team tunnel). Media members are not
allowed on the playing field at any time before, during or after the game.

CREDENTIAL DISTRIBUTION

+ Media credentials will neither be mailed nor will be available for early pickup.
« (Credentials will ONLY be distributed on game day inside Gate T of the Joyce Center.
« Agovernment-issued D is required for pickup and each individual must claim only his/her own pass.

PARKING

Parking requests will be accommodated on a space-available basis. All parking passes for Notre
Dame football are electronic and will be emailed or sent via text message to those who receive
credentials for the game. Media parking passes are for working purposes only and should not be
used for individuals not covering the game.

Parking passes will be sent out during the week of the game and should be downloaded at least 24
hours prior to game time. Our staff cannot guarantee we can help with parking pass downloads on
game day.

PHOTOGRAPHY/VIDEOGRAPHY

- (redentialed photographers and videographers will be required to wear a photo vest at all times

while on the playing field. The vest can be checked out at Gate 1of the Joyce Center when credentials
are picked up.
Photographers and videographers are limited to gathering content on the field behind the dashed
line outside the perimeter of the field and from the 18-yard line to the end zone and around the back
of the end zone only. There is no access to the playing surface, past the dashed line before, during
or after the game.

- The walkway behind each bench is for relocating to either end of the field. At no time should any
photos or video be captured behind the bench areas.

- The photo work room is located just inside and to the left of Door 4 of Notre Dame Stadium (the
press box entrance) - Academic Commons 102. You will be able to return your photo vest in this
area after the game is over.

Photographers are not allowed to access the tunnel or the north tunnel gate area at any time until
the teams exit the field after the game. This includes any time before kickoff.
Photographers can access the field between section 7 and 8 and on the east side of the Stadium.

POST-GAME INTERVIEWS

Post-game interviews for Dick Corbett Head Football Coach Marcus Freeman and Notre Dame play-
ers will be held in the Stadium Media Room and on Zoom.
Requests for student-athlete interviews should be submitted by the eight-minute mark of the fourth

« There are no post game interviews allowed after the game on the field at any time.

POST-GAME ‘STAND UPS’ ON CAMERA

« Media entities who desire to shoot a post game wrap up on-camera video production have two
areas to select from:

+ 1. Outside Gate B (the southeast entrance to Notre Dame Stadium, also known as the Ara Parseghian
Gate). This area is also available for live stand ups.

- 2.The southeast patio on Level 7 (press box level) of Corbett Hall. This area is limited to taped video
productions and should not be used for any live shots.

« Played in the 2009 Senior Bowl and was a fifth-round draft pick of the Chicago Bears, spending time
with the Bears, Buffalo Bills and Houston Texans before a medical condition ended his playing career.

- A 2007 Ohio State graduate, earned Academic All-Big Ten and academic all-district honors.

« In 2011, earned a master’s degree in sports management from Ohio State.

« Graduated from Wayne High School in Huber Heights, Ohio, and was a Parade All-American.

- Was announced as the 30th head coach in Notre Dame history on December 3, 2021.

+ Led the Irish to a 9-4 record in 2022 and a Gator Bowl victory over No. 20/19 South Carolina.

« Priorto Baylor, Stuckey spent two years at his alma mater, Clemson, in a player development role in 2020
and graduate assistant in 2019.

- The Tigers won the ACC and reached the College Football Playoff in both seasons and advanced to the
title game in 2019.

- Washington was a three-year starter and four-year letterwinner as a defensive tackle for Boston College
(2002-05). He finished his career with 74 tackles, six sacks and 15.5 tackles for loss.

- The Eagles won eight or more games in all four of his years and were unbeaten in four bow! games. He
graduated in 2006 with a degree in sociology.

- At Bishop Watterson High School, Washington was the 2001 co-Defensive Player of the Year in Division
Iland led the Eagles to the state championship game.

COACHING ACCOMPLISHMENTS

« Had a strong debut season with the Irish in 2022, helping Isaiah Foskey break the school career sack
record, eventually finishing with 17in ‘22 and 26.5 in his career.

« The Irish finished the 2022 season ranked 16th nationally in tackles for loss (4.23 per game) and 15th in
sacks (2.92). The Notre Dame front line keyed the team's 21st-ranked total defense in 2022.

« In his final season at Ohio State in 2021, Washington and the Buckeyes’ defense ranked in the Top-20
nationally in defensive touchdowns and turnover margin.

(Denver), Justin Hilliard (San Francisco) and Pete Werner (New Orleans).

- Washington also mentored consensus All-American and Butkus Award finalist Devin Bush, who was the
Big Ten's Woodson-Naqurski Defensive Player of the Year and Butkus-Fitzgerald Linebacker of the Year.

- Washington returned to the state of Ohio in 2017 when he served as defensive line coach for Luke Fickell
atCincinnati in Fickell's first season with the Bearcats.

« Prior to Cincinnati, Washington spent five years at his alma mater, Boston College.

1925 ROSE BOWL
Notre Dame 27, Stanford 10 January 1, 1925

The first bowl game in Notre Dame football history, Knute Rockne led his team across the country with
the famed Four Horsemen backfield to take on Pop Warner's Stanford squad led by Ernie Nevers. The
game also marked Notre Dame’s first trip to the West Coast, which would become a yearly tradition with
the creation of the Southern Cal and Stanford foothall series.

Stanford turned the ball over eight times, which led directly to three Notre Dame touchdowns. Notre
Dame’s Elmer Layden scored three times, including a 70-yard interception return for a touchdown in the
fourth quarter.

The victory earned Notre Dame its first consensus National Championship and the first of five national
titles they would claim in bowl-game victories.

1970 COTTON BOWL
Texas 21, Notre Dame 17 January 1, 1970

Notre Dame returned to the post-season bowl scene for the first time in 45 years to take on defending
national champion Texas. The Irish jumped out to a 10-0 lead in the contest, highlighted by a 54-yard
touchdown pass from Joe Theismann to Tom Gatewood. Texas answered with two long scoring drives to
take a 14-10 advantage with 10 minutes remaining.

Late in the game, Notre Dame found itself pinned on its own one-yard line with time running down
and unwilling to punt the ball away and possibly give Alabama a short field for a game-winning drive.
Irish head coach Ara Parseghian called a pass on third-and-long, with Tom Clements dropping back into
his own end zone and connecting with seldom-used backup tight end Robin Weber for a first down that
provided Notre Dame the ability to run out the clock.

Notre Dame finished first in the final AP poll with 33 of 60 first-place votes, followed by Oklahoma with
16 first-place nods and Ohio State with 11.

1975 ORANGE BOWL
Notre Dame 13, Alabama 11 January 1, 1975

In Ara Parseghian’s last game as Notre Dame’s head coach, the Irish knocked off No. 2 Alabama to spoil
the 11-0 Crimson Tide’s bid for a national title. The Irish entered the game 9-2 with losses to Purdue and
Southern Cal, but took advantage of an early Alabama turnover to take a 7-0 lead. Notre Dame pushed the
lead to 13-3 at halftime after a 17-play, 77-yard scoring drive.

Alabama closed the gap to two points with a touchdown and successful two-point conversion. The
Crimson Tide was driving for a possible victory but Reggie Barnett intercepted a pass to seal the final
victory of the Parseghian Fra.

