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IRISH ITEMS - BY THE NUMBERS

Notre Dame is looking for its third-straight win over Stanford in Stan-
ford Stadium, which would match the program’s best streak of three
straight in 2003, 2005 and 2007. The Irish won at Stanford 45-25 in
2019 and 45-14in 2021.

There are only five teams in the country ranked in the NCAA statis-
tical top 14 in FBS for scoring offense AND scoring defense - Notre
Dame, Michigan, Georgia, Oregon and Florida State.

Junior safety Xavier Watts leads the nation in interceptions this sea-
son with seven. He is the first Notre Dame player to post multiple
interceptions in cansecutive games, the first FBS player to do it since
2020 and just the fifth FBS player to accomplish the feat since 2017.
Watts seven interceptions have set the Irish offense up in position to
score 41 paints. See page 8 for more on Watts.

Notre Dame gave up just eight touchdowns at home this season (3
pass, 5 rush), which is the least amount opponents have scored in
Notre Dame Stadium since 2012 (5 pass, 1rush). Irish opponents have
managed just six total passing touchdowns the past two seasons on
Notre Dame's turf, the lowest amount since 1996-97 (also six).

Saturday's game in California marks the return to the home state of 12
members of the Irish foatball roster. The Golden State is the most rep-
resented home state on the Notre Dame roster this season, followed
by Illinais (11) and Ohio (10). California ranks fifth all-time in sending
student-athletes to play football at Notre Dame with 171 players log-
ging at least one play. lllinois (500) leads the way followed by Ghio
(347), Indiana (357) and Pennsylvania (231).

Senior linebacker JD Bertrand, a Cambell Award Finalist and Wuerffel
Trophy semifinalist, became the 22nd Notre Dame player to surpass
250 career tackles with six stops at Clemson. See page 11 and 12 for
more on Bertrand, including details of his Cambell Award Finalist ac-
complishment.

Notre Dame scored 40 points in five of six home games this season,
which is the most 40-point games at hame in program history. The
previous high was four such games in nine different seasons, the
most recent in 2020.

45.2 ppgin its five home games.

NOTRE DAME - STANFORD SERIES HISTORY

- Notre Dame and Stanford will be meeting for the 37th time Saturday afternoon
in Palo Alto. The Irish lead the all-time series 22-14 with the Cardinal’s victory in
Notre Dame Stadium last year breaking a Notre Dame three-game win streak in
the series.

- Notre Dame 8-9 in Stanford Stadium and has won two straight in the facility (2019,
2021). The "9 victory ended a five-game win streak by the Cardinal over the Irish
in Stanford Stadium.

« Avictory on Saturday would match Notre Dame's program-best streak of three
straight victories in Stanford Stadium. The Irish won three straight in 2003, 2005
and 2007 and have defeated the Cardinal 45-25 in 2019 and 45-14 in 2021.

- The Notre Dame - Stanford series began in the legendary 1925 Rose Bowl, when
Knute Rockne led his team to California for the first time powered by his Four
Horsemen backfield to take on the Cardinal, their coach Pop Warner and run-
ning back Ernie Nevers. Stanford's eight turnovers doomed their chances against
Notre Dame, which was led by Elmer Layden with a rushing touchdown and two
interception returns for touchdowns. Notre Dame won 27-10 and claimed its first
of 11 consensus National Championships.

« The Notre Dame - Stanford series became an annual occurrence in 1988 with a
two-year hiatus in from 1995 to 1996 (when the Irish played a home-and-home
with Washington). The series shifted to Thanskgiving weekend every-other-year
in 2001. Stanford's annual trip to South Bend has continued to be a mid-October
visit. Since 1988, Notre Dame leads the series with Stanford 19-13.

« The winner of the Notre Dame - Stanford game receives the Legends Trophy, a
Dublin crystal bowl resting on a California redwood base. The trophy was first
presented in 1989 by the Notre Dame Club of the San Francisco Bay Area.

« Notre Dame is 13-4-0 on November 25 all-time, the most recent victory a 33-7 win
at Washington on Nov. 25, 2008.

