Ivey hyped up Hidalgo all preseason, and to
say she has delivered is an understatement.

So far this season, Hidalgo has won six

ACC Rookie of the Week awards and been
the ACC Player of the Week twice. She is
just the second Irish player to ever sweep
the conference honors. Brianna Turner

did it on Jan. 15, 2019. Turner only did it
once. Hidalgo was also named the Tamika
Catchings USBWA National Freshman of the
Week twice (Nov. 20 and Dec. 27), and the
AP National Player of the Week (Dec. 26).
She posted her first career triple-double

in Notre Dame’s game against Western
Michigan (26p/11r/10a). It was the highest-
scoring triple-double in program history
and just the first by a true freshman (Marina
Mabrey, 11/23/15).

Hidalgo seemingly breaks or flirts with a

record in every single game.

When she scored 25 points against Ball State
on Nov. 24, Hidalgo joined an elite club.
It was her sixth consecutive game with at

least 20 points. Only two other Irish players

have ever done that: Katryna Gaither and
Arike Ogunbowale. That's good company,
especially considering Hidalgo had only
played six collegiate games at the time.

Heading back to the beginning of the

year, in her freshman debut, Hidalgo went
10-24 from the floor, 8-12 from the charity
stripe, and scored 31 points against a South
Caroline team that rocketed to No. 1in the
AP Poll the week after they saw the Irish.
The Gamecocks remain in the top spot. That
is the most points ever posted by an Irish
freshman in his/her rookie debut, and it is
tied for the third-most points ever scored by
a rookie in Notre Dame women'’s basketball
history.

Hidalgo then took it up a notch at NJIT. She
had 12 steals, which is tied for the most in
school history. She was the first D-1 player
to have 12 steals since February 2021. The
rookie also had 26 points, 6 rebounds and
6 assists, notching her first career stat sheet
stuffer.

In total, Hidalgo had 27 steals this season
through four games. That is the most by
any Division | player in her first four career

games over the last 25 years. Ivey often

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compares Hidalgo to former Irish guard

Skylar Diggins. For context, Diggins had 9
steals through her first four games at Notre
Dame. Hidalgo sits at 67 steals on the year,
and the freshman record is 90 (Diggins).

Maddy the Maven

It's still only the beginning of conference
play, but all signs point to that this could
be the best year of Westbeld's already

decorated career.

Through 11 games, the 6-3 shooting forward
is posting her best statistics to date in two
critical categories — field goal percentage
(.508) and rebounds/game (9.7). She is
posting 14.5 points per contest, her highest
mark since her freshman season (15.2).

The rest of her stats this year are similar

to or better than those from her freshman
season when she was the ACC Rookie of the
Year.

“Maddy has done a phenomenal job,”

Ivey said after the Illinois game. “She had
two double-doubles [against NJIT and
Northwestern] and then had 24 points and
8 rebounds against Illinois. She's been so

solid.”

The aforementioned back-to-back double-
doubles happened for the first time since
her freshman season. Westbeld then posted
three straight double-doubles against
Tennessee, Lafayette and Purdue. She has six
on the season after entering her senior year
with nine.

DeWolfe’s December

DeWolfe — whom Ivey has called “a Notre
Dame kid” repeatedly — arrived in South
Bend with a lengthy list of accomplishments
after four years at Fordham. She wanted to
challenge herself in her final year of college
basketball, and she was sure challenged to
start. The Maine native was baptized by fire
with an opener against No. 1 South Carolina,
and she struggled to get in a rhythm
through the first month.

Through her first seven games, DeWolfe
made just five 3-pointers. She was a solid
performer during a few of those games
— she scored 17 points at Ball State — but
things weren't fully clicking.

But since the calendar flipped to December,
DeWolfe has been a force.

Since making five treys in seven games
to start, DeWolfe has sunk 10 in her last
four games, including going 5-8 from deep

against Western Michigan. She finished the

month of December averaging 12.5 points
per game and put up 17 and 15 in the second
two games of the month. She shot at least
50 percent in every game.

