WEEKEND AT A GLANCE

Saturday will mark the fifth meeting between Notre Dame and Louisville. The all-
time series is tied at 2-2, with a -1 record at Notre Dame Stadium.

The last meeting came in 2023, with a 33-20 Louisville win. This year's contest
will mark the second-consecutive matchup between Louisville and Notre Dame
in which both teams are ranked. It marks the first matchup in the series in which
Louisville is the higher-ranked team by the AP pall.

Saturday's game will be exclusively broadcast on Peacock.

It marks the fourth Notre Dame game that will be streamed exclusively on
Peacock. The Irish are 3-0 when playing exclusively on Peacock.

[tisalso the annual Irish Wear Green game, in which fans are encouraged to wear
green in support of the Irish.

The game is sold-out, marking the ninth-consecutive sellout in Notre Dame
Stadium.

Notre Dame is 523-132-13* all-time at home, and 215-84-3 all-time vs. the ACC.
This season, the Irish rank sixth amang all FBS teams in pass efficiency defense
(79.13), eighth in interceptions (six), 10th in scoring defense (9.8) and 16th in total
defense (256.3).

Notre Dame has held its last two opponents to 3-24 on third down (Miami 2-12,
Purdue 1-12), the best back-to-back two-game total since 2021(Cincinnati 2-12,
Wisconsin 1-14). Those are the two best back-to-back two-game stretches since
data is available starting in 1996.

Freshman defensive lineman Boubacar Traore leads all FBS freshman players
this season in sacks (three) and sacks per game (0.75). No other freshman FBS
player has posted two or more sacks in a single game this season. His five tackles
and two sacks both marked career-highs for Traore.

Senior quarterback Riley Leonard is the only Power 4 quarterback this season
to rush for 100+ yards in multiple games, one of just four FBS quarterbacks this
season to achieve the feat and one of only three FBS quarterbacks to do so in
consecutive games.

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IRISH ITEMS - BY THE NUMBERS

Leading the nation in interceptions with seven in 2023 and earning
national defensive player of the week honors twice, Xavier Watts
became the second Notre Dame player to win the Bronko Nagurski
Trophy as the nation's best defensive player (Manti Te'o won the award
in 2012).

Watts was just the third Notre Dame player to lead the nation in
interceptions in 2023, picking off seven passes. He is the first Irish
player to pace the country since Mike Townsend intercepted 10
passesin1972. Tony Carey (eight) also led the country in interceptions
in 1964. Watts added another interception in the won over No. 20
Texas A&M to make eight on his career.

2nd

Notre Dame is one of just two FBS programs (Auburn) that have three
or more receivers who were the leading receiver (either in yards or
2 receptions) on an FBS roster in 2023: Tight end Mitchell Evans (led
Notre Dame with 29 receptions); wide receiver Jayden Harrison (led
Marshall with 410 receiving yards); and wide receiver Kris Mitchell
(led FIU in both receptions and yards - 64 receptions for 1,118 yards).

Senior quarterback Riley Leonard owns 25 rushing touchdowns for
his career, including three in the first half at Purdue, and two vs.
Miami (OH). He ranks tied for third among all active FBS quarterbacks
3 in rushing touchdowns (Dillon Gabriel - 28, Dequan Finn - 26).

With three rushing touchdowns in a single game at Purdue, Leonard is
one of just three quarterbacks to achieve the feat so far this season,
and the only to do so in a single half.

Notre Dame has held its last two opponents to 3-24 on third down

Notre Dame is one of just five programs in the Power 4 with eight
5 or more wins over each of the last four seasons, joined by Alabama,
Clemson, Georgia and NC State.

Notre Dame finished the 2023 season ranked fifth in FBS for total
defense (276.3), the program's best effort since 1980 (4th). The Irish
also led the nation in pass efficiency defense (97.09).

This season, the Irish rank sixth amaong all FBS teams in pass
6 efficiency defense (79.13), eighth in interceptions (six), 10th in scoring
defense (3.8) and 16th in total defense (256.3).

The 23-13 win at No. 20 Texas A&M was Dick Corbett Head Football
Coach Marcus Freeman’s eighth victory over a ranked opponent.

8 In 2023, the 40-8 Sun Bow! victory over No. 21 Oregon State not only

earned Freeman his first campaign with 10 victories, it also was his
team's seventh victory over an Associated Press-ranked team in
his first two years leading the program - breaking Terry Brennan's
previous program record of six in 1954 and 55.

The Irish finished the 2023 season ranked 14th in the Associated
Press poll, marking the seventh-straight campaign and 10 of the last
12 Notre Dame has appeared in the final AP ranking.

That seven-season final AP ranking streak is the best run for the
Notre Dame program since the Irish finished in the AP Top 25 11
consecutive seasons from 1964-74.

Notre Dame limited Purdue to 162 yards of total offense on the day,
the fewest by any team facing a Power 4 team that weekend. The 162
yards are the third-fewest allowed by a team facing a Power 4 team
all season. Notre Dame was one of just two programs to limit a Power
4 opponent to 38 or fewer rushing yards over that weekend (Memphis
allowed 37).

Mitch Jeter joins the Irish from South Carolina, and owns a career 87.1 percent
field-goal rate (27-31), connecting on 92-95 extra points. James Rendell hails
from Melbourne, Australia, and made a mark in Australian football with the
Victorian Football League before making the move to the United States this
offseason. See page 17 for more on the Irish specialists.

Jayden Thomas entered 2023 season as Notre Dame’s leading returning
receiver and served in that role in the first four games of the year, catching 12
passes for over 180 yards and a touchdown.

Beaux Collins led the Irish receivers at Texas A&M and snagged a pivotal 20-
yard contested catch to keep the game-winning drive alive. He also led Irish
receivers vs. Northern lllinois. He recorded 91 receptions for 1,290 yards and 11
touchdowns in 1,578 offensive snaps over 32 games (27 starts) at Clemson from
2021-23. He broke out late in his true freshman season with 31 catches for 407
yards and three touchdowns

Jaden Greathouse was the first Irish true freshman wideout to catch two
touchdown passes in his first-career game (against Navy in 2023). His five
touchdown catches during a rookie campaign are the most for a Notre Dame
true freshman since 2016.

Jayden Harrison was a first-team All-American as a kick returner at Marshall
last season, tying for the FBS lead with two kick return touchdowns in 2023.
In 2023, Harrison played in all 13 games for Marshall (started four), totaling 28
receptions for 410 yards (14.6 yards per reception) and a touchdown.

Kris Mitchell, a transfer from FIU, led CUSA and ranked in the Top 20 nationally
in receiving yards in 2023 (1,118 - 18th nationally) and receiving yads per game
(93.2 - 13th nationally). Mitchell owns 100 career receptions for 1,663 yards and
11touchdowns.

KK Smith - Smith began his time at Notre Dame recavering from an injury. His
hard work aver 2023 Fall allowed Smith to return to practice during bowl prep
and make his Notre Dame debut in the Sun Bowl victory aver Oregon State.

Jordan Faison joined the Notre Dame football team as a walk on and made his
collegiate athletics debut at No. 25 Louisville in 2023, and was put on football
scholarship. He would end the season with 19 catches for 322 yards and four
touchdowns, capping the year by earning Sun Bowl MVP honars with five
catches for 115 yards and a touchdown.

Notre Dame's offensive line presents some new faces in 2024 with the
departures of NFL Draftees Joe Alt and Blake Fisher. Pat Coogan, Ashton Craig,
Billy Schrauth, Tosh Baker, Rocco Spindler and Charles Jagusah own starting
experience. Jagusah and Craig have both been ruled out for the 2024 season.
Irish linemen Aamil Wagner, Sam Pendleton and Anthonie Knapp all made their
first-career starts at No. 20 Texas A&M.