Notre Dame finished sixth in the final AP poll, with Alabama slipping down to fifth.
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1976 GATOR BOWL
Notre Dame 20, Penn State 9 December 27, 1976
Notre Dame scored 20-straight points to earn its first non-January 1st bowl game victory, led by 102

yards rushing from Al Hunter. The third consecutive post-season victory for Notre Dame, it provided sec-
ond-year head coach Dan Devine an 9-3 record and a final AP ranking of 12th. Joe Paterno’s Nittany Lions
ended the season 7-5.

1978 COTTON BOWL
Notre Dame 38, Texas 10 January 2, 1978
Notre Dame took down the final undefeated team in college football and dramatically vaulted itself

to the 10th consensus national title in program history. An unrelenting defense forced five Longhom
turnovers that directly led to five Irish touchdowns and the Notre Dame backfield of Jerome Heavens and
Vagas Ferguson both rushed for over 100 yards.

Al of the bowl matchups on January 1 played out perfectly for the Irish to claim the national title.
Fourth-ranked Michigan was upset by Washington and quarterback Warren Moon. Future Notre Dame
head coach Lou Holtz's Arkansas squad shocked No. 2 Oklahoma 31-6 in the Orange Bowl. There were five
teams with 11-1 records at the end of the season, but Notre Dame’s impressive victory over Texas earned
the Irish an AP title. The final voted ended at 37 1/3 for Notre Dame, 19 1/3 for Alabama and 5 1/3 for
Arkansas.

1979 COTTON BOWL
Notre Dame 35, Houston 34 January 1, 1979

There are several legendary comeback victories in the Notre Dame football history books, but the
23-point rally during the coldest Cotton Bowl on record might be the greatest of all those efforts. Led by
an ailing Joe Montana, who had to sip chicken soup at halftime to raise his body temperature, Notre Dame
scored 23 unanswered points to shock Houston in the final seconds. A Montana to Kris Haines touchdown
pass with no time on the clock tied the game, then Joe Unis’ PAT (which he had to kick twice due to a false
start penalty) earned the victory.

The Irish, who would finish the season with a 9-3 record, claimed a ranking of seventh in the final AP
poll of 1978.

1981 SUGAR BOWL
Georgia 17, Notre Dame 10 January 1, 1981

SMU would finish the season 10-2 and ranked 19th, while Notre Dame fell to 7-5 and unranked in the
final AP poll.

1988 COTTON BOWL
Texas A&M 35, Notre Dame 10 January 1, 1988

Led by Heisman Trophy winning flanker Tim Brown, Notre Dame began the year 8-1 with victories over
No. 9 Michigan, No. 17 Michigan State and No. 10 Alabama. A close loss at Penn State and a shut out set
back at No. 2 Miami FL to end the season sent the Irish to the Cotton Bowl to face No. 8 Texas A&M.

While the final score indicates that the Aggies had control of the entire contest, two key turnovers in
the first half by the Irish provided Texas A&M with their momentum. Led by Brown, Notre Dame scored
on the first drive and held a 10-3 advantage in the second quarter. Notre Dame threw an interception in
the end zone, which Texas A&M took advantage of to tie the game. On the next Irish possession, a fumble
provided the Aggies with a short field and a successful two-point conversion gave Texas A&M a lead they
would not relinquish.

A&M would finish 10th in the final rankings, while the Associated Press slotted the Irish at 17th after an
8-4 season.

1989 FIESTA BOWL
Notre Dame 34, West Virginia 21 January 2, 1989

The 11th Consensus National Championship was earned in Notre Dame’s first Fiesta Bowl appearance.
Both teams entered the game undefeated, with the Mountaineers ranked third behind Miami FL (who the
Irish had defeated earlier in the reqular season).

The Notre Dame pass rush had an immediate impact on the game, as WVU's quarterback Major Harris
separated his shoulder on a hit early in the game. The Irish built a 10-0 lead with a field goal on and one-
yard plunge from South Bend native Anthony Johnson. Tony Rice would connect with Raghib ‘Rocket’
Ismail for a 29-yard touchdown in the second quarter to provide a 23-6 lead for the Irish at halftime.

West Virginia would cut the lead to 26-13 in the third quarter, but Rice’s jump-pass touchdown toss to
Frank Jacobs in the fourth quarter sealed the victory for Notre Dame.

Notre Dame earned 58 1/2 of the 60 Associated Press final first-place votes to claim the national cham-
pionship. West Virginia fell to fifth in the final poll.

1990 ORANGE BOWL
Notre Dame 21, Colorado 6 January 1, 1990

Notre Dame handed Georgia two short fields with turnovers early in the game and the Bulldogs re-
sponded with two Herschel Walker touchdown runs. Georgia claimed its first national championship with
the victory with Walker rushing 36 times for 150 yards.

Notre Dame finished the year 9-2-1 and ranked ninth in the final AP poll.

1983 LIBERTY BOWL
Notre Dame 19, Boston College 18 December 29, 1983

An up-and-down year for Gerry Faust and the Irish (who won five consecutive games, then lost the
last their last three reqular-season contests) ended with the first bowl appearance of the Faust era in
Memphis, Tennessee.

The Eagles were led by future Heisman Trophy winner Doug Flutie, the Irish by tailback Allen Pinkett. A
series of missed PATs by both teams led to the unusual score. Pinkett's two first half touchdown runs and
a Blair Kiel to Alvin Miller scoring toss gave the Irish a 19-12 advantage at the half.

Boston College had the ball late in the game looking to take the lead, but the Irish defense held the Ea-
gles on downs to secure the victory. The Irish remained unranked at the end of the year, while BC slipped
from 12th entering bow! season to 20th in the final AP poll.

1984 ALOHA BOWL
SMU 27, Notre Dame 20 December 29, 1984

An Aloha-Bowl record 41,777 record crowd saw an Irish rally fall short at the end of the contest. SMU
builta 14-01lead and Notre Dame responded with 10 points before a Mustang field goal provided them a
17-10 lead at the break.

Allen Pinkett would rush 24 times for 136 yards in the contest, but an SMU two-yard scoring run with
six minutes left was too much for the Irish to overcome.

The Irish entered the post season of the 1989 season off their only loss in 23 games, 27-10 at Miami FL.
Notre Dame matched up with top-ranked and undefeated Colorado.

A scoreless first half was forgotten in the third quarter, as the Irish built a 14-0 lead behind an Anthony
Johnson two-yard run and a 35-yard scamper by Rocket Ismail.

Colorado answered with a Darian Hagan 39-yard run, but Johnson’s second touchdown of the day, a
seven-yard run, sealed the victory for Notre Dame.

The final AP poll of the season awarded the national title to Miami FL, by virtue of their head-to-head
victory over Notre Dame. Both teams finished the season with one loss, the Hurricanes earning 38 first-
place votes with the Irish at 19.

This precedent of awarding the national title to the winner of a head-to-head match up would be for-
gotten at the end of the 1993 season.

1991 ORANGE BOWL
Colorado 10, Notre Dame 9 January 1, 1991

Arematch of the 1990 Orange Bowl, top-ranked Colorado just edged Notre Dame in a defensive battle
with a controversial ending.