« The Irish moved up to No. 17 in the latest Associated Press Top 25 ranking. Notre
Dame is 5-4-0 all-time as the nation’s No. 17-ranked team with the most recent
game played at the ranking on August 30, 2014, a 48-17 victory over Rice.

« Notre Dame remains ranked by the Associated Press for its 15th-straight compe-
tition, dating back to the end of the 2022 season.

- Saturday afternoon (evening on the east coast) marks the first time a Notre Dame
football game will be broadcast on the Pac-12 Netwaork. It also is just the second
game this season to not be shown on a national over-the-air broadcast network

TWO-DEEP TIDBITS - OFFENSE

Jayden Thomas is the leading returning receiver for the Irish in 2023. Thomas has
been affected over the past six games by a hamstring injury. He returned to action
against Pittsburgh with two catches for 23 yards and played but did not record a stat
against Wake Forest.

Chris Tyree has shifted to wide receiver after three years as a running back with the
Irish. Tyree has made a key play in each of Notre Dame’s seven victories this season,
none bigger than his 82-yard punt return to start the scoring in the 58-7 victory over
Pittsburgh. He ranks 16th in the country in yards-per-reception with a 18.58 average.
See page 12 for mare on Tyree.

True freshman Jaden Greathouse nabbed a 35-yard touchdown pass on his first
career touch against Navy. He followed up with a 20-yard scoring catch later in the
game. Greathouse battled a hamstring injury throughout the month of October. His 48-
yard catch and run for a touchdown against Wake Forest hints at a return to form.

Joe Alt, the son of former NFL All-Pro John Alt, is one of four team captains for the
Irish this season, has been selected as a consensus preseason All-American and is a
Lombardi Award finalist and Outland Trophy semifinalist. See page 10 for mare on Alt.

Pat Coogan made his first career start in just his second game played against Navy.
He has started all 11 games for the Irish at left guard this season.

Zeke Correll has played guard and center during his career and now enters the
season as one of the top snappers in the nation. Correll missed the Wake Forest game
in concussion protocol and freshman Asthon Craig started in his place. .

Billy Schrauth made his first career start on Saturday against Wake Forest at right
guard, replacing 10-game starter Rocco Spindler who will miss the rest of the seasan
win an injury suffered at Clemson. Schrauth joins Spindler, Coogan and Craigh in making
their first career starts on the OL this season.

Mitchell Evans led the team in receptions this season befare suffering an ACL injury in
the victory over Pittsburgh and is out for the remainder of the season.

Holden Staes capped the scoring against Central Michigan with a four-yard catch
which followed up his career-best game at NC State which included four catches for
115 yards and two touchdowns. Both of those touchdowns came from more than 30
yards (30, 45).

Rico Flores Jr. has posted at least one reception in the last eight games for the Irish
and is coming off his first 100-yard receiving performance against Wake Forest with a
career-high for catches (eight) and yards (102). Flores Jr. is the only wide out on Notre
Dame's roster with a 100-yard receiving game this season.

Sam Hartman continues his ascent up the FBS career passing touchdown and yardage
lists this season. See page 6 for much mare on Hartman.

Audric Estimé owns five 100-yard performances this season and has surpassed 1,000
yards rushing this season and 2,000 yards for his career. See page 7 and 8 for more on
Estimeé..

Jadarian Price's first career carry against Navy was a 19-yard touchdown. His second
career catch was a 40-yard touchdown reception vs. Tennessee State. His fifth career
kick off return was a 99-yard scoring effort against Southern Cal.

Spencer Shrader has quickly established himself as the best long-distance kicker
in Notre Dame history. The USF transfer has kicked a school-record 54-yard field goal
twice this season -at NC State and at Louisville.

He shares the Notre Dame record for career kicks of 50 yards or more (four) with Kyle
Brindza and Jonathan Doerer.

Bryce McFerson has a booming leg showed that off against NC State. He punted six
times in the game, averaging 50.7 yards per attempt. He also posted a career-best 59-
yard punt against the Wolfpack. He also uncorked a 57-yard effort at Duke.