Coming ‘Nat’urally

Marshall has been with Ivey from the start.
This is her fourth year on campus, seemingly
a rarity in today’s high-level college
basketball. And for the 6-5 forward, it is all
coming together.

After entering her senior year with just two
career performances of at least 10 points,
Marshall just did it in five straight games:
Chicago State (20), Ball State (12), Tennessee
(15). Lafayette (12) and Purdue (14).

Against Chicago State, Marshall's 20 were a
career high. She was 8-10 from the floor.

“Nat's just been getting better and better
every game,” Ivey said after the contest.
“She’s super efficient and active on the
defensive end. She's such a spark for us off
the bench.”

In a battle of top-25 teams at Tennessee,
Marshall turned it up a notch. After
struggling in the first half, Notre Dame
started going inside to its posts in the third
and fourth frames. Marshall went 5-7 from
the floor in the second half. The senior hit
three of four shots in a 2-minute span from
6:56 to 4:55 in the fourth quarter. Marshall
finished with a career high 9 boards.

It hasn't just been the last few games that
have showed Marshall's hard work is paying
off. She’s been more consistent across

the board this season, which is especially
important given Notre Dame’s injury issues.
Marshall is averaging career highs in several
major categories: points (9.4), rebounds (5.4),
field goal percentage (59.2) and minutes
(24.3). Additionally, Marshall is the only
player in the ACC to have posted a 6-block
game this year; she did it against Purdue.

" just want to contribute,” Marshall said
after beating Chicago State. “l want to get a
win at the end of the day, and whatever | can
do to help our team win — if that's 20 points
or 3 steals or 5 rebounds. Whatever that

number is isn't really my focus. | just want to
contribute.”

IR-ish

The injury bug continues to plague Notre
Dame. In addition to Miles, who suffered

a right knee injury against Louisville last
February and has been sidelined ever since,
Citron went down with a knee sprain against
Northwestern.

Citron, a First Team All-ACC guard who has
taken on a more vocal leadership role in the
absence of Miles, is slated to return in early
January.

Prior to going down with the injury, Citron
was averaging 20.3 points, 4.0 rebounds and
1.7 steals over 31.8 minutes per game. She
was shooting 60.0 percent from the floor,
41.7 percent from behind the arc and 88.9
percent from the charity stripe.

Notre Dame is also currently playing
without Cassandre Prosper and Emma
Risch. Risch will have season-ending
hip surgery in January. Prosper has a
leg injury and has been in a boot on
the bench. Her timeline is unknown.

Banking on Bigs

In the absense of four guards, including two
All-Americans, lvey has been heavily reliant
on her front court.

Since Citron went down with an injury
against Northwestern, the top-three
forwards have averaged at least 7 points per
game: Westbeld (15.0), Marshall (10.9), and
Watson (7.3). Marshall leads the group with

a FG percentage of 57.6 percent (min. 15
attempts), and Westbeld is pacing them with

10.1 rebounds per game.

Watson has been quieter on the points
front, but she has been a force on the
boards. The senior had a career-high 12
rebounds against Western Michigan on Dec.
21 and has 12 blocks on the year.

“Coach Ivey always talks about doing more

before every game,” Watson said after
defeating Lafayette on Dec. 6. “Obviously
the players we are missing are great, so we
just have to make up for what we've lost.”

Second Half Spark

Notre Dame has come out hot after the
break thus far this year. The Irish are
outscoring opponents by 107 points in

Q3, more than any other quarter. That is
compared to score margins of +73, +74 and
+70 in the first, second and fourth quarters,

respectively.

When it comes to comparing first versus
second halves, Westbeld makes the biggest
jump coming out of the half. Westbeld is +11
in Q3 and Q4, including five performances
with at least 9 second half points.

In total, Hidalgo paces Notre Dame with an
average of 11.8 points in the second half. Her
highest total came against Syracuse when

she posted 21 points after the break.

Taking ‘Next Level Pros’ to the
Next Level

Notre Dame already has plenty of American
professional basketball experience on its
staff. lvey and Allen played in the WNBA,
and lvey spent a year as an assistant coach

for the Memphis Grizzlies.