Mitchell Evans had a breakout season in 2023 before being sidelined with
an injury. He played in eight games as a junior, starting seven, and ended the
season as the team’s top receiving target, averaging 52.8 yards per game.
Through those eight games, Evans totaled 29 receptions for 422 yards and
a touchdown during the season, averaging 14.6 yards per catch. With Evans'
injury, Cooper Flanagan and Eli Raridon saw action in 2023, each scaring a
touchdown, and will look to have an increased role in 2024.

Riley Leonard is the only Power 4 guarterback this season to rush for 100+
yards in multiple games, one of just four FBS quarterbacks this season to
achieve the feat and one of only three FBS quarterbacks ta do so in consecutive
games. He enters his senior season and first with Notre Dame coming off a
Duke career as one of the ACC's premier quarterbacks. See page 16 for mare

Steve Angeli made the most of his first-career start in the 2023 Sun Bowl
completing 15 of 19 passes for 232 yards and three touchdowns. Prior to
that game, he went 19-for-25 passing with four touchdowns in seven relief
appearances.

With the departure of NFL Draft pick Audric Estimé, Jeremiyah Love and
Jadarian Price are poised to lead the Irish running backs in 2024. See page 18

Rylie Mills was named a 2024 team captain and was a distruptive force on the
Irish defensive line in 2023. See page 15 for more information on Mills. Jason
Onye emerged as a dependable reserve defensive lineman for the Irish in 2023.
He also blocked two field goal attempts during the season, one of which came
during his five-tackle performance against Tennessee State.

Howard Cross Ill established himself as one of the top playmaking interior
defensive lineman in the country during the 2023 season. See page 15 for more
information on Cross. Donovan Hinish appeared in nine games in 2023 and
posting a career-best four stops in the win over Central Michigan.

RJ Oben transferred from Duke in the offseason with 34 career starts and 50
games played. He has posted 67 tackles on his career, with 14.5 sacks (loss of 91
yards), five forced fumbles, two passes defended and an interception. Joshua
Burnham finished the 2023 season with 18 tackles, four tackles-for-loss and a
sack. Bryce Young is a four-star true freshman and was an Adidas All-American
as a high school seniar.

Jack Kiser leads a linebacker room with young talent. A team captain, Kiser will
make a run for the Notre Dame career games played record. See page 15 for
more information on Kiser. Jaiden Ausberry appeared in four regular-season
games in 2023, preserving his eligibility. Kyngstonn Viliamu-Asa is a highly-
touted five-star linebacker who was a finalist for the high school Butkus Award
in 2023. He posted a career-high seven tackles vs. Northern lllinois. Drayk
Bowen appeared in 12 games in 2023 (missing one contest with an injury) and
recorded 14 stops and a forced fumble. Jaylen Sneed appeared in all 13 games
in 2023, totaling 14 tackles, five OB hurries and two PBU

Jordan Clark joins the Irish from Arizona State with 22 career starts and
39 games played. Throughout his college career, he has snagged three
interceptions (one for a touchdown) and 139 tackles (101 solo) with 6.5 TFL and
20 passes defended.

Benjamin Morrison followed up his freshman All-America campaign in 2022
with animpressive 2023, intercepting three passes while making 31tackles and
breaking up 10 passes. See page 15 for more on Morrison.

Adon Shuler notched his first-career interception in the 23-13 victory at No. 20
Texas A&M. He showed his playmaking ability late in the 2023 season, posting
all six career tackles in the final three games of the year. A preferred walk-on,
Luke Talich quickly established himself as a special teams mainstay during his
freshman season in 2023.

True freshmen Karson Hobbs, Leonard Moore and Kennedy Urlacher have
impressed in preseason camp. Moore and Urlacher both garnered one four-star
ranking through recruitment. Moore made his college football debut at No. 20
Texas A&M.

Christian Gray started his first-career game in the 23-13 win at No. 20 Texas
A&M. He saw action in 12 games and made 11 tackles in 2023. He intercepted his
first career pass against Pittsburgh and finished the year with a career-best
three tackles in the Sun Bow! victory over Oregon State.

Xavier Watts started off the year strong with an interception in the 23-13
victory at No. 20 Texas A&M. He was the first Notre Dame player to intercept
multiple passes in back-to-back games in 2023. Watts won the Bednarik Award
and was a unanimous All-American. See page 14 for more on Watts. Rod Heard
Il spent his prior career at Northwestern, where he amassed 31 starts and 46
games played with 182 tackles, 11 for loss, two sacks and two interceptions, as
well as 10 passes defended, five forced fumbles and a fumble recovery.

The 2023 defense featured Watts, who led the nation in interceptions. The
offense featured All-American left tackle Joe Alt and running back Audric
Estimé - whose 1,341 rushing yards in 2023 were the fifth-most in a single
season for an Irish back.

Freeman finished his first season in 2022 with a 9-4 mark, with wins aver fifth-
ranked Clemson, 16th-ranked BYU and 16th-ranked Syracuse; in addition to
closing the season with a Gator Bowl win aver 19th-ranked South Caralina. He
joins Terry Brennnan (1954) as just the second Irish head coach to claim four
ranked wins in his first season on the Notre Dame sidelines.

His 2022 Notre Dame team was led by consensus All-American Michael
Mayer, who finished his junior season as the best tight end in schoal history.
Additionally, consensus All-American defensive lineman Isaiah Foskey became
the Notre Dame all-time leader in sacks. Four other Irish earned All-America
honorsin offensive linemen Joe Alt and Jarrett Patterson, long snapper Michael
Vinson, cornerback Benjamin Morrison took home Freshman All-American
honors.
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Mayer and Foskey were each tabbed in the second round of the 2023 NFL Draft
by the Las Vegas Raiders and New Orleans Saints, respectively, while Patterson
was drafted in the sixth round by the Houston Texans.

The Irish special teams had a tremendous 2022 season as Notre Dame led the
nation with seven blocked kicks, all punts, with Foskey getting his hands on
two of them.

In his first season with the Irish in 2021, while serving as the Bob Hinton
Defensive Coordinator, Freeman led a transformation on the defensive side of
the ball that included a number of Top-20 national rankings. The Irish ranked
seventh nationally in defensive touchdowns (4), 10th in turnovers gained (25)
and third-down conversion percentage (.321), 12th in total sacks (41.0) and 15th
nationally in interceptions (15) and scoring defense (19.7). The 41.0 team sacks
tied the program record of 41, also set during the 1996 season.

Under Freeman's guidance, Notre Dame safety Kyle Hamilton was named a
consensus All-American in 2021 and went on to be the 14th overall selection in
the 2022 NFL Draft.

Freeman oversaw then-sophomore Isaiah Foskey's breakout season as a
starter on the defensive line. Foskey tallied 11.0 sacks in 2021, third-most in
program history for a single season. The depth of the Irish defense was on
full display with Freeman serving as defensive coordinator, as 15 different
players recorded a sack and 21 different players had a tackle-for-loss. The 15
interceptions are the most in a single season since 2014, when the Irish had 16.
In November, the Irish had three-straight games without allowing a touchdown
for the first time since 2012.

Prior to coming to South Bend, Freeman spent the previous four seasons as the
defensive coordinator at Cincinnati. During his time with the Bearcats, he was
named the 2020 247Sports.com Defensive Coordinator of the Year and 2020
Brayles Award Finalist along with a nominee for the Broyles Award in 2019 and
2018.

In 2020, the Bearcats (3-1) earned a bid to the Peach Bowl as the No. 8-ranked
team in the nation and won the American Athletic Conference Championship,
the program’s first outright league title since 2009.

Cincinnati's defense ranked in the Top-20 nationally in several categories for
2020-21, including being ranked 13th in total defense (324.6 yards per game)
and eighth in scoring defense (16.8 points per game) among all FBS teams. In
addition, the Bearcats were third in team passing efficiency defense (101.25),
14th in rushing defense (111.1 yards per game), 15th in red zone defense (0.735),
17thin fourth down defense (0.375 rate), 16th in team sacks (3.00 per game) and
10th in turnovers gained (21).