The one-point victory was decided on Notre Dame’s lone touchdown of the game, when Craig Hen-
trich’s streak of 73 consecutive extra points ended on a blocked kick.

With 43 seconds remaining, Colorado punted the ball to one of the most dangerous kick returner in
college football history, Heisman Trophy runner-up Rocket Ismail, who returned the kick for a stunning
92-yard scoring play. A borderline clipping penalty was called, however, and Colorado would claim a
share of the 1990 national title with the one-point victory.

There were four teams in the running for the national title, which included two-loss teams Miami FL
and Notre Dame. Colorado’s win earned them the AP title, while Georgia Tech’s 49-21 victory over No. 19

Nebraska earned them the UPI coaches title. The deciding vote in the UP! final poll was cast by Nebraska's
Tom Osbourne.

1992 SUGAR BOWL
Notre Dame 39, Florida 28 January 1, 1992

12-point lead in the fourth quarter before a furious Seminole rally ripped off 17-straight points to earn the
victory.

1997 INDEPENDENCE BOWL
LSU 27, Notre Dame 9 December 28, 1997

Known today as the ‘Cheerios Bowl, Notre Dame shocked Florida with three rushing touchdowns from
Jerome Bettis over a three-minute span in the fourth quarter to defeat the third-ranked Gators in one of
Lou Holtz's finest coaching performances.

Motivated by a New Orleans waiter who teases Holtz with the statement “the difference between Notre
Dame and Cheerios is that Cheerios belongs in a bowl” the Irish overcame four turnovers and 511 yards of
offense from Florida to secure the win.

Notre Dame moved up from 18th to No. 13 in the final AP poll while Florida fell to seventh.

1993 COTTON BOWL
Notre Dame 28, Texas A&M 3 January 1, 1993

Notre Dame entered the contest ranked fifth in the country to face an undefeated Texas A&M team
whose relatively weak schedule left them ranked fourth behind undefeated Miami FL, unblemished Ala-
bama and one-loss Florida State.

The Irish offensive backfield of Jerome Bettis and Reggie Brooks — dubbed ‘Thunder and Lightning’ —
dominated the Aggies with 290 rushing yards. Notre Dame at one point ran the ball 34 consecutive times
in the second half while Texas A&M could manage just a single field goal against the Irish defense.

Notre Dame’s victory moved them to fourth in the final AP poll, behind Miami FL, Florida State and
Alabama, who defeated the Hurricanes to win the national title.

1994 COTTON BOWL
Notre Dame 24, Texas A&QM 21 January 1, 1994

[twas another bowl game rematch for the Irish, facing Texas A&M yet again in the Cotton Bowl. The Irish
were coming off their lone set back of the season, a last-second loss to Boston College in the final game of
the reqular season after defeating No. 1 Florida State the week before.

The bowl committee decided to forgo a rematch between the Irish and Seminoles, instead matching
Florida State up with Nebraska in the Orange Bow!.

Notre Dame struck first with a 19-yard Kevin McDougal run, but Texas A&M came back to take a 14-7
lead at halftime. The teams traded touchdowns back-and-forth in the third quarter to enter the final
15 minutes tied. A Kevin Pendergast 31-yard field goal proved to be the game winner for the Irish with
2:22 left. Lee Becton led all rushers in the game with 138 of Notre Dame’s 206 rushing yards, his sev-
enth-straight 100-yard rushing performance.

The bowl games fell Notre Dame’s way to earn a share of the national title, with No. 3 West Virginia
losing in the Sugar Bowl and Florida State just edging by No. 2 Nebraska 18-16. The precedent from the
1989 season (awarding the head-to-head victor of a No. 1 vs. No. 2 decision) was reversed this season,
however, and Florida State received 46 first-place votes to claim the national title (Notre Dame finished
second with 12 first-place votes).

1995 FIESTA BOWL
(olorado 41, Notre Dame 24 January 2, 1995

The final year of the College Football Bowl Coalition, an agreement between the SEC, Big 8, SWC, ACC,
Big East and Notre Dame, found a 6-4-1 Irish team facing fourth-ranked and 10-1 Colorado in the Fiesta
Bowl.

Led by Heisman Trophy winning running back Rashaan Salaam, Colorado built a 31-10 lead at halftime
to finish the year 11-1 and third in the final AP ranking. The Irish remained unranked after the loss.

1996 ORANGE BOWL
Florida State 31, Notre Dame 26 January 1, 1996

In 1995 the Bowl Coalition gave way to the Bow! Alliance which matched up No. 6 Notre Dame against
No. 8 Florida State in the final Orange Bowl game played at the original Orange Bowl Stadium. The Irish
entered the contest without their starting quarterback, Ron Powlus, and their leading rusher, Randy Kind-
er.

Back-up quarterback Thomas Krug and outstanding wide out Derrick Mayes helped the Irish build

The first season of the Bob Davie era at Notre Dame ended with a rematch against LSU in the Inde-
pendence Bowl. The Irish had earned their signature victory of the year with a 24-6 over No. 11 LSU on
November 15 and entered the bowl game with a 7-5 mark. LSU was ranked 15th with an 8-3 record.

Notre Dame’s defense earned it a 6-3 lead at halftime but LSU's Rondell Mealey took over the contest,
rushing 34 times for 222 yards and two fourth-quarter touchdowns.

LSU ended up 13th in the final AP ranking of the season while the Irish remained unranked.

1999 GATOR BOWL
Georgia Tech 35, Notre Dame 28 January 1, 1999

The 1998 season saw the Fighting Irish run off eight consecutive wins after starting the season 1-1and
rise to as high as 10thin the country, before an injury to starting quarterback Jarious Jackson on a ill-fated
intentional safety in the final home game of the reqular season led to a season-ending shut out loss at
Southern Cal.

Jackson returned for the bowl game match up with Georgia Tech and faced a 21-7 deficit at halftime.
A Jackson rushing touchdown and Autry Denson scoring scamper pulled the Irish to within one after a
blocked PAT. The Yellow Jackets answered with a long touchdown pass, but Notre Dame came right back
with an 88-yard drive and two-point conversion to tie the game with just under 12 minutes left.

Georgia Tech's Dez White caught his second long touchdown pass with 7:56 left and Notre Dame’s final
three possessions failed to advance past their own 28-yard line.

2001 FIESTA BOWL
Oregon State 41, Notre Dame 9 January 1, 2001

Oregon State utilized a 29-point third quarter, keyed by two Notre Dame turnovers, to transform a 12-3
halftime advantage into a rout.

The Beavers finished the season fourth in the final AP ranking, with the Irish ending up at 15th.

2003 GATOR BOWL
NC State 28, Notre Dame 6 January 1, 2003

The first season of the Tyrone Willingham era ended in Jacksonville with a loss to Philip Rivers-led NC
State. Notre Dame struck first in the game, but the Wolfpack scored three touchdowns in the second
quarter to take control of the contest.

NC State rose up the ranks to 12th in the final AP poll of the season, while the Irish (who entered the
game 11th) fell to 17th in the final ranking.

2004 INSIGHT BOWL
Oregon State 38, Notre Dame 21 December 28, 2004

Notre Dame accepted a bid to the 2004 Insight Bow! and then dismissed head coach Tyrone Willingham
two days later. Defensive coordinator Kent Baer served as an interim coach for the bowl game.