Michael Vinson is in his sixth year at Notre Dame and is one of the top long snappers
in the nation. He has developed into a clear leader not only for the Irish special teams,
but the entire roster.

TWO-DEEP TIDBITS - DEFENSE

Jordan Botelho The starting ‘'vyper’end for the Irish this season, Botelho has a team-
high three sacks this season along with 24 tackles.

Joshua Burnham posted his first career start at Louisville and finished the game with
two tackles. Overall, Burnham has been distruptive in limited snaps, with 2.5 tackles-
for-loss, a sack and two quarterback hurries.

Rylie Mills is No. 10 on The Athletic’s Freak List for his work in the weight room and has
been distruptive on the defensive line so far in 2023. Mills posted a career-best seven
tackles in the victory at No. 17 Duke and has piled up 41 tackles, 4.5 TFL and 2 fumble
recoveries this season.

Howard Cross Il is the only Power 5 defensive lineman with double-digit tackles in
a game this season after his dominating 13-tackle, two-forced fumble performance at
Duke. He also leads all Power 5 defensive linemen in tackles this season with 63.

Javontae Jean-Baptiste played perhaps the best game of his career against Ohio
State, posting a career-high eight tackles. JJB has been consistent across the Irish
defensive line all season and is fourth on the team in tackles (44) and leads the Irish
with 10 quarterback hurries.

Nana Osafo-Mensah is a leader in the defensive line group and a steady force against
the run. He made two key plays against Louisville, which included a tackle-for-loss
followed up by his first sack of the season. Osafo-Mensah followed up with a career-
best four tackles against Southern Cal which included a sack.

Marist Liufau enters his second full season as a starter in 2023 and has been all over
the field this year. He has 39 tackles on the season, two quarterback hurries, 2.5 sacks,
a forced fumble and a fumble recavery.

JD Bertrand missed the CMU game in concussion protocol and has retured to the line
up in top form. He has 56 tackles in the last seven outings, which includes 11 at No. 17
Duke, nine tackles, one sack and a shared tackle-for-loss at No. 25 Louisville and 11
tackles, 1.5 tackles for loss and .5 sacks against No. 10 Southern Cal and a sack and
forced fumble against Wake Forest.

Jack Kiser does a little bit of everything for the Irish defense and can appear on the
line or even as a spot safety if necessary. He is third on the team with 56 tackles after
piling up a career-best 10 while starting at Mike linebacker for JD Bertrand against
Central Michigan and leading the team with nine stops at Clemson.

Cam Hart was voted a captain by his teammates this season and is in the midst of
a highly productive final season with the Irish. Hart began the second half at No. 25
Louisville with a forced fumble and recovery, then forced another fumble that led to a
touchdown return against Southern Cal.

DJ Brown returned for a fifth year and is the ‘quarterback’ of the back seven for Notre
Dame’s defense. Brown picked off his fourth career pass against NC State, missed the
CMU game with a leg injury but returned against Ohio State to finish with three tackles
and two PBUs. He also finished with a career-high matching nine tackles at No. 25
Louisville.

Xavier Watts has grown from a rookie wide receiver into one of Notre Dame’s starting
safeties and is the first Notre Dame player to intercept multiple passes in back-to-back
games AND the first Irish player to intercept a pass in three straight games. See page
9 for more on Watts.

Benjamin Morrison was a Freshman All-American last season, and is focused on
taking his game to an even higher level in 2023. He intercepted his first pass of the
season at NC State and added an interception against No. 10 Southern Cal. See page 9
for more on Morrison.

Clarence Lewis has played in 48 games at Notre Dame and scored his first career
touchdown on a 33-yard interception return against Tennessee State.

Thomas Harper, a transfer from Oklahoma State, made his first start in an Irish
uniform against TSU and followed up with a team-high seven tackles at NC State. He
continued his playmaking moments with his first career sack against Central Michigan.

Harper missed the game at Louisville but returned to the staring lineup at nickle for
the Irish against Southern Cal. He has 37 tackles, two sacks, six TFL and a forced fumble
this sesason.