But the Irish took it up a notch this
offseason, adding Carlos Knox as the new
player development program director.

"He came in, and he has put me outside

of my comfort zone,” Westbeld told

the “They've Got Now" podcast in early
November. “When | think I'm talking as
much as | can, he's like ‘'OK, what else can
you say?’ He's never satisfied, and I'm so
thankful for it and for everything he’s done
since he stepped on campus.”

Knox spent nearly a decade working with
the Indiana Fever as an interim head coach,
assistant coach and player development
coach. During his tenure in Indianapolis,
Knox helped lead the team to eight
consecutive WNBA playoff appearances
and was a 2012 WNBA champion. He wore
many hats for the team throughout his
time, helping with everything from scouting
to rehabilitation training to practice
preparation. He has worked with many
notable players, including former Irish guard
and Olympic gold medalist Skylar Diggins-
Smith, four-time Olympic gold medalist
Tamika Catchings and five-time WNBA All-
Star Katie Douglas.

Knox has also had stints as an assistant
coach at the University of Cincinnati (2020-
21), University of North Texas (2017-20)

and San Diego State University (2010-11).
Finally, Knox spent time from 2015-16 as the
director of training at the Jonathan Byrd
Grand Park Fieldhouse, Indiana’s state-of-
the-art basketball facility.

McGraw Statue Unveiled

Prior to Notre Dame’s win over Purdue, a
women'’s basketball legend was enshrined
outside of Purcell Pavilion. Hall of Fame
head coach Muffet McGraw had a statue
enveiled outside of the front of the

Joyce Center. It is the first athletic statue

dedicated to a female on campus.

McCGraw served as the Irish head coach for
33 seasons from 1987-2020. Her teams made

nine Final Fours and won two national titles.

The 13th female coach inducted into the
Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame
in 2017, McGraw racked up an impressive
936 career wins (ranks seventh all-time
among Division | coaches), including 848
at Notre Dame. During the 2018-19 season,
McGraw became the fourth-fastest coach
to reach the 900-win milestone. McGraw's
competitive drive led to 31 20-win seasons
and 11 30-win campaigns. She compiled 174

victories over ranked opponents. McGraw-
led Irish squads accumulated 14 regular-
season conference titles (including eight

in a row from 2012-19) and 11 conference
tournament championships (including six in
her last eight years). She also earned seven

conference Coach of the Year honors.

Overall, McCraw coached one women'’s
basketball hall of famer, five Olympians, 20
WNBA players (10 currently in the league),
22 All-Americans and 36 players who earned
all-conference recognition.

A three-time consensus National Coach of
the Year, McGraw not only built a women'’s
basketball power, but inspired a passionate
fan base within the local community. Back
on Jan. 15,2001, the women’s program
recorded its first official sellout, as more
than 11,000 fans packed Purcell Pavilion to
watch Notre Dame knock off the top-ranked
UConn Huskies for the first time in program
history. Speaking of the Huskies, Coach
McGraw knocked off UConn five times in
the NCAA Tournament, more than doubling
the next team'’s highest total. She defeated
UConn nine times overall.

One of the finest point guards ever to wear the Notre
Dame uniform, Niele Ivey (first name pronounced knee-
elle) was announced as the fourth Karen & Kevin Keyes
Family Head Women'’s Basketball Coach on April 22,2020,
just mere minutes after Muffet McGraw stepped down
from her post after a Hall of Fame career.

Her list of accolades since Year 1 is lengthy, including
winning 2023 ACC Coach of the Year and leading her team
to the ACC regular season title. Ivey has posted back-to-
back Sweet 16 appearances, last season’s despite losing
two starters. Notre Dame was the only ACC team to have
four women earn individual ACC honors at the end of the
season. lvey was also the only coach in the country to sign
three five-star recruits in the 2023 cycle as well — Cassan-
dre Prosper, Hannah Hidalgo and Emma Risch.