Freeman coached the Bearcats to back-to-back 11-win seasons in 2018 and
2019, the 2019 American Athletic Conference East Division Championship and
consecutive bowl-game wins in the 2018 Military Bowl and 2019 TicketSmarter
Birmingham Bowl.

The Bearcats finished atop the 2019 AAC ranks in scoring defense for the
secand-straight season and ranked among the league’s top three in rushing and
total defense. Cincinnati led the American in 2018 in rushing defense, scoring
defense and total defense and ranked among the Top-15 in the NCAA FBS in all
three categories.

Joined the Bearcats staff after a four-year stint at Purdue. He coached
linebackers all four seasons and served as the Boilermakers co-defensive
coordinator in 2015.

Prior to his time at Purdue, Freeman coached linebackers at Kent State from
2011-12, helping develop all-conference selections Luke Batton and C.dJ.
Malauulu.

Freeman started his coaching career as a graduate assistant coach at his alma
mater, Ohio State, in 2010 and the Buckeyes went 12-1 with a Sugar Bowl victory.

Freeman is just the third Notre Dame head coach to have been selected in the
NFL Draft, and is the first since Ara Parseghian was drafted by the Pittsburgh
Steelersin1947. He is the 23rd Notre Dame head coach to have Division | playing
experience and the first since Tyrone Willingham.

During his playing career, Freeman was a four-year letterwinner for the
Buckeyes from 2004 to 2008. He played under current Wisconsin head coach
Luke Fickell and earned second team All-Big Ten honars in 2008 while helping
lead Ohio State to four conference titles, three BCS bowls and two trips to the
national title game during his career.

He played in the 2009 Senior Bowl and was a fifth-round draft pick of the
Chicago Bears, spending time with the Bears, Buffalo Bills and Houston Texans
before a medical condition ended his playing career.

MARCUS FREEMAN FIRST TWO SEASONS

Marcus Freeman became the third Notre Dame head football coach to post a 10-win
season in his first two years with the program after the Sun Bowl victory aver Oregon
State. Here is a look at where Freeman stands after his first two full seasons at Notre

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SEASON OPENER DEEP IN THE HEART OF TEXAS

The Irish opened the season in style with a 23-13 win at No. 20 Texas A&M. The
defensive battle saw Notre Dame take a seven-point lead in the third quarter on
along run from Jadarian Price, but the home team fought back ta tie the game
early in the fourth quarter. The Irish then found their offense with two first
down passes, then two first-down runs to melt the clock down into the game’s
final minutes. Jeremiyah Lave then burst through the right side for a 21-yard
game-winning touchdown run.

The Irish locked down the Aggie offense, allowing just 100 passing yards in the
entire game. Notre Dame’s 100 passing yards allowed were the least allowed by
any team facing a Top-25 opponent that weekend.

Texas A&M totaled just 246 yards of total offense, averaging 3.6 yards per play.
The 246 yards allowed were the least amount allowed by the Irish to a ranked
SEC team since 1999 vs. Oklahoma (237), and it was the least amount to any
ranked team on the road by Notre Dame since Pittsburgh in 2003 (175). The
246 yards allowed was the secand-least among all teams who faced a Top 25
opponent this weekend.

Riley Leonard and the Irish totaled 356 yards of total offense, averaging 5.6
yards per play. Notre Dame’s 356 yards of offense were the second-most that
weekend among teams that faced a top-20 opponent. Notre Dame was 1-1in
the red zone, and won the time of possession battle with 31:35 minutes with
the ball.

The 23-13 win at No. 20 Texas A&M was the most-watched Saturday night
football game in two years with 8.2 million viewers (the most since Notre Dame
vs. Ohio State in 2022 with 10.5 million), and ABC's most-streamed reqular
season college foatball game ever.

HOME OPENER VS. NIU

Notre Dame fell to Nothern lllinois 16-14 at Notre Dame Stadium in Week Two.
It was the seventh-consecutive sellout of Notre Dame stadium. Notre Dame
is now 110-95-2 all-time in home openers. Linebacker Kyngstann Viliamu-Asa
posted a career-high seven tackles, and linebacker Jaiden Ausberry posted
a career-high five tackles. On the other side of the ball, wide receiver Jaden
Greathouse snagged five receptions, a career high. Running back Aneyas
Williams made his college football debut in the game.

DOMINANT IN THE BATTLE FOR THE SHILLELAGH

The Irish respanded in historic fashion one week later with a 66-7 hammering
atin-state rival Purdue. Notre Dame retained the Shillelagh Trophy on the heels
of Notre Dame's most points scored in a single game since 2019 (also 66 vs.
New Mexico).

The 66-7 victory marked the worst loss (59 points) in the history of Purdue
football. Notre Dame improved to 60-26-2 against Purdue.

Natre Dame improved to 50-1 since 2017 when leading after the first quarter,
the second-best mark of any FBS team behind Alabama (67-1).

Four different Irish players rushed for a touchdown at Purdue (Riley Leonard,
Jeremiyah Love, Jadarian Price, Kenny Minchey), marking the first time for the
program since 2000 at Southern Cal. The six rushing touchdowns for the Irish
in the game were the most since the Irish had six against South Florida in 2020.

The 42-0 lead at halftime for Notre Dame was the team’s second-highest lead
at the break since 1996. The Irish held a 45-0 lead against Georgia Tech in 2021,
leading to a b5-0 victory. Additionally, the 28-point second quarter for the Irish
were the mast in a single road game for Notre Dame since the 28 points the
team scared at Pittsburgh (second quarter)in 2005.

Notre Dame led 14-0 at the end of the first quarter, marking the 12th time in 30
games under Marcus Freeman the Irish have shut out their oppanent after the
first 15 minutes.

Notre Dame rushed for 278 yards in the first half, marking the ninth game since
200 with 200+ rushing yards in the first half; the most in any half since the
team rushed for 297 in the second half against Baston College; and the most in
the first half since 2012, surpassing the 258 against Wake Forest in 2017

Riley Leanard rushed for 100 yards, three touchdowns and passed for 112 yards
in the first half, becoming the first FBS player to reach those three first-half
milestones since Lamar Jackson at Syracuse on September 9, 2016.

Goins, Karson Hobbs, Matt Jeffery, Peter Jones, Guerby Lambert, Armel Mukam
(two tackles), Joe Otting, Tre Reader, Teddy Rezac, Loghan Thomas (one tackle),
Chris Terek, Kennedy Urlacher (three tackles and PBU), Kedren Young (also first
rushes of career for 25 yards).

STIFLING THE REDHAWKS

The Irish continued their scaring success with a 28-3 win over Miami at home.
After the RedHawks got to a 3-0 lead, Notre Dame scored 28 unanswered points.

Leonard completed 16 passes for 154 yards and a touchdown (38-yard long
score), in addition to 143 rushing yards and two rushing touchdowns, including
a 50-yard long scoring run. Notre Dame racked up 428 yards of total offense
against the RedHawks, as Leonard completed passes to nine different Irish
receivers, including a 38-yard long to Beaux Collins for a touchdown.

Notre Dame was one of just five FBS teams to hold their opponent to three
points or fewer over the weekend, and of those five teams, ane of only two
(Texas) ta also had held their opponent to seven or fewer points in the previous
game.

On the day, Notre Dame totaled four sacks as a team and forced two
interceptions, limiting Miami to go 14-for-26 in the air, totaling just 119 passing
yards. Notre Dame held Miami OH ta 2-12 on third down, following up on their 1-12
third-down performance against Purdue last weekend.