The Irish were able to cut the lead to 10 points twice in the contest, but 0SU’s Derek Anderson tossed
four touchdown passes and the Irish finished the season 6-6 and unranked.

2006 FIESTA BOWL
Ohio State 34, Notre Dame 20 January 2, 2006

The first year of the Charlie Weis era ended in a battle between fifth-ranked Notre Dame and fourth-
ranked Ohio State in Sun Devil Stadium.

Notre Dame scored first on a Darius Walker run and Ohio State answered each Irish score with a long
scoring play of their own, eventually putting up touchdowns on a 56-yard reception, 68-yard reverse and
an 85-yard catch.

With five minutes leftin the game, Walker scored his third rushing touchdown to bring the Irish within
one score at 27-20. On third and five with time running out, Ohio State scored an insurance touchdown on
another big play — a 60-yard run — to seal the victory.
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Ohio State remained at No. 4 in the final rankings, while the Irish slipped to ninth with a final record of games to take a 7-5 record against 8-4 LSU in Nashville.

2007 SUGAR BOWL
LSU 41, Notre Dame 14 January 3, 2007

Winning eight of their final nine games, No. 11 Notre Dame earned a spot in the Sugar Bowl against No.
4LSU. The 2007 Sugar Bowl game was a notable one, as it was the first Sugar Bowl held back in the New
Orleans Superdome after the Hurricane Katrina disaster moved the 2006 edition to the Georgia Dome.

The game was close at halftime, with LSU holding a 21-14 advantage, but the Tigers would end up
scoring 20 unanswered points in the second half to earn the victory. LSU moved up to third in the final AP
poll, while the Irish fell to 17th.

2008 HAWAI'l BOWL
Notre Dame 49, Hawai'i 21 December 24, 2008

Notre Dame ended its nine-game bow! losing streak and the 2008 season with an complete effortin a
run away victory over Hawaii. With head coach Charlie Weis calling plays from the coaches booth due to
a knee injury, Jimmy Clausen enjoyed a record-setting day under enter. Clausen would finish the game
connecting on 22 of 26 passes for 405 yards and five touchdowns. Golden Tate caught three of those
scoring passes from 69, 18 and 40 yards out.

2010 SUN BOWL
Notre Dame 33, Miami (Fla.) 17 December 31, 2010

Brian Kelly became the first Notre Dame head coach to win a bowl game in his first season, recovering
from a 1-3 start to the year to cap the year with four straight victories over Utah, Army, Southern Cal and
Miami FL.

Tommy Rees threw for 201 yards and two touchdowns to Michael Floyd and future perennial all-pro
safety Harrison Smith picked off a Notre Dame record-tying three passes.

2011 CHAMPS SPORTS BOWL
Florida State 18, Notre Dame 14 December 29, 2011

Notre Dame entered the game unranked and Florida State, who had entered the season with national
championship hopes, was 25th in the AP poll. The Irish built a 14-0 lead, scoring the only touchdown
of the first half on a Zeke Motta fumble return and the first score of the second half on a Michael Floyd
touchdown reception.

Floyd was injured on the scoring play, however, and the Irish would fail to get the ball in the end zone
again. FSU rallied for 18 straight points and Notre Dame’s final scoring chance with under three minutes
remaining in the game was intercepted in the end zone, allowing the Seminoles to run out the clock.

FSU moved up two spots to 23rd in the final AP ranking of the season.

2013 BCS NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP GAME
Alabama 42, Notre Dame 14 January 7, 2013

Notre Dame’s return to a national championship-level game, ranked number one in the nation with a
12-0 record, ran into a post-season veteran Alabama team that took immediate control of the game and
never relented.

Alabama was a unanimous selection for the national title after the victory, while the Irish ended up
fourth in the final AP ranking.

2013 PINSTRIPE BOWL
Notre Dame 29, Rutgers 16 December 28,2013

Notre Dame returned to Yankee Stadium, after playing the first football game in the new venue for a
Shamrock Series matchup with Army in 2010, to cap the 2013 season.

Inhis final game as a quarterback for Notre Dame, Tommy Rees threw for 319 yards an no interceptions,
while Kyle Brindza connected on five of six field goals in the contest.

Notre Dame (9-4) moved up from 25th to 20th in the final AP ranking of the year.

2014 MUSIC CITY BOWL
Notre Dame 31, LSU 28 December 30, 2014
Decimated by injuries late in the season, Notre Dame would lose five of their last six reqular season

Ina game full of strange moments (a unsuccessful L SU fake field goal just before halftime, a key blocked
field goal by Notre Dame in the fourth quarter) and dominating performances (LSU's Leonard Fournette
would rush for 144 yards on just 11 carries) Notre Dame made the key plays when it needed them at the
end of the contest.

Notre Dame took possession of the ball with 5:41 remaining in the game and drove 71 yards in 14 plays
to set up Kyle Brindza for a game-winning 32-yard field goal as time expired.

2016 FIESTA BOWL
Ohio State 44, Notre Dame 28 January 1,2016

After two two-point losses on the road during the regular season and entering the final weekend with
an outside shot at a College Foothall Playoff spot, Notre Dame returned to the Fiesta Bow! for a rematch of
the 2006 season against Ohio State. The Irish were 10-2 and No. 8 entering the game, while the Buckeyes
finished the year 11-1 and ranked seventh.

0SU's Ezekiel Elliott rushed for 149 yards and four touchdowns against an Irish defense that lost
All-American and Butkus Award-winning linebacker Jaylon Smith to a devastating knee injury in the first
quarter.

Will Fuller’s 81-yard touchdown reception cut the Ohio State lead to 10 with 11 minutes left, but that
was the last of the scoring in the game for the Irish as the Buckeyes rolled up 494 total yards of offense.
Ohio State finished the year ranked fourth in the AP poll, while the Irish slippped down to 11th.

2018 CITRUS BOWL
Notre Dame 21, LSU 17 January 1,2018

Forever to be known as the ‘Miles Boykin' game, Notre Dame and LSU battled through a fourth quar-
ter where the lead changed hands four times before Boykin's one-handed catch and run provided a
game-winning 55-yard reception with under two minutes remaining. That pass was thrown by lan Book,
who began the game switching back-and-forth with starting quarterback Brandon Wimbush before fin-
ishing 14 of 19 for 164 yards and two touchdowns.

The Irish rose to 11th in the final AP ranking, while the Tigers finished the year ranked 18th.

2018 CFP SEMIFINAL AT THE COTTON BOWL
(lemson 30, Notre Dame 3 December 29,2018

Two undefeated teams would meet in the first College Football Playoff berth in the history of Notre
Dame football. Notre Dame was 12-0 and faced ACC Champion Clemson (13-0) in Arlington, Texas, at
AT&T Stadium.

Three of Notre Dame’s top defensive players had to leave the game due to injury at some point in the
contest and Clemson’s 20-point second quarter proved to be insurmountable for the Irish.

Notre Dame finished the year ranked fifth by the AP, while Clemson moved on to defeat Alabama in the
(FP Championship game to earn the national title.

2019 CAMPING WORLD BOWL
Notre Dame 33, lowa State 9 December 28,2019

Alate-October loss at Michigan upended Notre Dame’s playoff chances and the Irish, with a 10-2 record
and No. 14 ranking, where selected for the Camping World Bow! in Orlando, Florida, to face unranked
lowa State out of the Big 12.