YEAR TWO OF A GOLDEN DEFENSE

Notre Dame entered the season with the same defensive coordinator for the second
consecutive year, something that has not occurred since the 2020 season.

Clark Lea left after the 2020 season to be the head coach at Vanderbilt. He was
replaced by Marcus Freeman who was promoted to head coach at the conclusion of
the 21 reqular season.

In 2023, Al Golden began his second year as the head of the Irish defense and has
developed his group into one of the top defenses in the nation.

Golden's first Irish defense was a solid 21st overall in total defense in 22, bolstered
by a rush defense that held Notre Dame’s opponents under 200 total rushing yards per
game for the first time since 2019.

Lea held the defensive coordinator spot for three seasons, in his second (2019) the
Irish moved from 30th overall in defense to 18th. The rush defense surged from 44th
to third.

Golden's second-season crew is well above that improvement pace from 2019 and is
among the nation’s top 10 in several key stat categories.

Alt's first snaps in a Notre Dame uniform came as a tight end as a true freshman in
Notre Dame’s first game of the 2021 season at Florida State. Another true freshman,
Blake Fisher, had earned the start in that contest but suffered an injury that would
sideline him until the Fiesta Bowl.

Alt started to get more focused work at left tackle, moved into the starting lineup at
Virginia Tech (the sixth game of his freshman season) and quickly established himself
as one of the top young offensive linemen in the nation.

Fisher returned for the bowl game, but at right tackle and Alt followed up his rookie
year with a sensational 2022, earning numeraus All-America nominations at the end of
the season.

According to Pro Football Focus, Alt is the second-ranked offensive tackle in the
country this season, allowing just four pressures and one sack on 350 pass block sets.

« Junior Audric Estimé became the 20th 1,000-yard rusher in Notre Dame history
against Wake Forest and has five 100-yard rushing performances this season,
including a career-high 176 yards against Central Michigan.

« Estimé has established himself as one of the best red zone rushers in Notre Dame
history. He is currently 12th all-time in career rushing touchdowns with 24 and is
just the 10th Notre Dame back with two seasons rushing four double-digit touch-
downs - joining Allen Pinkett, Jerome Bettis, Kyren Williams, Autry Denson, Antho-
ny Johnson, Neil Worden, Wayne Bullock, Louis Salmon and Stan Cofall.

« At1,968 career yards, Estimé needs 329 yards over the next three games to be-
come the 19th 2,000-yard rusher in Notre Dame history.

XAVIER WATTS

Junior safety Xavier Watts began his Notre Dame career on the offensive side of the
ball in the 2020-21 season but made the switch into the defensive backfield in 2021-22.
He saw action in 11 games in 21, making 15 tackles as he started to learn the safety
position.

Watts is a finalist for the Bronko Nagurski Award which is presented each season to
the best defensive player in college football.

Watts developed into one of Notre Dame’s starting safeties during the 22 campaign
and has made the leap to become one of the most disruptive defensive players in
college football this season.

« Wattsleads all FBS players with seven interceptions this year, piling up five picks
in just the last four games.

« He is the first Notre Dame player to post back-to-back games with multiple in-
terceptions and the first Irish player to intercept a pass in three straight games.

« Heis the fifth FBS player in the last five years to intercept at least two passes in
back-to-back games.

« Watts was named the national defensive player of the week after his amazing
performance against No. 6 Southern Cal on October 14. In addition to seven tack-
les, Watts intercepted reigning Heisman Trophy winner Caleb Williams twice,
forced a fumble, recovered a fumble and returned it for a touchdown.

« He followed up the Southern Cal performance with two more interceptions in the

vitory over Pittsburgh, earned a second Bronko Nagurski Defensive Player of the
Week award.

- Watts seven interceptions this year have led directly to Notre Dame points in
every occurrence with the Irish scoring five touchdowns and two field goals for
a total of 41 paints.