In her first year at the helm, Ivey not only had to balance
settling into her new role with a young roster but also nav-
igating the waters of a national pandemic. In a shortened
season due to Covid-19, Ivey's squad went 10-10 (8-7). In
her first week on the job, Coach Ivey received verbals from
now-juniors Sonia Citron and Olivia Miles, who made up a
top-five nationally ranked recruiting class.

As an assistant, the Irish went 386-55 (.875) during Ivey's
time patrolling the sidelines. Notre Dame’s recent decade
of dominance (2010-19) had Ivey’s handprints all over it —
no other program had produced more trips to the national
title game (six), and the Irish posted the third-most wins in
that span as well (339).

Ivey is the common link to all nine of the program’s Final
Four appearances, two as a player and seven as an assistant
coach, logging a combined 21 years on Notre Dame's cam-
pus (16 as a coach and five as a player).

That decade also consisted of 14 conference champion-
ships (eight regular-season plus six tournament titles split
between the BIG EAST and ACC), seven Final Fours and a
2018 national championship.

Ivey expanded her basketball prowess when she stepped
away from Notre Dame to accept an assistant coaching po-
sition with the Memphis Grizzlies for the 2019-20 season.
Ivey proved to be a true trailblazer, becoming the ninth
active female coach in the NBA.

Over that year, Ivey helped develop a young team, with a
new coaching staff, into a playoff contender. lvey worked
with several different position groups with the Crizzlies,
but primarily with standout guards Jarien Jackson and Ja
Morant, as the latter won 2020 NBA Rookie of the Year
honors.

Ivey originally joined the Fighting Irish women’s basketball
coaching staff in May 2007 (she added the title of recruit-
ing coordinator in 2012 and was promoted to associate
head coach in the summer of 2015). Ivey went on to spend
12 seasons under Coach McGraw before departing for the
Memphis Grizzlies.

Over her last eight years as an assistant, Notre Dame
ranked in the top-12 in field goal percentage (led the
country in 2013-14 season), scoring offense and assists. In
fact, Notre Dame's offense over its back- to-back title game
runs in 2018 and 2019 was one for the record books. The
2018 championship squad ranked in the top five in all the
aforementioned categories. Meanwhile, the 2019 Irish took
home the statistical championship for top-scoring offense
in the country, averaging a program-record 88.6 points

per game. In addition, they broke the program record for
assists (804) while finishing second in shooting percentage
(50.8 percent). The stat that is the icing on the cake to all
of this — the 2019 starting five of Ogunbowale, Mabrey,
Shepard, Turner and Young went down as the most prolific
scoring fivesome in the history of NCAA Division | basket-
ball (men’s or women'’s), amassing an astonishing 10,230
combined career points.

In addition to her achievements in player development,
Ivey emerged as a rising star on the recruiting trail, with

a sharp eye for young up-and-coming talent. In fact, she
helped Notre Dame attract top-12 incoming classes in nine
of her last 10 years. In her last class, Coach Ivey nabbed No.
6 Samantha Brunelle and No. 18 Anaya Peoples.

What's more, Ivey displayed brilliant prowess when it

came to scouting and in-game strategy. In her last six years
as an assistant, she was directly responsible for creating
the game plans that led to victories over Duke (12 times),
Tennessee (8 times), Florida State (7 times), Connecticut (5
times), Maryland (three times), Louisville (8 times), Syracuse
(7 times), UCLA (three times), Baylor (twice), Texas A&M (3
times) and South Carolina, among many others.

In fact, Notre Dame is 5-3 all-time against UConn in the
NCAA Tournament, which more than doubles the next
best team'’s win total. Overall, over her last 12 years, the
Irish knocked off the Huskies nine times, while all other
Division | teams combined for 10 wins.

Most notable players under Ivey's tutelage: Arike Ogun-
bowale, Jewell Loyd and Skylar Diggins-Smith. Ogunbow-
ale was a two-time All-American, two-time Ann Meyers
Drysdale Award finalist and the 2018 Final Four MVP after
her famous Ice Twice. Ogunbowale graduated as the pro-
gram's all-time leading scorer.