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Notre Dame returns 10 players on defense with starting experience, in addition
to three transfer students with starting experience. Amang those 13 players,
there were 206 career games started entering 2024 - 93 at defensive back, 79
at defensive line and 34 at linebacker.

Three Irish defensive players have earned preseason All-America honors from
the likes of Walter Camp, Sporting News, USA TODAY and The Athletic in Howard
Cross Il Benjamin Morrison and Xavier Watts. In addition, those three players
join Rylie Mills and Jack Kiser in earning several preseason watch list selections
for national awards and honors.

STATEMENT SEASON OPENER

The Irish defense stymied Aggie hopes in the 2024 season opener, coming out
of Kyle Field with a 23-13 victory over No. 20 Texas A&M.

The Irish locked down the Aggie offense, allowing just 100 passing yards in the
entire game. Notre Dame’s 100 passing yards allowed were the least allowed by
any team facing a Top-25 opponent that weekend.

Texas A&M totaled just 246 yards of total offense, averaging 3.6 yards per play.
The 246 yards allowed were the least amount allowed by the Irish to a ranked
SEC team since 1999 vs. Oklahoma (237), and it was the least amount to any
ranked team on the road by Notre Dame since Pittsburgh in 2003 (175). The
246 yards allowed was the second-least among all teams who faced a Top 25
opponent that weekend, and it was also the least amount in a season opener for
Notre Dame vs. ranked team since Maryland in 2002 (133).

Texas A&M completed 12 passes for a 3.3-yard average per attempt, while
the Irish snagged two interceptions. In addition, the longest offensive play
completed by the Aggies on the evening was 18 yards, which was the shortest
game-long pass allowed by any team facing a Top 25 opponent that weekend,
and the ninth-shortest amang all the games as of Sunday maorning. The only
other ranked teams (Texas, Alabama and Missouri) that did not allow a single
offensive play of 20+ yards all faced unranked opponents.

DOMINANT IN-STATE WIN

The Irish defense locked it down against the Boilermakers, limiting Purdue to
just six first downsin th 66-7 win, with 38 rushing yards and 124 passing yards.
The Irish forced ten Boilermaker punts on the day.

Notre Dame limited Purdue to 162 yards of total offense on the day, the fewest
by any team facing a Power 4 team that weekend. The 162 yards were the
second-fewest allowed by a team facing a Power 4 team all season.

Notre Dame was ane of just two programs ta limit a Power 4 opponent to 38 or
fewer rushing yards over that weekend (Memphis allowed 37).

GROUNDING THE REDHAWKS

With the 28-3 win over Miami (OH), Notre Dame was one of just five FBS teams
to hold their opponent to three points or fewer over that weekend, and of those
five teams, one of only two (Texas) to also had held their opponent to seven or
fewer points in the previous game.

On the day, Notre Dame totaled four sacks as a team and forced two
interceptions, limiting Miami to go 14-for-26 in the air, totaling just 119 passing
yards. This season, the Irish rank sixth among all FBS teams in pass efficiency
defense (79.13), eighth in interceptions (six), 10th in scoring defense (9.8) and
16th in total defense (256.3).

XAVIER WATTS

Senior safety Xavier Watts completed a remarkable season in 2023, winning the
Bronko Nagurski trophy as the best defensive player in college football.

A preseason First-Team All-American by Walter Camp and Sporting News, Watts
also earned preseason second-team All-America honors from USA TODAY, ESPN
and The Athletic. Watts has earned selection to watch lists for the Walter Camp
Player of the Year, Nagurski Trophy, Bednarik Award, Paycom Jim Thorpe Award
and the East-West Shrine Bowl 1000.

Watts started off 2024 strong with an inteception in the season-opening victory
at No. 20 Texas A&M, adding three tackles.

He then led the Irish in tackles in the home opener vs. Northern lllinois with
eight (six solo).

Watts began his Notre Dame career on the offensive side of the ball during the
2020-21 season but made the switch inta the defensive backfield in 2021-22.
He saw action in 11 games in ‘21, making 15 tackles as a developmental safety.

Watts developed into one of Notre Dame's starting safeties during the ‘22
campaign and made the leap to become one of the most disruptive defensive
players in college football in 2023.

Watts tied for the lead for all FBS players with seven interceptions in 2023,
piling up five picks over a four-game stretch.

He is the first Notre Dame player to post back-to-back games with multiple
interceptions and the first Irish player to intercept a pass in three straight
games

He is the fifth FBS player in the last five years to intercept at least two passes
in back-to-back games. Watts was named the national defensive player of the
week after his amazing performance against No. 6 Southern Cal on October 14,
2023. In addition to seven tackles, Watts intercepted reigning Heisman Trophy
winner Caleb Williams twice, forced a fumble, recovered a fumble and returned
it for a touchdown.

He followed up the Southern Cal performance with two more interceptions in
the victory over Pittshurgh, earned a secand Bronko Nagurski Defensive Player
of the Week award.

Watts seven interceptions in 2023 led directly to Notre Dame poaints in every
occurrence with the Irish scoring five touchdowns and two field goals for a
total of 41 points.

Only one of Watts" seven interceptions did not set up Notre Dame on the
opposing team’s side of the field. At NC State he gave Notre Dame the ball at
the Wolfpack 33-yard line. At Duke it was the Blue Devil 12-yard line, then the
SC 12 and 2 in the Southern Cal game followed by the Pitt 15 for one of his two
interceptions in that game. At Clemsan, on Notre Dame’s first defensive series
of the second half, Watts picked off a deflected pass and returned it to the Tiger
two-yard line.

All told, of his seven interceptions Watts set Notre Dame up in the opponent’s
red zane five times.

If Watts adds two or more interceptions to his career total, he will
break into the Top-12 on the all-time Notre Dame list (six players tied at 10 INTs
each).

HOWARD CROSS I

In 2024, Howard Cross |1l has been named a preseason First-Team All-American
by Walter Camp, Sporting News and USA TODAY, earning selection to the
preseason All-America secand team from The Athletic. Cross Il has been named
to watch lists for the Walter Camp Player of the Year, the Nagurski Trophy, the
Bednarik Award, the Outland Trophy, the Lombardi Award, the Lott IMPACT
Trophy and the East-West Shrine Bowl 1000.

Cross Ill demonstrated his worthiness of preseason laurels with a dominant
performance in the No. 7 Notre Dame 23-13 victory at No. 20 Texas A&M. Cross
Il posted the only sack of the game, an 11-yard loss, with four tackles (two solo),
while keeping the Aggie offense at bay. Cross added a shared tackle-for-loss
vs. Northern lllinois.

On a national stage at No. 17 Duke (Sept. 30, 2023) he posted one of the most
dominating defensive performances of the season. Leading the Irish with 13
tackles while forcing two fumbles (including the game-clinching fumble with
0:27 remaining) he earned defensive player of the week nods from Walter Camp,
the Bednarik Award and the Senior Bowl.

Cross Il was a Bednarik Award Semifinalistin 2023, which is presented annually
to the best defensive player in college football.

The 66 total tackles by Cross Ill in 2023 were the most for an Irish front-four
lineman since Trevor Laws led the team with 112 tackles in 2007.

Since crediting tackles became consistent in 1986 (before that season, first hits
were alsa credited as tackles) Cross I1I's 66 stops that year rank 11th.

Cross was the only Power 5 defensive lineman in the 2023 season to post 10
tackles in a game. He is finished second for Power 5 for defensive lineman in
total tackles in 2023 with 66 and is one of just five defensive linemen in the
country to finish the year with 66 or more tackles.

BENJAMIN MORRISON

2024 team captain junior Benjamin Morrison led the Irish with six interceptions
in 2022, earning consensus Freshman All-America honors.

He added three more interceptions to his career total this season and owns the
second-most for a Notre Dame player since 1996.

Morrison intercepted his first pass of the 2023 season against NC State and
earned one of Notre Dame’s three interceptions against reigning Heisman
Trophy winner Caleb Williams in the victory over Southern Cal.