Notre Dame would finish the season with 11 total wins in consecutive seasons for the first time since
1988-89.

The Irish led 20-6 at halftime behind two field goals, a touchdown catch by Chase Claypool and a
touchdown run. Tony Jones Jr. opened the second half with an 84-yard touchdown run on Notre Dame’s
first offensive play and the Irish never looked back.

The Irish would finish the season ranked 11th in the final AP poll.

2020 CFP SEMIFINAL AT THE ROSE BOWL GAME
Alabama 31, Notre Dame 14 January 1, 2021

The 2020 season saw the COVID-19 global pandemic affect the college football season, forcing some
conferences to cancel contests and delay the start of their seasons. Notre Dame joined the ACC for one
season in 2020, finishing the year 9-0 with a signature victory over Clemson at home to claim the confer-

ence’s reqular-season title.
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A loss to Clemson in the ACC Championship game put the Irish at 10-1 and they earned their second
CFP berth in three seasons, taking on top-ranked Alabama in the Rose Bow! (held at AT&T Stadium in
Arlington, Texas due to pandemic restrictions).

The Crimson Tide scored the first 14 points of the game and Notre Dame briefly answered with a Kyren
Williams touchdown run, but Alabama would post the next three touchdowns of the contest to secure the
victory.

Alabama would move on to defeat Clemson in the CFP Championship game, while the Irish would finish
the season ranked fifth in the final AP poll.

2022 FIESTA BOWL
Oklahoma State 37, Notre Dame 35 January 1,2022

Oklahoma
State rallied back with 23 unanswered points before Coan's fifth touchdown toss with a minute left cut
the lead to two, but the Irish would not get the ball back.

After the game, Notre Dame fell from No. 5 to No. 9in the final AP ranking, while Oklahoma State moved
up from No. 9 to No. 7.

2022 GATOR BOWL
Notre Dame 45, South Carolina 38 December 30, 2022

The first full season of the Marcus Freeman era ended on a high note as Notre Dame rallied from a 21-7
deficit to score 28 points in the second half and claim a Gator Bow! victory over South Carolina.

Tyler Buchner was named the MVP of the game, throwing for 274 yards and three touchdowns, while
also rushing for 61 yards and two scores.

Notre Dame moved up to 18th in the final AP poll after the victory, with South Carolina fell to 8-5 and
finished the year unranked.

THE HEISMAN TROPHY

Since the inception of the Heisman Trophy award in 1935, Angelo Bertelli (1943), John Lujack (1947),
Leon Hart (1949), John Lattner (1953), Paul Hornung (1956), John Huarte (1964) and Tim Brown (1987)
have stamped their names as recipients of college football’s highest honor.

Notre Dame also has had a player finish among the top five in the Heisman voting in 26 of the 86 years
the award has been presented. In addition to the seven recipients, the Irish have had four players finish
second (Bertelliin 41, Joe Theismannin 70, Raghib Ismail in "90 and Manti Te'o in "12), six finish third (Bill
Shakespeare in '35, Lujack in 46, Nick Eddy in 66, Terry Hanratty in ‘68, Ken MacAfee in 77 and Brady
Quinn in "06), five finish fourth (Creighton Miller in 43, Ralph Guglielmi in 54, Tom Clements in '74, Tony
Ricein 89 and Quinnin'05) and seven finish fifth (Bob Williams in 49, Lattnerin 52, Hornung in '55, Jack
Snow in ‘64, Ross Browner in '77, Vagas Ferguson in ‘79 and Reggie Brooks in '92).

Since 1982, when the Heisman Trophy officially started inviting finalists, Notre Dame has produced five
(Tim Brown ('87), Tony Rice (‘89), Raghib Ismail (‘90), Brady Quinn (‘06) and Manti Te'o ('12).

The iconic bronze Heisman Trophy award was sculpted by Frank Eliscu, with the help of Notre Dame

“Four Horseman” Jim Crowley, whose Fordham players posed as models.

Frank Leahy's switch to the T-formation starting in 1942 made a star of Bertelli and helped him win the
Heisman Trophy as a senior despite playing in only six of Notre Dame’s 10 games. Bertelli’s Irish career
began asa single-wing tailback in 1941 as his 1,027 passing yards (and a.569 completion percentage that
led the nation) propelled his team to a 9-0-1 record. As a junior, he switched to quarterback in the T and
ended up throwing for another 1,039 yards and 10 touchdowns. In a 27-10 win over Stanford that year, he
threw four touchdown passes and completed a record 10 straight passes. Runner-up to Minnesota's Bruce
Smith for the Heisman as a sophomore and sixth as a junior behind winner Frank Sinkwich of Georgia,
Bertelli’s play enabled Notre Dame to average 43.5 points in its first six games in ‘43 before the Marine
Corps called him into service. Still, he threw 10 scoring passes in those six contests and helped Notre Dame
claim the national title despite a final-game loss to Great Lakes while Bertelli was in boot camp. He played
three seasons with Los Angeles and Chicago in the All-America Football Conference before a knee injury
ended his career. Bertelli ran a beverage distributorship in Clifton, New Jersey. He joined the National
Football Foundation Hall of Fame in 1972. Bertelli died on June 26, 1999.

Lujack took over at quarterback for Notre Dame as a sophomore in 1943 when Angelo Bertelli joined the
Marines - and he ended up helping the Irish to three national titles and establishing a reputation as one
of the great T-formation signal callers in college football history. In his initial start, versus Army in ‘43, he
threw for two scores, ran for another and intercepted a pass in a 26-0 victory. He spent nearly three years
of his life in the Navy but returned in time to earn consensus All-America honors as a junior and senior on
Notre Dame teams in 1946 and ‘47 that did not lose a game. No slouch as a runner (he also played half-
back as a sophomore), Lujack also punted - and probably made his greatest individual play on defense.
He preserved a scoreless tie in 46 between the second-ranked Irish and top-ranked Army by making a
touchdown-saving tackle of Cadet fullback Doc Blanchard from his defensive back position. As a junior,
he finished third in the Heisman voting behind Army’s Glenn Davis. As a senior, he earned the Associated
Press Male Athlete of the Year award. Lujack played four years with the Chicago Bears, leading the team
in scoring each year, tying a record with eight interceptions as a rookie, throwing for a record 468 yards
in one game in ‘49 and playing in the NFL Pro Bow! his last two seasons. An Irish backfield coach for two
years following his retirement in ‘52, Lujack then ran an automobile dealership in Davenport, lowa, until
he retired in 1988. He was elected to the National Football Foundation Hall of Fame in 1960. Lujack has
made several donations to the University to establish an academic scholarship endowment.