- Only one of Watts seven interceptions have not set up Notre Dame on the op-
posing team's side of the field. At NC State he gave Notre Dame the ball at the
Wolfpack 33-yard line. At Duke it was the Blue Devil 12-yard line, then the SC12 and
2in the Southern Cal game followed by the Pitt 15 for one of his two interceptions
in that game. At Clemson, on Notre Dame's first defensive series of the second
half, Watts picked off a deflected pass and returned it to the Tiger two-yard line.

- Alltold, of his seven interceptions Watts has set Notre Dame up in the opponent’s
red zone five times.

0On a national stage at No. 17 Duke (Sept. 30) Howard Cross Il posted one of the most
dominating defensive performances of the season. Leading the Irish with 13 tackles
while forcing two fumbles (including the game-clinching fumble with 0:27 remaining) he
earned defensive player of the week nods from Walter Camp, the Bednarik Award and
the Senior Bowl.

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BERTRAND CAMPELL AWARD FINALIST

The National Football Foundation (NFF) & College Hall of Fame have announced the
finalists for the 2023 William V. Campbell Trophy®, college football’s premier scholar-
athlete award that annually recognizes an individual as the absolute best in the nation
for his combined academic success, football performance and exemplary leadership.
University of Notre Dame senior linebacker JD Bertrand was one of 16 finalists that
will each receive an $18,000 postgraduate scholarship as a member of the 2023 NFF
National Scholar-Athlete Class Presented by Fidelity Investments®.

Highly intelligent, athletic and the field general of the Fighting Irish defense, JD
Bertrand has led Notre Dame in tackles the last two seasons while racking up a 3.62
GPA as a marketing major. The Alpharetta, Georgia, native becomes Notre Dame’s 19th
NFF National Schalar Athlete.

Having graduated last December, Bertrand is currently pursuing his master’s in
business analytics. Amember of the Dean’s List, Bertrand was named to the prestigious
Alpha Mu Alpha national marketing honor society.

The 2022 Notre Dame Defensive Player of the Year, Bertrand tallied 82 stops in 2022
and 101 during the 2021 season, finishing as the Irish’s leading tackler both seasons.
He had 8.5 tackles for loss and two sacks in 2022, adding to his seven TFLs and 1.5
sacks in 2021. The 6-foot-1, 233-pound Bertrand has 57 tackles this season and added
5.0 tackles for loss to his career total of 20.5. A fifth-year player, he has appeared in
46games with 31 starts.

A two-year team captain who elevates everyone around him, Bertrand has played a
key role in Notre Dame's 30-8 record the past three seasons, including a No. 18 ranking
in 2022 and a win in the Gator Bowl; a No. 8 finish in 2021 and an appearance in the
Fiesta Bowl; and a No. 5 ending in 2020 after an appearance in the College Football
Playoff Semifinal Game at the Rose Bowl.

An Eagle Scout who was selected as a member of the 2022 Allstate AFCA Good Works
Team, Bertrand credits his mother for his commitment to community service. He has
done extensive work with Uplifting Athletes, serving as the chapter president for two
years and earning a spot on the organization’s Rare Disease Champion Team in 2022.
After the pandemic, he played a role in staging multiple events for the organization,
raising more than $80,000. He donates part of his scholarship check and NIL earnings
to charity, and he visits the Ronald McDonald House before every home game.

The 16 finalists were selected from a record number of 201 semifinalists nationwide
from among all NCAA divisions and the NAIA.

The finalists will travel to the ARIA Resort & Casino in Las Vegas for the 65th NFF
Annual Awards Dinner Presented by Las Vegas on Dec. 5, where their accomplishments
will be highlighted in front of one of the most powerful audiences in all of sports.

During the event, one member of the class will be declared as the winner of the 34th
Campbell Trophy® and have his postgraduate scholarship increased to $25,000. Click
here for more information on the Awards Dinner, including options to purchase tickets
online, special travel rates to the event from Delta Air Lines and room rates at the ARIA.

The trophy is named in honor of the late Bill Campbell, an All-lvy League player and the
captain of Columbia's 1961 Ivy League championship team who found his true calling
after an unlikely career change at age 39 from Columbia football coach to advertising
executive. His ability to recruit, develop and manage talented executives - all lessons
learned on the gridiron - proved to be a critical compaonent of his ability to inspire his
business teams to the highest levels of success.