Ivey helped mold Loyd into one of the country's top play-
ers from 2012-15. Loyd finished with 1,909 points and a 17.0
career points-per-game average. Loyd's best performances
came against Top 25 teams, in which she averaged 22.8
points, 6.5 rebounds and 3.2 assists per game, including a
school record-tying 41 at DePaul.

Then there’s Skylar Diggins-Smith. Under Ivey's guidance,
Diggins-Smith made a seamless transition from shooting
guard to point guard during her final three seasons, emerg-
ing as one of the nation’s elite players to become one of
just three two-time recipients of the Lieberman Award and
a two-time consensus first-team All-America and BIG EAST
Player of the Year selection. Diggins-Smith graduated in
2013 as the holder (or co-holder) of no fewer than 32 game,
season or career records at Notre Dame, and ranks among
the top five on an astounding 105 of the program’s game,
season or career charts.

Ivey sat out most of her freshman season at Notre Dame
(1996-97 Final Four campaign) after suffering a season-end-
ing knee injury five games in. However, she was awarded a
fifth year of eligibility in 2000-01 and made the most of it,
earning third-team AP All-America honors, the first Fight-
ing Irish point guard to be so recognized. She also was the
recipient of the 2001 Frances Pomeroy Naismith Award (na-
tion’s top senior player standing 5-foot-8 or under) and was
a finalist for the 2001 Lieberman Award. In addition, Ivey
made the 2001 NCAA Women'’s Final Four All-Tournament
Team after averaging 16.5 points and 5.5 steals per game as
the Fighting Irish defeated Connecticut and Purdue to win
their first national title.

All told, Notre Dame went 109-22 (.832) during Ivey's last
four seasons, reaching the NCAA Sweet 16 three times
(1998, 2000, 2001) and rolling up a (then) school-record

34 wins in 2000-01. The Fighting Irish also won a share of
their first BIG EAST regular-season championship in 2000-
Ol and were ranked in the top 10 of either or both the
Associated Press and WBCA/USA Today polls for all but
two weeks during her final three campaigns. While at Notre
Dame, Ivey was a three-time all-BIG EAST selection (1999-
2001), collecting first-team honors in 2001, and was tapped
as the BIG EAST Player of the Week five times. She also led
the Fighting Irish in steals in each of her final four seasons
(1997-98 to 2000-01) and was the team’s assist leader in
her last three years, setting school records with 95 steals

in 1999-2000 (since topped by Diggins) and 247 assists in
2000-01, along with a school-standard 2.67 assist/turnover
ratio the latter season.

Ivey went on to play five seasons in the WNBA, beginning
with her selection by the Indiana Fever in the second
round (17th overall pick) of the 2001 WNBA Draft. She
spent four seasons with the Fever, helping them to the first
playoff berth in franchise history in 2002. Ivey signed with
the Detroit Shock as a restricted free agent in 2005, and
subsequently was acquired by the Phoenix Mercury later
that season.

A native of St. Louis, Ivey graduated from Notre Dame's
College of Arts and Letters in 2000 with a bachelor's
degree in history.

On August 26, 2019, Michaela Mabrey came home, joining then
Muffet McGraw's staff as an assistant coach. Now under Karen
& Kevin Keyes Family Head Coach Niele Ivey, Michaela is in her

through the 2004-05 campaign), and then again in the
summer of 2012.

Throughout her tenure at Notre Dame, Owens has
focused on working with the Irish post players, while
also assisting with the program'’s nationally-ranked
recruiting efforts. She has been a part of two national
championship teams while in South Bend.

Owens was named the 2019 WBCA Division | Assistant
Coach of the Year along with being inducted into the
inaugural STEP UP Assistant Coach Hall of Fame. In
2014, she was chosen as the inaugural recipient of the

A Step Up Assistant Coach of the Year Award. In 2001,
she was named one of the top five assistant coaches

in the country by Women'’s Basketball Journal, and in
2011, Collegelnsider.com named her as one of the top 15
active assistants in the nation.

Owens has had the magic touch when it comes to
developing elite post players over the years, with no
fewer than seven of her pupils (Natalie Achonwa,
Jacqueline Batteast, Katryna Gaither, Ruth Riley,
Devereaux Peters, Jessica Shepard and Brianna Turner)
earning a combined 34 All-America honors during their
college careers.