He was named the Walter Camp Player of the Week after his dominating
performance against No. 5 Clemson in 2022, setting up Notre Dame’s third
touchdown with his first career interception, then picking off another pass and
returning it 96 yards for a touchdown. He also contributed a career-best seven
tackles and a PBU against the Tigers.

His six interceptions in 2022 were the most for an Irish player since Manti Te'o
picked off seven passes on his way to finishing second in the 2021 Heisman
Trophy balloting. It also is the most for an Irish cornerback since Cole Luke
intercepted four passes in 2014.

The six interceptions were the third-most for any FBS defensive player in 2022
and tied for the most of any Power 5 defensive back.

Shares the Notre Dame single-game record for interceptions in a game with 15
other players, picking off three Boston College passes during the 2022 home
finale. He ended the Eagles first drive with an interception, then took away a BC
scoring chance with an interception in the end zone later in the first quarter.
Finally, in the midst of a snow storm in the second half, Morrison earned his
third interception tracking down an overthrown screen pass.

Notre Dame’s defense boasts some of the best experience in college football,
due to players such as Rylie Mills making the choice to return to Notre Dame
for their final seasons of eligibility. Already named to the 2024 Outland Trophy
and Lombardi Trophy Watch Lists, Mills played and started in all 13 games in
his senior season (2023). He finished the season with 47 tackles (22 solo), 5.5
tackles for loss and 2.5 sacks. Mills also earned four quarterback hurries and
recovered a pair of fumbles.

Now as a captain in 2024, Mills will lead a unit with fellow graduates Howard
Cross Il and Jordan Botelho that includes junior Jason Onye, freshman Armel
Mukam, Freshman Boubacar Traare and junior Junior Tuihalamaka.
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BOUBACAR TRAORE

Freshman defensive lineman Boubacar Traore leads all FBS freshman players
this season in sacks (three) and sacks per game (0.75). No other freshman FBS
player has posted two or more sacks in a single game this season. His five
tackles and two sacks both marked career-highs for Traore.

Traore delivered a career performance in the 28-3 win aver Miami (OH), making
his first-career start and totaling two sacks (loss of 15 yards), a forced fumble,
five tackles and a quarterback hurry.

Traore tied for the team lead in tackles in the game, and disrupted the matchup
all aver the field. On the first Miami drive of the game, Traore posted his first
sack, forcing a fumble in the process. His next tackle came on third down later
in the half, forcing a Miami punt that led to an Irish touchdown drive.

At the end of the first half, Traore tallied another sack on Miami's opening play
of the drive, immediately following with a 0B hurry to force an incompletion.
The Irish eventually forced Miami to run out the clock without a score to end
the half.

Traore made an impact all over the defensive field in the dominant 66-7 win at
Purdue, Purdue’s largest defeat in program history. His day was highlighted by a
34-yard pick six in the second quarter, as he also added two TFL (loss of twelve
yards) and a sack (loss of nine yards) on the day, in addition to a quarterback
hurry. The sack, the additional tackle for loss and the quarterback hurry all
were third-down stops by Traore.

JACK KISER

One of the most tenured players on Notre Dame's roster and a team captain,
Kiser enters his sixth season playing for the Irish and will lead a linebacker
room poised for flexibility. A Butkus Award Watch List honoree, Kiser owns
185 career tackles and will assume a key leadership role on the Irish defense
heading into 2024 as one of the most tenured players in the program.

The graduate linebacker led the Irish with eight tackles in the 23-13 victory at
No. 20 Texas A&M.

Kiser was Notre Dame’s 2023 Special Teams Player of the Year. Last season, he
playedinall13 games, making three starts as a consistent contributor on special
teams as well as consistent playing time at linebacker. Kiser finished third on
the team with 62 tackles, and tied for the team-lead with 41 solo tackles. He
added 1.5 tackles for loss, 1.5 sacks and an interception, also recording a pass
breakup and three quarterback hurries, and forced a fumble.

Kiser is also active in the community and a force in the classroom. He has been
named to the Allstate AFCA Good Works Team and a semifinalist for the Wuerffel
Trophy, two of the highest honars for community service in college football. A
nominee for the Campbell Trophy, Kiser has participated in several community-
facing initiatives during his time at the University of Notre Dame.

He is currently serving as the program's Cleats For a Cause player committee
chairman. As part of the initiative, players will wear custom Under Armour Slip
Speed shoes on their pregame walk for the Sept. 21 game vs. Miami (Ohio), and
the shoes will then be auctioned with proceeds benefiting five local charities.
Additionally, cleats inspired by select Notre Dame Football student-athletes
will be auctioned, as well. As part of Kiser's role, he has been communicating
directly with the five charities that will benefit from the event and planning
visits for teammates to those locations throughout the offseason. He has also
worked with the program on logistics, messaging and garnering team support
to bring awareness, volunteers and funding to the organizations.

He served as the Fighting Irish Fight for Life football team lead for the past
three years, from Fall 2020-Spring 2023, a program which pairs a local
pediatric patient with Notre Dame Athletics teams to become a true teammate.
Additionally, Kiser worked with local low-income families to perform tax returns
this past spring on a weekly basis leading up to Tax Day.

Kiser has also been involved in the Notre Dame chapter of Uplifting Athletes,
supporting the local rare disease community and their families, and would
also regularly visit patients and families at the Ronald McDonald House with
Freeman.

He earned selection to the 2024 National Football Foundation Honor Saciety,
and in 2023 was awarded the Dean’s Graduate Business Award and the Tom
Frecka Academic Achievement Award, recognizing the top GPA in the Master's
of Science in Accountancy program at Notre Dame.

THE OFFENSE

RILEY LEONARD

One of the most notable quarterbacks in college football this season, senior
Riley Leonard transferred to Notre Dame in the offseason. After recovering
from an injury through the spring, Leonard earned the starting role ahead of the
2024 season, and was also voted to be a team captain. It is his second-career
captain honor, after also being named a team captain at Duke.

Leonard ranks third among all active FBS quarterbacks in career rushing
touchdowns with 25, including three in the first half alone at Purdue.

Leonard is the only Power 4 quarterback this season to rush for 100+ yards in
multiple games, one of just four FBS quarterbacks this season to achieve the
feat and one of only three FBS quarterbacks to do so in consecutive games. He
was one of just two FBS quarterbacks that weekend to rush for more than 140
yards and pass for more than 150 yards, and the only Power 4 quarterback to
do so.

With two rushing touchdowns vs. Miami and three at Purdue, Leonard is one of
just five FBS quarterbacks and one of three Power 4 quarterbacks to achieve
the feat so far this season.

Leonard's six rushing touchdowns this season tie for the lead among all Power
4 quarterbacks, rank T-second among FBS quarterbacks and T-11th among all
FBS players. His 322 rushing yards this season rank second among Power 4
quarterbacks and fifth among all FBS quarterbacks.

Leonard led the Irish to a resounding 28-3 win over Miami (OH), completing 16
passes for 164 yards and a touchdown (38-yard long score), in addition to 143
rushing yards and two rushing touchdowns, including a 50-yard long scoring
run. With two rushing touchdowns, Leanard marked his second multi-rushing
touchdown game of the season.

He is the first Irish quarterback with back-to-back 100-yard rushing games
since Carlyle Holiday vs. Pittsburgh (122 yards, 10-6-2001) and West Virginia (130
yards, 10-13-2001).
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«  Notre Dame racked up 428 yards of total offense against the RedHawks, as WIDE RECEIVERS
Leonard completed passes to nine different Irish receivers, including a 38-yard
long to Beaux Collins for a touchdown.