Hart and Larry Kelley of Yale (the ‘36 winner) rank as the only linemen ever to win the Heisman Tro-
phy. Joining Irish teammate and tackle Jim Martin as the last of the two-way players with the advent of
two-platoon football, Hart gained a reputation as an outstanding blocker and superb rusher on defense
in addition to his estimable pass-catching skills. A four-time letter-winner, Hart never played on the los-
ing side during his years in a Notre Dame uniform as the Irish went 36-0-2 and claimed three national
championships. He became a three-time first-team All-American and a consensus choice as a junior and
senior. In 1949 he was voted the Associated Press Male Athlete of the Year, outpointing such famous
names as Jackie Robinson and Sam Snead. He also received the Maxwell Award as top collegiate player in
1949. A mechanical engineering major, Hart called defensive signals and often played fullback as a senior
to confuse defenses. He went on to play eight seasons with the Detroit Lions, helping the team to three
NFL titles and earning All-Pro honors on both offense and defense in 1951. Moving to Birmingham, Mich.,
Hart headed up a variety of business enterprises, including the manufacture of tire-balancing equipment.
He was elected to the National Football Foundation and Hall of Fame in 1973. Hart's son Kevin played for
the Irish from 1977-79 and his grandson, Brendan, also played for the Irish from 2000-02. Leon Hart died
on Sept. 24, 2002.

Lattner claimed the Heisman Trophy in 1953 during his senior year — in the second-closest Heisman
balloting in history — despite the fact he didn't lead the Irish in rushing, passing, receiving or scoring.
A jack of all trades who barely nosed out Minnesota’s Paul Giel for the award, Lattner benefitted from
helping Leahy’s final Notre Dame team to a 9-0-1 record that earned the Irish national title recognition
from all selectors but the two wire services (they named unbeaten Maryland). He received the Maxwell
Award as the top collegiate player as both a junior and senior and finished fifth in the Heisman voting as
ajunior behind Oklahoma's Billy Vessels. A consensus All-American as both a junior and senior on offense
and defense, he made his mark by running, catching and punting the football, while also returning punts
and kickoffs and intercepting 13 career passes. He established a record for all-purpose yards from rushing,
receiving and runbacks — a mark that stood until Vagas Ferguson broke it in 1979. He finished with 321
kickoff return yards on only eight returns (two for touchdowns) as a senior. Lattner played one year with
the Pittsburgh Steelers before entering the service and suffering a career-ending knee injury in a military
game. A former restaurant owner in Chicago and executive for a business forms company, Lattner was
elected to the National Football Foundation Hall of Fame in 1979. Lattner passed away on Feb. 13, 2016.

An outstanding all-around athlete who played quarterback, left halfback, fullback and safety, Hornung
remains the only player from a losing team (Notre Dame finished 2-8 in '56) ever to win the Heisman
Trophy. As a sophomore, Hornung served as the backup fullback and also averaged 6.1 points per contest
while earning a basketball monogram. As a junior, he finished fourth nationally in total offense with 1,215
yards and fifth in the Heisman voting behind Ohio State’s Hopalong Cassady. Hornung ran for one score,
threw for another and intercepted two passes in a victory over fourth-ranked Navy - and then brought the
Irish from behind against lowa with a TD pass and game-winning field goal in the final minutes. In a loss
1o USC, he threw and ran for 354 yards, an NCAA high that year. As a senior, he ranked second nationally
in total offense (1,337 yards), accounted for more than half the Irish scoring-and converted 67 times on
either third or fourth down as a junior and senior combined. A bonus pick of the Green Bay Packers, he
led the NFL in scoring in 1959, '60 and '61. He retired after the '66 season, as physical problems kept him
from joining New Orleans as an expansion pick. Hornung joined the National Football Foundation Hall of
Fame in 1985 and the Pro Football Hall of Fame in 1986. Hornung passed away on November 13, 2020.

Huarte’s Heisman Trophy victory ranks as one of the biggest upsets in the history of the award considering
he missed much of his sophomore season due to injury and didn't even play enough as a junior to win
amonogram. Behind the aerial efforts of Huarte and fellow Californian Jack Snow (he caught 60 passes
that year for 1,114 yards and a record nine touchdowns), Ara Parseghian in his first year turned Notre
Dame from a 2-7 team in ‘63 into a 9-1 squad that came within minutes of the national title. Huarte
threw for 270 yards in the 64 opening-game upset of Wisconsin - including TD tosses of 61 and 42 yards
to Snow - and ended up finishing the year ranked third nationally in total offense (2,069 yards). He set 12
Irish records that year, and also earned back of the year and player of the year honors from United Press
International. A second-round draft pick of the New York Jets, Huarte played sparingly in the pro ranks
for eight years with Boston, Philadelphia, Minnesota, Kansas City and Chicago - prior to retiring from
the World Football League Memphis entry in 1975. Huarte was inducted into the College Football Hall
of Fame in 2005.

Brown burst onto the scene as a junior with a scintillating season-ending performance in a come-from-
behind upset of USC, then used back-to-back punt returns for touchdowns in an early-season ‘87 game
against Michigan State to cement his Heisman bid. Listed as a flanker, Brown utilized his ability as a pass
receiver, rusher out of a full-house backfield and punt and kickoff returner to rank third nationally in
all-purpose yardage as a junior (176.5 per game) and sixth as a senior (167.9). He finished his junior cam-
paign with 254 all-purpose yards in the 38-37 win at USC (including a 56-yard punt return that set up
the winning field goal), then returned punts for 66.and 71 yards for a pair of touchdowns in an early romp
over eventual Big Ten and Rose Bow! champion Michigan State. Brown finished his career as Notre Dame’s
all-time leader in pass reception yards (2493) while also returning six kicks for touchdowns (three punts,
three kickoffs). Despite constant double and triple coverage as a senior, he earned a reputation as the most
dangerous player in college football. Brown was a first-round pick of the Los Angeles Raiders (sixth player
chosen overall) in the ‘88 NFL draft. He was selected to play in the NFL Pro Bow! following the seasons
0f 1988, 91,93, 94, '95, 96 and ‘97,99, 2000, 2001 and 2002. He also played in his first Super Bowl in
2003. The original “Mr. Raider” signed a one-day contract with Oakland to retire as a Raider in July 2005.
Brown was inducted into the College Football Hall of Fame in South Bend in 2009 and the Pro Football
Hall of Fame in 2015.

The Walter Camp Football Foundation annually presents an award to the nation’s outstanding college
football player.

Football,” who became Yale’s first head football coach in 1888.

The Butkus Award has been presented annually since 1985 by the Downtown Athletic Club of Orlando
(Fla.) to the nation’s best collegiate linebacker.

The award is named after former linebacker Dick Butkus, a two-time consensus All-American at lllinois
and a six-time all-pro selection with the Chicago Bears.

VINCE LOMBARDI/ROTARY AWARD

The Rotary Club of Houston annually presented the Lombardi Award to the college lineman or lineback-
er of the year from 1970-2016.

The award was presented to the player who best combined athletic performance with the discipline of
Vince Lombardi, the former Green Bay Packer coach and a member of Fordham’s “Seven Blocks of Granite”
from the 1930s.

The Ronnie Lott Trophy has been presented annually since 2004 to the IMPACT defensive player of the
year by the Pacific Club of Newport Beach, Calif. The award goes to the defensive player who has had the
biggestimpact on his team, both on and off the field. The IMPACT acronym stands for integrity, maturity,
performance, academics, community and tenacity.

The award is named for the former USCand NFL San Francisco 49ers all-star defensive back.

MACKEY AWARD

The John Mackey Award has been presented annually since 2000 by the Nassau County (N.Y) Sports
Commission to the nation’s outstanding tight end.