JORDAN FAISON

True freshman wide receiver Jordan Faison appeared in his first game at No. 25
Louisville, grabbing two passes for 48 yards and a touchdown (a 36-yard play).

Faisan has been referred to was a walk-on, but he was recruited and signed to a
schalarship by the Notre Dame men’s lacrosse team (which is the 2022 defending
national champion). A top-50 lacrasse recruit, Faison was invited to work out with the
Irish football team in the 2023 preseason and, with his appearance against Louisville,
will be a Notre Dame football scholarship player throughout his career with the Irish.

Faison will be full member of the Irish lacrosse team in his time on campus as well.
He logged his first career start in the victary over No. 10 Southern Cal.

SPENCER SHRADER

Graduate student kicker Spencer Shrader has quickly established himself as one of
the best long-distance placekickers in Notre Dame history in his first and only year on
the roster (Shrader tranferred from USF after the 2022 season).

Against NC State, Shrader set the Notre Dame record for longest field goal in a game,
connecting on a b4-yard field goal. The kick broke Kyle Brindza's 10-year old record
from a 53-yard boot against Arizona State on Oct. 15, 2013.

Shrader added a 50-yard field goal against Central Michigan and became just the sixth
Irish kicker to kick multiple field goals from 50 yards or more.

At Louisville, Shrader added two more 50-plus kicks, a b4-yarder to tie his own game
record then adding a b3-yard kick in the same game. He is the first Notre Dame kicker
to connect from 50-yards-or-more twice in a game and is tied with Jonathan Doerer
(2017-21) and Brindza (2011-14) for the most career 50-yard field goals in Notre Dame
histary with four.

CHRIS TYREE

Senior wide receiver Chris Tyree gave the Irish a jolt of energy in the victory over
Pittsburgh on October 28 with an 82-yard punt return for a touchdown.

« Tyreeisin his first season as a dedicated wide out after spending his first three
seasons at Notre Dame as a part of the running backs group.

- His punt return against Pitt was the first punt return for a touchdown for a Notre
Dame player since a 2015 50-yard return by CJ Sanders.

« Tyree, who returned a kick for a touchdown in the 2021 Shamrock Series victory
over Wisconsin in Soldier Field, becomes the first Notre Dame player since Julius
Jones (1999, 2001-03) to return a kick and punt for a touchdown while also scoring
on a reception and a rushing attempt during their career. Prior to Julius Jones,
Raghib ‘Rocket’ Ismail accomplished the same feat. Before Rocket, 1987 Heisman
Trophy winner Tim Brown did the same.

« Tyreeis one of three active FBS players to score via punt return, kick return, re-
ception and rushing attempt during a career, joining Northwestern's A.J. Henning
and Southern Cal's Zachariah Branch.

« Tyree is currently 16th in the country for yards-per-reception with a 18.58 aver-
age. If he can slightly improve that average it would rank among the top-10 for a
single-season in Notre Dame history and he could become the frist Irish receiver
since Will Fuller in 2015 to average over 20 yards per catch (min of 20 receptions).
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HOW THE IRISH ARE BUILT

Notre Dame is a truly national University that welcomes students and student-ath-
letes from across the country and that is reflected by the home states of the Irish foot-
ball team. Notre Dame players hail from 31different states and two countries (Canada).
On the current Irish roster, California leads the way with 12 players, followed by Illinois
(11) and Ohio (10).

- Historically, 3,156 players have appeared in at least ane play at Notre Dame since
the program began. lllinois leads the way with 500 players appearing for the Irish,
followed by Ohio (347), Indiana (257) and Pennsylvania (231).

« AII'50 states and the District of Columbia are represented on the all-time Notre
Dame roster, including Alaska (Lee Mathews, Fairbanks, 1908-10) and Vermont
(Tom Listzwan, Proctor, 1928) who have seen just one individual from their state
compete for Notre Dame.