Between her coaching runs at Notre Dame, Owens
spent five seasons (2005-10) as head coach at her alma
mater, Northern Illinois University. Owens originally
came to Notre Dame in 1995 following two seasons as
an assistant at Michigan, where she began her coaching

fifth season for the 2023-24 campaign. She also added the title
of recruiting coordinator in 2022.

Years three and four have been extremely successful for
Mabrey after bringing in Olivia Miles and Sonia Citron. Last
season, Mabrey and the Irish won the regular season ACC title
and advanced to the program’s second consecutive Sweet 16.
Miles was the ACC Player of the Year runner-up, and Citron
made the All-ACC First Team.

In 2021-22, Notre Dame was the only program with two
freshmen on ESPN's top-10 freshman list (Miles No. 2 / Citron
No. 6). Additionally, the Irish were just one of two programs in
all of Division | who had two freshmen both average double-
digit points.

As a freshman, Miles ranked 2nd in the entire nation in assists
per game (7.4), led the team in scoring (137 ppg), posted nine
double-doubles, including two triple-doubles, and was a Nancy
Lieberman Award Top-5 Finalist. Not to mention, she was First-
Team ALI-ACC. Citron was the 2022 ACC Freshman of the Year
after averaging 11.8 points, 6.6 rebounds. In fact, she was one

of two freshmen in the entire country who averaged at least 11
points, 6 rebounds, 2 assists and 1.5 steals.

In her first year with the Irish, Mabrey was instantly recognized
by the WBCA, landing on their Thirty Under 30 honoree list.
Each honoree has exemplified their involvement in community
service, mentorship and impact on others, professional
manner, and attitude and professional association involvement.

Part of the winningest class in Notre Dame women's basketball
history (2012-16), Mabrey's squads advanced to three Final
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career after enjoying a three-year professional playing
stint in Japan, Spain and Italy.

As a standout player at Northern Illinois from 1985-90,
Owens compiled a very impressive resume. A two-time
Kodak (now WBCA) Coaches’ All-District IV Team
selection (1989 and 1990), Owens scored 2,102 points
and averaged 18.0 points per game over four campaigns,
covering 117 games. She also captained the Huskies

for four seasons and, in her final collegiate campaign
(1989-90), she guided NIU to the best record in school
history (26-5), as the Huskies went undefeated in North
Star Conference play (12-0) and earned the school's
first-ever NCAA Tournament bid.

Owens finished her NIU career with 13 school records,
most notably standing as Northern Illinois’ all-time
leader in scoring, blocked shots, free throws made,

free throw attempts and field-goal percentage scoring
games. In addition, she was the first player (male or
female) in school history to score 2,000 points and grab
1,000 rebounds.

A native of Chicago, Owens received her bachelor

of arts degree in communications in 1990. She was
selected by the faculty of the College of Liberal Arts
and Sciences to serve as Commencement Marshal of
her graduating class and was named Northern Illinois’
Outstanding Woman. In addition, Owens was the
recipient of the Student Leadership Award.

Fours, including two title game appearances (2014 & 2015). The
Irish also swept regular season and conference tournament
titles all four years in which Mabrey was on campus (one Big
East + three ACC). In addition, Mabrey served as a team captain

in her final two seasons.

Over her time at Notre Dame, Mabrey emerged as one of

the elite three-point shooters in the country. The New Jersey
native finished her career with 228 made three-pointers (fifth
all-time), a 396 three-point shooting percentage (sixth all-time)
and played in 142 total games (ninth all-time). Michaela and her
sister Marina were the only two Fighting Irish players to make

at least 60 three-pointers in three seasons.

After graduation, Mabrey became the coordinator of program
and player development at the University of Miami for the
2016-17 season, aiding the staff in preparing scouting material
and conducting on-campus recruiting visits. The following
year, Mabrey moved to Miami (Ohio) as an assistant, where the
Redhawks went on to produce a 21-11 record and recorded the
biggest turn-around that year in NCAA Division | by a first-year
coaching staff.