Perhaps the most significant change to the Irish roster comes in the receiving corps,
which adds three impact transfers and will also draw upon the strengths of young
receivers who made their debuts in 2023. The Notre Dame receiver room features:

BEAUX COLLINS

«  Leonard led Notre Dame to the most dominant win by an opposing team in
Purdue history, besting the Boilermakers 66-7. Leonard put on a show, rushing

for 100 yards and three touchdowns, in addition to passing for 112 yards, in the
first half alone. He is the first FBS player to reach those milestones since Lamar
Jackson at Syracuse on Sept. 9, 2016.

With three rushing touchdowns in just the first half at Purdue, Leonard is one of
just three quarterbacks so far this season ta achieve that feat in a single game,
and the only one to do so that weekend. He is the only FBS quarterback this
season to achieve the feat in a single half.

It was Leonard's sixth-career game with multiple rushing touchdowns,
which is tied for third-most among active FBS quarterbacks. Only three FBS
quarterbacks totaled more rushing yards than Leonard that weekend, and just
one scored a singular rushing touchdown. Leonard was the only one of those
four quarterbacks that did not see a snap in the second half.

Notre Dame was the only FBS squad with three separate rushers at 86 or more
rushing yards against a Power 4 defense that weekend, and ane of just two FBS
teams overall ta achieve the feat that weekend.

Leonard made his Irish debut as he led No. 7 Notre Dame to a 23-13 victory at
No. 20 Texas A&M, making a mark in both the pass and run game. He completed
passes to nine different Irish players; Leonard went 18-30 for 158 yards, and
rushed 12 times for 63 yards.

The Irish totaled 356 yards of total offense, averaging 5.6 yards per play. Notre
Dame's 356 yards of offense were the third-most this weekend among teams
that faced a top-20 opponent. Notre Dame was 1-1in the red zone, and won the
time of possession battle with 31:35 minutes with the ball.

Leonard led the eventual game-winning drive that began with 6:23 left on the
clock in the fourth quarter. On that drive, Leonard rushed for 20 yards and
passed for 29 yards, setting up a 21-yard Jeremiyah Love touchdown run.

Leonard's 63 rushing yards are the fifth-most for a quarterback in his first start
at Notre Dame, and they are the second-most for a quarterback on the road in
his first start at Notre Dame. His 63 rushing yards were the second-most that
weekend by any quarterback facing a team ranked in the Top 20 in the AP poll.

The senior was responsible for 11 of Notre Dame’s 18 first downs on the evening
at Texas A&M, with eight passing and three rushing, including two third down
conversions and a fourth-down conversion on an eight-yard rush.

Leonard has already been named to the 2024 watch lists for the Walter Camp
Player of the Year, the Maxwell Award, the Davey 0'Brien Award, the Johnny
Unitas Golden Arm Award and the Comeback Player of the Year.

In 2023, Leonard started all seven games in which he played for Duke, going
95-for-165 and 1,102 yards (57.5 percent completion rate) and three touchdowns.
He rushed 58 times for 352 yards (44-yard long) and four touchdowns on the
season.

In2022, he started all 13 games for the Blue Devils, completing 250-0f-392(.638)
passes for 2,967 yards with 20 touchdowns, while leading the team in rushing
with 699 yards on 124 carries and 13 touchdowns. He was one of three FBS
quarterbacks to amass more than 2,900 passing yards and 695 rushing yards,
joining LSU's Jayden Daniels and North Carolina’s Drake Maye.

« Collins posted four receptions for 60 yards and a touchdown in Notre Dame’s
28-3 win over Miami (OH), his first touchdown in an Irish uniform.

« Collins led Irish receivers in the season-opening 23-13 win at No. 20 Texas A&M
with five receptions for 62 yards, including a 20-yard contested grab on the
game-winning touchdown drive. Collins also led Irish receivers vs. Northern
lllinais (five catches for 45 yards).

« A transfer from Clemson, Collins recorded 91 receptions for 1,290 yards and
11 touchdowns in 1,578 offensive snaps over 32 games (27 starts) at Clemson
from 2021-23

« He broke out late in his true freshman season with 31 catches for 407 yards
and three touchdowns

« Collins joined DeAndre Hopkins (2010), Sammy Watkins (2011), Artavis Scott
(2014), Hunter Renfrow (2015), Deon Cain (2015) and Justyn Ross (2018) as the
only Clemson freshmen — true or redshirt — in the Dabo Swinney era to post
at least 30 receptions and at least 400 receiving yards in their debut season

JADEN GREATHOUSE

« A member of the 2024 Earl Campbell Tyler Rose Award Watch List who made a
significant mark in his true freshman season at Notre Dame, appearing in 12
games while making five starts. He finished the year with 18 receptions for 265
yards and scored a team-high five touchdown receptions.

.

Greathouse was the first true freshman wideout in Irish history to catch two
touchdown passes in his first-career game when he did so in the 2023 season
opener vs. Navy. Greathouse also became the first Notre Dame wide receiver
to catch two touchdown passes in a season debut since 1996. In that game,
he finished with three catches for a team-best 68 yards and two touchdowns.

.

Limited by an injury in the middle of the season, he finished off the year with
six catches for 99 yards and two touchdowns in his final three games. His five
touchdown catches during a rookie campaign are the most for a Notre Dame
true freshman since KJ Stepherson also had five in 2016 and dating back to
1996, rank only behind Michael Floyd's seven in 2008 for an Irish freshman
wide receiver.

JORDAN FAISON

Now saphomore wide receiver Jordan Faison joined the Notre Dame football
team during 2023 preseason camp as a walk on, planning to compete for a
roster spot with the team and, as one of the top prep lacrosse players in the
nation, join the defending national champion Notre Dame lacrosse team as a
scholarship player in the spring of 2024.

Faison’s football acumen and a rash of injuries to the Irish wide receiver group
changed those plans a bit, as Faison made his collegiate athletics debut in
2023 at No. 25 Louisville, catching two passes for 48 yards - which included a
36-yard touchdown grab.

Faison's debut was just the beginning. He would end the season with 19 catches
for 322 yards and four touchdowns, capping the year by earning Sun Bowl MVP
honors with five catches for 115 yards and a touchdown.

Faison competed with the men's lacrosse team and won a national
championship this past season.
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JAYDEN HARRISON

« Harrison was a first-team All-American as a kick returner at Marshall last
season, finishing second in the country with a 30.7 yards-per-return average.
He tied for the FBS lead with two kick return touchdowns in 2023.

« Throughout his career Harrison has returned 60 kickoffs for 1522 yards (25.4
yards per return average) and three touchdowns while catching 71 passes for
779 yards and four scores. In 2023, Harrison played in all 13 games for Marshall
(started four), totaling 28 receptions for 410 yards (14.6 yards per reception)
and a touchdown.

« Harrison was recognized as a finalist for the Jet Award in 2023 and has been
named to watch lists for the Jet Award and the Hornung Award in 2024. He
was named a Walter Camp, FWAA and CBS Sports/247Sports.com First Team
All-American in 2023.

KRIS MITCHELL

« A transfer from FIU, in 2023 Mitchell led CUSA and ranked in the Top 20
nationally in receiving yards (1,118 - 18th nationally) and receiving yards per
game (93.2 - 13th nationally). He owns 100 career receptions for 1,663 yards
and 11 touchdowns.

« In 2023, Mitchell played in all 12 games in 2023, finishing the season as FIU's
leading receiver ashe totaled 64 catches for 1,118 yards with seven touchdowns.
He averaged 93.2 yards per game, recording at least one reception in all 12
games and multiple receptions in 11 games.

JAYDEN THOMAS

« Thomas entered the 2023 season as Notre Dame's leading returning receiver
and served in that role in the first four games of the year, catching 12 passes
for over 180 yards and a touchdown. Over the next six games, Thomas would
deal with a nagging hamstring injury that dropped his production to five total
catches.

« In 2022, Thomas posted 25 receptions for 361 yards and three touchdowns,
with 14.4 yards per catch.