The award is named after former Syracuse star John Mackey, the first tight end named to the Pro Foot-
ball Hall of Fame after his 10-year career with the NFL Baltimore Colts.

NAGURSKI TROPHY

The Bronko Nagurski Trophy has been presented annually since 1993 to the nation’s outstanding defen-
sive player by the Football Writers Association of America and the Charlotte (N.C.) Touchdown Club.

Itis named in honor of Bronko Nagurski, the former Minnesota All-America tackle and running back and
NFL Chicago Bears standout. He is a member of both the College Football Hall of Fame and the Pro Football
Hall of Fame.

OUTLAND TROPHY

The Outland Trophy is presented annually to the nation’s most outstanding interior lineman (guard,
tackle or center) on either offense or defense in collegiate football by the Football Writers Association of
America, with representation from the Greater Omaha (Neb.) Sports Committee.

The award is named for a former Kansas City surgeon and University of Pennsylvania All-America line-
man from 1897, Dr. John H. Outland, who felt linemen did not receive the recognition they deserved.

The Johnny Unitas Golden Arm Award is presented by the Frank Camp Chapter of the Johnny Unitas
Golden Arm Educational Foundation. Formerly presented by the Kentucky chapter of the National Football
Foundation and Hall of Fame beginning in 1987 it annually honors the nation’s top senior quarterback.
The award is named after former Kentucky standout and NFL Baltimore Colt quarterback Johnny Unitas.

Presented by the Fort Walton Beach (Fla.) All Sports Association the Wuerffel Trophy is named after
former Florida quarterback Danny Wuerffel and goes to the college football player who best combines
exemplary community service with athletic and academic achievement.

Presented by
the Palm Beach County Sports Commission and named for the Ohio State and Cleveland Browns Hall of
Famer, it honors the nation’s most instrumental placekicker.

« The Davey O'Brien Award, presented since 1977 by the Fort Worth Club to the top quarterback in the
country, has featured three Notre Dame finalists--Tony Rice in 1988 and 1989, Rick Mirer in 1992 and
Brady Quinn in 2005 and 2006. The award is named after former TCU star Davey O'Brien.

Irish cornerback Todd
Lyght was one of three finalists in 1989.

- The firstIrish player to finish as a finalist for the Doak Walker National Running Back Award was tailback

sin 1992. The Doak Walker Award, presented first in 1990 by the SMU Athletic Forum

is given to the nation’s top running back. The award is named after SMU's 1948 Heisman Trophy winner.

+ In 2002, Irish center Jeff Faine was the first Notre Dame player named a finalist for the Rimington Award, giv-
en tothe nation's outstanding center. Faine was runner-up to Miami's Brett Romberg for the honor. Braxston
Cave was a finalistin 2012 as well.

- Cornerback Allen Rossum was a finalist in 1998 for the Mosi Tatupu Special Teams Award. The award
was presented through 2006 by the Bowl Games of Hawaii, in conjunction with the Quarterback Clubs
of Honolulu and Maui.

- Comerback Bobby Taylor (1994) captured the Jack Tatum Trophy, presented to the top collegiate
defensive back by the Touchdown Club of Columbus.

- Offensive Lineman Aaron Taylor (1993) captured the Jim Parker Trophy, presented to the top colle-
giate offensive lineman by the Touchdown Club of Columbus.

- Bob Dove (1942), Bill Fischer (1948), Leon Hart (1949), Jim Lynch (1966) and Chris Zorich
(1989) all captured the Knute Rockne Lineman of the Year Award, presented by the Touchdown Club of
Washington to the top collegiate lineman.

- The Sammy Baugh Trophy, given to the nation’s top collegiate passer by the Touchdown Club of Colum-
bus (Ohio) since 1959, went to Terry Hanratty in 1967 and Brady Quinn in 2005. The award was
named in honor of former TCU and Washington Redskins quarterback Sammy Baugh.

« The Touchdown Club of Washington, D.C. presented the Timmie Award, in memory of Walter Camp, to the
college back of the year. As a player/coach at Yale, Camp collaborated with columnist Caspar Whitney to select
the first All-America team in 1889 Seven Notre Dame football players have won the honor: Angelo Bertelli
in 1943, John Lujack in 1947, Emil Sitko in 1949, John Lattner in 1953 (tied with three other players),
Ralph Guglielmiin 1954, Paul Hornung in 1956 and Tim Brown in 1987.

COSIDA ACADEMIC ALL-AMERICANS

CoSIDA (College Sports Information Directors of America) and Capital One each year honor an Academic
All-America football team made up of top scholar-athletes from universities around the country. A 3.3
minimum cumulative grade-point average is required for nomination.

Thirty-six Notre Dame football players have been first-team selections on 43 different occasions, in-
cluding two-time selections Thom Gatewood, Greg Marx, Joe Restic, Greg Dingens and Tim Ruddy and
three-time honoree Joe Heap—and 14 have received second-team recognition on 16 occasions. Ruddy
was also named team member of the year in 1993.

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UNIVERSITY PRESIDENT
REV. JOHN I. JENKINS, C.S.C.

Elected in 2005 as the University of Notre Dame’s 17th president, Rev. John |,
Jenkins, C.5.C., was re-elected by the Board of Trustees to a fourth five-year term,
effective July 1, 2020.

As president, he has devoted himself to fostering the University’s unique
place in academia, the Church, the United States, and the world.

Father Jenkins has been committed to combining teaching and research excellence with a cultivation of
the deeper purposes of Catholic higher education. While pursuing academic distinction, he has brought
renewed emphasis to Notre Dame’s distinctive mission, rooted in the tradition of the Congregation of Holy
(ross, the University’s founding community, to educate the whole person—mind, body, and spirit—to
do good in the world.

These commitments have been made manifest in the University’s dedication to excellence in under-
graduate education in the classroom and beyond, while simultaneously building a reputation as a pre-
eminent global research institution—all in the context of Notre Dame’s Catholic identity. In his inaugural
address in 2005, Father Jenkins articulated the vision that Notre Dame would be “one of the preeminent
research institutions in the world, a center for learning whose intellectual and religious traditions con-
verge to make it a healing, unifying, enlightening force for a world deeply in need.”

In 2023, under Father Jenkins' leadership, the University was invited to join the Association of American
Universities, a consortium of the nation’s leading public and private research universities, making it the
only religiously-affiliated university in the nation to be so honored. In 2022, the University attracted more
than $281 million in external research funding and is among the fastest-growing research universities in
the U.S.

Recognizing the high cost of education, the University has dramatically increased financial aid over the
past 15 years, meeting 100% of demonstrated financial need for every student. The University provides
more than $200 million in aid for undergraduates, a number which has doubled in the past decade, with
60% of all students receiving aid.

QOver the last decade, Notre Dame, in partnership with local civic and industry leaders, has played a
leading role in a regional strategy that has secured over $130 million in grants for economic development
activities, leading to unprecedented investments in research facilities, workforce development programs,
new transit connections, cultural amenities, and housing in the region.

Within the University and beyond, Father Jenkins has called for civil discourse—
grounded in the Christian view of others as equally made in the image of God—as a way to find common
ground rather than demonize those with different opinions. In a speech at Emory University in 2011, he
said: “If we choose to attack our opponents before we have taken the time to understand them, if we pre-
fer denunciations to genuine dialogue, if we seek political victory rather than constructive compromise. . .
we will not be able to find solutions to the problems before us.”