- Notre Dame also has seen players from four different countries, including Germa-
ny (Alexander Ehrensberger, 2020-22), Mexico (Jenaro Davila, 1895), South Africa
(Christian opperman, 2022) and eight Canadians.

« As far as hometowns, Chicago leads the way with 215 Irish players calling the
Windy City home. Chicago is followed by Cincinnati, Ghio (76), South Bend, Indiana
(65), Cleveland, Ohio (39) and Indianapolis, Indiana (31).

NOTRE DAME ON THE WEST COAST

Notre Dame will be playing the 75th game in program history on the west coast this
weekend at Stanford and has made a trip to California, Oregon or Washington every
season since 1988 save one year - the Covid-19 affected football season of 2020.

The Irish are 36-33-5 all-time on the west coast and 19-17-1 since 1988. In the state of
California, the Irish are 32-33-4 and 10-9 in Northern California (two wins at California
in 1959 and 1965, 8-9 at Stanford).

Notre Dame’s trip to the west coast began in 1924 when Knute Rockne took his first
national championship team to the ‘25 Rose Bowl to meet Pop Warner and Stanford.
It was the first game west of Kansas or Nebraska for Notre Dame. The next season,
the Notre Dame - Southern Cal intersectional rivalry began and has been played every
season since 1926, save for time during World War Il and the 2020 Covid-19 affected
season.

From 1924 through 2020 Notre Dame appeared in California at least once every two
years, save for 1944 when World War Il limited travel across the country.

In 1988, Notre Dame began an annual series with Stanford and eventually shifted the
annual meeting with the Cardinal in California to Thanksgiving weekend for the 1999
season (the trip was previously held in October).

Other Notre Dame West Coast notes:

« The 1982 season marked the first time Notre Dame made a trip to the west coast
twice in one season, a mid-October game at Oregon (tied 13-13) and the Thanks-
giving weekend trip to Southern Cal (13-17 loss).

« In1984, the Irish traveled to Southern Cal for the annual trip, then the Aloha Bowl
in December of ‘84.

« In 1991 and 1997, Notre Dame played at Stanford in mid-October then played at
Hawaii to cap the season.

« The 2008 season marked the most trips west for an Irish team, as they played a
Washington (W), at Southern Cal (L) and at the Hawaii Bow! in December (W).

Marcus Freeman, one of the rising young stars in the profession was named the 30th
Dick Corbett Head Football Coach at the University of Notre Dame on Dec. 3, 2021. Free-
man took over as head coach of the Irish after serving the 2021 season as its defensive
coordinator.

Freeman completed his first full season at the helm of the Irish program with a 9-4
mark, with wins over fifth-ranked Clemson, 16th-ranked BYU and 16th-ranked Syra-
cuse; in addition to closing the season with a Gator Bowl win over 19th-ranked South
Carolina. He joins Terry Brennnan (1954) as just the second Irish head coach to claim
four ranked wins in his first season on the Notre Dame sidelines.

His 2023 Notre Dame team was led by consensus All-American Michael Mayer, who
finished his junior season as the best tight end in school history. Additionally, con-
sensus All-American defensive lineman Isaiah Foskey became the Notre Dame all-time
leader in sacks. Four other Irish earned All-America honors in offensive linemen Joe
Alt and Jarrett Patterson, long snapper Michael Vinson, cornerback Benjamin Morrison
took home Freshman All-American hanars.

Mayer and Foskey were each tabbed in the second round of the 2023 NFL Draft by
the Las Vegas Raiders and New Orleans Saints, respectively, while Patterson was draft-
ed in the sixth round by the Houston Texans.

The Irish special teams had a tremendous 2022 season as Notre Dame led the nation
with seven blocked kicks, all punts, with Foskey getting his hands on two of them.

In his first season with the Irish in 2021, while serving as the Bob Hinton Defensive
Coordinator, Freeman led a transformation on the defensive side of the ball that includ-
ed a number of Top-20 national rankings. The Irish ranked seventh nationally in defen-

sive touchdowns (4), 10th in turnovers gained (25) and third-down conversion percent-
age (.521),12th in total sacks (41.0) and 15th nationally in interceptions (15) and scoring
defense (19.7). The 41.0 team sacks tied the program record of 41, also set during the
1996 season.