For the 2018-19 season, Mabrey accepted a Director of
Recruiting position at LSU. There she coordinated the daily
recruiting operational and logistical processes for the women'’s
basketball program.

Karen & Kevin Keyes Family Notre Dame women'’s
basketball head coach Niele Ivey announced Charel
Allen as the new assistant coach on July 20, 2022.
Allen graduated from Notre Dame in 2008, becoming
one of three current Irish coaches to have graduated
from the school.

Allen was a two-time All-American, two-time First
Team All-Big East selection and served as team
captain over her final two seasons at Notre Dame.
Allen averaged team bests 17.0 points and 6.2
rebounds as a junior then led the Irish to a Sweet

16 berth during her senior year, scoring a career-

high 35 points in a second-round overtime win over
Oklahoma - which still stands as the second-best Irish
scoring performance in the NCAA Tournament.

She was the first player in school history to amass
1,000 points, 500 rebounds, 200 assists and 200 steals
in her career. In fact, she still ranks 15th on the all-time
scoring list with 1,566 career points.

Allen was selected in the third round of the 2008
WNBA Draft by the then Sacramento Monarchs,
helping the team advance to the ‘08 WNBA Playoffs.

In 2009, Allen made the leap overseas and played
professionally in Bulgaria for eight seasons. Allen was
a five-time Bulgarian League champion in addition to
being named a four-time All-Bulgarian League First

Indianapolis, Knox helped lead the team to eight
consecutive WNBA playoff appearances and was a
2012 WNBA champion. He wore many hats for the
program throughout his time, helping with everything
from scouting to rehabilitation training to practice
preparation. He has worked with many notable
players, including Olympic gold medalist and former
Irish guard Skylar Diggins, four-time Olympic gold
medalist Tamika Catchings and five-time WNBA All-
Star Katie Douglas.

“I'm super excited to add Carlos Knox to our coaching
staff” Ivey said. "He has been instrumental in the
development of some of the best players in both the
WNBA and NBA, and he brings a wealth of knowledge
and expertise to our team. My vision for our program
is to continue developing NEXT LEVEL pros, and |
believe Carlos will help continue and elevate that
mission!”

Knox has also had stints as an assistant coach at

the University of Cincinnati (2020-21), University of
North Texas (2017-20) and San Diego State University
(2010-11). Finally, Knox spent time from 2015-16 as

the director of training at the Jonathan Byrd Grand
Park Fieldhouse, Indiana’s state-of-the-art basketball
facility.

The former point guard had a lengthy and decorated
career as a collegiate player after attending high
school outside of Dayton, Ohio. While earning a
degree in communications from IUPUI from 1994-98,

In the summer of 2017, Allen made the shift to the
coaching ranks and joined the staff at Cal State
Fullerton. She was then promoted to associate head
coach in May of 2021.

His jersey has
been retired at IUPUI, and the team became a Division

Knox went on to play for the Indiana Pacers from
1998-99 and played overseas in Croatia, Germany,
Venezuela and Italy. He has also served as a head
coach in the International Basketball League,
Continental Basketball Association and American
Basketball Association.

2023 WNBA Finals Recap

That's a national title, an Olympic gold medal and TWO WNBA titles for
Jackie Young. The former Irish guard had another stellar year for the Las
Vegas Aces, who won the 2023 WNBA Finals by defeating the New York
Liberty in four games. Young was critical down the stretch in Game 4,
landing a driving layup with 2:25 to go and sinking a pair of free throws on
the following possession.

In the postseason, Young posted 16.7 points per game along with 5.6
rebounds. She was the team'’s top rebounder outside of A'ja Wilson. Young
also became just the fifth player in WNBA Finals history to have 25 points
and 5 threes when she had 26 and 5 of Game 1.

The 2022 Most Improved Player continued to show out in 2023. She
posted a career high 17.6 points per game, 52.3 field goal percentage and
44.9 percent success rate from behind the arc. Her clip from deep led the
WNBA, and her field goal percentage lead all WNBA guards.
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