MITCHELL EVANS

Slated to be one of the nation’s top tight ends in 2024, Mitchell Evans had a
breakout season in 2023 before being sidelined with an injury. He played in
eight games as a juniar, starting seven, and ended the seasan as the team’s top
receiving target, averaging 52.8 yards per game. Through those eight games,
Evans totaled 29 receptions for 422 yards and a touchdown during the season,
averaging 14.6 yards per catch.

Evans made a mark in Notre Dame’s dominant 66-7 win at Purdue, Purdue’s
largest defeat in program history. Evans caught three passes for 27 yards, two
for third-down conversions of six yards or more. Both catches kept drives alive
that led to touchdowns, one on the immediately-following play.

So far this season, six of his seven receptions have been for first downs (86
percent), and four of Evans’ seven receptions (57 percent) have been third-down
conversions this season.

Evans has garnered several national nods during the 2024 preseason, including
selections to watch lists for the Mackey, Biletnikoff and Lombardi Awards, as
well as selections to All-America Second Teams by Sporting News, Associated
Press and Pro Football Focus.

RUNNING BACKS

The departure of NFL Draft pick Audric Estimé, who led the Irish in rushing
in 2023 (1,341, good for fifth-most in program history), paves the way for
sophomore running backs Jeremiyah Love and Jadarian Price to lead the Notre
Dame rushers group.

Both Price and Love have been named to the Doak Walker Award Watch List

The running back room was on full display in the 66-7 win. Love notched his
first-career 100-yard rushing game in the dominant 66-7 win at Purdue, the
largest win by a team over Purdue in Purdue’s history. Love totaled 109 rushing
yards and a touchdown, adding 18 yards in the air. His 127 all-purpose yards led
all players in the game from either team.

Price also produced a big game at Purdue, rushing for 86 yards, including a 70-
yard touchdown rush to close the first half.

Nine Irish rushers combined for 362 yards at Purdue, one of five teams to rush
for 360 or more yards that weekend, and one of two to do so against a Power
4 opponent.

Notre Dame was the only FBS squad with three separate rushers at 86 or more
rushing yards against a Power 4 defense that weekend, and one of just two FBS
teams averall to achieve the feat that weekend.

Love sealed the 23-13 victory for No. 7 Notre Dame at No. 20 Texas A&M with a
21-yard rushing TD in the final minutes of the game. Love led all rushers at Kyle
Field with 91yards on 14 carries, averaging 6.5 yards per carry. He also added
a reception for three yards on Notre Dame’s first offensive play of the evening.
Price scored Notre Dame's first touchdown of the win at Texas A&M, a 47-yard
jaunt.

With 6:23 remaining in the game and a 13-13 tie score, Love joined quarterback
Riley Leonard and the Irish offense on an eight-play, 85-yard drive on which
Love posted 36 rushing yards, including a 21-yard touchdown rush, breaking
multiple tackles. The go-ahead touchdown allowed for an Irish victary.

Atrue freshman running back in 2023, Love rushed for 385 yards on 71 carries,
seeing at least three carries in all 13 games in 2023. He broke off two 30-yard
runs, including a 36-yard scoring jaunt against Tennessee State.

Sidelined for his true freshman campaign in 2022 with an injury, Price flashed
his big-play potential throughout the 2023 season. That potential included a
touchdown run on his first career carry, a touchdown reception on his second
career catch and a 99-yard kickoff return against No. 10 Southern Cal on his
fifth career return opportunity. He capped the season by leading the Irish in
rushing with 106 yards on 13 carries with one touchdown in the 40-8 Sun Bowl
victory over No. 21 Oregon State.

Love led Irish rushers vs. Northern lllinois with 11 carries for 79 yards and a
touchdown. His score came after a gravity-defying hurdle by Love to score on
a 34-yard long rush.

Two freshmen, Aneyas Williams and Kedren Young, will look to see playing time
as members of the multi-faceted Irish running backs room.

Sophomore Gi'Bran Payne suffered a spring injury that will sideline him for the
2024 season. In 2023, Payne led the team with 11 third-down conversions. He
finished the year with 45 carries for 168 yards and two touchdowns, while also
catching nine passes for 58 yards and two scores.

A jack-of-all-trades running back who transferred from Penn State in 2023,
graduate Devyn Ford immediately established himself as one of Notre Dame’s
top special teams players. He returned seven kickoffs, rushed eight times for 44
yards, caught four passes for 34 yards and a touchdown and made four special
teams tackles in 2023.
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OFFENSIVE LINE

«  Notre Dame's offensive line presents some new faces in 2024 with the departures

of NFL Draftees Joe Alt and Blake Fisher.

«  Pat Coogan, Ashton Craig, Billy Schrauth, Tosh Baker, Rocco Spindler and Charles
Jagusah own starting experience. Jagusah will miss 2024 with a torn right

pectoralis muscle.

« lrish linemen Aamil Wagner, Sam Pendleton and Anthonie Knapp all made their

starting debuts in the 23-13 victory at No. 20 Texas A&M.

«  Coogan and Spindler made their first starts of 2024 against Miami due to injuries

to Craig and Schrauth.

. Variations in offensive line structure from week to week are not uncommon for

the Irish, who are traditionally a perennial standard in offensive line play.

« In the last five seasons, Notre Dame has employed at least two variations in
offensive line personnel for its starters in each season. The Irish saw three
different offensive line makeups in 2023, two in 2022, six in 2021, five in 2020

and three in 2019.

«  Spindlerand Coogan were called into action in the dominant 66-7 win over Purdue

when Craig and Schrauth left the game with injuries.

«  The offensive line paved the way for nine Irish rushers to combine for 362 yards
Saturday, one of five teams to rush for 360 or more yards that past weekend,
and one of two to do so against a Power 4 opponent. Sophomore running back
Jeremiyah Love and senior quarterback Riley Leonard both reached the 100-yard
rushing mark, while sophomare running back Jadarian Price totaled 86 rushing

yards.

«  Notre Dame was the only FBS squad with three separate rushers at 86 or more
rushing yards against a Power 4 defense that weekend, and ane of just two FBS

teams overall to achieve the feat that weekend.

«  Thelrish were dominant, earning 35:43 minutes in time of possession on the day,
outpacing the Boilermakers 578 offensive yards to 162 offensive yards. Notre
Dame's 42-point lead at halftime was the largest lead by a road team among any

FBS team this season, and the largest since Oregon in 2023 at Arizona State.

SPECIAL TEAMS

«  While Notre Dame's special teams feature new faces at all three specialist
positions, special teams coordinator Marty Biagi enters his second season with
the Irish.

»  Gradaute K Mitch Jeter connected on seven extra paints, going 1-1 on a 42-yard
field goal, and seven kickoffs with five touchbacks (64.6 avg.), helping Notre
Dame to a histaric 66-7 win at Purdue, the largest margin of defeat in Purdue
history. Jeter was perfect on the day and racked up 11 kicking paints

. Jeter and senior P James Rendell both made their Irish debuts in the 23-13
season-opening win at No. 20 Texas A&M.

«  Jeter connected on three-of-three field goals, two for 46 yards and one for 26
yards, and two extra points for a perfect evening at Kyle Field. Jeter’s 11 kicking
points on the evening were the second-maost by any kicker that weekend facing a
Top 25 opponent. With two field goals over 40 yards, Jeter was one of two kickers
that weekend with two field goals of 40+ yards made against a Top 25 team. Of
the 15 kickers that weekend who made two or more field goals over 40 yards this
weekend, Jeter was one of 10 who were perfect on all their kicking attempts, and
one of six who earned a perfect field goal percentage on three or more attempts

. Rendell punted five times and averaged 42.8 yards per punt in his first-ever
American football game. The Australia native notched a 49-yard long while
dropping three of his five punts inside the 20 with zero touchbacks. Of his five
punts, four were over 40 yards, and all placed Texas A&M at their own 37-yard line
or further. Only two ensuing A&M drives resulted in scores.