The Commission on Presidential Debates, a nonpartisan, nonprofit organization that sponsors and pro-
ducesall U.S. presidential and vice presidential debates, cited his leadership on thisissue in electing Father
Jenkins to its board of directors in 2011, a leadership role he continues to hold.

A philosopher trained in theology and a member of Notre Dame’s Department of Philosophy since 1990,
Father Jenkins earned undergraduate and advanced degrees from Notre Dame, a doctorate of philosophy
from Oxford University, and a master of divinity and licentiate in sacred theology from the Jesuit School of
Theology at Berkeley.

He is the author of Knowledge and Faith in Thomas Aquinas, and scholarly articles published in The
Journal of Philosophy, Medieval Philosophy and Theology, and the Journal of Religious Ethics.

Father Jenkins is a member of the American Academy of Arts and Sciences. A popular teacher, he has
taught courses on ancient and medieval philosophy, faith and reason, and Thomas Aquinas.

He has served on the Independent Commission on College Basketball led by Dr. Condoleezza Rice and
on the Association of Catholic Colleges and Universities board of directors. Father Jenkins has authored
numerous op-eds that have appeared in The New York Times, The Wall Street Journal, and other prom-
inent publications on a wide range of topics, including the importance of civil discourse, the future of
college athletics, and the University’s response to the COVID-19 pandemic.

John B. “Jack” Swarbrick Jr., a University of Notre Dame graduate now in his
16th and final year as Vice President and James E. Rohr Director of Athletics at his
alma mater, has attached his signature to a variety of new initiatives during his
tenure:

Pushing Notre Dame to the forefront on issues related to student-athlete ex-
perience and the college athletics model - from leadership on the College Football Playoff Management
Committee to expand the College Football Playoff to working with Congress to develop parameters to
provide competitive equity across the collegiate sports landscape.

« Developing a plan for expanding Notre Dame Stadium in order to make it a year-round asset for the
University, while also improving the gameday experience for student-athletes and fans.

- Thatinitiative became reality with the 2014 announcement of the Campus Crossroads Project that add-
ed new structures to three sides of Notre Dame’s home football facility—creating new homes for student
activities and recreation, career services, digital media, as well as academic disciplines anthropology, psy-
chology, music and sacred music.

« Launching of Fighting Irish Media — a major enterprise that delivers better information about and ac-
cess to Notre Dame and its athletic programs via expanded production and distribution of programming.
« Building the GLD (Grow. Lead. Do.) Center that houses student-athlete programs. This unit develops
leadership skills, increases community service and provides mentoring and career services resources for
the student-athlete population.

« (reating the STAND TOGETHER movement in conjunction with Notre Dame student-athletes, an equal-
ity initiative developed to create change locally and to be a catalyst for change nationally as it relates to
social justice.

- Hosting of major events to generate revenue for the campus and community. Since 2018 Notre Dame
has hosted two Garth Brooks concerts in Notre Dame Stadium (October 2018 & May 2022), the NHL Win-
ter Classic in Notre Dame Stadium (January 2019), the 2019 U.S. Senior Open at the Warren Golf Course
(June 2019) an international soccer match between Liverpool and Dortmund in Notre Dame Stadium (July
2019) and a Billy Joel concert (June 2022).

- Meeting the performance needs of Notre Dame student-athletes through establishment of a sports
performance division to support and improve athletic performance through the application of science,
medicine and technology.

- (reating systems and structures to maximize the impact of technical expertise, environments, technol-
0gy and service delivery on an athlete’s ability to optimize performance.

- Innovative athletics partnership with Legends and JMI Sports -- two of the leading athletics marketing
and hospitality companies in the country -- to oversee Notre Dame’s sales, marketing, hospitality, media
rights and branding services on a local and national level. The University, through this 12-year agreement,
seeks to create and implement unique programs and partnerships with an elite group of companies and
brands -- delivering unprecedented levels of engagement, first-class hospitality experiences and recog-
nition.

Over the past several years, Swarbrick played a major role in significant announcements that positively
impacted Notre Dame on the national collegiate scene:

- The 2019 launch of the ACC Network on ESPN — a comprehensive linear and digital network that will
give fans access to more than 600 exclusive live events from across the conference via a linear channel
within the ESPN family of networks and a digital live-events channel - ACC Network Extra.

- Membership for Notre Dame’s men’s ice hockey program in the Big Ten Conference that began with
the 2017-18 season. The lrish joined Michigan, Michigan State, Minnesota, Ohio State, Penn State and
Wisconsin to form a seven-team hockey conference. Notre Dame won Big Ten titles in each of its first two
seasons in the league.

- Membership for Notre Dame’s athletic teams (other than football and hockey) in the Atlantic Coast
Conference that began with the 2013-14 athletic seasons. In football, Notre Dame plays five games per
year against ACC opponents and has full access to the league’s list of postseason bow! options.

« Anextension of the University’s relationship with NBC Sports through the 2025 football season.

« The 2014 announcement of an unmatched 10-year relationship with Under Armour that provides per-
formance footwear, apparel and equipment for Irish athletic programs. In addition to being a shareholder
in Under Armour, Notre Dame collaborates with Under Armour in the areas of sport technology, product
development and athlete performance.

« (reation by the Bowl Championship Series of the four-team College Football Playoff, which started with
the 2014 season, with Notre Dame maintaining viable access into that system.

Swarbrick’s tenure has featured a variety of on-and off-the-field Notre Dame athletics successes:

- NCAA team championships on 10 occasions - 2011, 2017, 2018, 2021, 2022, 2023 in fencing, 2023 in
men’s lacrosse, 2018 in women's basketball, 2013 in men’s soccer and 2010 in women's soccer - the most
of any athletic director at Notre Dame.

« A pair of College Football Playoff berths (2018 & 2020) and a BCS National Championship selection in
2012.

« NCAA runner-up team finishes in 2011, 2012, 2014, 2015 and 2019 in women’s basketball, 2010 and
2014 in men's lacrosse, 2009 and 2013 in fencing, 2018 in men’s hockey and 2008 in women'’s soccer.

« Notre Dame was honored with three NCAA Awards in 2023, the most any school has ever won at the
yearly awards ceremony. Honorees included Muffet McGraw (Pat Summitt Award), Kate Markgraf (Silver
Anniversary Award) and Dr. Carol Lally Shields (Theodore Roosevelt Award).

- Two Men’s Capital One Cup wins in 2014 & 2022 which prize includes a $250,000 donation to the Uni-
versity’s student-athlete scholarship fund.

Bornin Yonkers, New York, and raised in Yonkers and Bloomington, Indiana, Swarbrick is a 1976 magna
cum laude graduate of Notre Dame, with a bachelor’s degree in economics. Upon graduating from Stan-
ford University Law School in 1980, he accepted a position as an associate in the Indianapolis law firm
Baker & Daniels. He was made partnerin 1987 and spent 28 years with the firm. He and his wife, Kimberly,
are the parents of four children (and grandparents to two): Kate, a 2010 graduate of Saint Louis University;
Connor, a 2011 graduate of Wake Forest University; Cal, a 2014 graduate of TCU; and Christopher, a 2015
graduate of Notre Dame.