Under Freeman’s guidance, Notre Dame safety Kyle Hamilton was named a consen-
sus All-American in 2021 and went on to be the 14th overall selection in the 2022 NFL
Draft.

Freeman oversaw then-sophomore Isaiah Foskey's breakout season as a starter on
the defensive line. Foskey tallied 11.0 sacks in 2021, third-most in program history for
a single season. The depth of the Irish defense was on full display with Freeman serv-
ing as defensive coordinator, as 15 different players recorded a sack and 21 different
players had a tackle-for-loss. The 15 interceptions are the most in a single season since
2014, when the Irish had 16. In November, the Irish had three-straight games withaut
allowing a touchdown far the first time since 2012.

Prior to coming to South Bend, Freeman spent the previous four seasons as the de-
fensive coordinator at Cincinnati. During his time with the Bearcats, he was named the
2020 247Sports.com Defensive Coordinator of the Year and 2020 Broyles Award Finalist
along with a nominee for the Broyles Award in 2019 and 2018.

In 2020, the Bearcats (9-1) earned a bid to the Peach Bow! as the No. 8-ranked team
in the nation and won the American Athletic Conference Championship, the program’s
first outright league title since 2009.

Cincinnati's defense ranked in the Top-20 nationally in several categories for 2020~
21, including being ranked 13th in total defense (324.6 yards per game) and eighth in
scoring defense (16.8 points per game) among all FBS teams. In addition, the Bearcats
were third in team passing efficiency defense (101.25), 14th in rushing defense (1111
yards per game), 15th in red zone defense (0.735), 17th in fourth down defense (0.375
rate), 16th in team sacks (3.00 per game) and 10th in turnovers gained (21).

Freeman coached the Bearcats to back-to-back 11-win seasons in 2018 and 2019,
the 2019 American Athletic Conference East Division Championship and consecutive
bowl-game wins in the 2018 Military Bowl and 2019 TicketSmarter Birmingham Bowl.

The Bearcats finished atop the 2019 AAC ranks in scoring defense for the sec-
ond-straight season and ranked among the league’s top three in rushing and total de-
fense. Cincinnatiled the American in 2018 in rushing defense, scoring defense and total
defense and ranked amang the Top-15 in the NCAA FBS in all three categories.

Joined the Bearcats staff after a four-year stint at Purdue. He coached linebackers
all four seasons and served as the Bailermakers co-defensive coordinator in 2015.

Prior to his time at Purdue, Freeman coached linebackers at Kent State from 2011-12,
helping develop all-conference selections Luke Batton and C.J. Malauulu.

Freeman started his coaching career as a graduate assistant coach at his alma
mater, Ohio State, in 2010 and the Buckeyes went 12-1 with a victory in the Sugar Bowl.

Freeman is just the third Notre Dame head coach to have been selected in the NFL
Draft, and is the first since Ara Parseghian was drafted by the Pittsburgh Steelers in
1947. He is the 23rd Notre Dame head coach to have Division | playing experience and
the first since Tyrane Willingham.

During his playing career, Freeman was a four-year letterwinner for the Buckeyes
from 2004 to 2008. He played under current Wisconsin head coach Luke Fickell and
earned second team All-Big Ten honars in 2008 while helping lead Chio State to four
conference titles, three BCS bowls and two trips ta the national title game during his
career.

He played in the 2009 Senior Bowl and was a fifth-round draft pick of the Chicago
Bears, spending time with the Bears, Buffalo Bills and Houston Texans before a medical
condition ended his playing career.

Two of Hartman's scoring tosses were caught by freshman Jaden Greathouse, including a 35-yard strike on the rookie's first career touch. Deion Colzie also nabbed his first
career touchdown reception while Jayden Thomas was the recipient of a touchdown pass as well.

The Irish defense held Navy to just 169 total yards with only 43 of those coming through the air. Jack Kiser paced the defense with 8 total tackles, followed by Marist Liufau
with seven.