. In 2023, Notre Dame scored touchdowns on four different special teams plays (a
blocked field goal, a kickoff return touchdown, a punt return touchdown and a
fumbled punt return recovered for a touchdown.

. Notre Dame’s 64 PATs in 2023 were the most in a season in program history.

«  Thelrish boasted a 26.2-yard kickoff return average, which ranked fourth amang
all FBS teams in 2023.

«  Mitch Jeter joins the Irish from South Carolina, where he ended the season as
the Gamecocks' top point scorer. In 2023, he hit 12-of-14 field goal attempts and
connected on 33-of-34 extra point attempts. He also handled kick off duties,
kicking off 63 times with 41 touchbacks, averaging 62.3 yards per kickoff. Jeter
owns a career 92.0 percent field-goal rate (23-25), connecting on 77-80 extra
points.

«  JamesRendell enters his first season of American foatball in 2024, joining Notre
Dame after playing in the Victorian Football League for the Frankston Dolphins
from 2019-23, where he was named team MVP for Frankston in 2021. Rendell
trained with Prokick Australia, and is the son of the late Matt Rendell, a storied
Australian Football League player who served as captain of Fitzroy from 1985-87
and won two club championships in 1982 and 1983.

«  Thelrish bring in a first-team all-american kickoff returner in Marshall transfer
Jayden Harrison, who finished second in the country with a 30.7 yards-per-
return average in 2023. He tied for the FBS lead with two kick return touchdowns
in 2023. Throughout his career Harrison has returned 60 kickoffs for 1,522 yards
(25.4 yards per return average) and three touchdowns

« After setting a Sun Bowl Stadium record 13
years ago with 54,021 fans for a victory over
Miami FL in 2010, Sun Bowl Stadium underwent a
reconfiguration to drop the attendance number.

The University of Notre Dame football team (1-0) put together a clutch eight-play,
85-yard drive in the game’s final six minutes to defeat Texas A&M (0-1) 23-13 at Kyle

The defensive battle saw Notre Dame take a seven-point lead in the third quarter on
along run from Jadarian Price, but the home team fought back to tie the game early in
the fourth quarter. The Irish then found their offense with two first down passes, then
two first-down runs to melt the clock down into the game’s final minutes.

The stifling Irish pass defense, which held Texas A&M to just 100 passing yards,
shut down the final Aggie drive and Mitch Jeter kicked his third field goal of the night, a
46-yarder, to seal the victary.

Love finished with 9Tyard rushing on 14 attempts, while Price added 44 and starting
quarterback Riley Leonard contributed 63 yards rushing and 158 passing yards. Jack
Kiser (eight tackles) and Jordan Bothelho (a career-high six tackles) led the stifling Irish
defensive effort that also included interceptions from Xavier Watts and Adon Shuler

In the second half, Jeremiah Love was able to show some life for the Irish offense. After a few first
downs, he took a rush up the middle for a 34 yard touchdown, hurdling over a defender in the process.
This gave Notre Dame a 14-13 lead.

With the game on the line, Kanon Woodill attempted a 35 yarder to take the lead. It was good, and the
Huskies were now leading 16-14 with 31 seconds left in the game.

NOTRE DAME SEASON REVIEW

Notre Dame began the season in Ireland, taking part in the Aer Lingus College Football Classic against Navy. The Irish won their third game against Navy in Ireland by a
scored of 42-3 with Sam Hartman making his Notre Dame debut at quarterback and throwing four touchdown passes. Jadarian Price scored a touchdown on his first
career carry, while Jaden Greathouse caught a touchdown pass on his first career reception.

A 28-point second quarter highlighted the victory over Tennessee State (56-3) in Notre Dame Stadium on a historical weekend during which Notre Dame played its first
game against a Football Championship Subdivision team and a Historically Black College or University. The sterling defensive performance marked the first time since
1975 that the Irish held their first two opponents of the season without a touchdown.

Atwo-hour inclement weather delay that occurred early in the second quarter at NC State was quickly fargatten when Audric Estimé rumbled for an 80-yard touchdown on
the first play back to action for both teams. Estimé finished the game with 134 yards, Sam Hartman threw four more touchdown passes and the Irish defense intercepted
NC State OB Brennan Armstrong three times in the 45-24 victary.

Notre Dame’s offense continued rolling along in the first-ever meeting with Central Michigan, scoring 40 (41-17) points in the first four games of the season for the first time
since 1914. Audric Estimé rushed for 176 yards while Jack Kiser piled up 10 tackles for the Irish defense.

In one of the most anticipated games of the season, No. 9 Notre Dame battled No. 6 Ohio State into the game's final minutes, with the Buckeyes scoring the winning
touchdown (17-14) with 1:25 remaining. Javontae Jean-Baptiste, a transfer from Ghio State, paced the Irish defense with eight tackles in the game while Mitchell Evans
caught seven passes for 75 yards to lead the Irish offense.

After the last-minute loss to Ohio State, Notre Dame battled back to earn a last-minute thrilling victory at No. 17 Duke the next weekend. Trailing by a point and buried on its
own five-yard line, Notre Dame drove 10 plays for the game-winning touchdown, which was delivered by Audric Estimé on a 30-yard run with 31 seconds remaining. Sam
Hartman's fourth-down 17-yard scramble set up Estimé’s memorable play. Howard Cross lll, who earned national defensive player of the week honors after a 13-tackle
performance, ended the game with a strip-sack.

Facing an unprecedented third consecutive night game against a ranked oppanent at No. 25 Louisville, turnovers doomed Notre Dame’s comeback bid against the upstart
Cardinals who claimed a 33-20 victary. Louisville would go on ta play in the ACC Championship game.

The streak of night-time games against ranked opponents continued the next weekend against No. 10 Southern Cal, but the Irish defense overwhelmed defending Heisman
Trophy quarterback Caleb Williams, intercepting him three times in the first half. Xavier Watts dominated on defense, intercepting two passes, returning a fumble for a
touchdown and farcing a fumble to earn national defensive player of the week honars. The 48-20 victory was the most lopsided for the Irish in the series with Southern
Cal since 1995.

After a well-deserved week off, Notre Dame blitzed Pittsburgh in Notre Dame Stadium 58-7 as Xavier Watts became the first Irish defensive player to intercept multiple
passes in consecutive games (Watts picked off two passes agains the Panthers). Audric Estimé rushed for three touchdowns in the contest and the Irish special teams
unit returned its first punt for a touchdown since 2015.

A key road victory at Clemson eluded Notre Dame, as turnovers doomed an Irish comeback. Down 24-9 at halftime, the Irish rallied to cut it to one score and out-gained
yardage-wise the Tigers in the game 329-285, but could not get the necessary late score and suffered the third loss of the season, 31-23.

Senior Day against Wake Forest marked the 500th game in Notre Dame Stadium and a 45-7 victory aver the Demon Deacons. Sam Hartman tossed four touchdown passes
against his former team and Audric Estimé rushed for 115 yards.

Audric Estimé capped his Notre Dame career with a legendary performance in the 56-23 victory at Stanford. Piling up 238 rushing yards (the fourth-most in a single
game in Notre Dame history), Estimé finished the season with 1,341 rushing yards, which ranks fifth on the Notre Dame single-season list. He also posted four rushing
touchdowns to set the Irish single-season record at 18.

Notre Dame would finish the season with its 10th win, 40-8, aver No. 21 Oregon State in the Sun Bowl. Irish quarterback Steve Angeli would make his first career start in
the game, eventually finishing 15-0f 19 for 232 yards and three touchdowns while freshman wideout Jordan Faison earned the game’s Most Valuable Player Award with five
catches for 115 yards and a touchdown.
