


GAME AT A GLANCE
•	 Notre Dame and Penn State are meeting for the 20th time, with the series tied at 

9-9-1. The two teams have met in the postseason once previously, the 1977 Gator 
Bowl (a 20-9 Irish win) 

•	 Both teams have been ranked on seven previous occasions in the series. This 
season’s installment will be the collective highest ranking from both teams (No. 
3 vs. No. 5 in the AP Poll).  

•	 Notre Dame has played in the Orange Bowl on five previous occasions (1972, 1974, 
1989, 1990, 1995), with a 2-3 overall record in the Orange Bowl. The most recent 
trip for the Irish to the Orange Bowl was in 1995 (26-31 loss to Florida State).

•	 The Irish have faced two Big Ten opponents this season, defeating both Purdue 
(66-7) and Indiana (27-17).  

•	 Notre Dame has played twice previously in Hard Rock Stadium (0-2). 
•	 The victory over Georgia was the 13th ranked win of the Marcus Freeman era at 

Notre Dame, more than any other Irish head coach in the first three years of his 
tenure, and the second-most of any FBS program over the past three seasons 
(Georgia, 14). 

•	 Notre Dame leads the nation in turnovers gained (31). The Irish have earned 148 
points off of turnovers this season, compared to their opponents’ 34 (+114 point 
differential). 

•	 Jayden Harrison’s 98-yard kick return to start the second half in the 23-10 win 
over Georgia was the second-longest kick return in Sugar Bowl history, behind 
Andre Debose’s 100-yard effort for Florida in 2013. 

•	 Harrison’s return also set a Notre Dame postseason record for longest kickoff 
return, topping the previous high of 96, Armando Allen vs. Hawai’i (’08 Hawai’i 
Bowl), and ties for seventh all-time in long kick returns in Notre Dame records.

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IRISH ITEMS - BY THE NUMBERS

1

Notre Dame’s 2024 defense is dominant and one of the most complete 
defenses in the country, ranking among the FBS’ top teams. Through 
the season and the Quarterfinal round of the CFP, Notre Dame is first 
in pass efficiency defense (99.88), first in turnovers gained (31), first 
in defensive touchdowns (6), second in scoring defense (13.6), third in 
fumbles recovered (13), fourth in interceptions (18), fifth in passing 
defense (167.4), fifth in red zone defense (0.686),  fifth in third down 
defense (0.299), fifth in fourth down defense (0.333) and eighth in 
total defense (295.4).

2
Senior quarterback Riley Leonard owns 34 rushing touchdowns for 
his career, including three in the first half at Purdue, and two vs. 
Miami (OH) and Georgia Tech. He ranks second among all active FBS 
quarterbacks in rushing touchdowns.

3
Riley Leonard is one of seven FBS quarterbacks (and three Power 4 
quarterbacks) this season to have passed for 2,300 yards and rushed 
for 700 yards.

3-24
Notre Dame held two-straight opponents to 3-24 on third down (Miami 
2-12, Purdue 1-12), the best back-to-back two-game total since 2021 
(Cincinnati 2-12, Wisconsin 1-14). Those are the two best back-to-back 
two-game stretches since data is available starting in 1996. 

4
Notre Dame is one of just four programs in the Power 4 with eight 
or more wins over each of the last five seasons (2020-24), joined by 
Alabama, Clemson and Georgia. 

13
Notre Dame is now 13-1, the most wins in a season in program history. 
Playing in its 15th game this season in the Sugar Bowl, Notre Dame will 
extend the record for the most games it has played in a season ever.

The victory over Georgia was the 13th ranked win of the Marcus 
Freeman era at Notre Dame, more than any other Irish head coach 
in the first three years of his tenure, and the second-most of any FBS 
program over the past three seasons (Georgia, 14). In 2023, the 40-8 
Sun Bowl victory over No. 21 Oregon State not only earned Freeman 
his first campaign with 10 victories, it also was his team’s seventh 
victory over an Associated Press-ranked team in his first two years 
leading the program – breaking Terry Brennan’s previous program 
record of six in 1954 and 55.  

13

Xavier Watts has made a statement as the best defensive player in 
college football. Watts has totaled 13 interceptions on his career. His 
13 interceptions over the last two seasons are the most by any FBS 
player during that span; the next closest players have nine. He has 
averaged 0.5 interceptions per game over that span. 

He has the most career interceptions by an Irish player since 1996. 
He is the 19th Notre Dame player to intercept 10 or more passes in a 
career and is tied for third on the all-time list for career interceptions 
in program history. Watts is responsible for seven of Notre Dame’s 31 
turnovers gained this season (six interceptions, one fumble recovery).

Leonard and Love have each had a rushing TD in the same game 10 
times this season, tied for the most by any FBS duo in any season 
in the last 25 years with Nevada’s Colin Kaepernick and Vai Taua in 
2010 (10).

13

Jeremiyah Love scored a rushing touchdown in 13-straight games 
this season, a Notre Dame record for most consecutive game with 
a rushing TD, and a Notre Dame record for most consecutive games 
with a rushing TD to start a season. He was the only FBS running back 
to have scored a rushing touchdown in each regular season game 
this season.

130
Jeremiyah Love’s performance vs. Army was noteworthy, rushing 
seven times for 130 yards. He is one of just two Power 4 running backs 
this season to achieve 130 rushing yards on fewer than 10 carries, and 
one of just seven Irish running backs to achieve 100 or more yards on 
fewer than 10 carries since 1950.

The 49-35 victory at USC was sealed for the Irish on two pick-sixes 
on back-to-back drives to close the game, as  CB Christian Gray took 
a 99-yard interception for a score, and S Xavier Watts followed it up 
with a 100-yard pick-six on the very next USC drive. 
Not only was it the first time this season that a team had two 
interception returns for 99 or more yards in a single game, but it 
marked the first time since at least 1996 that such a feat has occured. 
Gray tied the Notre Dame record for longest interception return in 
program history (Luther Bradley, 1975 against Purdue), and Watts 
broke the record with his 100-yard return. 

15
QB Riley Leonard broke the Notre Dame record for most rushing 
touchdowns in a single season by a quarterback with 15 (14, Brandon 
Wimbush, 2015). 

1000
RB Jeremiyah Love has 1,076 rushing yards so far in 2024, the 21st 
time an Irish player has broken the 1,000-yard rushing mark in a 
season. He is averaging 7.4 yards per carry, which would rank second 
among all single-season 1,000-yard rushers in ND records (Reggie 
Brooks, 1992, 8.0 - 1,343).

TWO-DEEP TIDBITS - OFFENSE
•	 Jayden Thomas entered 2023 season as Notre Dame’s leading returning 

receiver and served in that role in the first four games of the 2023 season, 
catching 12 passes for over 180 yards and a touchdown. 

•	 Beaux Collins is Notre Dame’s leading receiver in 2024, with 36 receptions for 
445 yards. He recorded 91 receptions for 1,290 yards and 11 touchdowns in 1,578 
offensive snaps over 32 games (27 starts) at Clemson from 2021-23. He broke 
out late in his true freshman season with 31 catches for 407 yards and three 
touchdowns.

•	 Jaden Greathouse was the first Irish true freshman wideout to catch two 
touchdown passes in his first-career game (against Navy in 2023). His five 
touchdown catches during a rookie campaign are the most for a Notre Dame 
true freshman since 2016.

•	 Jayden Harrison was a first-team All-American as a kick returner at Marshall 
last season, tying for the FBS lead with two kick return touchdowns in 2023. He 
recorded his first touchdown catch for the Irish in the 35-14 win over Virginia. 
In 2023, Harrison played in all 13 games for Marshall (started four), totaling 28 
receptions for 410 yards (14.6 yards per reception) and a touchdown.

•	 Kris Mitchell, a transfer from FIU, led CUSA and ranked in the Top 20 nationally 
in receiving yards in 2023 (1,118 - 18th nationally) and receiving yads per game 
(93.2 - 13th nationally). Mitchell owns 118 career receptions for 1,853 yards and 
13 touchdowns.

•	 Jordan Faison joined the Notre Dame football team as a walk on and made his 
collegiate athletics debut at No. 25 Louisville in 2023, and was put on football 
scholarship. He would end the season with 19 catches for 322 yards and four 
touchdowns, capping the year by earning Sun Bowl MVP honors with five 
catches for 115 yards and a touchdown.

•	 Notre Dame’s offensive line presents some new faces in 2024 with the 
departures of NFL Draftees Joe Alt and Blake Fisher. Pat Coogan, Ashton Craig, 
Billy Schrauth, Tosh Baker, Rocco Spindler and Charles Jagusah own starting 
experience. Irish linemen Aamil Wagner, Sam Pendleton and Anthonie Knapp 
all made their first-career starts at No. 20 Texas A&M. Even with injuries and 
young talent, the line was named a semifinalist for the Joe Moore Award. 

•	 Mitchell Evans had a breakout season in 2023 before being sidelined with 
an injury. A 2024 semifinalist for the Mackey Award, he played in eight games 
as a junior in 2023, starting seven, and ended the season as the team’s top 
receiving target, averaging 52.8 yards per game. Through those eight games, 
Evans totaled 29 receptions for 422 yards and a touchdown during the season, 
averaging 14.6 yards per catch. 

•	 With Evans’ injury in 2023, Cooper Flanagan and Eli Raridon saw action in 2023, 
each scoring a touchdown, and will look to have an increased role in 2024.

•	 Riley Leonard owns 34 rushing touchdowns for his career, ranking second 
among all active FBS quarterbacks in rushing touchdowns. He entered his 
senior season and first with Notre Dame coming off a Duke career as one of the 
ACC’s premier quarterbacks. See page 23 for more on Leonard.

•	 Steve Angeli made the most of his first-career start in the 2023 Sun Bowl 
completing 15 of 19 passes for 232 yards and three touchdowns. Prior to 
that game, he went 19-for-25 passing with four touchdowns in seven relief 
appearances.

•	 With the departure of NFL Draft pick Audric Estimé, Jeremiyah Love and 
Jadarian Price are poised to lead the Irish running backs in 2024. Love has 
posted 11-straight games with a rushing touchdown. See page 26 for more on 
the Irish running backs

•	 Mitch Jeter joins the Irish from South Carolina, and owns a career 80.6 percent 
field-goal rate (29-36), connecting on 108-111 extra points. James Rendell hails 
from Melbourne, Australia, and made a mark in Australian football with the 
Victorian Football League before making the move to the United States this 
offseason. See page 24 for more on the Irish specialists.

•	 Joshua Burnham finished the 2023 season with 18 tackles, four tackles-for-

loss and a sack. Junior Tuihalamaka appeared in all 13 games in 2023 while 
posting 10 tackles. 

•	 Howard Cross III established himself as one of the top playmaking interior 
defensive lineman in the country during the 2023 season, and continued his 
dominance in 2024. See page 20 for more information on Cross. Donovan Hinish 
stepped up in relief of Cross when injured, and put together an impressive 
showing through three starts. He appeared in nine games in 2023 and posting 
a career-best four stops in the win over Central Michigan. 

•	 RJ Oben transferred from Duke in the offseason with 34 career starts and 50 
games played. Entering Notre Dame, he had posted 67 tackles on his career, 
with 14.5 sacks (loss of 91 yards), five forced fumbles, two passes defended and 
an interception. Bryce Young is now seeing time in the regular defensive line 
rotation and has made a significant mark on special teams, ranking second in 
the nation in individual blocked kicks (3). He is four-star true freshman and was 
an Adidas All-American as a high school senior. See page 22 for more on Young.  

•	 Jack Kiser leads a linebacker room with young talent. A team captain and 
finalist for the 2024 William V. Campbell Trophy and the 2024 Wuerffel Trophy, 
Kiser holds the Notre Dame record for career games played. See page 20 for 
more information on Kiser. Jaiden Ausberry appeared in four regular-season 
games in 2023, preserving his eligibility. Kyngstonn Viliamu-Asa is a highly-
touted five-star linebacker who was a finalist for the high school Butkus 
Award in 2023. He posted a career-high seven tackles vs. Northern Illinois. 
Drayk Bowen has posted 54 tackles this season, second behind Kiser’s 64. He 
appeared in 12 games in 2023 (missing one contest with an injury) and recorded 
14 stops and a forced fumble. See page 22 for more on Bowen. Jaylen Sneed 
appeared in all 13 games in 2023, totaling 14 tackles, five QB hurries and two 
PBU.

•	 Jordan Clark joined the Irish from Arizona State with 22 career starts and 39 
games played entering 2024. Throughout his college career, he has snagged 
four interceptions (one for a touchdown) and 164 tackles (118 solo) with 7.5 TFL 
and 24 passes defended.  

•	 Adon Shuler has posted three interceptions this season, one each against 
Texas A&M, Georgia Tech and Virginia. Starting each game in 2024, he showed 
his playmaking ability late in the 2023 season, posting all six career tackles in 
the final three games of the year. See page 21 for more on Shuler. Luke Talich 
quickly established himself as a special teams mainstay during his freshman 
season in 2023, and posted his first-career pick six vs. Florida State. 

•	 True freshmen Karson Hobbs, Leonard Moore and Kennedy Urlacher have 
impressed in preseason camp. Moore and Urlacher both garnered one four-star 
ranking through recruitment. Moore made his college football debut at No. 20 
Texas A&M, and his first-career start vs. No. 15 Louisville, leading the team with 
seven tackles. He also posted seven tackles in his second start, at Georgia 
Tech. See page 21 for more on Moore. Tae Johnson made his debut on the 
depth chart for Florida State week, and saw his first game action after coming 
back from injury.  

•	 Christian Gray started his first-career game in the 23-13 win at No. 20 Texas 
A&M. He saw action in 12 games and made 11 tackles in 2023. He intercepted his 
first career pass against Pittsburgh and finished the year with a career-best 
three tackles in the Sun Bowl victory over Oregon State.

•	 Marcus Freeman, one of the rising young stars in 
the profession was named the 30th Dick Corbett 
Head Football Coach at the University of Notre 
Dame on Dec. 3, 2021. He completed the 2023 
regular season, his second full season in charge 
of the program, with a 10-3 mark and claimed 
ranked victories at No. 17 Duke and against No. 10 
Southern Cal in Notre Dame Stadium. 

•	 Notre Dame had two unanimous All-Americans 
in 2023 in offensive lineman Joe Alt and safety 
Xavier Watts, giving the Irish a pair of unanimous 
All-Americans for the first time since 1990.

•	 Watts took home the Bronko Nagurski Award, 
given to the top defensive player in college 
football, after leading the FBS in interceptions 
with seven. Defensive lineman Howard Cross III 
and running back Audric Estimé were also named 
All-Americans in 2023.

•	 The 2023 edition of the Fighting Irish ranked 
among the best in the country and in program 
history on both sides of the line of scrimmage. 
Notre Dame averaged 39.1 points-per-game in 
‘23, which is the second-best season average 
in school history. The offense also averaged 7.0 
yards-per-play which also ranks second in the 
program record books. The ‘23 defensive unit 
led the nation in pass efficiency defense, ranked 
second in red zone defense and was eighth in total 
defense. 

•	 The 2023 defense featured Watts, who led the 
nation in interceptions. The offense featured 
All-American left tackle Joe Alt and running back 
Audric Estimé – whose 1,341 rushing yards in 2023 
were the fifth-most in a single season for an Irish 
back.  

•	 Freeman finished his first season in 2022 with a 
9-4 mark, with wins over fifth-ranked Clemson, 
16th-ranked BYU and 16th-ranked Syracuse; in 
addition to closing the season with a Gator Bowl 
win over 19th-ranked South Carolina. 

•	 He joins Terry Brennnan (1954) as just the second 
Irish head coach to claim four ranked wins in his 
first season on the Notre Dame sidelines. 

•	 His 2022 Notre Dame team was led by consensus 
All-American Michael Mayer, who finished his junior 
season as the best tight end in school history. 
Additionally, consensus All-American defensive 
lineman Isaiah Foskey became the Notre Dame 
all-time leader in sacks. Four other Irish earned 
All-America honors in offensive linemen Joe 
Alt and Jarrett Patterson, long snapper Michael 
Vinson, cornerback Benjamin Morrison took home 
Freshman All-American honors. 

•	 Mayer and Foskey were each tabbed in the second 
round of the 2023 NFL Draft by the Las Vegas 
Raiders and New Orleans Saints, respectively, 
while Patterson was drafted in the sixth round by 
the Houston Texans.

•	 The Irish special teams had a tremendous 2022 
season as Notre Dame led the nation with seven 
blocked kicks, all punts, with Foskey getting his 
hands on two of them. 

•	 In his first season with the Irish in 2021, while 
serving as the Bob Hinton Defensive Coordinator, 
Freeman led a transformation on the defensive 
side of the ball that included a number of Top-20 
national rankings. 

•	 The Irish ranked seventh nationally in defensive 
touchdowns (4), 10th in turnovers gained (25) 
and third-down conversion percentage (.321), 
12th in total sacks (41.0) and 15th nationally in 
interceptions (15) and scoring defense (19.7). The 
41.0 team sacks tied the program record of 41, also 
set during the 1996 season.

•	 Under Freeman’s guidance, Notre Dame safety Kyle 
Hamilton was named a consensus All-American in 
2021 and went on to be the 14th overall selection in 
the 2022 NFL Draft. 

•	 Freeman oversaw then-sophomore Isaiah 
Foskey’s breakout season as a starter on the 
defensive line. Foskey tallied 11.0 sacks in 2021, 
third-most in program history for a single season. 

•	 The depth of the Irish defense was on full display 
with Freeman serving as defensive coordinator, 
as 15 different players recorded a sack and 21 
different players had a tackle-for-loss. The 15 
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interceptions are the most in a single season 
since 2014, when the Irish had 16. In November, the 
Irish had three-straight games without allowing a 
touchdown for the first time since 2012.

•	 Prior to coming to South Bend, Freeman spent 
the previous four seasons as the defensive 
coordinator at Cincinnati. During his time with 
the Bearcats, he was named the 2020 247Sports.
com Defensive Coordinator of the Year and 2020 
Broyles Award Finalist along with a nominee for 
the Broyles Award in 2019 and 2018.

•	 In 2020, the Bearcats (9-1) earned a bid to the 
Peach Bowl as the No. 8-ranked team in the 
nation and won the American Athletic Conference 
Championship, the program’s first outright league 
title since 2009.

•	 Cincinnati’s defense ranked in the Top-20 
nationally in several categories for 2020-21, 
including being ranked 13th in total defense (324.6 
yards per game) and eighth in scoring defense 
(16.8 points per game) among all FBS teams. In 
addition, the Bearcats were third in team passing 
efficiency defense (101.25), 14th in rushing defense 
(111.1 yards per game), 15th in red zone defense 
(0.735), 17th in fourth down defense (0.375 rate), 
16th in team sacks (3.00 per game) and 10th in 
turnovers gained (21).

•	 Freeman coached the Bearcats to back-to-
back 11-win seasons in 2018 and 2019, the 2019 
American Athletic Conference East Division 
Championship and consecutive bowl-game wins 
in the 2018 Military Bowl and 2019 TicketSmarter 
Birmingham Bowl.

•	 The Bearcats finished atop the 2019 AAC ranks in 
scoring defense for the second-straight season 
and ranked among the league’s top three in rushing 
and total defense. Cincinnati led the American in 
2018 in rushing defense, scoring defense and total 
defense and ranked among the Top-15 in the NCAA 
FBS in all three categories.

•	 Joined the Bearcats staff after a four-year stint at 
Purdue. He coached linebackers all four seasons 
and served as the Boilermakers co-defensive 
coordinator in 2015.

•	 Prior to his time at Purdue, Freeman coached 
linebackers at Kent State from 2011-12, helping 
develop all-conference selections Luke Batton 
and C.J. Malauulu.

•	 Freeman started his coaching career as a 
graduate assistant coach at his alma mater, Ohio 
State, in 2010 and the Buckeyes went 12-1 with a 
Sugar Bowl victory.

•	 Freeman is just the third Notre Dame head coach 
to have been selected in the NFL Draft, and is 
the first since Ara Parseghian was drafted by 
the Pittsburgh Steelers in 1947. He is the 23rd 
Notre Dame head coach to have Division I playing 
experience and the first since Tyrone Willingham.

•	 During his playing career, Freeman was a four-year 
letterwinner for the Buckeyes from 2004 to 2008. 
He played under current Wisconsin head coach 
Luke Fickell and earned second team All-Big Ten 
honors in 2008 while helping lead Ohio State to 
four conference titles, three BCS bowls and two 
trips to the national title game during his career.

•	 He played in the 2009 Senior Bowl and was a fifth-
round draft pick of the Chicago Bears, spending 
time with the Bears, Buffalo Bills and Houston 
Texans before a medical condition ended his 
playing career.

•	 Notre Dame had a packed house for the first-ever 
College Football Playoff game to take place on a 
university campus, winning 27-27 over Indiana in 
front of a capacity crowd.

•	 Notre Dame ties for the most ranked wins of any 

FBS team this season with six. Notre Dame owns 
the best record against ranked teams in the FBS, 
going 6-0. 

•	 Head coach Marcus Freeman has earned 13 wins 
over teams ranked in the Associated Press Top 25 
over his three seasons at Notre Dame, which is the 
most of any Notre Dame coach in his first three 
seasons.

•	 Those 13 ranked wins over the past three seasons 
are the second-most of any FBS program (Georgia, 
14), and the most by any active third-year head 
coach at his program. 

•	 Notre Dame is the first team ever to beat an AP-
ranked opponent in 6 different months in the same 
season:

STORY OF THE SEASON
SEASON OPENER DEEP IN THE HEART OF TEXAS

•	 The Irish opened the season in style with a 23-13 
win at No. 20 Texas A&M. The defensive battle saw 
Notre Dame take a seven-point lead in the third 
quarter on a long run from RB Jadarian Price, 
but the home team fought back to tie the game 
early in the fourth quarter. The Irish then found 
their offense with two first down passes, then 
two first-down runs to melt the clock down into 
the game’s final minutes. RB Jeremiyah Love then 
burst through the right side for a 21-yard game-
winning touchdown run. 

•	 The Irish locked down the Aggie offense, allowing 
just 100 passing yards in the entire game. Notre 
Dame’s 100 passing yards allowed were the least 
allowed by any team facing a Top-25 opponent that 
weekend. 

•	 Texas A&M totaled just 246 yards of total offense, 
averaging 3.6 yards per play. The 246 yards allowed 
were the least amount allowed by the Irish to a 
ranked SEC team since 1999 vs. Oklahoma (237), 
and it was the least amount to any ranked team on 
the road by Notre Dame since Pittsburgh in 2003 
(175). The 246 yards allowed was the second-least 
among all teams who faced a Top 25 opponent this 
weekend. 

•	 Riley Leonard and the Irish totaled 356 yards of 
total offense, averaging 5.6 yards per play. Notre 
Dame’s 356 yards of offense were the second-
most that weekend among teams that faced a top-
20 opponent. Notre Dame was 1-1 in the red zone, 
and won the time of possession battle with 31:35 
minutes with the ball. 

•	 The game marked several firsts for the Irish, with: 

•	 First-career starts for freshman OL Anthonie 
Knapp, freshman OL Sam Pendleton, 
sophomore OL Aamil Wagner, sophomore LB 
Drayk Bowen, sophomore S Adon Shuler and 
sophomore CB Christian Gray. 

•	 First starts in an Irish uniform for senior 
QB Riley Leonard, senior WR Beaux Collins, 
graduate WR Jayden Harrison, graduate DE RJ 
Oben and graduate S Jordan Clark

•	 First game in an Irish uniform for senior 
QB Riley Leonard, senior WR Beaux Collins, 
graduate WR Jayden Harrison, graduate DE 
RJ Oben, graduate S Jordan Clark, graduate 
WR Kris Mitchell, graduate kicker Mitch Jeter, 
graduate S Rod Heard II and senior CB Max 
Hurleman.

•	 In addition to Knapp and Pendleton, college 
football debuts by freshman DL Loghan 
Thomas, freshman CB Leonard Moore, senior 
P James Rendell, senior K Chris Salerno, 
freshman LB Kyngstonn Viliamu-Asa and 
freshman DL Bryce Young.

•	 The 23-13 win at No. 20 Texas A&M was the most-
watched Saturday night football game in two years 
with 8.2 million viewers (the most since Notre 
Dame vs. Ohio State in 2022 with 10.5 million), 
and ABC’s most-streamed regular season college 
football game ever.

HOME OPENER VS. NIU

•	 Notre Dame fell to Northern Illinois 16-14 at Notre 
Dame Stadium in Week Two. It was the seventh-
consecutive sellout of Notre Dame stadium.  

•	 Linebacker Kyngstonn Viliamu-Asa posted a 
career-high seven tackles, and linebacker Jaiden 
Ausberry posted a career-high five tackles. On 
the other side of the ball, wide receiver Jaden 
Greathouse snagged five receptions, a career 
high. Running back Aneyas Williams made his 
college football debut in the game. 

DOMINANT IN THE BATTLE FOR THE SHILLELAGH

•	 The Irish responded in historic fashion one week 
later with a 66-7 hammering at in-state rival 
Purdue. Notre Dame retained the Shillelagh Trophy 
on the heels of Notre Dame’s most points scored in 
a single game since 2019 (also 66 vs. New Mexico). 

•	 The 66-7 victory marked the worst loss (59 points) 
in the history of Purdue football. Notre Dame 
improved to 60-26–2 against Purdue. 

•	 Notre Dame is now 55-1 since 2017 when leading 
after the first quarter.

•	 Four different Irish players rushed for a 
touchdown at Purdue (Riley Leonard, Jeremiyah 
Love, Jadarian Price, Kenny Minchey), marking the 
first time for the program since 2000 at Southern 
Cal. The six rushing touchdowns for the Irish in the 
game were the most since the Irish had six against 
South Florida in 2020. 

•	 The 42-0 lead at halftime for Notre Dame was the 
team’s second-highest lead at the break since 
1996. The Irish held a 45-0 lead against Georgia 
Tech in 2021, leading to a 55-0 victory. Additionally, 

the 28-point second quarter for the Irish were 
the most in a single road game for Notre Dame 
since the 28 points the team scored at Pittsburgh 
(second quarter) in 2005.

•	 Notre Dame led 14-0 at the end of the first quarter, 
marking the 12th time in 30 games under Marcus 
Freeman the Irish have shut out their opponent 
after the first 15 minutes. 

•	 Notre Dame rushed for 278 yards in the first half, 
marking the ninth game since 200 with 200+ 
rushing yards in the first half; the most in any half 
since the team rushed for 297 in the second half 
against Boston College; and the most in the first 
half since 2012, surpassing the 258 against Wake 
Forest in 2017

•	 Riley Leonard rushed for 100 yards, three 
touchdowns and passed for 112 yards in the first 
half, becoming the first FBS player to reach those 
three first-half milestones since Lamar Jackson 
at Syracuse on September 9, 2016. 

•	 Several players made their Notre Dame debuts: 
CJ Carr, Micah Gilbert, Eric Goins, Karson Hobbs, 
Matt Jeffery, Peter Jones, Guerby Lambert, Armel 
Mukam (two tackles), Joe Otting, Tre Reader, Teddy 
Rezac, Loghan Thomas (one tackle), Chris Terek, 
Kennedy Urlacher (three tackles and PBU), Kedren 
Young (also first rushes of career for 25 yards). 

STIFLING THE REDHAWKS

•	 The Irish continued their scoring success 
with a 28-3 win over Miami at home. After the 
RedHawks got to a 3-0 lead, Notre Dame scored 28 
unanswered points. 

•	 Leonard completed 16 passes for 154 yards and 
a touchdown (38-yard long score), in addition to 
143 rushing yards and two rushing touchdowns, 
including a 50-yard long scoring run. Notre Dame 
racked up 428 yards of total offense against the 
RedHawks, as Leonard completed passes to nine 
different Irish receivers, including a 38-yard long 
to Beaux Collins for a touchdown.

•	 Notre Dame was one of just five FBS teams to hold 
their opponent to three points or fewer over that 
weekend, and of those five teams, one of only two 
(Texas) to also had held their opponent to seven or 
fewer points in the previous game.

•	 On the day, Notre Dame totaled four sacks as 
a team and forced two interceptions, limiting 
Miami to go 14-for-26 in the air, totaling just 119 
passing yards. Notre Dame held Miami OH to 2-12 
on third down, following up on their 1-12 third-
down performance against Purdue the previous 
weekend.

•	 Notre Dame players totaled several firsts, 
including: 

•	 DL Boubacar Traore with his first-career

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start. He totaled a career-best two sacks, a 
quarterback hurry and a forced fumble.

•	 DL Junior Tuihalamaka with his first-career 
interception 

•	 First starts of 2024: TE Eli Raridon (fourth 
career), C Pat Coogan (first of career at center, 
14th total in career), G Rocco Spindler (first of 
2024, 11th of career)

•	 LB Drayk Bowen: first-career sack 

•	 DL Bryce Young: first-career blocked field goal

WON THE RANKED MATCHUP

•	 The No. 16 Irish bested No. 15 Louisville 31-24 at 
home. The Irish earned the ninth ranked victory 
in the Marcus Freeman era by taking an early 21-7 
lead, forcing three turnovers and holding off a late 
charge from the Cardinals. 

•	 Notre Dame’s opening drive touchdown, a six-yard 
Jeremiyah Love run, broke Louisville’s streak of 21 
consecutive games without giving up an opponent 
touchdown on their first drive of the game.

•	 The victory over Louisville is the ninth-ranked win 
of the Marcus Freeman era at Notre Dame. Only 
Frank Leahy (10 such wins) earned more ranked 
victories in his first three years on the Irish 
sidelines.

•	 Freshman cornerback Leonard Moore, making his 
first career start, led the team with seven tackles.

•	 In addition to Moore’s first-career start, he posted 
his first-career forced fumble. Fellow freshman 
Kyngstonn Viliamu-Asa notched the first sack of 
his career in the matchup. 

CHOPPED

•	 The No. 11 Irish scored 49 unanswered points for 
the 49-7 win over Stanford. An hour-long weather 
delay paused the game at the end of the third 
quarter with a 42-7 lead for the Irish. 

•	 Senior quarterback Riley Leonard went 16-for-22 
for 229 yards and three touchdowns, rushing for 
31 yards and an additional touchdown. Leonard 
completed passes to 11 different receivers. 

•	 The Irish defense was dominant, leading all Power 
4 teams on the weekend in fewest passing yards 
allowed (87) and total offensive yards allowed 
(200), and ranked second among all FBS teams for 
both of those single game totals that weekend. 

•	 They were the only FBS program that weekend to 
hold an opposing offense to 87 or fewer passing 
yards and also 200 or fewer offensive yards in the 
same game.  

SHAMROCK WITH IT

•	 Notre Dame limited Georgia Tech to just 64 
rushing yards, their lowest total of the season; the 
Yellow Jackets entered the game averaging 204.4 
rushing yards per game. Notre Dame accounted 

for 31 lost yards for Georgia Tech; even without 
the lost yardage, Georgia Tech would still have had 
their lowest rushing day of the season. 

•	 Senior quarterback Riley Leonard led the Irish to 
a 31-13 win at Georgia Tech as the Irish scored 
31-straight points. Leonard went 20-of-29 for 
203 yards, rushing 10 times for 51 yards and two 
touchdowns. 

•	 The Irish put together an impressive stretch to take 
control of the second and third quarters, putting 
the game away. Beginning in the second quarter, 
Leonard completed 12-consecutive passes, which 
stretched through three-consecutive touchdown 
drives to take a 21-7 lead after a 0-7 deficit. 

•	 Notre Dame dominated time of possession in the 
matchup, owning for 35:45 minutes. The Irish 
offense responded after an early Georgia Tech 
score, posting 31:12 minutes of possession from 
the second through the fourth quarter. 

•	 The Irish posted two sacks on the day; Georgia 
Tech entered the game having only given up one 
total sack all season. 

•	 With two interceptions in the game (one by Xavier 
Watts and one, returned for a touchdown, by Adon 
Shuler), Notre Dame posted is third multiple-
interception game of the season. 

•	 Notre Dame’s special teams made a statement, 
executing a fake punt for a first down, blocking 
a Georgia Tech field goal, faking a field goal, and 
notching a 16-yard tackle for loss on a muffed 
snap on a Georgia Tech field goal. 

SET SAIL

•	 The Irish earned their third ranked win of the 
season with a 51-14 dominant performance over 
No. 24/24 Navy at Metlife Stadium. 

•	 Marcus Freeman earned his 10th victory over an 
AP-ranked team, matching Frank Leahy’s school-
record for ranked wins in a Irish head coach’s first 
three seasons.

•	 Navy entered the game having scored on all 24 
entries into the red zone (23 touchdowns, one field 
goal). Notre Dame’s stop of the Midshipmen in the 
red zone in the second quarter marked the first 
red zone entry without points for Navy all season 
(missed 40-yard field goal). The Irish also stopped 
Navy in the red zone early in the fourth quarter on 
an interception by Leonard Moore.

•	 Quarterback Riley Leonard and running back 
Jeremiyah Love both notched rushing touchdowns, 
extending their streaks of consecutive games 
with a rushing touchdown (Leonard with seven, 
Love with eight). ’

•	 Love’s streak is tied for the fifth-best streak in 
Notre Dame history with Brandon Wimbush (2017), 
Kyren Williams (2021) and Jonas Gray (2011). Next

1979.

•	 Anthonie Knapp’s eighth straight start as a true 
freshman on the offensive line matches Ryan 
Harris (2003) for the second-most for a first-year 
player at Notre Dame. Sam Young started all 13 
games in 2006 as a true freshman.

•	 Adon Shuler’s fumble recovery on Navy’s first drive 
marked the Midshipmen’s first lost fumble of the 
year and first team turnover since the season 
opener against Bucknell.

•	 The Irish wreaked havoc on a Navy team that 
entered the game ranked second in FBS in turnover 
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batting it down to force a Virginia punt. 

•	 Both of his forced turnovers came in a monster 
second quarter for the Irish. His fumble recovery 
led to a Notre Dame touchdown drive when the 
Irish went up 14-0. His interception came on 
Virginia’s final drive of the half, as he snagged a 
pass on third down to give the Irish possession to 
end the half.  

•	 The Irish held Virginia scoreless until midway 
through the third quarter, and Virginia scored the 
second touchdown with just 18 seconds remaining 
in the game. Notre Dame has allowed multiple 
touchdowns in just four games this season, and 
two of those games saw the second touchdown 
scored late in the fourth quarter, once the game 
was put away for the Irish. 

•	 Senior punter James Rendell posted the most 
productive game of his career in the 35-14 win 
over Virginia, punting five times for an average 
of 47.6 yards per punt, with a 64-yard long. He 
dropped four of five punts within the 20-yard line. 

•	 Sophomore defensive lineman Donovan Hinish 
made his first-career start.

BRONX BOMBERS

•	 Notre Dame rolled to its ninth-straight win, and 
fourth win this season over a ranked opponent, 
with a 49-14 victory over No. 18 Army. QB Riley 
Leonard commanded the offense to dominance, 
completing 10 of 13 passes for 148 yards and two 
touchdowns, also rushing for 30 yards on eight 
carries. 

•	 RB Jeremiyah Love put together one of the most 
complete games of his career with a three-
touchdown, 136-all purpose yard performance. 

•	 Love’s 14-yard rushing touchdown in the second 
quarter matched Wayne Bullock’s school-record 
for consecutive games with a rushing touchdown 
with 11. Bullock did it over a two-year span from 
1973-74. The 11 consecutive games to start a 
season is a new program record, besting Autry 
Denson’s season-opening run of 10 in 1998.

•	 The Irish offense racked up 462 total yards against 
a defense that ranked fifth in the nation in total 
defense entering the game (Army allowed 273.9 
yards per game entering the game). Notre Dame 
blew it out of the water, never punting the ball and 
posting 273 rushing yards on an Army defense that 
entered the game ranked third in FBS in rushing 
defense (82.6). 

•	 Leonard masterfully spread the ball around for 
chunk gains, completing passes of 10+ yards to 
seven different receivers on the night. 

•	 The Irish severely limited the then-undefeated 
Army offense, which entered the game leading the 

nation in rushing offense (334.9). They were held 
to just 207 rushing yards on the day. Furthermore, 
Notre Dame’s defense made it nearly impossible 
for Army to gain any alternative success, limiting 
Army to just 26 yards in the air on the day, the 
seventh-lowest passing total by any FBS program 
this season.  

•	 Notre Dame’s defense held Army to just two 
yards passing in the first half and 26 total in the 
game, the least amount a Notre Dame opponent 
has posted since Navy had 22 passing yards on 
October 10, 2015. Notre Dame’s defense held Army 
to 233 total yards, marking the sixth time the Irish 
have held an opponent under 250 total yards this 
season, the most since the 1983 team also held six 
opponents to under 250 total yards

•	 Freshman linebacker Kyngstonn Viliamu-Asa 
made his first-career start. 

CLOSING WITH THE RIVALRY

•	 Notre Dame finished out an 11-1 regular season 
with a 49-35 win at USC, the tenth-straight win for 
the Irish. 

•	 RB Jeremiyah Love scored yet another rushing 
touchdown, making him the only FBS player this 
season to score a rushing touchdown in every 
game. 

•	 The victory was sealed for the Irish on two pick-
sixes on back-to-back drives to close the game, 
as  CB Christian Gray took a 99-yard interception 
for a score, and S Xavier Watts followed it up with a 
100-yard pick-six on the very next USC drive. 

•	 Not only was it the first time this season that a 
team had two interception returns for 99 or more 
yards in a single game, but it marked the first time 
since at least 1996 that such a feat has occured. 

•	 Gray tied the Notre Dame record for longest 
interception return in program history (Luther 
Bradley, 1975 against Purdue), and Watts broke the 
record with his 100-yard return. 

•	 The Irish paved the way for 436 total yards of 
offense, including 258 rushing yards against a 
USC defense that entered the game averaging 
just 130.1 rushing yards allowed. Notre Dame 
rushed for three touchdowns and passed for two, 
while averaging 6.8 yards-per-carry (more than 
2.5 more yards-per-carry than USC had allowed 
entering the game). 

•	 QB Riley Leonard passed for 155 yards and two 
touchdowns, also rushing for 50 yards and another 
touchdown on the ground. With Leonard’s rushing 
score, he tied the Notre Dame record for rushing 
touchdowns in a single season with 14. 

CFP FIRST ROUND - OWN THE STATE

•	 Notre Dame opened the postseason with a 

margin (+2), recovering five Navy fumbles and 
snagging an interception. Four of Notre Dame’s 
turnovers gained resulted in touchdown drives. 

•	 There were five matchups across college football 
that weekend in which both teams were ranked. 
Notre Dame owned the largest margin of victory in 
those games, with a 37-point difference. 

UNDER THE LIGHTS

•	 Notre Dame’s 52-3 victory over Florida State 
marked the largest margin of victory by any FBS 
team that weekend, let alone a victory over a 
Power 4 team. It was the largest margin of defeat 
Florida State has suffered this season. Notre 
Dame’s 52 points were the most scored on a Power 
4 opponent that weekend, and tied for the most in 
all FBS matchups (Tulane 52-6 over Temple).

•	 The Irish did not turn the ball over in the 
matchup with Florida State, marking the second-
consecutive week in which the Irish did not turn 
the ball over. 

•	 The Irish defense posted eight sacks, including 
three from DL Rylie Mills. Mills was the only Power 
4 player that weekend to post three sacks, and one 
of just three FBS players to do so that weekend. He 
was the only to do so against a Power 4 opponent. 
Notre Dame’s eight sacks in total were the most by 
any FBS team that weekend. 

•	 Notre Dame held Florida State to 208 total yards, 
marking the fifth Irish opponent who has been 
unable to compile 250 total yards this season 
(Texas A&M 246, Purdue 162, Miami OH 229, 
Stanford 200). The last time the Irish held five 
opponents under 250 total yards was 1988.

SENIOR DAY 

•	 The Irish continued the tradition of senior day 
dominance with a 35-14 win over Virginia. 

•	 The offense totaled 448 yards of total offense 
and dominated the time of possession battle, 
controlling the ball for 34:36 minutes of play. 

•	 Sophomore running back Jeremiyah Love put 
together a monster performance in the 35-14 win 
over Virginia, posting 16 carries for 137 yards and 
two touchdowns, including a 76-yard breakaway 
run for a score. The 137 total yards, and the 76-
yard long, were both career-highs for Love. 

•	 Graduate captain and safety Xavier Watts shone in 
a dominant performance, in which he posted his 
11th-career interception –  his fourth of the season 
– recovered a fumble, notched a pass breakup and 
added three tackles on the day. 

•	 Watts posted two third-down stops in the first 
quarter, one with a tackle on a quarterback 
rush, and one on a pass breakup as he baited the 
quarterback into throwing a pass his way, and

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dominant 27-17 win over 10-seed Indiana in front 
of a home crowd, the inaugural campus matchup 
of the CFP. 

•	 RB Jeremiyah Love stole the show with a 98-yard 
scoring jaunt on Notre Dame’s second possession, 
tying the school record for longest rush, and 
setting a new College Football Playoff record for 
longest run in the history of the CFP (previously 
Ezekiel Elliott, 85 yards in 2015). 

•	 Love totaled 108 rushing yards on the night, his 
fifth 100-yard rushing performance of the season, 
and he surpassed the 1,000-yard rushing mark 
for the season, the 21st time in Irish history that a 
player has reached the mark. 

•	 With the score, Love also extended his streak of 
13-consecutive games with a rushing touchdown. 

•	 S Xavier Watts wreaked havoc, snagging another 
interception, the 13th of his career and sixth of the 
season, and leading the team in tackles with 10 (a 
career-high), including a shared TFL. 

•	 WR Jordan Faison led Irish receivers with seven 
receptions for 89 yards, in addition to a 43-yard 
kickoff return. 

•	 QB Riley Leonard completed 23 passes for 201 
yards and a touchdown in addition to 11 carries for 
30 yards and a rushing touchdown. 

•	 With his rushing touchdown, Leonard broke the 
Notre Dame record for most rushing touchdowns 
in a single season by a quarterback with 15 (14, 
Brandon Wimbush, 2015). 

•	 The game was the first matchup between teams 
from the same state in a BCS Championship Game 
or College Football Playoff game. The last time two 
11+ win FBS teams from the same state faced off 
was on January 2, 1997, when 11-1 Florida defeated 
11-0 Florida State in the Sugar Bowl.

•	 Leonard and Love have each had a rushing TD in 
the same game 10 times this season, tied for the 
most by any FBS duo in any season in the last 25 
years with Nevada’s Colin Kaepernick and Vai Taua 
in 2010 (10).

•	 The 16-play scoring drive that ended with Notre 
Dame’s second touchdown is the longest in College 
Football Playoff history, surpassing Notre Dame’s 
15-and-14-play drives vs. Alabama in 2021

CFP QUARTERFINAL AT THE ALLSTATE SUGAR BOWL

•	 The Irish rolled to a statement 23-10 victory over 
No. 2 Georgia to claim a spot in the CFP Semifinal 
game at the Capital One Orange Bowl. 

•	 Notre Dame played in its program-record 14th 
game of the season against Georgia. Notre Dame 
had played 13 games in a season 18 times previous 
to the 2024 season. Notre Dame has never won 13 
games in a season.

•	 Notre Dame improved to 9-10-2 all-time against 
the AP No. 2 team and earned the program’s first 

win over No. 2 since a 29-20 win over Miami FL in 
1990 in Notre Dame Stadium.

•	 QB Riley Leonard was named the game’s Offensive 
MVP, passing for 90 yards and a touchdown while 
rushing for another 80 yards

•	 Notre Dame’s defensive effort was highlighted by 
herculean efforts from Adon Shuler (eight tackles), 
Xavier Watts (named the defensive player of the 
game with seven stops), Jack Kiser (six tackles, 
one sack) and Junior Tuihalamaka (four tackles, 
one sack).

•	 Jayden Harrison’s 98-yard kick return to start the 
second half is the second-longest kick return in 
Sugar Bowl history, behind Andre Debose’s 100-
yard effort for Florida in 2013. He replaced Notre 
Dame’s Al Hunter in second place, who returned a 
93-yard kick against Alabama in the 1973 Sugar 
Bowl National Championship game. 

•	 Harrison’s return also set a Notre Dame 
postseason record for longest kickoff return, 
topping the previous high of 96, Armando Allen vs. 
Hawai’i (’08 Hawai’i Bowl), and ties for seventh all-
time in long kick returns in Notre Dame records. 

•	 Those 13 ranked wins over the past three seasons 
are the second-most of any FBS program (Georgia, 
14), and the most by any active third-year head 
coach at his program. 

•	 On the day, Notre Dame posted three made field 
goals from 40+ yards; a kickoff return touchdown; 
4.0 sacks; multiple takeaways; and no more than 
10 points allowed. No other FBS team this century 
has done all of that in any single game.

•	 Notre Dame became the first team to ever post 
three sacks and three forced fumbles in a CFP 
game. The Irish accomplished the feat in the first 
half alone.

YEAR THREE OF A GOLDEN 
DEFENSE
•	 In 2022, Al Golden began as the head of the Irish 

defense and has developed his group into one of 
the top defenses in the nation. 

•	 He has been named a finalist for the 2024 Broyles 
Award, honoring the nation’s best assistant coach. 
He is one of five finalists for the award. 

•	 The Irish defense is one of the most complete 
defenses in the country, ranking among the 
FBS’ top teams. Through the season and the 
Quarterfinal round of the CFP, Notre Dame is first in 
pass efficiency defense (99.88), first in turnovers 
gained (31), first in defensive touchdowns (6), 
second in scoring defense (13.6), third in fumbles 
recovered (13), fourth in interceptions (18), fifth in 
passing defense (167.4), fifth in red zone defense 

(0.686),  fifth in third down defense (0.299), fifth 
in fourth down defense (0.333) and eighth in total 
defense (295.4).

•	 Notre Dame leads the nation in turnovers 
gained (31). The Irish have earned 155 points 
off of turnovers this season, compared to their 
opponents’ 34 (+121 point differential). 

•	 Notre Dame has held seven opponents to 125 
or fewer passing yards this season, the most 
instances among all FBS programs this regular 
season.

•	 Notre Dame has held opponents to 250 or fewer 
yards of offense in six games this season, tied for 
the second-most in FBS this regular season.

•	 Nine Irish defensive players have made their first-
career starts in 2024.

•	 The Irish have allowed one or fewer touchdowns 
on seven occasions this season (five games with 
two TDs allowed, one with three). In four of those 
two-TD games, the second touchdown was scored 
in the final minute of the fourth quarter, once the 
game was already put away for the Irish.

•	 Notre Dame has held 12 of 14 opponents to 17 or 
fewer points this season.

•	 Notre Dame put together a six-game run of 
opponents scoring 14 points or fewer: 49-14 vs. 
Army, 35-14 vs. Virginia, 52-3 vs. Florida State, 
51-14 at No. 24 Navy, 31-13 at Georgia Tech and 
49-7 vs. Stanford. It is the best run since 2012 (six 
games): 30-13 at Oklahoma, 17-14 vs. BYU, 20-13 vs. 
Stanford, 41-3 vs. Miami, 13-6 vs. Michigan, 20-3 at 
Michigan State. 

•	 This season, the Irish have held 11 opponents to 16 
or fewer points, and just one opponent has scored 
30 points. That surpasses the 2012 season when 
Notre Dame held 10 opponents under 16 points 
and just one opponent (Alabama in championship 
game) reached 30 points.

•	 Notre Dame held Miami and Purdue to 3-24 on third 
down (Miami 2-12, Purdue 1-12), the best back-to-
back two-game total since 2021 (Cincinnati 2-12, 
Wisconsin 1-14). Those are the two best back-to-
back two-game stretches since data is available 
starting in 1996. 

•	 Notre Dame has held six opponents this season 
to fewer than 250 yards of offense: Texas A&M 
(246), Purdue (162), Miami OH (229), Stanford (200), 
Florida State (208) and Army (233). The last time 
the Irish held six opponents under 250 total yards 
was 1983.

GOLDEN’S TENURE
•	 The defensive coordinator role became a true 

position at Notre Dame in 1978. Since then, Notre 
Dame has had 17 defensive coordinators, 15 of 
which have been in the role for multiple seasons 
(two single-season defensive coordinators were 
Mike Elko in 2017 and Marcus Freeman in 2021).

•	 Since 1996, Notre Dame has held opponents to 
100 yards or less passing 47 times (including 100 
at Texas A&M, 87 vs. Stanford, 88 at Navy, 88 vs. 
Florida State and 26 vs. Army in 2024), and eight 
of those games are under Al Golden (43 vs. Navy 
in 2023, 67 vs. Tenn St. in 2023, 98 vs. Wake Forest 
in 2023, 100 at Texas A&M in 2024, 87 vs. Stanford 
in 2024, 88 at Navy in 2024, 88 vs. Florida State in 
2024 and 26 vs. Army in 2024). Of those 47 games, 
only 20 have occurred over the last 20 years, and 
eight of those are from Golden defense.

•	 Notre Dame returned 10 players on defense with 
starting experience in 2024, in addition to three 
transfer students with starting experience. Among 
those 13 players, there were 206 career games 
started entering 2024 - 93 at defensive back, 79 at 
defensive line and 34 at linebacker. 

•	 Safety Xavier Watts was named a 2024 Consensus 
All-American, following up a Unanimous All-
American season in 2023. He was named a 
Midseason All-American from Associated Press 
and The Sporting News. He was a semifinalist for 
the Walter Camp Player of the Year, the Chuck 
Bednarik Award, the Lott IMPACT Trophy and the 
Paycom Jim Thorpe Award. 

•	 Defensive linemen Howard Cross III and Rylie Mills 
each earned a Second-Team All-American nod, 
Cross from FWAA and Mills from The Sporting News. 

•	 Three Irish defensive players earned preseason 
All-America honors from the likes of Walter Camp, 
Sporting News, USA TODAY and The Athletic in 
Howard Cross III, Benjamin Morrison and Xavier 
Watts. 

•	 Notre Dame entered 2024 with the same defensive 
coordinator for the third-consecutive year, 
something that has not occurred for the Irish 
since the 2020 season. 

•	 Clark Lea left after the 2020 season to be the head 
coach at Vanderbilt. He was replaced by Marcus 
Freeman who was promoted to head coach at the 
conclusion of the ‘21 regular season.

DEFENSIVE HIGHLIGHTS
AT No. 20 TEXAS A&M 

•	 The Irish defense stymied Aggie hopes in the 2024 
season opener, coming out of Kyle Field with a 23-
13 victory over No. 20 Texas A&M.

•	 The Irish locked down the Aggie offense, allowing 
just 100 passing yards in the entire game. Notre 
Dame’s 100 passing yards allowed were the least 
allowed by any team facing a Top-25 opponent that 
weekend. 

•	 Texas A&M totaled just 246 yards of total offense, 
averaging 3.6 yards per play. The 246 yards allowed 
were the least amount allowed by the Irish to a 
ranked SEC team since 1999 vs. Oklahoma (237), 
and it was the least amount to any ranked team on 
the road by Notre Dame since Pittsburgh in 2003 
(175). The 246 yards allowed was the second-least 
among all teams who faced a Top 25 opponent 
that weekend, and it was also the least amount in 
a season opener for Notre Dame vs. ranked team 
since Maryland in 2002 (133). 

•	 Texas A&M completed 12 passes for a 3.3-yard 
average per attempt, while the Irish snagged two 
interceptions. In addition, the longest offensive 
play completed by the Aggies on the evening was 
18 yards, which was the shortest game-long pass 
allowed by any team facing a Top 25 opponent 
that weekend, and the ninth-shortest among all 
the games as of Sunday morning. The only other 
ranked teams (Texas, Alabama and Missouri) that 
did not allow a single offensive play of 20+ yards 
all faced unranked opponents. 

AT PURDUE 
•	 The Irish defense locked it down against the 

Boilermakers, limiting Purdue to just six first 
downs in the 66-7 win, with 38 rushing yards and 
124 passing yards. The Irish forced ten Boilermaker 
punts on the day.

•	 Notre Dame limited Purdue to 162 yards of total 

offense on the day, the fewest by any team facing 
a Power 4 team that weekend. The 162 yards were 
the second-fewest allowed by a team facing a 
Power 4 team all season. 

•	 Notre Dame was one of just two programs to limit 
a Power 4 opponent to 38 or fewer rushing yards 
over that weekend (Memphis allowed 37). 

MIAMI (OH) 
•	 With the 28-3 win over Miami (OH), Notre Dame was 

one of just five FBS teams to hold their opponent 
to three points or fewer over that weekend, and of 
those five teams, one of only two (Texas) to also 
had held their opponent to seven or fewer points 
in the previous game.

•	 On the day, Notre Dame totaled four sacks as 
a team and forced two interceptions, limiting 
Miami to go 14-for-26 in the air, totaling just 119 
passing yards. This season, the Irish rank sixth 
among all FBS teams in pass efficiency defense 
(79.13), eighth in interceptions (six), 10th in scoring 
defense (9.8) and 16th in total defense (256.3). 

No. 15 LOUISVILLE 
•	 Defense was key in the 31-24 win over No. 15 

Louisville. Louisville entered the game ranked 12th 
in the nation in scoring offense, averaging 47.3 
points per game. The Irish defense held Louisville 
to 24 points. 

•	 Notre Dame also forced three Louisville turnovers; 
the Cardinals entered the game ranked 10th in 
turnover margin (1.33), and Notre Dame won the 
turnover battle +1 on the day.

•	 Louisville rushed for just 131 rushing yards on the 
day; the Cardinals entered the game averaging 
194.3 rushing yards per game. Notre Dame allowed 
264 passing yards (Cardinals entered the matchup 
averaging 308.0) and 395 yards of total offense 
(Louisville averaged 502.3 prior). 

STANFORD 
•	 With the performance vs. Stanford, Notre Dame’s 

defense led all Power 4 teams that weekend 
in fewest passing yards allowed (87) and total 
offensive yards allowed (200), and ranked second 
among all FBS teams for both of those single 
game totals that weekend. They were the only 
FBS program that weekend to hold an opposing 
offense to 87 or fewer passing yards and also 200 
or fewer offensive yards in the same game.  

AT GEORGIA TECH 
•	 Entering the game, Georgia Tech had allowed just 

one sack in total all season. Notre Dame posted 
two on the day, with Rylie Mills accounting for 1.5. 

•	 Notre Dame’s defense stifled Georgia Tech after 
a first quarter touchdown, as Georgia Tech only 
totaled 13:48 minutes of possession from the 
second through the fourth quarter. Notre Dame 
went on to score 31-straight points to cement the

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victory, as Georgia Tech’s second touchdown came 
in the final seconds of the fourth quarter. 

•	 On the day, Georgia Tech was limited to just 64 
rushing yards, their lowest total of the season; 
the Yellow Jackets entered the game averaging 
204.4 rushing yards per game. In the two previous 
games, Georgia Tech had rushed for 245 and 371 
yards. Notre Dame accounted for 31 lost yards 
for Georgia Tech; even without the lost yardage, 
Georgia Tech would still have had their lowest 
rushing day of the season. 

AT No. 24 NAVY 
•	 The Irish wreaked havoc on a Navy team that 

entered the game ranked second in FBS in turnover 
margin (+2), recovering five Navy fumbles and 
snagging an interception. Four of Notre Dame’s 
turnovers gained resulted in touchdown drives. 

•	 Navy entered the game a perfect 100 percent in 
the red zone this season, and the Irish held the 
Midshipmen to just 1-3 in the red zone.

•	 Notre Dame held Navy, previously the fourth-
ranked scoring offense in the nation (44.8 points 
per game) to just two touchdowns. 

•	 The Irish also limited Navy through the air, as 
the Midshipmen only totaled 88 passing yards. It 
marks the fifth time this season that Notre Dame 
has held an opponent to 125 or fewer passing 
yards. 

FLORIDA STATE 
•	 Notre Dame’s defense shone in the 52-3 victory 

over Florida State. The 52-3 win marked the 
largest margin of victory by any FBS team that 
weekend, let alone a victory over a Power 4 team. 
It was the largest margin of defeat Florida State 
has suffered this season. 

•	 The Irish defense posted eight sacks, including 
three from DL Rylie Mills. Mills was the only Power 
4 player that weekend to post three sacks, and one 
of just three FBS players to do so that weekend. He 
was the only to do so against a Power 4 opponent. 
Notre Dame’s eight sacks in total were the most by 
any FBS team that weekend. 

•	 Notre Dame posted two interceptions, including 
a pick-six by sophomore S Luke Talich, his first-
career interception and touchdown. 

VIRGINIA 
•	 The Irish posted five takeaways on the day in the 

35-14 win over Virginia, with three interceptions 
(Xavier Watts, Adon Shuler and Leonard Moore) and 
two fumble recoveries (Max Hurleman and Xavier 
Watts). 

•	 Watts shone in a dominant performance, in which 
he posted his 11th-career interception –  his fourth 
of the season – recovered a fumble, notched a 
pass breakup and added three tackles on the day. 

THE DEFENSE
•	 The Irish held Virginia scoreless until midway 

through the third quarter, and Virginia scored the 
second touchdown with just 18 seconds remaining 
in the game. 

No. 18 ARMY 
•	 The Irish severely limited the then-undefeated 

Army offense, which entered the game leading the 
nation in rushing offense (334.9). They were held 
to just 207 rushing yards on the day. Furthermore, 
Notre Dame’s defense made it nearly impossible 
for Army to gain any alternative success, limiting 
Army to just 26 yards in the air on the day, the 
ninth-lowest passing total by any FBS program 
this season.  

•	 Notre Dame’s defense held Army to just two 
yards passing in the first half and 26 total in the 
game, the least amount a Notre Dame opponent 
has posted since Navy had 22 passing yards on 
October 10, 2015. Notre Dame’s defense held Army 
to 233 total yards, marking the sixth time the Irish 
have held an opponent under 250 total yards this 
season, the most since the 1983 team also held six 
opponents to under 250 total yards.

USC 
•	 The Irish defense faced a test with a talented USC 

passing attack, but held strong and handily beat 
the Trojans 49-35. 

•	 The game was sealed by pick-sixes on two-
consecutive USC drives to close the game, as  CB 
Christian Gray took a 99-yard interception for a 
score, and S Xavier Watts followed it up with a 100-
yard pick-six on the very next USC drive. 

•	 Not only was it the first time this season that a 
team had two interception returns for 99 or more 
yards in a single game, but it marked the first time 
since at least 1996 that such a feat has occured. 

CFP FIRST ROUND - INDIANA 
•	 The Irish defense was locked down vs. Indiana in 

the 27-17 win, holding Indiana to just three points 
until 1:27 remained in the game. 

•	 Notre Dame allowed Indiana just 278 yards of total 
offense, including only 63 rushing yards. 

•	 S Xavier Watts wreaked havoc, snagging another 
interception, the 13th of his career and sixth of the 
season, and leading the team in tackles with 10 (a 
career-high), including a shared TFL. 

•	 Notre Dame totaled 10.0 TFL on the day, courtesy 
nine different players. 

CFP QUARTERFINAL - GEORGIA 
•	 The Irish defense stifled Georgia, allowing just 296 

yards of total offense, including a mere 62 rushing 
yards. Notre Dame held Georgia to 2-12 on third 
down and 0-3 on fourth down. 

•	 It marked the second-consecutive game in which 
Notre Dame held its opponent to 63 or fewer 
rushing yards (Indiana, 63). 

•	 On the day, Notre Dame posted three made field 
goals from 40+ yards; a kickoff return touchdown; 
4.0 sacks; multiple takeaways; and no more than 
10 points allowed. No other FBS team this century 
has done all of that in any single game.

•	 Notre Dame became the first team to ever post 
three sacks and three forced fumbles in a CFP 
game. The Irish accomplished the feat in the first 
half alone.

XAVIER WATTS IS A STAR
•	 One of the most decorated Notre Dame football 

players in program history, graduate S Xavier 
Watts has been named a consensus First-Team 
All-American for his performance in the 2024 
season, following up a 2023 unanimous All-
America showing. 

•	 Watts becomes one of just 17 Irish players all-time 
to be a two-time consensus honoree, and the first 
to do so since 1993. 

•	 Watts is one of two repeat consensus All-
Americans across the FBS in 2024, joining Heisman 
Trophy winner Travis Hunter.

•	 Watts earns Notre Dame its 111th consensus All-
America selection. He joins an illustrious list 
of fellow Notre Dame two-time consensus All-
America selections:

•	 Marchy Schwartz, back (1930, 1931)

•	 Bob Dove, end (1941, 1942)

•	 A 2024 Team Captain, Watts was named a 
2024 First-Team All-American for the second-
consecutive season by the Associated Press, 
Walter Camp, The Sporting News and the AFCA, 
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earning second-team honors from the FWAA in 
2024. 

•	 Watts has also been named a First-Team All-
American by The Athletic, USA TODAY, Sports 
Illustrated, Pro Football Focus and Bleacher 
Report. Watts was named a First-Team 
Midseason All-American by Associated Press, 
The Sporting News, PFF, Athlon Sports, The 
Athletic and CBS Sports. 

•	 Watts earned Notre Dame’s program Defensive 
Player of the Year award in 2024, and he was 
named a semifinalist for the 2024 Walter Camp 
Player of the Year, the Bednarik Award, the 
Paycom Jim Thorpe Award and the Lott IMPACT 
Trophy. 

•	 Watts has totaled 13-career interceptions, the 
most by a Notre Dame player since 1996. He is 
the 19th Notre Dame player to intercept 10 or 
more passes and is tied for third on the all-time 
list for career interceptions in program history. 

•	 His 13 interceptions over the last two seasons 
are the most by any FBS player during that span; 
the next closest players have nine. 

•	 Over the last 27 games, Watts has posted his 13 
interceptions, averaging 0.48 interceptions per 
game over that span. 

•	 This season, Watts ranks second in the nation in 
total interceptions (6) and third in the nation in 
interceptions per game (0.4). 

•	 Notre Dame has gained 31 turnovers this season 
(first in the nation). Watts is responsible for 
seven of them (six interceptions, one fumble 
recovery). 

•	 Watts was named the Defensive MVP of the 
Sugar Bowl, posting seven tackles, including a 
solo TFL, and a QB hurry. 

•	 Watts wreaked havoc in the 27-17 CFP First 
Round win over Indiana, snagging another 
interception, the 13th of his career and sixth 
of the season, and leading the team in tackles 
with 10 (a career-high and team high for 2024), 
including a shared TFL. 

•	 Watts performed as one of the nation’s top 
defensive players in Notre Dame’s 49-35 win at 
USC. Watts led the team in tackles with 9, but 
his play of the game came on a victory-sealing 
100-yard pick six in the final minutes. He also 
added a QB hurry. 

•	 Watts’ return was the longest interception 
return in Notre Dame history; just five FBS 
players have achieved the feat this season, and 
Watts is the first to do so since September. 

•	 On the day, Watts posted a third-down stop 
and two fourth-down stops. Notre Dame ranks 
seventh in the nation in both third and fourth 

down defense. Both of his fourth-down stops led 
to Irish points. His first fourth-down stop led to an 
Irish touchdown drive to put Notre Dame up 35-21 
in the third quarter, and his second fourth-down 
stop came on his interception, which thwarted any 
USC hope of a comeback victory and gave the Irish 
a 49-35 lead. 

•	 Watts again showed his shutdown presence in 
Notre Dame’s dominant 49-14 performance over 
No. 18 Army. Watts posted three tackles as he and 
the Irish limited Army to just 26 passing yards, the 
seventh-lowest passing total by any FBS program 
this season. 

•	 Watts shone in a dominant performance, leading 
the Irish to a 35-14 win over Virginia on senior 
day. Watts posted his 11th-career interception 
–  his fourth of the season – recovered a fumble, 
notched a pass breakup and added three tackles . 

•	 Watts, who posted three third-down stops in the 
game, led an Irish defense that now ranks No. 1 in 
the nation in passing efficiency defense (88.89) 
and turnovers gained (25). Watts himself has been 
responsible for five forced turnovers this season. 

•	 Watts posted two third-down stops in the first 
quarter, one with a tackle on a quarterback 
rush, and one on a pass breakup as he baited the 
quarterback into throwing a pass his way, and 
batting it down to force a Virginia punt. 

•	 Both of his forced turnovers came in a monster 
second quarter for the Irish. His fumble recovery 
led to a Notre Dame TD drive when the Irish went 
up 14-0. His interception came on Virginia’s final 
drive of the half, as he snagged a pass on third 
down to give the Irish possession to end the half.  

•	 Watts was all over the field for the Irish in the 52-3 
win over Florida State, posting four tackles (three 
solo), including a tackle for loss (-2 yards). 

•	 Watts posted his third INT of the season in the 
31-13 win at Georgia Tech. His pick came at the 
beginning of the fourth quarter and led to a Notre 
Dame field goal drive to give the Irish a 24-7 lead. 

•	 Watts was a game changer as led one of the best 
secondaries in the nation in the 31-24 win over No. 
15 Louisville. He posted his second interception 
of the season, with two pass breakups, a QB 
hurry and three tackles in several key situations, 
including the game-sealing pass breakup. 

•	 Five of Watts’ disruptions came on third or fourth 
down (two on third, three on fourth). A second 
quarter PBU forced a Louisville punt, while Watts 
returned an interception later in the quarter 
for 34 yards, setting up a Notre Dame field goal. 
The interception marked the first pick thrown by 
Louisville QB Tyler Shough all season. Then, at the 
end of the half, Watts stymied a last-ditch effort 
by the Cardinals on fourth-and-1 with a tackle for 
no gain to end the half. 

•	 In the third quarter, Watts notched his QB hurry 
on fourth-and-2, forcing an incomplete pass. On 
Louisville’s last offensive effort of the game, with 
the Irish ahead by a touchdown, Watts broke up a 
downfield pass attempt on fourth down to seal the 
game for the Irish, as the offense took a knee to 
run out the clock. 

•	 Watts started off 2024 strong with an interception 
in the season-opening victory at No. 20 Texas 
A&M, adding three tackles. He then led the Irish 
in tackles in the home opener vs. Northern Illinois 
with eight (six solo).

WATTS IN 2023
•	 Watts began his Notre Dame career on the 

offensive side of the ball during the 2020-21 
season but made the switch into the defensive 
backfield in 2021-22. He saw action in 11 games in 
‘21, making 15 tackles as a developmental safety.

•	 Watts developed into one of Notre Dame’s starting 
safeties during the ‘22 campaign and made 
the leap to become one of the most disruptive 
defensive players in college football in 2023. 

•	 Watts tied for the lead for all FBS players with 
seven interceptions in 2023, piling up five picks 
over a four-game stretch.

•	 He is the first Notre Dame player to post back-
to-back games with multiple interceptions and 
the first Irish player to intercept a pass in three 
straight games

XAVIER WATTS
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•	 In 2023, he was the fifth FBS player in the five 
years previously to intercept at least two passes 
in back-to-back games. Watts was named the 
national defensive player of the week after his 
amazing performance against No. 6 Southern Cal 
on October 14, 2023. In addition to seven tackles, 
Watts intercepted reigning Heisman Trophy winner 
Caleb Williams twice, forced a fumble, recovered a 
fumble and returned it for a touchdown.

•	 He followed up the Southern Cal performance 
with two more interceptions in the victory over 
Pittsburgh, earned a second Bronko Nagurski 
Defensive Player of the Week award.

•	 Watts’ seven interceptions in 2023 led directly to 
Notre Dame points in every occurrence with the 
Irish scoring five touchdowns and two field goals 
for a total of 41 points. 

•	 Only one of Watts’ seven interceptions did not 
set up Notre Dame on the opposing team’s side 
of the field. At NC State he gave Notre Dame the 
ball at the Wolfpack 33-yard line. At Duke it was 
the Blue Devil 12-yard line, then the SC 12 and 2 
in the Southern Cal game followed by the Pitt 15 
for one of his two interceptions in that game. At 
Clemson, on Notre Dame’s first defensive series of 
the second half, Watts picked off a deflected pass 
and returned it to the Tiger two-yard line. 

•	 All told, of his seven interceptions in 2023, Watts 
set Notre Dame up in the opponent’s red zone five 
times.

HOWARD CROSS III - A FORCE
•	 In 2024, Howard Cross III has been named a 

preseason First-Team All-American by Walter 
Camp, Sporting News and USA TODAY, earning 
selection to the preseason All-America second 
team from The Athletic. Cross III has been named 
to watch lists for the Walter Camp Player of the 
Year, the Nagurski Trophy, the Bednarik Award, 

the Outland Trophy, the Lombardi Award, the Lott 
IMPACT Trophy and the East-West Shrine Bowl 
1000. 

•	 Cross III owns four sacks in 2024, a single-season 
career-high. 

•	 Cross III led a dominant Notre Dame defensive unit 
in the 49-7 win over Stanford. Notre Dame’s held 
Stanford to one score before the Irish scored 49 
unanswered points in the 49-7 win. Cross was all 
over the field, posting two sacks (loss of 15 yards), 
a quarterback hurry and four tackles (all solo). It 
marked Cross’ second multiple-sack game of his 
career (vs. Georgia Tech, 2021). 

•	 Cross and the Irish limited Stanford to just 200 
yards of total offense, the Cardinals’ lowest 
offensive total of the season. The Irish defense 
have held opponents under 250 total yards on 
four occasions already this season, the fifth-such 
season since 2018. 

•	 One of Cross’ sacks came on fourth down to force 
a turnover on downs (the Irish would score on the 
ensuing drive to take the lead for the rest of the 
game). This season, Notre Dame ranks fourth in 
the nation in fourth-down defense, allowing just 
20 percent conversion for opposing offenses. 

•	 Cross III was selected as the Outland Trophy 
National Player of the Week for his performance 
in the 31-24 win over No. 15 Louisville. Cross was 
the nation’s top-graded interior lineman that 
weekend. 

•	 Cross III registered an 88.2 rating (90.2 against the 
pass) by Pro Football Focus for his performance 
against Louisville. He and the Irish defense limited 
Louisville to well below their offensive averages 
entering the game. Louisville rushed for just 131 
rushing yards on the day; the Cardinals entered 
the game averaging 194.3 rushing yards per game. 
Notre Dame allowed 264 passing yards (Cardinals 
entered the matchup averaging 308.0) and 395 
yards of total offense (Louisville averaged 502.3 
prior).  

•	 Cross III demonstrated his worthiness of 
preseason laurels with a dominant performance in 
the No. 7 Notre Dame 23-13 victory at No. 20 Texas 
A&M. Cross III posted the only sack of the game, 
an 11-yard loss, with four tackles (two solo), while 
keeping the Aggie offense at bay. Cross added a 
shared tackle-for-loss vs. Northern Illinois. 

•	 On a national stage at No. 17 Duke (Sept. 30, 
2023) he posted one of the most dominating 
defensive performances of the season. Leading 
the Irish with 13 tackles while forcing two fumbles 
(including the game-clinching fumble with 0:27 
remaining) he earned defensive player of the week 
nods from Walter Camp, the Bednarik Award and 
the Senior Bowl.

•	 Cross III was a Bednarik Award Semifinalist in 
2023, which is presented annually to the best 
defensive player in college football. 

•	 The 66 total tackles by Cross III in 2023 were the 
most for an Irish front-four lineman since Trevor 
Laws led the team with 112 tackles in 2007.

•	 Since crediting tackles became consistent in 1986 
(before that season, first hits were also credited 
as tackles) Cross III’s 66 stops that year rank 11th.

•	 Cross was the only Power 5 defensive lineman in 
the 2023 season to post 10 tackles in a game. He is 
finished second for Power 5 for defensive lineman 
in total tackles in 2023 with 66 and is one of just 
five defensive linemen in the country to finish the 
year with 66 or more tackles.

RYLIE MILLS DELIVERS THE BOOM
•	 Named to the 2024 Outland Trophy and Lombardi 

Trophy Watch Lists, Mills played and started 
in all 13 games in his senior season (2023). He 
finished the season with 47 tackles (22 solo), 5.5 
tackles for loss and 2.5 sacks. Mills also earned 
four quarterback hurries and recovered a pair of 
fumbles. 

•	 Now as a captain in 2024, Mills led a unit with 
fellow graduate Howard Cross III that has seen 
younger members such as Junior Tuihalamaka, 
Joshua Burnham, Bryce Young, Donovan Hinish 
and Gabriel Rubio emerge. 

•	 Mills was ruled out for the remainder of the season 
with an injury suffered in the CFP First Round win 
vs. Indiana

•	 Mills was honored with Notre Dame’s program 
Iron Cross Award, recognizing commitment and 
determination in the weight room. 

•	 He ranks tied for ninth all-time in career sacks in 
Notre Dame records with 17.0 on his career. He was 
the 14th Notre Dame player to record 15 or more 
sacks in his career. 

•	 Mills posted the best game of his career in the 
dominant 52-3 win over Florida State. Mills posted 
three sacks, two coming on back-to-back plays, 
and totaled five tackles with a QB hurry. 

THE DEFENSE
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•	 Mills was the only Power 4 player that weekend to 
post three sacks, and one of just three FBS players 
to do so that weekend. He was the only to do so 
against a Power 4 opponent. Notre Dame’s eight 
sacks in total were the most by any FBS team that 
weekend.

•	 Notre Dame’s defense shone, limiting Florida State 
to just three points, 88 yards in the air and 120 
yards on the ground. Mills posted three third-down 
stops on the evening. 

A NOTRE DAME MAN - JACK KISER
•	 One of the most tenured players on Notre 

Dame’s roster and a team captain, Kiser is in his 
sixth season playing for the Irish and leads the 
linebacker room. A William V. Campbell Trophy 
Finalist, a Wuerffel Trophy Finalist, a Freddie 
Solomon Community Spirit Award Finalist and a 
member of the AFCA Good Works Team, Kiser owns 
260 career tackles and owns a key leadership role 
on the Irish defense in 2024 as one of the most 
tenured players in the program.

•	 He was awarded the Notre Dame Man of the Year 
honor. 

•	 Kiser holds the all-time program record for most 
games played at Notre Dame with 68. Kiser broke 
the program record for games played when he 
appeared in his 63rd game vs. Florida State (52-3). 
He led the team in tackles in six in that game. 

•	 He leads the team in tackles this season with 75.

•	 Kiser led the Irish defense to one of the most 
dominant FBS performances this season in the 
49-14 win over No. 18 Army. Kiser was all over the 
field for Notre Dame, notching a tackle for loss, a 
fumble recovery and four total tackles. 

•	 Kiser, a team captain, also serves as the leader of 
the linebacker group that was put on full display 
against the Army triple option. In total, Kiser led 
his linebackers to post 22 tackles. 

•	 In the 51-14 win over No. 24 Navy, Kiser tied for the 
team lead in tackles with nine on the day, adding a 
TFL, and recovering the first fumble of the day on 
a muffed punt return. 

•	 The graduate linebacker led the Irish with eight 
tackles in the 23-13 victory at No. 20 Texas A&M. 

•	 Kiser was Notre Dame’s 2023 Special Teams Player 
of the Year. Last season, he played in all 13 games, 
making three starts as a consistent contributor on 
special teams as well as consistent playing time at 
linebacker. Kiser finished third on the team with 
62 tackles, and tied for the team-lead with 41 solo 
tackles. He added 1.5 tackles for loss, 1.5 sacks and 
an interception, also recording a pass breakup and 
three quarterback hurries, and forced a fumble.

THE DEFENSE
•	 Kiser is also active in the community and a force 

in the classroom. He has been named a finalist for 
the William V. Campbell Trophy, college football’s 
premier scholar-athlete award that annually 
recognizes an individual as the absolute best in 
the nation for his combined academic success, 
football performance and exemplary leadership - 
colloquially known as the “academic Heisman.”

•	 He has been named to the Allstate AFCA Good 
Works Team and a finalist for the Wuerffel Trophy, 
two of the highest honors for community service 
in college football. He has also been named a 
finalist for Freddie Solomon Community Spirit 
Award. Kiser has led and participated in several 
community-facing initiatives during his time at 
the University of Notre Dame.  

•	 He served as the program’s Cleats For a Cause 
player committee chairman. As part of the 
initiative, players wore custom Under Armour 
Slip Speed shoes on their pregame walk for the 
Sept. 21 game vs. Miami (Ohio), and the shoes 
were then auctioned with proceeds benefiting 
five local charities. Additionally, cleats inspired by 
select Notre Dame Football student-athletes were 
auctioned, as well. 

•	 As part of Kiser’s role, he communicated directly 
with the five charities that benefit from the 
event and planned visits for teammates to those 
locations throughout the offseason. He also 
worked with the program on logistics, messaging 
and garnering team support to bring awareness, 
volunteers and funding to the organizations. 

•	 He served as the Fighting Irish Fight for Life 
football team lead for the past three years, from 
Fall 2020-Spring 2023, a program which pairs a 
local pediatric patient with Notre Dame Athletics 
teams to become a true teammate. Additionally, 
Kiser worked with local low-income families to 
perform tax returns this past spring on a weekly 
basis leading up to Tax Day. 

•	 Kiser has also been involved in the Notre Dame 
chapter of Uplifting Athletes, supporting the local 
rare disease community and their families, and 
would also regularly visit patients and families at 
the Ronald McDonald House with Freeman. 

•	 He earned selection to the 2024 National Football 
Foundation Honor Society, and in 2023 was 
awarded the Dean’s Graduate Business Award and 
the Tom Frecka Academic Achievement Award, 
recognizing the top GPA in the Master’s of Science 
in Accountancy program at Notre Dame. 

LEONARD MOORE IS NOT 
AFRAID OF YOU
•	 True freshman Leonard Moore, now with eight 

starts under his belt, totaled seven tackles in each 
of his first two career starts. He has posted two 

interceptions this season, one against Virginia and 
one against Navy.  

•	 Moore was named the 2024 College Football 
Network Freshman Cornerback of the Year, as 
well as being named to the Freshman All-America 
teams for ESPN, The Athletic (First Team), Pro 
Football Focus, the College Football Network and 
the 247Sports True Freshman All-America Team. 

•	 This season, Moore has totaled 42 tackles, 
including 2.0 TFL, 10 pass breakups, two forced 
fumbles and a QB hurry. 

•	 Moore made a statement in the 23-10 Quarterfinal 
win over Georgia, totaling five tackles, two pass 
breakups and a TFL. 

•	 In the 27-17 CFP First Round win over Indiana, 
Moore allowed just one catch for a 39.6 opposing 
passer rating, according to Pro Football Focus. 

•	 Moore recorded five pass breakups in the 49-35 
victory at USC, tied for the second-most pass 
breakups in a single game by any FBS player this 
season, and the only freshman in the country to 
achieve the feat in 2024.

•	 In the 35-14 win over Virginia, Moore snagged an 
interception which led to an Irish touchdown drive, 
adding a quarterback hurry and three tackles. 

•	 In his third-career start in the 51-14 win at No. 24 
Navy, Moore snagged his first-career interception 
on fourth down to cement an Irish victory. 

•	 Moore shone in his second-career start, leading 
the Irish secondary with seven tackles and being 
the key playmaker on the defining drive of the 
31-13 win at Georgia Tech. In addition to his seven 
tackles, Moore posted a TFL (-16 yards) and two 
pass breakups. 

•	 Notre Dame took a 14-7 lead with less than two 
minutes remaining in the first half. Georgia Tech 
drove down to Notre Dame territory, and Moore 
compiled two-consecutive stops, on third and 
fourth down, to force a Georgia Tech turnover on 
downs, cementing an Irish lead heading into the 
half. 

•	 His third-down stop was a pass breakup, and his 
fourth-down stop was a 16-yard tackle for loss on 
a muffed snap to give the Irish possession. Georgia 
Tech began the third quarter with the ball, but 
Moore delivered another third-down stop to force 
the Yellow Jackets to a three-and-out. Notre Dame 
scored a touchdown to go up 21-7 on the ensuing 
drive, taking control of the game. 

•	 Moore made a statement in his first-career start 
in Notre Dame’s 31-24 win over No. 15 Louisville. He 
led the entire defense with seven tackles (six solo), 
forcing a fumble to return possession to the Irish 
and leading to a Notre Dame touchdown to take the 
lead. 
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•	 Moore, a standout in preseason camp, had seen 
limited action as a reserve cornerback, but 
had played often on special teams coverage. 
In his first-career start, he faced the nation’s 
12th-ranked scoring offense and performed in 
standout fashion. With the game tied in the first 
quarter, Moore executed a textbook punch-out on 
a Louisville QB run, giving Notre Dame possession 
at the Irish 47-yard line and leading to a touchdown 
on the ensuing drive to take a 14-7 lead. Notre 
Dame would not relinquish the lead. 

JERSEY-MADE, ADON SHULER
•	 Redshirt freshman Adon Shuler has started every 

game for the Irish this season at safety, and 
has posted three interceptions with 94 yards 
in returns, including a pick-six to seal the 31-13 
victory at Georgia Tech. 

•	 Shuler was named to The Athletic Freshman All-
America First Team.

•	 Shuler led the team in tackles with eight in the 23-
10 Quarterfinal win over Georgia. He also posted 
a pass breakup, but his play of the day came as a 
forced a Georgia fumble at Notre Dame’s 10-yard 
line to give Notre Dame possession near the end of 
the first quarter and save a possible score. 

•	 In the 35-14 win over Virginia, Shuler snagged his 
third interception of the season and returned it 46 
yards to the Virginia two-yard line, setting Notre 
Dame up for a touchdown on the immediately-
following play. 

•	 Shuler got a hand on a punt in the 52-3 win over 
Florida State. 

•	 Shuler made an immediate impact in the 51-14 
win over No. 24 Navy. He led all Irish defensive 
backs with seven tackles, and his play of the day 
came on Navy’s first offensive drive of the game. 
Shuler scooped up a loose Navy snap, Navy’s first 
fumble lost all season, and returned it 28 yards 
to the Navy seven-yard line, setting up an Irish 
touchdown drive to go up 14-0. It marked Shuler’s 
first-career fumble recovery. 

•	 His first-career interception came at No. 20 Texas 
A&M, as Shuler snagged a pass and returned it to 
the A&M 29-yard line, setting up a Notre Dame 
field goal to tie the game at 6. Notre Dame would 
then go on to take a lead that the Irish would not 
relinquish, earning an opening-weekend win. 

•	 Shuler’s pick-six at Georgia Tech sealed the 
victory for the Irish, putting Notre Dame up 31-7 in 
the fourth quarter. 

DRAYK BOWEN BRINGS THE HEAT
•	 Sophomore linebacker Drayk Bowen ranks third on 

the team in tackles in 2024, totaling 62 thus far (30 
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solo), with 4.0 TFL, a sack, two forced fumbles, two 
QB hurries and two passes broken up. 

•	 He made an impact in the 27-17 CFP First Round 
win over Indiana, posting 1.5 TFL and two QB 
hurries. Two of his stops came on third down. 

•	 He posted a career-high nine tackles in the 31-13 
win at Georgia Tech. 

•	 Bowen is a two-sport athlete, also playing baseball 
at Notre Dame. He follows in the footsteps of 
football/baseball student-athletes such as Cole 
Kmet, Golden Tate and Jeff Samardzija. 

YOUNG TALENT 
•	 True freshman DL Bryce Young has made his 

mark through the first half of the season, seeing 
sustained action on special teams, and stepping 
into a regular rotation on the defensive line. 

•	 His efforts earned him Notre Dame’s program 
award for Special Teams Player of the Year. 

•	 Young has blocked three kicks in 2024, ranking 
second among all FBS players, with two field goals, 
one vs. Miami (OH), and one at Georgia Tech, and 
a blocked punt vs. Army. He is one of just three 
players in FBS to own three or more this season, 
and the only freshman (the other two players are 
seniors)

•	 Through the season, he has totaled 18 tackles (13 
solo) with 3.0 TFL, 1.5 sacks and two QB hurries.

GRAY RELOADS 
•	 Sophomore CB Christian Gray has started 13 games 

in 2024, totaling 30 tackles, two interceptions 
(including a pick six returned 99 yards), nine pass 
breakups, 2.5 TFL and a forced fumble.

•	 Gray helped seal the 49-35 win at USC with a pck 
six, as pick-sixes on two-consecutive USC drives 
closed the game. Gray took a 99-yard interception 
for a score, and S Xavier Watts followed it up with a 
100-yard pick-six on the very next USC drive. 

•	 Not only was it the first time this season that a 
team had two interception returns for 99 or more 
yards in a single game, but it marked the first time 
since at least 1996 that such a feat has occured 
across the FBS. 

BENJAMIN MORRISON
•	 2024 team captain junior Benjamin Morrison 

suffered a season-ending injury, but continues as 
an off-field leader of the Notre Dame secondary. 

•	 He led the Irish with six interceptions in 2022, 
earning consensus Freshman All-America honors.

•	 Morrison added three more interceptions to his 
career total in the 2023 season and owns the 

second-most for a Notre Dame player since 1996. 

•	 Morrison led the Irish secondary, one of the best 
units in the country, in the 49-7 win over Stanford 
with four tackles. Notre Dame’s defense was 
dominant, holding Stanford to one score before 
the Irish scored 49 unanswered points in the 49-7 
win. Notre Dame’s defense limited Stanford to only 
87 passing yards, and only 200 total offense yards, 
on the day. 

•	 One of Morrison’s stops came on third down to 
force an eventual turnover on downs, leading to 
an Irish touchdown drive. Of his three additional 
stops, none allowed first downs on the play. 

•	 Morrison intercepted his first pass of the 2023 
season against NC State and earned one of Notre 
Dame’s three interceptions against reigning 
Heisman Trophy winner Caleb Williams in the 
victory over Southern Cal.

•	 He was named the Walter Camp Player of the Week 
after his dominating performance against No. 5 
Clemson in 2022, setting up Notre Dame’s third 
touchdown with his first career interception, then 
picking off another pass and returning it 96 yards 
for a touchdown. He also contributed a career-
best seven tackles and a PBU against the Tigers. 

•	 His six interceptions in 2022 were the most for 
an Irish player since Manti Te’o picked off seven 
passes on his way to finishing second in the 2021 
Heisman Trophy balloting. It also is the most for an 
Irish cornerback since Cole Luke intercepted four 
passes in 2014. 

•	 The six interceptions were the third-most for any 
FBS defensive player in 2022 and tied for the most 
of any Power 5 defensive back. 

•	 Morrison shares the Notre Dame single-game 
record for interceptions in a game with 15 other 
players, picking off three Boston College passes 
during the 2022 home finale. He ended the Eagles 
first drive with an interception, then took away 
a BC scoring chance with an interception in the 
end zone later in the first quarter. Finally, in the 
midst of a snow storm in the second half, Morrison 
earned his third interception tracking down an 
overthrown screen pass.

BOUBACAR TRAORE’S 
BREAKOUT
•	 Prior to a season-ending injury, freshman 

defensive lineman Boubacar Traore led all FBS 
freshman players in sacks (three) and sacks per 
game (0.75) after Week Four. 

•	 Traore delivered a career performance in the 28-3 
win over Miami (OH), making his first-career start 
and totaling two sacks (loss of 15 yards), a forced 
fumble, five tackles and a quarterback hurry. His 
five tackles and two sacks both marked career-
highs. 
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•	 Traore tied for the team lead in tackles vs. Miami, 

and disrupted the matchup all over the field. On 
the first Miami drive of the game, Traore posted 
his first sack, forcing a fumble in the process. 

•	 His next tackle came on third down later in the 
half, forcing a Miami punt that led to an Irish 
touchdown drive. 

•	 At the end of the first half, Traore tallied another 
sack on Miami’s opening play of the drive, 
immediately following with a QB hurry to force an 
incompletion. The Irish eventually forced Miami to 
run out the clock without a score to end the half. 

•	 Traore made an impact all over the defensive 
field in the dominant 66-7 win at Purdue, Purdue’s 
largest defeat in program history. His day was 
highlighted by a 34-yard pick six in the second 
quarter, as he also added two TFL (loss of twelve 
yards) and a sack (loss of nine yards) on the day, 
in addition to a quarterback hurry. The sack, the 
additional tackle for loss and the quarterback 
hurry all were third-down stops by Traore. 

DENBROCK RETURNS
•	 Offensive coordinator Mike Denbrock, a 2023 

Broyles Award Finalist, returns to Notre Dame 
after two previous stints with the Irish (2002-04 
and 2010-16).

•	 The Irish offense has grown into a dominant unit 
through the course of the season. Nationally, 
Notre Dame ranks third in turnover margin (1.29), 
fourth in scoring offense (37.7), seventh in passes 
had intercepted (6), eighth in fourth-down success 
rate (0.731), and 11th in rushing offense (217.5).

•	 Notre Dame has outscored opponents by an 
average of 24.1 points per game. 

•	 Notre Dame’s rushing offense leads the Power 4 in 
yards per carry (6.09), ranking No. 2 among all FBS 
teams. The Irish rank No. 3 among Power 4 teams 
in rushing offense (217.5).

•	 With 42 rushing touchdowns, the Irish lead all 
Power 4 teams and rank fourth among all FBS 
programs in rushing touchdowns.

•	 Notre Dame’s rushing offense has been a force 
in 2024, combining headline running backs 
Jeremiyah Love and Jadarian Price, third-down 
freshman back Aneyas Williams, and versatile 
quarterback Riley Leonard.  

•	 Love has reached the 1,000-yard rushing mark 
for the season, and rushed for a touchdown 
in the first 13 games this season, totaling 16 
rushing touchdowns, in addition to two receiving 
touchdowns. He was the only FBS player to have 
scored a rushing touchdown in every regular 
season game this season.

RILEY LEONARD
•	 One of the most notable quarterbacks in college 

football this season, senior Riley Leonard 
transferred to Notre Dame in the offseason. After 
recovering from an injury through the spring, 
Leonard earned the starting role ahead of the 
2024 season, and was also voted to be a team 
captain. It is his second-career captain honor, 
after also being named a team captain at Duke. 

•	 Leonard ranks second among all active FBS 
quarterbacks in career rushing touchdowns with 
34, including three in the first half alone at Purdue. 

•	 He owns 15 rushing touchdowns in 2024, breaking 
the Notre Dame single-season record for rushing 
touchdowns by a quarterback (14, Brandon 
Wimbush in 2017). 

•	 He is the third Notre Dame quarterback to rush 
for double-digit touchdowns in a season (Brandon 
Wimbush, 14 in 2017, DeShone Kizer, 10 in 2015).

•	 Leonard’s 15 rushing touchdowns this season 
rank 17th in the nation and tied for sixth among 
all quarterbacks. He ranks 23rd in the nation in 
total touchdowns. On the season, he averages 
5.58 yards per carry, ranking 43rd among all FBS 
players. 

•	 Leonard owns 59.4 rushing yards per game 
this season, ranking fourth among all Power 4 
quarterbacks and ranking 13th among all FBS 
quarterbacks. 

•	 Leonard is one of seven FBS quarterbacks (and 
three Power 4 quarterbacks) this season to have 
passed for 2,300 yards and rushed for 700 yards.

•	 Leonard has scored at least one rushing 
touchdown in 10 games this season. He and Love 
have each had a rushing TD in the same game 10 
times this season, tied for most by any FBS duo in 
any season in the last 25 years with Nevada’s Colin 
Kaepernick and Vai Taua in 2010.

•	 In 11-straight games this season (beginning with  

Purdue and through Indiana), Leonard rushed 
for at least 25 yards while also accounting for 
multiple TDs (passing or scoring). Only two FBS 
quarterbacks have compiled longer such streaks 
this century: Louisville’s Lamar Jackson (13 
straight in 2017) and Oklahoma’s Jalen Hurts (12 
straight in 2019). 

•	 Leonard was named the Offensive MVP of the 
Sugar Bowl as he led Notre Dame to a 23-10 
Quarterfinal win over Georgia. Leonard passed for 
90 yards and a touchdown and was Notre Dame’s 
leading rusher with 80 yards on the ground. 

•	 The captain led Notre Dame to its first-ever playoff 
win in the First Round game, a 27-17 victory, over 
Indiana. Leonard completed 23 passes for 201 
yards and a touchdown, rushing for 30 yards and a 
score on the ground. 

•	 His 71.9 completion percentage in the CFP 
first round game ranked fourth in Notre Dame 
records among all postseason games, and his 
23 completions rank fifth-most for Notre Dame 
players in a postseason game.

•	 Leonard captained the Irish to their 10th-straight 
win, closing the regular season at 11-1, with a 49-
35 victory at USC. Leonard commanded an Irish 
offense that averaged 7.1 yards per play (436 
total yards). He passed for 155 yards and two 
touchdowns, also rushing for 50 yards and another 
touchdown on the ground. 

•	 Leonard completed passes to eight different Irish 
players, with six players catching multiple passes 
from Leonard. 

•	 Leonard led Notre Dame to its ninth-straight 
win, and fourth win this season over a ranked 
opponent, with a 49-14 victory over No. 18 Army. 
Leonard commanded the offense to dominance, 
completing 10 of 13 passes for 148 yards and two 
touchdowns, also rushing for 30 yards on eight 
carries. 

•	 Leonard led the Irish to their eighth-straight win in 
a 35-14 victory over Virginia. Leonard completed 
22 passes for 214 yards and three touchdowns, 
tacking on 32 rushing yards. His three passing 
touchdowns match his season-high. 

•	 The offense totaled 448 yards of total offense 
and dominated the time of possession battle, 
controlling the ball for 34:36 minutes of play. 
Leonard led the Irish offense to a monster second 
quarter, taking advantage of Virginia turnovers to 
take a commanding lead. 

•	 Leonard’s first touchdown pass of the day came 
in the second quarter, going to wide receiver 
Jayden Harrison to go up 14-0. Later in the second 
quarter, the Irish snagged an interception, and 
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•	 Notre Dame was the only FBS squad with three 
separate rushers at 86 or more rushing yards 
against a Power 4 defense that weekend, and 
one of just two FBS teams overall to achieve the 
feat that weekend.  

•	 Leonard made his Irish debut as he led No. 7 
Notre Dame to a 23-13 victory at No. 20 Texas 
A&M, making a mark in both the pass and run 
game. He completed passes to nine different 
Irish players; Leonard went 18-30 for 158 yards, 
and rushed 12 times for 63 yards. 

•	 The Irish totaled 356 yards of total offense, 
averaging 5.6 yards per play. Notre Dame’s 
356 yards of offense were the third-most this 
weekend among teams that faced a top-20 
opponent. Notre Dame was 1-1 in the red zone, 
and won the time of possession battle with 
31:35 minutes with the ball. 

•	 Leonard led the eventual game-winning drive 
that began with 6:23 left on the clock in the 
fourth quarter. On that drive, Leonard rushed 
for 20 yards and passed for 29 yards, setting up 
a 21-yard Jeremiyah Love touchdown run. 

•	 Leonard’s 63 rushing yards are the fifth-most 
for a quarterback in his first start at Notre 
Dame, and they are the second-most for a 
quarterback on the road in his first start at 
Notre Dame. His 63 rushing yards were the 
second-most that weekend by any quarterback 
facing a team ranked in the Top 20 in the AP poll. 

•	 The senior was responsible for 11 of Notre 
Dame’s 18 first downs on the evening at Texas 
A&M, with eight passing and three rushing, 
including two third down conversions and a 
fourth-down conversion on an eight-yard rush. 

•	 Leonard has already been named to the 2024 
watch lists for the Walter Camp Player of the 
Year, the Maxwell Award, the Davey O’Brien 
Award, the Johnny Unitas Golden Arm Award and 
the Comeback Player of the Year. 

•	 In 2023, Leonard started all seven games in 
which he played for Duke, going 95-for-165 and 
1,102 yards (57.5 percent completion rate) and 
three touchdowns. He rushed 58 times for 352 
yards (44-yard long) and four touchdowns on 
the season. 

•	 In 2022, he started all 13 games for the Blue 
Devils, completing 250-of-392 (.638) passes for 
2,967 yards with 20 touchdowns, while leading 
the team in rushing with 699 yards on 124 
carries and 13 touchdowns. He was one of three 
FBS quarterbacks to amass more than 2,900 
passing yards and 695 rushing yards, joining 
LSU’s Jayden Daniels and North Carolina’s Drake 
Maye. 

Leonard passed to tight end Cooper Flanagan 
on the immediately-following play for another 
touchdown. Still in that quarter, Notre Dame 
intercepted another Virginia pass, and Leonard 
led the Irish on another touchdown drive to take a 
28-0 lead into the half. 

•	 Leonard completed passes to 11 different 
receivers, the second time this season he has 
done so. 

•	 He led the Irish to their seventh-straight victory, 
a resounding 52-3 win over Florida State, in which 
Leonard completed 14 passes for 215 yards and a 
touchdown, in addition to rushing for 70 yards and 
two touchdowns. 

•	 Leonard opened up Notre Dame’s scoring for the 
day with a 34-yard touchdown run, on which he 
faked two defenders at separate points in the 
run to dive into the end zone. He later led a two-
minute, 77-yard drive at the end of the first half, 
delivering a perfect pass to tight end Mitchell 
Evans in the corner of the end zone for his passing 
score to end the first half with Irish momentum up 
21-3. He added another score on the ground with a 
six-yard rush in the third quarter. 

•	 He was responsible for four third-down 
conversions (all passing) and two fourth-down 
conversions on the day, notching the fourth down 
conversions on a rush and a pass. 

•	 Leonard again led the Irish to a statement 51-14 
win over No. 24 Navy, passing for 178 yards and 
two touchdowns, also rushing for 83 yards and 
an additional touchdown, doing it all in just three 
quarters. It marked the seventh-consecutive 
game in which Leonard has rushed for a 
touchdown. 

•	 There were five matchups across college football 
that weekend in which both teams were ranked. 
Notre Dame owned the largest margin of victory in 
those games, with a 37-point difference. With his 
178 yards in the air and 83 on the ground, Leonard 
was the only quarterback in those five games that 
rushed for more than 70 yards while also passing 
for 100 or more yards.

•	 Leonard captained the Irish to a 31-13 win at 
Georgia Tech as the Irish scored 31-straight 
points. Leonard went 20-of-29 for 203 yards, 
rushing 10 times for 51 yards and two touchdowns. 

•	 The Irish put together an impressive stretch to take 
control of the second and third quarters, putting 
the game away. Beginning in the second quarter, 
Leonard completed 12-consecutive passes, which 
stretched through three-consecutive touchdown 
drives to take a 21-7 lead after a 0-7 deficit. 

•	 Leonard led the Irish to a 49-7 win over Stanford 
with the Irish scoring 49 unanswered points in the 
matchup. Leonard went 16-for-22 for 229 yards 
(53-yard long) and three touchdowns, as well as 

31 rushing yards and a rushing touchdown, in just 
three quarters of play. 

•	 Leonard was the only Power 4 quarterback that 
weekend who, in regulation time, passed for at 
least 225 yards and three touchdowns, threw no 
interceptions, and added a rushing touchdown; 
Leonard did it all in just three quarters. One other 
Power 4 quarterback achieved the feat in overtime 
(Luke Altmyer, Illinois). 

•	 Leonard led Notre Dame to a 31-24 win over No. 
15 Louisville. Leonard was responsible for three 
touchdowns (two passing, one rushing) on the day, 
completing 17 passes for 163 yards and rushing for 
52 yards. 

•	 Leonard started the Louisville game in command, 
directing a 12-play, 75-yard drive over 6:08 
minutes of game time, for a touchdown to even 
the score. From there, the Irish took off, scoring 
21 total points in the first quarter alone, including a 
34-yard pass from Leonard to score. 

•	 Leonard led the Irish to a resounding 28-3 win over 
Miami (OH), completing 16 Leonard led Notre Dame 
to a 31-24 win over No. 15 Louisville. Leonard was 
responsible for three touchdowns (two passing, 
one rushing) on the day, completing 17 passes for 
163 yards and rushing for 52 yards. 

•	 In the Miami Game, Leonard passed for 154 yards 
and a touchdown (38-yard long score), in addition 
to 143 rushing yards and two rushing touchdowns, 
including a 50-yard long scoring run. With two 
rushing touchdowns, Leonard marked his second 
multi-rushing touchdown game of the season. 

•	 He is the first Irish quarterback with back-to-back 
100-yard rushing games since Carlyle Holiday vs. 
Pittsburgh (122 yards, 10-6-2001) and West Virginia 
(130 yards, 10-13-2001).

•	 Notre Dame racked up 428 yards of total offense 
against the RedHawks, as Leonard completed 
passes to nine different Irish receivers, including 
a 38-yard long to Beaux Collins for a touchdown.

•	 Leonard led Notre Dame to the most dominant win 
by an opposing team in Purdue history, besting the 
Boilermakers 66-7. Leonard put on a show, rushing 
for 100 yards and three touchdowns, in addition 
to passing for 112 yards, in the first half alone. He 
is the first FBS player to reach those milestones 
since Lamar Jackson at Syracuse on Sept. 9, 2016. 

•	 With three rushing touchdowns in just the first half 
at Purdue, Leonard was the only one to do so that 
weekend. He is the one of two FBS quarterbacks 
this season to achieve the feat in a single half. 

•	 Only three FBS quarterbacks totaled more rushing 
yards than Leonard that weekend, and just one 
scored a singular rushing touchdown. Leonard was 
the only one of those four quarterbacks that did 
not see a snap in the second half. 

RILEY LEONARD
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•	 He broke the record for the most consecutive 
games with a rushing touchdown in Notre Dame 
history with 13 (passing 11 - Wayne Bullock, 1973-
74, 17 total rushing TDs during streak). 

•	 Leonard and Love have each had a rushing TD in 
the same game 10 times this season, tied for most 
by any FBS duo in any season in the last 25 years 
with Nevada’s Colin Kaepernick and Vai Taua in 
2010.

•	 Love, Leonard and Price each had at least 600 
rushing yards and six rushing touchdowns this 
season, one of only two FBS teams to have a trio 
accomplish that feat along with West Virginia.

•	 Notre Dame tied for second at the end of the 
regular season among all FBS teams in rushes of 
50 or more yards with seven (by four players, with 
seven touchdowns). 

•	 Four Notre Dame players posted a rush of 50 
or more yards this regular season (Love, Price, 
Williams and Leonard), tied for the most among all 
FBS teams.

WIDE RECEIVERS
Perhaps the most significant change to the Irish roster 

comes in the receiving corps, which adds three impact 
transfers and will also draw upon the strengths of young 
receivers who made their debuts in 2023. The Notre 
Dame receiver room features: 
BEAUX TIME 

•	 WR Beaux Collins scored Notre Dame’s first 
touchdown of the 23-10 Quarterfinal victory 
oveer Georgia, catching his third touchdown 
pass of the season on a 13-yard score with 27 
seconds remaining in the first half. 

•	 Collins logged his sixth game at Notre Dame with 
four or more catches in the 49-14 win vs. No. 18 
Army. He finished the game with four receptions 
for 37 yards.  

•	 The Los Angeles native led Irish pass catchers in 
the 49-7 win over Stanford with four receptions 
for 85 yards, including a 53-yard long. 

•	 Collins posted four receptions for 60 yards and a 
touchdown in Notre Dame’s 28-3 win over Miami 
(OH), his first touchdown in an Irish uniform. 

•	 Collins led Irish receivers in the season-
opening 23-13 win at No. 20 Texas A&M with five 
receptions for 62 yards, including a 20-yard 
contested grab on the game-winning touchdown 
drive. Collins also led Irish receivers vs. Northern 
Illinois (five catches for 45 yards). 

•	 A transfer from Clemson, Collins recorded 91 
receptions for 1,290 yards and 11 touchdowns in 
1,578 offensive snaps over 32 games (27 starts) 
at Clemson from 2021-23

•	 He broke out late in his true freshman season 
with 31 catches for 407 yards and three 
touchdowns

•	 Collins joined DeAndre Hopkins (2010), Sammy 
Watkins (2011), Artavis Scott (2014), Hunter 
Renfrow (2015), Deon Cain (2015) and Justyn Ross 
(2018) as the only Clemson freshmen — true or 
redshirt — in the Dabo Swinney era to post at 
least 30 receptions and at least 400 receiving 
yards in their debut season

BE GREAT 
•	 A member of the 2024 Earl Campbell Tyler Rose 

Award Watch List who made a significant mark 
in his true freshman season at Notre Dame, WR 
Jaden Greathouse appeared in 12 games in 
2023 while making five starts. He finished the 
year with 18 receptions for 265 yards and scored 
a team-high five touchdown receptions. 

•	 Greathouse led Irish receivers in the 52-3 victory 
over Florida State, catching five passes for 66 
yards. Greathouse was responsible for three of 
his Notre Dame’s five third-down conversions.

•	 He posted his first touchdown catch of the 2024 
season to open Notre Dame’s scoring in the 31-24 
win over No. 15 Louisville. 

•	 Greathouse was the first true freshman wideout 
in Irish history to catch two touchdown passes in 
his first-career game when he did so in the 2023 
season opener vs. Navy. Greathouse also became 
the first Notre Dame wide receiver to catch two 
touchdown passes in a season debut since 1996. 
In that game, he finished with three catches for a 
team-best 68 yards and two touchdowns. 

•	 Limited by an injury in the middle of the season, 
he finished off the year with six catches for 99 
yards and two touchdowns in his final three 
games. His five touchdown catches during a 
rookie campaign are the most for a Notre Dame 
true freshman since KJ Stepherson also had 
five in 2016 and dating back to 1996, rank only 
behind Michael Floyd’s seven in 2008 for an Irish 
freshman wide receiver.

FAISON FLASHES 
•	 Now sophomore WR Jordan Faison joined the 

Notre Dame football team during 2023 preseason 
camp as a walk on, planning to compete for 
a roster spot with the team and, as one of the 
top prep lacrosse players in the nation, join 
the defending national champion Notre Dame 
lacrosse team as a scholarship player in the 
spring of 2024.

•	 Faison’s football acumen and a rash of injuries 
to the Irish wide receiver group changed those 
plans a bit, as Faison made his collegiate athletics 
debut in 2023 at No. 25 Louisville, catching two 
passes for 48 yards – which included a 36-yard 
touchdown grab. 

•	 Faison’s debut was just the beginning. He would 
end the season with 19 catches for 322 yards and 
four touchdowns, capping the year by earning 
Sun Bowl MVP honors with five catches for 115 
yards and a touchdown. 

•	 Faison competed with the men’s lacrosse team 
and won a national championship in 2024.

•	 For the second-consecutive game, Faison led 
Irish receivers in the 23-10 Quarterfinal victory 
over Georgia. Faison posted four receptions for 
46 yards in the win. 

•	 Faison led Irish receivers in the CFP First Round 
win over Indiana (27-17) with seven receptions for 
89 yards, in addition to a 43-yard kickoff return. 

•	 Faison scored Notre Dame’s first touchdown of 
the night in the Irish victory over No. 18 Army, 
49-14. Faison led all receivers on the day with 
two catches for 46 yards, including a 28-yard 
touchdown pass. 

•	 Faison helped the Irish start fast, as he sped to 
the end zone, bringing in a 28-yard pass from 
senior quarterback Riley Leonard to put the Irish 
up 7-0 after their first offensive drive. Faison’s 
second pass came from sophomore quarterback 
Steve Angeli, an 18-yard reception for a first 
down that set the Irish up with first-and-goal, 
eventually leading to a Notre Dame touchdown. 

•	 Faison played a key role on offense and special 
teams in the 35-14 win over Virginia. He posted 
two catches for 25 yards and also played a key 
role on punt coverage. 

•	 He posted two receptions for 25 yards in Notre 
Dame’s 52-3 win over Florida State. He played a 
major role in the two-minute, 77-yard drive to 
end the first half that cemented Notre Dame’s 
momentum. On fourth-and-10 at the FSU 34-yard 
line, with 21 seconds remaining in the half, Faison 
snagged a 22-yard grab to keep the scoring 
hopes alive. Notre Dame scored a touchdown 
on the immediately-following play, going up 21-3 
into the half. 

•	 Faison was named the Burlsworth Trophy Walk-
On of the Week for his impact on offense and 
on special teams in the 31-24 win over No. 15 
Louisville. Faison started at wide receiver and 
hauled in two passes for 17 yards, including one 
for a first down. On special teams, Faison rushed 
the punter on a high snap, knocking the ball out 
of reach and allowing for a Notre Dame recovery 
at the Louisville four-yard line. It led to a Notre 
Dame touchdown on the-following play. 

•	 Faison made an impact on offense and special 
teams in the statement 51-14 win over No. 24 
Navy. He led all receivers on the field with four 
receptions for 52 yards, including 25 yards-
after-catch. In addition, he saw action on special 

THE OFFENSE
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teams, returning a kickoff 16 yards, the only 
Notre Dame kickoff return of the day. 

•	 In the second quarter, Faison snagged a 17-
yard pass on fourth-and-7, allowing the Irish 
to convert and keep the drive alive that would 
eventually result in a touchdown to put Notre 
Dame up 28-7.  Later on in the quarter, he caught 
a 26-yard pass on first down to kick off an Irish 
field goal drive. 

IMPACT IN MULTIPLE PHASES 
•	 WR Jayden Harrison was a first-team All-

American as a kick returner at Marshall last 
season, finishing second in the country with a 
30.7 yards-per-return average. He tied for the 
FBS lead with two kick return touchdowns in 
2023. 

•	 Harrison broke free for a 98-yard kickoff return 
touchdown in the 23-10 Quarterfinal victory over 
Georgia. Harrison’s 98-yard kick return to start 
the second half is the second-longest kick return 
in Sugar Bowl history, behind Andre Debose’s 
100-yard effort for Florida in 2013. He replaced 
Notre Dame’s Al Hunter in second place, who 
returned a 93-yard kick against Alabama in the 
1973 Sugar Bowl National Championship game. 

•	 Harrison’s return also set a Notre Dame 
postseason record for longest kickoff return, 
topping the previous high of 96, Armando 
Allen vs. Hawai’i (’08 Hawai’i Bowl), and ties for 
seventh all-time in long kick returns in Notre 
Dame records. 

•	 Harrison was all over the field for the Irish in the 
35-14 win over Virginia, leading Irish receivers 
with 41 yards on the day (including a touchdown), 
returning two kickoff for 27 total yards, and 
posting a monumental special teams tackle. 

•	 Harrison’s special teams tackle came in the 
first quarter on a 64-yard punt by Irish punter 
James Rendell. Harrison sped down and made 
the tackle, only allowing a one-yard return. In 
the second quarter, Harrison snagged his first 
touchdown of the season on an eight-yard pass 
to put the Irish up 14-0. 

•	 Entering 2024, Harrison had returned 60 kickoffs 
for 1,522 yards (25.4 yards per return average) 
and three touchdowns while catching 71 passes 
for 779 yards and four scores. In 2023, Harrison 
played in all 13 games for Marshall (started four), 
totaling 28 receptions for 410 yards (14.6 yards 
per reception) and a touchdown.

•	 Harrison was recognized as a finalist for the Jet 
Award in 2023 and was named to watch lists for 
the Jet Award and the Hornung Award in 2024. He 
was named a 2023 Walter Camp, FWAA and CBS 
Sports First Team All-American.

KRIS MITCHELL JOINS THE IRISH 
•	 WR Kris Mitchell posted his first touchdown in 

an Irish uniform in the 49-7 victory over Stanford. 

•	 A transfer from FIU, in 2023 Mitchell led CUSA and 
ranked in the Top 20 nationally in receiving yards 
(1,118 - 18th nationally) and receiving yards per 
game (93.2 - 13th nationally). He owns 100 career 
receptions for 1,663 yards and 11 touchdowns. 

•	 In 2023, Mitchell played in all 12 games in 2023, 
finishing the season as FIU’s leading receiver as 
he totaled 64 catches for 1,118 yards with seven 
touchdowns. He averaged 93.2 yards per game, 
recording at least one reception in all 12 games 
and multiple receptions in 11 games. 

JAYDEN THOMAS RETURNS 
•	 WR Jayden Thomas recorded his first 

touchdown catch of the season in the 49-7 win 
over Stanford, and added another in the 27-17 
CFP First Round win over Indiana. 

•	 Thomas entered the 2023 season as Notre 
Dame’s leading returning receiver and served 
in that role in the first four games of the year, 
catching 12 passes for over 180 yards and a 
touchdown. Over the next six games, Thomas 
would deal with a nagging hamstring injury that 
dropped his production to five total catches. 

•	 In 2022, Thomas posted 25 receptions for 361 
yards and three touchdowns, with 14.4 yards per 
catch.

MITCH-A-PALOOZA
•	 A 2024 Mackey Award semifinalist, TE Mitchell 

Evans had a breakout season in 2023 before being 
sidelined with an injury. He played in eight games 
as a junior, starting seven, and ended the season 
as the team’s top receiving target, averaging 52.8 
yards per game. Through those eight games, 
Evans totaled 29 receptions for 422 yards and 
a touchdown during the season, averaging 14.6 
yards per catch.

•	 Evans made a difference for the Irish in the 49-35 
win at USC, leading the Irish in receiving, scoring 
a momentum-shifting touchdown at the end of the 
third quarter, and catching a pass on a successful 
fake punt. Evans posted five receptions for 59 
yards and a touchdown. 

•	 Evans played a key role in Notre Dame’s dominant 
performance in the 49-14 win over No. 18 Army. 
Evans caught two passes for 25 yards and played 
a key blocking role for the Irish.

•	 Evans posted four catches for 34 yards and 
a touchdown in the 35-14 win over Virginia. It 
marks his second-consecutive week scoring a 
touchdown for the Irish. 

•	 Evans’ touchdown came when Evans caught a pass 
from Leonard a few yards short of the goal line, 
then powered through Virginia defenders and dove 
to the end zone for the score. 

•	 Evans helped the Irish to a 52-3 victory over 
Florida State, posting two receptions for 21 yards 
and a touchdown, as well as playing a key role in 
the blocking game. 

•	 The Irish regained the ball up 14-3 with less 
than two minutes remaining in the first half. 
After marching 65 yards, Evans snagged a pass 
in the back corner of the end zone, cementing 
momentum for the Irish leading into halftime, now 
up 21-3. 

•	 Evans played a key role for the Irish in the 
statement 51-14 win over No. 24 Navy. Evans 
posted two catches for 25 yards. Both of his 
catches resulted in first downs, and both catches 
came on drives which ultimately scored points for 
the Irish. 

•	 Evans played an important role in Notre Dame’s 
31-13 win over Georgia Tech, posting four catches 
for 26 yards, including 24 yards after catch, on the 
day. 

•	 His four catches included one for a first down. 
He played a significant role in blocking for Notre 
Dame, helping pave the way for 168 rushing yards 
and 217 passing yards. He also played a role on 
special teams for the Irish. 

•	 Evans delivered a key draw on Notre Dame’s second 
touchdown of the day, luring two defenders away 
to ensure a path for quarterback Riley Leonard to 
rush into the end zone, allowing Notre Dame to 
take the lead which they would not relinquish. 

•	 Evans made a mark in Notre Dame’s dominant 66-7 
win at Purdue, Purdue’s largest defeat in program 
history. Evans caught three passes for 27 yards, 
two for third-down conversions of six yards or 
more. Both catches kept drives alive that led to 
touchdowns, one on the immediately-following 
play. 

•	 To that point in the season, six of his seven 
receptions had been for first downs (86 percent), 
and four of Evans’ seven receptions (57 percent) 
had been third-down conversions. 

THE STABLE
•	 The departure of NFL Draft pick Audric Estimé, 

who led the Irish in rushing in 2023 (1,341, good 
for fifth-most in program history), paved the way 
for sophomore running backs Jeremiyah Love and 
Jadarian Price to lead the Notre Dame rushers 
group. 

THE OFFENSE
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•	 Notre Dame’s rushing offense has been a force 
in 2024, combining headline running backs 
Jeremiyah Love and Jadarian Price, third-down 
freshman back Aneyas Williams, and versatile 
quarterback Riley Leonard. 

•	 Among FBS players with 100 or more carries this 
season, Love (7.3) and Price (6.5) are ranked in 
the FBS Top 20 in yards per cary (Love fifth, Price 
15th). Notre Dame is one of just two teams with two 
players in the Top 20, and the only team with two 
running backs in the Top 20.

•	 Notre Dame tied for second at the end of the 
regular season among all FBS teams in rushes of 
50 or more yards with seven (by four players, with 
seven touchdowns). 

•	 Notre Dame’s rushing offense leads the Power 4 in 
yards per carry (6.09), ranking No. 2 among all FBS 
teams. The Irish rank No. 3 among Power 4 teams 
in rushing offense (217.5).

•	 With 42 rushing touchdowns, the Irish lead all 
Power 4 teams and rank fourth among all FBS 
programs in rushing touchdowns.

•	 Leonard and Love have each had a rushing TD in 
the same game 10 times this season, tied for most 
by any FBS duo in any season in the last 25 years 
with Nevada’s Colin Kaepernick and Vai Taua in 
2010.

•	 Love, Leonard and Price each had at least 600 
rushing yards and six rushing touchdowns this 
season, one of only two FBS teams to have a trio 
accomplish that feat along with West Virginia.

•	 Nine Irish rushers combined for 362 yards at 
Purdue, one of five teams to rush for 360 or more 
yards that weekend, and one of two to do so 
against a Power 4 opponent. 

•	 Notre Dame was the only FBS squad with three 
separate rushers at 86 or more rushing yards 
against a Power 4 defense that weekend, and one 
of just two FBS teams overall to achieve the feat 
that weekend.  

LOVE IT 
•	 RB Jeremiyah Love rushed for a touchdown in 

each of the first 13 games this season, totaling 16 
rushing touchdowns, in addition to two receiving 
touchdowns. He was the only FBS player to have 
scored a rushing touchdown in every regular 
season game this season.

•	 Love has 1,076 rushing yards so far in 2024, the 
21st time an Irish player has broken the 1,000-
yard rushing mark in a season. He is averaging 
7.3 yards per carry, which would rank second 
among all single-season 1,000-yard rushers in 
ND records (Reggie Brooks, 1992, 8.0 - 1,343).

•	 He has broken the record for the most 
consecutive games with a rushing touchdown in 

Notre Dame history with 13 (passing 11 - Wayne 
Bullock, 1973-74, 17 total rushing TDs during 
streak). 

•	 The 13-consecutive games to start a season is 
also a program record, besting Autry Denson’s 
season-opening run of 10 in 1998 

•	 In the 27-17 CFP First Round win over Indiana, 
Love stole the show with a 98-yard scoring jaunt 
on Notre Dame’s second possession, tying the 
school record for longest rush, and setting a new 
College Football Playoff record for longest run in 
the history of the CFP (previously Ezekiel Elliott, 
85 yards in 2015). 

•	 Love totaled 108 rushing yards on the night, 
his fifth 100-yard rushing performance of the 
season, and reached the 1,000-yard rushing 
mark for the season. 

•	 Love again shone in the 49-35 victory at USC, 
rushing 13 times for 99 yards and a touchdown, 
also catching three passes for 38 yards. He broke 
the Notre Dame record for consecutive games 
with a rushing touchdown (12), a record that 
had stood since 1974. He extended his record of 
consecutive games with a rushing touchdown to 
open the season (also 12). 

•	 Notre Dame rushed for 258 yards and three 
touchdowns total that game, as Love was joined 
by fellow running back Jadarian Price (111 yards 
and a touchdown) and quarterback Riley Leonard 
(50 yards and a touchdown). 

•	 Love put together one of the most complete 
games of his career with a three-touchdown, 
136-all purpose yard performance in the 49-14 
win over No. 18 Army. 

•	 It marked just the third time this season a Power 
4 running back has posted 130 rushing yards on 
fewer than 10 carries in a single game (Xavier 
Brown, Virginia; Dawson Pendergrass, Baylor). 

•	 Love posted seven carries for 130 yards and 
two touchdowns (including a 68-yard long), 
while reeling in a six-yard pass and hurdling a 
defender for a receiving score. It marks Love’s 
second-consecutive 100+-yard rushing game, 
and fourth such game of the season. 

•	 His receiving touchdown Saturday was his 
second of the season, grabbing a short pass 
and speeding towards the end zone, hurdling a 
defender to put the Irish up by two touchdowns 
in the first quarter. In the second quarter, he 
broke into the end zone on a 12-yard rush to put 
Notre Dame up 21-7. 

•	 Then, on Notre Dame’s first play of the third 
quarter, Love broke off a 68-yard touchdown 
jaunt to give Notre Dame a 35-7 lead. 

•	 Love put together a monster performance in the 

35-14 win over Virginia, posting 16 carries for 137 
yards and two touchdowns, including a 76-yard 
breakaway run for a score. The 137 total yards, 
and the 76-yard long, were both career-highs for 
Love. It marked his third-career 100-yard game. 

•	 The sophomore scored the first touchdown 
of the day on a four-yard rush, ending Notre 
Dame’s first drive. Midway through the third 
quarter, after a four-yard rush for a first down, 
Love broke through the middle for a 76-yard 
rush to put Notre Dame up 35-0. The rush was 
good for third-longest rush by an FBS player that 
weekend. 

•	 Love was the only player that weekend to total 
both 137 rushing yards or more and two or more 
rushing touchdowns against a Power 4 opponent. 

•	 Love notched his second-career 100-yard 
rushing game in Notre Dame’s statement 51-
14 win over No. 24 Navy. He totaled 12 carries 
for 102 yards and two touchdowns, his first-
career game with multiple rushing touchdowns, 
including a 64-yard long scoring run (the longest 
of his career). He also played a role in the pass 
game, snagging a reception, and led the Irish in 
all-purpose yards on the day. 

•	 The running back room was on full display in the 
66-7 win at Purdue. Love notched his first-career 
100-yard rushing game in the win, the largest 
win by a team over Purdue in Purdue’s history. 
Love totaled 109 rushing yards and a touchdown, 
adding 18 yards in the air. His 127 all-purpose 
yards led all players in the game. 

•	 Love sealed the 23-13 victory for No. 7 Notre 
Dame at No. 20 Texas A&M with a 21-yard rushing 
TD in the final minutes of the game. Love led all 
rushers at Kyle Field with 91 yards on 14 carries, 
averaging 6.5 yards per carry. He also added a 
reception for three yards on Notre Dame’s first 
offensive play of the evening. Price scored Notre 
Dame’s first touchdown of the win at Texas A&M, 
a 47-yard jaunt. 

•	 With 6:23 remaining in the game and a 13-13 tie 
score, Love joined quarterback Riley Leonard 
and the Irish offense on an eight-play, 85-yard 
drive on which Love posted 36 rushing yards, 
including a 21-yard touchdown rush, breaking 
multiple tackles. The go-ahead touchdown 
allowed for an Irish victory. 

•	 Love led Irish rushers vs. Northern Illinois with 11 
carries for 79 yards and a touchdown. His score 
came after a gravity-defying hurdle by Love to 
score on a 34-yard long rush. 

•	 A true freshman running back in 2023, Love 
rushed for 385 yards on 71 carries, seeing at 
least three carries in all 13 games in 2023. He 
broke off two 30-yard runs, including a 36-yard 
scoring jaunt against Tennessee State. 

THE OFFENSE
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PRICE IS RIGHT 
•	 RB Jadarian Price posted his first multi-

touchdown game in the 49-14 win over No. 18 
Army, scoring two touchdowns on the ground 
with 10 carries for 53 yards. 

•	 Price led the Irish in the 52-3 win over Florida 
State with seven carries for 95 yards, including a 
65-yard touchdown rush to give the Irish a 14-3 
lead. 

•	 His touchdown rush was his third carry on three-
consecutive plays, as he broke through Florida 
State’s highly regarded defensive line for a 65-
yard jaunt, evading a defender and staying in 
bounds to score. He had previously totaled 19 
yards on the two immediately-preceding carries. 

•	 Price produced a big game at Purdue, rushing for 
86 yards, including a 70-yard touchdown rush to 
close the first half. 

•	 Sidelined for his true freshman campaign in 
2022 with an injury, Price flashed his big-play 
potential throughout the 2023 season. That 
potential included a touchdown run on his 
first career carry, a touchdown reception on 
his second career catch and a 99-yard kickoff 
return against No. 10 Southern Cal on his fifth 
career return opportunity. He capped the season 
by leading the Irish in rushing with 106 yards on 
13 carries with one touchdown in the 40-8 Sun 
Bowl victory over No. 21 Oregon State. 

 DEPTH
•	 Two true freshmen, RB Aneyas Williams and 

RB Kedren Young, have seen playing time as 
members of the multi-faceted Irish running 
backs room, with Williams seeing time as a third-
down back for the Irish 

•	 Williams broke off a career-long run for a 58-
yard touchdown in the 49-14 win over No. 18 Army. 

•	 Williams scored his first-career touchdown to 
put Notre Dame up 49-7 in the win over Stanford. 

•	 Young scored his first-career touchdown in the 
51-14 win at No. 24 Navy.  

•	 WIlliams recorded a career-long reception on 
the opening drive of the 52-3 win over Florida 
State, a 28-yard pass to covert on third down, 
eventually leading to a Notre Dame touchdown. 

•	 A jack-of-all-trades running back who 
transferred from Penn State in 2023, graduate 
RB Devyn Ford immediately established himself 
as one of Notre Dame’s top special teams 
players. He returned seven kickoffs, rushed 
eight times for 44 yards, caught four passes for 
34 yards and a touchdown and made four special 
teams tackles in 2023.

•	 Sophomore RB Gi’Bran Payne suffered a spring 
injury that will sideline him for the 2024 season. 

In 2023, Payne led the team with 11 third-down 
conversions. He finished the year with 45 carries 
for 168 yards and two touchdowns, while also 
catching nine passes for 58 yards and two 
scores. 

THE TRENCHES
•	 Notre Dame’s offensive line presents some new 

faces in 2024 with the departures of NFL Draftees 
Joe Alt and Blake Fisher. 

•	 Pat Coogan, Ashton Craig, Billy Schrauth, Tosh 
Baker, Rocco Spindler and Charles Jagusah own 
starting experience. Jagusah will miss 2024 with 
a torn right pectoralis muscle. 

•	 Variations in offensive line structure from week 
to week are not uncommon for the Irish, who are 
traditionally a perennial standard in OL play. 

•	 In the last five seasons, Notre Dame has employed 
at least two variations in offensive line personnel 
for its starters in each season. The Irish saw three 
offensive line makeups in 2023, two in 2022, six in 
2021, five in 2020 and three in 2019.

•	 With three new starters on the offensive line, the 
Irish have continued their standard of trench play. 
Notre Dame’s rushing offense leads the Power 4 in 
yards per carry (6.09), ranking No. 2 among all FBS 
teams. The Irish rank No. 3 among Power 4 teams 
in rushing offense (217.5).

•	 True freshman OL Anthonie Knapp was named to 
the ESPN Freshman All-America Team, The Athletic 
Freshman All-America Second Team, the College 
Football Network Freshman All-America Team and 
the 247Sports True Freshman All-America Team. 

•	 Notre Dame has outpaced their opponents’ 
average yards allowed entering the game in every 
game this season. The Irish have rushed for an 
average of 98.4 yards more than each opponent’s 
average rushing yards allowed entering the game, 
while outpacing their average yards-per-carry 
allowed entering each game by an average of 2.47 
yards per carry. 

•	 With 42 rushing touchdowns, the Irish lead all 
Power 4 teams and rank third among all FBS 
programs in rushing touchdowns.

•	 Irish linemen Aamil Wagner, Sam Pendleton and 
Anthonie Knapp all made their starting debuts in 
the 23-13 victory at No. 20 Texas A&M. 

•	 Coogan and Spindler made their first starts of 
2024 against Miami due to injuries to Craig and 
Schrauth. 

•	 The Irish paved the way for 436 total yards of 
offense for Notre Dame at USC, including 258 
rushing yards against a USC defense that entered 
the game averaging just 130.1 rushing yards 

THE OFFENSE
allowed. Notre Dame rushed for three touchdowns 
and passed for two, while averaging 6.8 yards-
per-carry (more than 2.5 more yards-per-carry 
than USC had allowed entering the game). 

•	 The line was dominant in the 49-14 win over No. 14 
Army. The Irish posted 462 total yards of offense 
against a defense that ranked fifth in the nation 
in total defense entering the game (Army allowed 
273.9 yards per game entering the game). Notre 
Dame blew it out of the water, never punting the 
ball and posting 273 rushing yards on an Army 
defense that entered the game ranked third in FBS 
in rushing defense (82.6). 

•	 The Irish O-Line paved the way for Notre Dame’s 
448 yards of total offense in the 35-14 win over 
Virginia. The Irish rushed for 234 yards on the 
day, posting two rushing touchdowns, while 
quarterback Riley Leonard passed for 214 yards 
and three touchdowns. 

•	 Notre Dame dominated the time of possession 
battle, controlling the ball for 34:36 minutes of 
play. 

•	 In the 52-3 win over Florida State, Notre Dame’s 
offense racked up 453 total yards and was 5-5 
in the red zone, with 201 rushing yards and four 
rushing touchdowns on the day as a team.

•	 Schrauth returned to the starting lineup in the 51-
14 win at No. 24 Navy. The line  paved the way for 
466 yards of total offense, 265 on the ground and 
201 in the air. Irish rushers ran for four touchdowns, 
including two from running back Jeremiyah Love, 
and the Irish were 5-6 in the red zone (missed field 
goal). The line gave up only one sack on the day, 
allowing quarterback Riley Leonard to pass for 178 
yards and two touchdowns, and rush for 83 yards 
and a touchdown. 

•	 Coogan snagged the first catch of his career on a 
tipped pass, executing a one-handed grab, gained 
11 yards and earned a first down for the Irish, in the 
49-7 win over Stanford. 

•	 Spindler and Coogan were called into action in the 
dominant 66-7 win over Purdue when Craig and 
Schrauth left the game with injuries. 

•	 The offensive line paved the way for nine Irish 
rushers to combine for 362 yards vs. Purdue, one 
of five teams to rush for 360 or more yards that 
weekend, and one of two to do so against a Power 
4 opponent. Sophomore running back Jeremiyah 
Love and senior quarterback Riley Leonard 
both reached the 100-yard rushing mark, while 
sophomore running back Jadarian Price totaled 
86 rushing yards. 

•	 Notre Dame was the only FBS squad with three 
separate rushers at 86 or more rushing yards 
against a Power 4 defense that weekend, and one 
of just two FBS teams overall to achieve the feat 
that weekend.  
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•	 While Notre Dame’s special teams feature new 
faces at all three specialist positions, special 
teams coordinator Marty Biagi enters his second 
season with the Irish. 

•	 Graduate K Mitch Jeter and senior P James 
Rendell both made their Irish debuts in the 23-13 
season-opener at Texas A&M.

•	 Notre Dame ranks first nationally (tied) in blocked 
kicks (6), second in blocked punts (3), and eighth in 
kickoff return defense (15.72). 

•	 The Irish have wreaked havoc on punt and kick 
coverage, and freshman DL Bryce Young leads the 
way. The true freshman ranks second in the nation 
(tied) in blocked kicks with three on the year (two 
blocked field goals and a blocked punt). He is one 
of three players in the nation with three or more 
blocked kicks, and the only freshman. The other 
two are seniors. 

•	 Notre Dame’s 69 PATs in 2024 are the most in a 
season in program history.

•	 Irish special teams had a remarkable day in the 
23-10 Quarterfinal win over Georgia. Jeter went 
3-3 on field goals, all more than 40 yards (44, 48, 
47), and 2-2 on extra points, while Rendell punted 
five times, averaging 43.4 yards with a 54-yard 
long. The biggest special teams play of the day 
came on Jayden Harrison’s 98-yard kickoff return 
touchdown to begin the second half. 

•	 Harrison’s 98-yard kick return to start the second 
half is the second-longest kick return in Sugar 
Bowl history, behind Andre Debose’s 100-yard 
effort for Florida in 2013. He replaced Notre 
Dame’s Al Hunter in second place, who returned 
a 93-yard kick against Alabama in the 1973 Sugar 
Bowl National Championship game. 

•	 Harrison’s return also set a Notre Dame 
postseason record for longest kickoff return, 
topping the previous high of 96, Armando Allen vs. 
Hawai’i (’08 Hawai’i Bowl), and ties for seventh all-
time in long kick returns in Notre Dame records. 

•	 Jeter showed out in the 27-17 CFP First Round win 
over Indiana, making two field goals from 49 yards 
and 33 yards. 

•	 Rendell posted the most productive game of his 
career in the 35-14 win over Virginia, punting five 
times for an average of 47.6 yards per punt, with a 
64-yard long. He dropped four of five punts within 
the 20-yard line. 

•	 Rendell stacked another productive game and 
made a statement in his opportunities in the 49-
35 win at USC. While Rendell only punted twice, he 
averaged a whopping 51.0 yards per punt with a 
60-yard long. Rendell dropped one punt inside the 
20-yard line, and the other was punted from deep 
in his own territory at the Notre Dame 10-yard line. 

•	 Rendell’s 60-yarder pinned USC at their own 16-
yard line, and the ensuing Trojan drive resulted in 
a pick six which gave the Irish a 42-28 lead. 

•	 This season, Rendell has posted zero touchbacks 
all year, while pinning 18 punts inside the 20-yard 
line and posting six punts of 50 or more yards. 

•	 Rendell’s first punt of the game was his 64-yarder, 
his longest punt of the season. Virginia was only 
able to muster a one-yard return on the punt. THe 
64-yard punt was the sixth-longest punt by an FBS 
player this weekend. 

•	 Virginia attempted to return four of the five punts, 
but only totaled 10 yards of punt returns, credit to 
Rendell’s hangtime and skill to allow Notre Dame 
to cover. 

•	 Rendell was pressed into service early, punting 
on four-consecutive drives in the first half. On 
those four punts, Rendell pinned the Cavaliers to 
start their drives on their own 14.25 yard-line, on 
average. 

•	 The Irish got a hand on two punts vs. Florida State, 
one from S Adon Shuler and one from LB Preston 
Zinter. 

•	 The Irish made a mark stealing plays in the 31-13 
win at Georgia Tech, successfully executing a fake 
punt for a first down, blocking a field goal, faking a 
field goal and turning a Georgia Tech muffed snap 
into a 15-yard loss on a field goal attempt. 

•	 The fake punt was executed by TE Davis Sherwood, 
WR Jayden Harrison and RB Jeremiyah Love. 

•	 True freshmen made an impact on special teams 
in the win over Georgia Tech, as DL Bryce Young 
blocked his second field goal of the season, while 
CB Leonard Moore covered the muffed field goal 
snap to notch a 16-yard TFL. 

•	 Jeter connected on seven extra points, going 1-1 
on a 42-yard field goal, and seven kickoffs with 
five touchbacks (64.6 avg.), helping Notre Dame to 
a historic 66-7 win at Purdue, the largest margin of 
defeat in Purdue history. Jeter was perfect on the 
day and racked up 11 kicking points

•	 Jeter connected on three-of-three field goals at 
Texas A&M, two for 46 yards and one for 26 yards, 
and two extra points for a perfect evening at Kyle 
Field. Jeter’s 11 kicking points on the evening were 
the second-most by any kicker that weekend 
facing a Top 25 opponent. With two field goals 
over 40 yards, Jeter was one of two kickers that 
weekend with two field goals of 40+ yards made 
against a Top 25 team. Of the 15 kickers that 
weekend who made two or more field goals over 
40 yards this weekend, Jeter was one of 10 who 
were perfect on all their kicking attempts, and one 
of six who earned a perfect field goal percentage 
on three or more attempts

SPECIAL TEAMS
•	 Rendell punted five times and averaged 42.8 yards 

per punt in his first-ever American football game 
vs. Texas A&M. The Australia native notched a 49-
yard long while dropping three of his five punts 
inside the 20 with zero touchbacks. Of his five 
punts, four were over 40 yards, and all placed 
Texas A&M at their own 37-yard line or further. Only 
two ensuing A&M drives resulted in scores. 

•	 In 2023, Notre Dame scored touchdowns on four 
different special teams plays (a blocked field 
goal, a kickoff return touchdown, a punt return 
touchdown and a fumbled punt return recovered 
for a touchdown. 

•	 The Irish boasted a 26.2-yard kickoff return 
average, which ranked fourth among all FBS teams 
in 2023. 

•	 Mitch Jeter joins the Irish from South Carolina, 
where he ended the season as the Gamecocks’ 
top point scorer. In 2023, he hit 12-of-14 field 
goal attempts and connected on 33-of-34 extra 
point attempts. He also handled kick off duties, 
kicking off 63 times with 41 touchbacks, averaging 
62.3 yards per kickoff. Jeter owns a career 92.0 
percent field-goal rate (23-25), connecting on 77-
80 extra points. 

•	 James Rendell enters his first season of American 
football in 2024, joining Notre Dame after playing 
in the Victorian Football League for the Frankston 
Dolphins from 2019-23, where he was named 
team MVP for Frankston in 2021. Rendell trained 
with Prokick Australia, and is the son of the late 
Matt Rendell, a storied Australian Football League 
player who served as captain of Fitzroy from 1985-
87 and won two club championships in 1982 and 
1983.

•	 The Irish bring in a first-team all-american kickoff 
returner in Marshall transfer Jayden Harrison, 
who finished second in the country with a 30.7 
yards-per-return average in 2023. He tied for the 
FBS lead with two kick return touchdowns in 2023. 
Throughout his career Harrison has returned 60 
kickoffs for 1,522 yards (25.4 yards per return 
average) and three touchdowns
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THE LAST TIME - PENN STATE
Sept. 8, 2007 - Beaver Stadium (State College, Pa.)

Penn State’s defense and Derrick Williams took the spotlight. The 14th-ranked Nittany Lions bottled up 
Clausen in his starting debut, Williams had a 78-yard punt return for a touchdown and Austin Scott ran for 
two second-half scores in a 31-10 win over the Irish. Anthony Morelli threw for 131 yards and a touchdown.

Notre Dame opened the season 0-2 for the first time since 2001, when the Irish lost their first three games.
Scott finished with 28 carries and 116 yards along with his two scores. Morelli was 12-of-22 passing and 

had an interception.

OPPONENT/BOWL NOTES - PENN STATE 
•	 Notre Dame and Penn State are meeting for the 20th time, with the series tied at 9-9-1. The two teams have 

met in the postseason once previously, the 1977 Gator Bowl (a 20-9 Irish win) 
•	 Both teams have been ranked on seven previous occasions in the series. This season’s installment will be the 

collective highest ranking from both teams (No. 3 vs. No. 5 in the AP Poll).  
•	 Notre Dame has played in the Orange Bowl on five previous occasions (1972, 1974, 1989, 1990, 1995), with a 2-3 

overall record in the Orange Bowl. The most recent trip for the Irish to the Orange Bowl was in 1995 (26-31 
loss to Florida State).

•	 The Irish have faced two Big Ten opponents this season, defeating both Purdue (66-7) and Indiana (27-17).  

CONNECTIONS
•	 A handful of Notre Dame players hail from the state of Pennsylvania: graduate CB Max Hurleman (Wyomissing), 

senior TE Andrew Yanoshak (Bedford), sophomore DL Donovan Hinish (Pittsburgh), junior LB Jerry Rullo 
(Havertown) and freshman OL Peter Jones (Coatesville).

•	 With the game being played in Florida, it will be a homecoming for a few Florida natives on Notre Dame’s 
roster: sophomore WR Jordan Faison (Fort Lauderdale), graduate WR Kris Mitchell (Jacksonville), junior LB 
Tre Reader (Tampa), freshman DL Sean Sevillano Jr. (Clearwater) and senior WR Jack Polian (Ponte Vedra).

•	 Bob Hinton Defensive Coordinator Al Golden was a three-year letter winner and two-year starter at tight end 
at Penn State. He was the 1991 recipient of Penn State’s Ridge Riley Award, given annually to a football player 
who displays excellence in scholarship, sportsmanship, friendship and leadership. He also served as team 
captain of the 1992 Nittany Lion squad that won the Fiesta Bowl.

•	 Graduate WR Kris Mitchell will face his brother, Penn State freshman CB Jon Mitchell, in the Orange Bowl.

Notre Dame 
owns attendance records at 10 opponent home 
venues across the country – by far the most of 
any FBS team (Florida State and Miami each have 
four such record games). 

•	 The Irish also own nine attendance records 
at active neutral site venues, which includes 
Allegiant Stadium, Soldier Field, Hard Rock 
Stadium, Aviva Stadium in Dublin, Ireland and Sun 
Bowl Stadium.

The University of Notre Dame football team (10-1) rushed for 275 yards and five 

touchdowns in a 49-14 rout of No. 18 Army in a Shamrock Series game in Yankee 
Stadium on Saturday evening. The Irish scored two quick touchdowns and were never 
threatened, holding Army’s offense to just 233 total yards.

Jeremiyah Love highlighted the Irish offensive effort, rushing for 130 yards for the 
second consecutive game. His 68-yard run early in the third quarter put an end to any 
drama in the game. Riley Leonard was an efficient 10-of-13 passing for 148 yards and 
two touchdowns. 

Notre Dame’s defense stifled the vaunted Army rushing attack, which managed 
to rush for 207 yards but only 3.6 yards per carry. The Black Knight’s tough running 
quarterback Bryce Daily accounted for both Army touchdowns on short scoring runs, 
but the Irish defense had five tackles for loss and one sack. Safety Adon Shuler and 
linebacker Jaiden Ausberry were all over the field, piling up career highs with 8 tackles 
(Shuler) and seven stops (Ausberry). 

Notre Dame held Army to just 233 total yards, marking the sixth opponent the 
defense has held to 250 or less of total offense. The last time Notre Dame held six 
opponents to under 250 total yards was 1983.

forth battle in the Greatest Intersectional Rivalry in college football was punctuated by 
two huge plays by the Notre Dame defense late in the game. 

CB Christian Gray, who battled with the talented Trojan receiver group all afternoon, 
picked off a pass at the one-yard line and returned it 99 yards to put his team ahead 
42-28 with 3:39 remaining. USC drove down the field, but the Irish defense stepped up 
yet again with a perfectly timed blitz that forced a desperation heave into the end zone 
that Xavier Watts picked off and returned 100 yards for another score. 

Riley Leonard completed 17-of-22 passes for 155 yards and two touchdowns while 
adding 50 yards rushing along with Jadarian Price (112 yards) and Jeremiyah Love (99 
yards). The 259 rushing yards for Notre Dame are the most against USC since the team 
rushed for 308 in 2019 and the most in the Coliseum since 1996 (the Irish ran for 260 
yards in a 27-20 loss). 

The 84 points scored by both teams mark the most in the history of the Jeweled 
Shillelagh rivalry that dates back to 1926.

Senior Consensus All-American safety Xavier Watts snuffed out a scoring opportunity 
for IU with an interception and on the next play, Jeremiyah Love took off for a 98-yard 
touchdown run. 

Irish signal caller Riley Leonard was 22-for-32 in the contest for 201 yards, one 
passing touchdown and one rushing touchdown. He connected with Jordan Faison for 
seven passes for 89 yards.

The University of Notre Dame football team (13-1) stifled Georgia’s offense (11-3) to 

earn a 23-10 victory in the College Football Playoff Quarterfinal at the Sugar Bowl in New 
Orleans’ Caesars Superdome. 

The Irish utilized timely offensive plays, big special team moments and a physical 
attacking defense to hold Georgia to just 62 rush yards in the game. When it mattered 
most Notre Dame’s defensive 11 held the Bulldogs to 0-3 on fourth down in the game. 

Riley Leonard passed for 90 yards and a touchdown while rushing for another 80 
yards to be named the Sugar Bowl offensive player of the game. 

The game shifted late in the first half when Notre Dame kicked a field goal, forced a 
fumble on the next play, then scored on the first snap after the turnover to take a 13-3 
lead into halftime. 

Notre Dame’s defensive effort was highlighted by herculean efforts from Adon 
Shuler (eight tackles), Xavier Watts (named the defensive player of the game with seven 
stops), Jack Kiser (six tackles, one sack) and Junior Tuihalamaka (four tackles, one 
sack). 

The win evens out Notre Dame’s all-time CFP record at 2-2 and knocks off the No. 2 
Associated Press ranked team for the first time since 1990.

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NOTRE DAME SEASON REVIEW
•	 Notre Dame began the season in Ireland, taking part in the Aer Lingus College Football Classic against Navy. The Irish won their third game against Navy in Ireland by a 

scored of 42-3 with Sam Hartman making his Notre Dame debut at quarterback and throwing four touchdown passes. Jadarian Price scored a touchdown on his first 
career carry, while Jaden Greathouse caught a touchdown pass on his first career reception. 

•	 A 28-point second quarter highlighted the victory over Tennessee State (56-3) in Notre Dame Stadium on a historical weekend during which Notre Dame played its first 
game against a Football Championship Subdivision team and a Historically Black College or University. The sterling defensive performance marked the first time since 
1975 that the Irish held their first two opponents of the season without a touchdown.

•	 A two-hour inclement weather delay that occurred early in the second quarter at NC State was quickly forgotten when Audric Estimé rumbled for an 80-yard touchdown on 
the first play back to action for both teams. Estimé finished the game with 134 yards, Sam Hartman threw four more touchdown passes and the Irish defense intercepted 
NC State QB Brennan Armstrong three times in the 45-24 victory. 

•	 Notre Dame’s offense continued rolling along in the first-ever meeting with Central Michigan, scoring 40 (41-17) points in the first four games of the season for the first time 
since 1914. Audric Estimé rushed for 176 yards while Jack Kiser piled up 10 tackles for the Irish defense. 

•	 In one of the most anticipated games of the season, No. 9 Notre Dame battled No. 6 Ohio State into the game’s final minutes, with the Buckeyes scoring the winning 
touchdown (17-14) with 1:25 remaining. Javontae Jean-Baptiste, a transfer from Ohio State, paced the Irish defense with eight tackles in the game while Mitchell Evans 
caught seven passes for 75 yards to lead the Irish offense. 

•	 After the last-minute loss to Ohio State, Notre Dame battled back to earn a last-minute thrilling victory at No. 17 Duke the next weekend. Trailing by a point and buried on its 
own five-yard line, Notre Dame drove 10 plays for the game-winning touchdown, which was delivered by Audric Estimé on a 30-yard run with 31 seconds remaining. Sam 
Hartman’s fourth-down 17-yard scramble set up Estimé’s memorable play. Howard Cross III, who earned national defensive player of the week honors after a 13-tackle 
performance, ended the game with a strip-sack. 

•	 Facing an unprecedented third consecutive night game against a ranked opponent at No. 25 Louisville, turnovers doomed Notre Dame’s comeback bid against the upstart 
Cardinals who claimed a 33-20 victory. Louisville would go on to play in the ACC Championship game.

•	 The streak of night-time games against ranked opponents continued the next weekend against No. 10 Southern Cal, but the Irish defense overwhelmed defending Heisman 
Trophy quarterback Caleb Williams, intercepting him three times in the first half. Xavier Watts dominated on defense, intercepting two passes, returning a fumble for a 
touchdown and forcing a fumble to earn national defensive player of the week honors. The 48-20 victory was the most lopsided for the Irish in the series with Southern 
Cal since 1995.

•	 After a well-deserved week off, Notre Dame blitzed Pittsburgh in Notre Dame Stadium 58-7 as Xavier Watts became the first Irish defensive player to intercept multiple 
passes in consecutive games (Watts picked off two passes agains the Panthers). Audric Estimé rushed for three touchdowns in the contest and the Irish special teams 
unit returned its first punt for a touchdown since 2015.

•	 A key road victory at Clemson eluded Notre Dame, as turnovers doomed an Irish comeback. Down 24-9 at halftime, the Irish rallied to cut it to one score and out-gained 
yardage-wise the Tigers in the game 329-285, but could not get the necessary late score and suffered the third loss of the season, 31-23. 

•	 Senior Day against Wake Forest marked the 500th game in Notre Dame Stadium and a 45-7 victory over the Demon Deacons. Sam Hartman tossed four touchdown passes 
against his former team and Audric Estimé rushed for 115 yards.

•	 Audric Estimé capped his Notre Dame career with a legendary performance in the 56-23 victory at Stanford. Piling up 238 rushing yards (the fourth-most in a single 
game in Notre Dame history), Estimé finished the season with 1,341 rushing yards, which ranks fifth on the Notre Dame single-season list. He also posted four rushing 
touchdowns to set the Irish single-season record at 18.

•	 Notre Dame would finish the season with its 10th win, 40-8, over No. 21 Oregon State in the Sun Bowl. Irish quarterback Steve Angeli would make his first career start in 
the game, eventually finishing 15-of 19 for 232 yards and three touchdowns while freshman wideout Jordan Faison earned the game’s Most Valuable Player Award with five 
catches for 115 yards and a touchdown.

NOTRE DAME POSTSEASON HISTORY AND RECORDS

1925 ROSE BOWL
Notre Dame 27, Stanford 10	 January 1, 1925
	 The first bowl game in Notre Dame football history, Knute Rockne led his team across the country with 
the famed Four Horsemen backfield to take on Pop Warner’s Stanford squad led by Ernie Nevers. The 
game also marked Notre Dame’s first trip to the West Coast, which would become a yearly tradition with 
the creation of the Southern Cal and Stanford football series. 
	 Stanford turned the ball over eight times, which led directly to three Notre Dame touchdowns. Notre 
Dame’s Elmer Layden scored three times, including a 70-yard interception return for a touchdown in the 
fourth quarter. 
	 The victory earned Notre Dame its first consensus National Championship and the first of five national 
titles they would claim in bowl-game victories. 

1970 COTTON BOWL
Texas 21, Notre Dame 17	 January 1, 1970
	 Notre Dame returned to the post-season bowl scene for the first time in 45 years to take on defending 
national champion Texas. The Irish jumped out to a 10-0 lead in the contest, highlighted by a 54-yard 
touchdown pass from Joe Theismann to Tom Gatewood. Texas answered with two long scoring drives to 
take a 14-10 advantage with 10 minutes remaining.
	 Theismann drove the Irish 80 yards to take a 17-14 lead, but Texas answered with a 76-yard drive of their 
own, scoring on third down with just 68 seconds left.
	 The victory provided Texas its second consensus national title. The Irish jumped up in the final polls after 
the hard-fought battle, ending the season ranked fifth in the Associated Press ranking.

1971 COTTON BOWL
Notre Dame 24, Texas 11	 January 1, 1971
	 The Irish and Longhorns met in a rematch of the 1970 Cotton Bowl with Texas looking for yet another 
national title. Notre Dame’s lone loss of the season was a rain-soaked regular-season finale at Southern 
Cal on Thanksgiving weekend. 
	 After an initial Texas field goal, Notre Dame ripped off 21 straight points and completely shut down the 
Longhorn wishbone attack. Texas would end up committing six turnovers in the game (five fumbles, one 
interception). 
	 The victory ended a 30-game win streak for Texas and allowed Nebraska, ranked third entering the 
post season, to claim the national title with a 17-12 win over fifth-ranked LSU in the Orange Bowl. The 
Cornhuskers received 39 of 52 first-place votes, while Notre Dame received eight, Texas three and Arizona 
State two.

1973 ORANGE BOWL
Nebraska 40, Notre Dame 6	 January 1, 1973
	 The first Orange Bowl appearance for Notre Dame was the third consecutive Orange Bowl for defending 
national champion Nebraska. The Cornhuskers rushed for 300 yards in the contest, led by Heisman Trophy 
winner Johnny Rodgers four touchdowns (three rushing, one receiving).  
	 The Nebraska victory vaulted the Huskers to fourth in the final AP poll, while Notre Dame dropped to 14th.

Notre Dame 24, Alabama 23	 December 31, 1973
	 The first Sugar Bowl appearance for Notre Dame also marked the first meeting with Alabama on the 
gridiron. The historic clash developed into one of the most legendary college football post season games 
ever played. Before a 25.3 Nielson-rated audience, proving to be one of the most watched college football 
games ever, the Irish bested the Crimson Tide in dramatic fashion to claim the program’s ninth Consensus 
National Championship. 
	 Al Hunter’s 93-yard kick return touchdown provided the Irish a 14-7 lead in the second quarter, followed 
by the teams trading touchdown drives in the third quarter. Alabama took a 23-21 lead on a trick play, but 
missed the point-after-touchdown which allowed Notre Dame to take a 24-23 lead on a Bob Thomas field 
goal with 4:26 remaining in the game. 
	 Late in the game, Notre Dame found itself pinned on its own one-yard line with time running down 
and unwilling to punt the ball away and possibly give Alabama a short field for a game-winning drive. 
Irish head coach Ara Parseghian called a pass on third-and-long, with Tom Clements dropping back into 
his own end zone and connecting with seldom-used backup tight end Robin Weber for a first down that 
provided Notre Dame the ability to run out the clock. 
	 Notre Dame finished first in the final AP poll with 33 of 60 first-place votes, followed by Oklahoma with 
16 first-place nods and Ohio State with 11. 

1975 ORANGE BOWL
Notre Dame 13, Alabama 11	 January 1, 1975
	 In Ara Parseghian’s last game as Notre Dame’s head coach, the Irish knocked off No. 2 Alabama to spoil 
the 11-0 Crimson Tide’s bid for a national title. The Irish entered the game 9-2 with losses to Purdue and 
Southern Cal, but took advantage of an early Alabama turnover to take a 7-0 lead. Notre Dame pushed the 
lead to 13-3 at halftime after a 17-play, 77-yard scoring drive. 
	 Alabama closed the gap to two points with a touchdown and successful two-point conversion. The 
Crimson Tide was driving for a possible victory but Reggie Barnett intercepted a pass to seal the final 
victory of the Parseghian Era. 
	 Notre Dame finished sixth in the final AP poll, with Alabama slipping down to fifth. 

1976 GATOR BOWL
Notre Dame 20, Penn State 9	 December 27, 1976
	 Notre Dame scored 20-straight points to earn its first non-January 1st bowl game victory, led by 102 
yards rushing from Al Hunter. The third consecutive post-season victory for Notre Dame, it provided sec-
ond-year head coach Dan Devine an 9-3 record and a final AP ranking of 12th. Joe Paterno’s Nittany Lions 
ended the season 7-5.

1978 COTTON BOWL
Notre Dame 38, Texas 10	 January 2, 1978
	 Notre Dame took down the final undefeated team in college football and dramatically vaulted itself 
to the 10th consensus national title in program history. An unrelenting defense forced five Longhorn 
turnovers that directly led to five Irish touchdowns and the Notre Dame backfield of Jerome Heavens and 
Vagas Ferguson both rushed for over 100 yards.
	 All of the bowl matchups on January 1 played out perfectly for the Irish to claim the national title. 
Fourth-ranked Michigan was upset by Washington and quarterback Warren Moon. Future Notre Dame 
head coach Lou Holtz’s Arkansas squad shocked No. 2 Oklahoma 31-6 in the Orange Bowl. There were five 
teams with 11-1 records at the end of the season, but Notre Dame’s impressive victory over Texas earned 
the Irish an AP title. The final voted ended at 37 1/3 for Notre Dame, 19 1/3 for Alabama and 5 1/3 for 
Arkansas.

1979 COTTON BOWL
Notre Dame 35, Houston 34	 January 1, 1979
	 There are several legendary comeback victories in the Notre Dame football history books, but the 
23-point rally during the coldest Cotton Bowl on record might be the greatest of all those efforts. Led by 
an ailing Joe Montana, who had to sip chicken soup at halftime to raise his body temperature, Notre Dame 
scored 23 unanswered points to shock Houston in the final seconds.

Notre Dame 19, Boston College 18	 December 29, 1983
	 An up-and-down year for Gerry Faust and the Irish (who won five consecutive games, then lost the 
last their last three regular-season contests) ended with the first bowl appearance of the Faust era in 
Memphis, Tennessee.
	 The Eagles were led by future Heisman Trophy winner Doug Flutie, the Irish by tailback Allen Pinkett. A 
series of missed PATs by both teams led to the unusual score. Pinkett’s two first half touchdown runs and 
a Blair Kiel to Alvin Miller scoring toss gave the Irish a 19-12 advantage at the half. 
	 Boston College had the ball late in the game looking to take the lead, but the Irish defense held the Ea-
gles on downs to secure the victory. The Irish remained unranked at the end of the year, while BC slipped 
from 12th entering bowl season to 20th in the final AP poll. 

1984 ALOHA BOWL
SMU 27, Notre Dame 20	 December 29, 1984
	 An Aloha-Bowl record crowd of 41,777 saw an Irish rally fall short in the game’s final minutes. SMU built 
a 14-0 lead and Notre Dame responded with 10 points before a Mustang field goal provided them a 17-10 
lead at the break. 
	 Allen Pinkett would rush 24 times for 136 yards in the contest, but an SMU two-yard scoring run with 
six minutes left was too much for the Irish to overcome. 
	 SMU would finish the season 10-2 and ranked 19th, while Notre Dame fell to 7-5 and unranked in the 
final AP poll. 

1988 COTTON BOWL
Texas A&M 35, Notre Dame 10	 January 1, 1988
	 Led by Heisman Trophy winning flanker Tim Brown, Notre Dame began the year 8-1 with victories over 
No. 9 Michigan, No. 17 Michigan State and No. 10 Alabama. A close loss at Penn State and a shut out set 
back at No. 2 Miami FL to end the season sent the Irish to the Cotton Bowl to face No. 8 Texas A&M. 
	 While the final score indicates that the Aggies had control of the entire contest, two key turnovers in 
the first half by the Irish provided Texas A&M with their momentum. Led by Brown, Notre Dame scored 
on the first drive and held a 10-3 advantage in the second quarter. Notre Dame threw an interception in 
the end zone, which Texas A&M took advantage of to tie the game. On the next Irish possession, a fumble 
provided the Aggies with a short field and a successful two-point conversion gave Texas A&M a lead they 
would not relinquish. 
	 A&M would finish 10th in the final rankings, while the Associated Press slotted the Irish at 17th after an 
8-4 season. 
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1989 FIESTA BOWL
Notre Dame 34, West Virginia 21	 January 2, 1989
	 The 11th Consensus National Championship was earned in Notre Dame’s first Fiesta Bowl appearance. 
Both teams entered the game undefeated, with the Mountaineers ranked third behind Miami FL (who the 
Irish had defeated earlier in the regular season). 
	 The Notre Dame pass rush had an immediate impact on the game, as WVU’s quarterback Major Harris 
separated his shoulder on a hit early in the game. The Irish built a 10-0 lead with a field goal and a one-
yard plunge from South Bend native Anthony Johnson. Tony Rice would connect with Raghib ‘Rocket’ 
Ismail for a 29-yard touchdown in the second quarter to provide a 23-6 lead for the Irish at halftime. 
	 West Virginia would cut the lead to 26-13 in the third quarter, but Rice’s jump-pass touchdown toss to 
Frank Jacobs in the fourth quarter sealed the victory for Notre Dame.

	 The Irish entered the post season of the 1989 season off their only loss in 23 games, 27-10 at Miami FL. 
Notre Dame matched up with top-ranked and undefeated Colorado. 
	 A scoreless first half was forgotten in the third quarter, as the Irish built a 14-0 lead behind an Anthony 
Johnson two-yard run and a 35-yard scamper by Rocket Ismail. 
	 Colorado answered with a Darian Hagan 39-yard run, but Johnson’s second touchdown of the day, a 
seven-yard run, sealed the victory for Notre Dame. 
	 The final AP poll of the season awarded the national title to Miami FL, by virtue of their head-to-head 
victory over Notre Dame. Both teams finished the season with one loss, the Hurricanes earning 38 first-
place votes with the Irish at 19. 
	 This precedent of awarding the national title to the winner of a head-to-head match up would be set 
aside at the end of the 1993 season.

1991 ORANGE BOWL
Colorado 10, Notre Dame 9	 January 1, 1991
	 A rematch of the 1990 Orange Bowl, top-ranked Colorado just edged Notre Dame in a defensive battle 
with a controversial ending.

	 With 43 seconds remaining, Colorado punted the ball to one of the most dangerous kick returner in 
college football history, Heisman Trophy runner-up Rocket Ismail, who returned the kick for a stunning 
92-yard scoring play. A borderline clipping penalty was called, however, and Colorado would claim a 
share of the 1990 national title with the one-point victory. 
	 There were four teams in the running for the national title, which included two-loss teams Miami FL 
and Notre Dame.

	 Motivated by a New Orleans waiter who teases Holtz with the statement “the difference between Notre 
Dame and Cheerios is that Cheerios belongs in a bowl” the Irish overcame four turnovers and 511 yards of 
offense from Florida to secure the win. 
	 Notre Dame moved up from 18th to No. 13 in the final AP poll while Florida fell to seventh. 

1993 COTTON BOWL
Notre Dame 28, Texas A&M 3	 January 1, 1993
	 Notre Dame entered the contest ranked fifth in the country to face an undefeated Texas A&M team 
whose relatively weak schedule left them ranked fourth behind undefeated Miami FL, unblemished Ala-
bama and one-loss Florida State.
	 The Irish offensive backfield of Jerome Bettis and Reggie Brooks – dubbed ‘Thunder and Lightning’ – 
dominated the Aggies with 290 rushing yards. Notre Dame at one point ran the ball 34 consecutive times 
in the second half while Texas A&M could manage just a single field goal against the Irish defense. 
	 Notre Dame’s victory moved them to fourth in the final AP poll, behind Miami FL, Florida State and 
Alabama, who defeated the Hurricanes to win the national title.

1994 COTTON BOWL
Notre Dame 24, Texas A&M 21	 January 1, 1994
	 It was another bowl game rematch for the Irish, facing Texas A&M yet again in the Cotton Bowl. The Irish 
were coming off their lone set back of the season, a last-second loss to Boston College in the final game of 
the regular season after defeating No. 1 Florida State the week before.
	 The bowl committee decided to forgo a rematch between the Irish and Seminoles, instead matching 
Florida State up with Nebraska in the Orange Bowl.

	 Led by Heisman Trophy winning running back Rashaan Salaam, Colorado built a 31-10 lead at halftime  
to finish the year 11-1 and third in the final AP ranking. The Irish remained unranked after the loss. 

1996 ORANGE BOWL
Florida State 31, Notre Dame 26	 January 1, 1996
	 In 1995 the Bowl Coalition gave way to the Bowl Alliance which matched up No. 6 Notre Dame against 
No. 8 Florida State in the final Orange Bowl game played at the original Orange Bowl Stadium. The Irish 
entered the contest without their starting quarterback, Ron Powlus, and their leading rusher, Randy Kind-
er. 
	 Back-up quarterback Thomas Krug and outstanding wide out Derrick Mayes helped the Irish build a 
12-point lead in the fourth quarter before a furious Seminole rally ripped off 17-straight points to earn the 
victory. 

1997 INDEPENDENCE BOWL
LSU 27, Notre Dame 9	 December 28, 1997
	 The first season of the Bob Davie era at Notre Dame ended with a rematch against LSU in the Inde-
pendence Bowl. The Irish had earned their signature victory of the year with a 24-6 over No. 11 LSU on 
November 15 and entered the bowl game with a 7-5 mark. LSU was ranked 15th with an 8-3 record. 
	 Notre Dame’s defense earned it a 6-3 lead at halftime but LSU’s Rondell Mealey took over the contest, 
rushing 34 times for 222 yards and two fourth-quarter touchdowns. 
	 LSU ended up 13th in the final AP ranking of the season while the Irish remained unranked.
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1999 GATOR BOWL
Georgia Tech 35, Notre Dame 28	 January 1, 1999
	 The 1998 season saw the Fighting Irish run off eight consecutive wins after starting the season 1-1 and 
rise to as high as 10th in the country, before an injury to starting quarterback Jarious Jackson on a ill-fated 
intentional safety in the final home game of the regular season led to a season-ending shut out loss at 
Southern Cal.
	 Jackson returned for the bowl game match up with Georgia Tech and faced a 21-7 deficit at halftime.

State. Notre Dame struck first in the game, but the Wolfpack scored three touchdowns in the second 
quarter to take control of the contest. 
	 NC State rose up the ranks to 12th in the final AP poll of the season, while the Irish (who entered the 
game 11th) fell to 17th in the final ranking. 

2004 INSIGHT BOWL
Oregon State 38, Notre Dame 21	 December 28, 2004
	 Notre Dame accepted a bid to the 2004 Insight Bowl and then dismissed head coach Tyrone Willingham 
two days later. Defensive coordinator Kent Baer served as an interim coach for the bowl game. 
	 The Irish were able to cut the lead to 10 points twice in the contest, but OSU’s Derek Anderson tossed 
four touchdown passes and the Irish finished the season 6-6 and unranked. 

2006 FIESTA BOWL
Ohio State 34, Notre Dame 20	 January 2, 2006
	 The first year of the Charlie Weis era ended in a battle between fifth-ranked Notre Dame and fourth-
ranked Ohio State in Sun Devil Stadium.
	 Notre Dame scored first on a Darius Walker run and Ohio State answered each Irish score with a long 
scoring play of their own, eventually putting up touchdowns on a 56-yard reception, 68-yard reverse and 
an 85-yard catch.
	 With five minutes left in the game, Walker scored his third rushing touchdown to bring the Irish within 
one score at 27-20. On third and five with time running out, Ohio State scored an insurance touchdown on 
another big play – a 60-yard run – to seal the victory. 
	 Ohio State remained at No. 4 in the final rankings, while the Irish slipped to ninth with a final record of 
9-3. 

2007 SUGAR BOWL
LSU 41, Notre Dame 14	 January 3, 2007
	 Winning eight of their final nine games, No. 11 Notre Dame earned a spot in the Sugar Bowl against No. 
4 LSU. The 2007 Sugar Bowl game was a notable one, as it was the first Sugar Bowl held back in the New 
Orleans Superdome after the Hurricane Katrina disaster moved the 2006 edition to the Georgia Dome.

2010 SUN BOWL
Notre Dame 33, Miami (Fla.) 17	 December 31, 2010
	 Brian Kelly became the first Notre Dame head coach to win a bowl game in his first season, recovering 
from a 1-3 start to the year to cap the year with four straight victories over Utah, Army, Southern Cal and 
Miami FL.
	 Tommy Rees threw for 201 yards and two touchdowns to Michael Floyd and future perennial all-pro 
safety Harrison Smith picked off a Notre Dame record-tying three passes. 

2011 CHAMPS SPORTS BOWL
Florida State 18, Notre Dame 14	 December 29, 2011
	 Notre Dame entered the game unranked and Florida State, who had entered the season with national 
championship hopes, was 25th in the AP poll. The Irish built a 14-0 lead, scoring the only touchdown 
of the first half on a Zeke Motta fumble return and the first score of the second half on a Michael Floyd 
touchdown reception. 
	 Floyd was injured on the scoring play, however, and the Irish would fail to advance the ball in the end 
zone again. FSU rallied for 18 straight points and Notre Dame’s final scoring chance with under three 
minutes remaining in the game was intercepted in the end zone, allowing the Seminoles to run out the 
clock. 
	 FSU moved up two spots to 23rd in the final AP ranking of the season.

2013 BCS NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP GAME
Alabama 42, Notre Dame 14	 January 7, 2013
	 Notre Dame’s return to a national championship-level game, ranked number one in the nation with a 
12-0 record, ran into a post-season veteran Alabama team that took immediate control of the game and 
never relented. 
	 Alabama was a unanimous selection for the national title after the victory, while the Irish ended up 
fourth in the final AP ranking.  

2013 PINSTRIPE BOWL
Notre Dame 29, Rutgers 16	 December 28, 2013
	 Notre Dame returned to Yankee Stadium, after playing the first football game in the new venue for a 
Shamrock Series matchup with Army in 2010, to cap the 2013 season.
	 In his final game as a quarterback for Notre Dame, Tommy Rees threw for 319 yards and no intercep-
tions, while Kyle Brindza connected on five of six field goals in the contest. 
	 Notre Dame (9-4) moved up from 25th to 20th in the final AP ranking of the year.

2014 MUSIC CITY BOWL
Notre Dame 31, LSU 28	 December 30, 2014
	 Decimated by injuries late in the season, Notre Dame would lose five of their last six regular season 
games to take a 7-5 record against 8-4 LSU in Nashville. 
	 In a game full of strange moments (a unsuccessful LSU fake field goal just before halftime, a key blocked 
field goal by Notre Dame in the fourth quarter) and dominating performances (LSU’s Leonard Fournette 
would rush for 144 yards on just 11 carries) Notre Dame made the key plays when it needed them at the 
end of the contest. 
	 Notre Dame took possession of the ball with 5:41 remaining in the game and drove 71 yards in 14 plays 
to set up Kyle Brindza for a game-winning 32-yard field goal as time expired. 
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2016 FIESTA BOWL
Ohio State 44, Notre Dame 28	 January 1, 2016
	 After two two-point losses on the road during the regular season and entering the final weekend with 
an outside shot at a College Football Playoff spot, Notre Dame returned to the Fiesta Bowl for a rematch of 
the 2006 season against Ohio State. The Irish were 10-2 and No. 8 entering the game, while the Buckeyes 
finished the year 11-1 and ranked seventh.

Notre Dame 21, LSU 17	 January 1, 2018

ter where the lead changed hands four times before Boykin’s one-handed catch and run provided a 
game-winning 55-yard reception with under two minutes remaining. That pass was thrown by Ian Book, 
who began the game switching back-and-forth with starting quarterback Brandon Wimbush before fin-
ishing 14 of 19 for 164 yards and two touchdowns. 
	 The Irish rose to 11th in the final AP ranking, while the Tigers finished the year ranked 18th. 

2018 CFP SEMIFINAL AT THE COTTON BOWL
Clemson 30, Notre Dame 3	 December 29, 2018
	 Two undefeated teams would meet in the first College Football Playoff berth in the history of Notre 
Dame football. Notre Dame was 12-0 and faced ACC Champion Clemson (13-0) in Arlington, Texas, at 
AT&T Stadium. 
	 Three of Notre Dame’s top defensive players had to leave the game due to injury at some point in the 
contest and Clemson’s 20-point second quarter proved to be insurmountable for the Irish.

2019 CAMPING WORLD BOWL
Notre Dame 33, Iowa State 9	 December 28, 2019
	 A late-October loss at Michigan upended Notre Dame’s playoff chances and the Irish, with a 10-2 record 
and No. 14 ranking, where selected for the Camping World Bowl in Orlando, Florida, to face unranked 
Iowa State out of the Big 12. 
	 Notre Dame would finish the season with 11 total wins in consecutive seasons for the first time since 
1988-89.
	 The Irish led 20-6 at halftime behind two field goals, a touchdown catch by Chase Claypool and a 
touchdown run. Tony Jones Jr. opened the second half with an 84-yard touchdown run on Notre Dame’s 
first offensive play and the Irish never looked back.

	 The first game under head coach Marcus Freeman turned into an offensive show as Jack Coan threw for 
509 yards and a record-tying five touchdowns, helping the Irish build a 28-14 halftime lead. Oklahoma 
State rallied back with 23 unanswered points before Coan’s fifth touchdown toss with a minute left cut 
the lead to two, but the Irish would not get the ball back. 
	 After the game, Notre Dame fell from No. 5 to No. 9 in the final AP ranking, while Oklahoma State moved 
up from No. 9 to No. 7.

	 The third meeting between the Fighting Irish and Beavers, all bowl games, would prove to be Notre

	 Running up 448 yards of offense compared to just 197 for Oregon State (who also managed just two 
rushing yards in the entire game), Steve Angeli tossed three touchdown passes – one to game MVP wide 
reciever Jordan Faison (five catches, 115 yards). 
	 Notre Dame finished the season 10-3 and ranked 14th in the final AP poll. 

2024 CFP FIRST ROUND
Notre Dame 27, Indiana 17		  December 20, 2024
	 Notre Dame became the first college football program to earn a College Football Playoff victory on its 
home field with a 27-17 victory over Indiana (11-2) in Notre Dame Stadium. 
Notre Dame controlled the game from the start to the finish, holding Indiana to three points in the first 
half, 63 total rush yards and built a 27-3 lead before the Hoosiers tacked on points late in the fourth 
quarter after the game was decided. 

2025 CFP QUARTERFINAL AT THE SUGAR BOWL
Notre Dame 23, Georgia 10		  January 2, 2025

Notre Dame stifled Georgia’s offense to earn a 23-10 victory in the College Football Playoff Quarterfinal 
at the Sugar Bowl in New Orleans’ Caesars Superdome. The Irish utilized timely offensive plays, big special 
team moments and a physical attacking defense to hold Georgia to just 62 rush yards in the game. When 
it mattered most, Notre Dame’s defensive 11 held the Bulldogs to 0-3 on fourth down in the game

Riley Leonard passed for 90 yards and a touchdown while rushing for another 80 yards to be named the 
Sugar Bowl offensive player of the game.

The game shifted late in the first half when Notre Dame kicked a field goal, forced a fumble on the next 
play, then scored on the first snap after the turnover to take a 13-3 lead into halftime. 

Notre Dame’s defensive effort was highlighted by herculean efforts from Adon Shuler (eight tackles), 
Xavier Watts (named the defensive player of the game with seven stops), Jack Kiser (six tackles, one sack) 
and Junior Tuihalamaka (four tackles, one sack).

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The University of Notre Dame’s longstanding historical success in football features 11 consensus national 
championships captured over the course of six different decades. The Irish title tradition dates back to Knute 
Rockne and the Four Horsemen who collaborated on Notre Dame’s first consensus crown in 1924.

The national championship team in college football was formerly considered to be the top-rated squad in 
the final polls issued each year by the poll of sportswriters and broadcasters (Associated Press) and the poll of 
coaches (United Press International through 1990, USA Today since 1991).

From when the AP began certifying the winner of the national crown in 1936, Notre Dame won eight national 
championships (1943, ’46, ’47, ’49, ’66, ’73, ’77 and ’88), second only to Alabama (nine).

The coaches’ poll selected a national champion starting 1950, including winners of Bowl Championship Series 
and College Football Playoff title games. Notre Dame won three coaches’ titles (1966, ’77 and ’88—all UPI crowns) 
during that period. The UPI poll was taken following the end of the regular season each year until the 1974 
season, when the coaches first waited until the bowl games had been played to issue their final poll (a practice 
continued by the UPI poll’s successor, USA Today).

In addition, the NCAA also recognizes national championships awarded by the Football Writers Association of 
America (FWAA), the National Football Foundation and the College Football Hall of Fame.

The FWAA has presented the Grantland Rice Award to the national champion since 1954, with Notre Dame 
teams earning the trophy four times (1966, ’73, ’77 and ’88). The National Football Foundation and College 
Football Hall of Fame have presented the MacArthur Bowl to the national champion since 1959, with Notre Dame 
winning this honor five times (1964, ’66—tie with Michigan State, ’73, ’77 and ’88).

A variety of other rating systems have been recognized through the years in attempting to determine the 
nation’s top college football team each season.

Including Notre Dame’s 11 consensus national titles, there have been 21 seasons in which the Irish qualified 
as a national champion from at least one legitimate poll.

NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS
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The 1924 Notre Dame football team will always be known best for New 
York Herald Tribune sportswriter Grantland Rice’s account of the Notre 
Dame vs. Army game played October 18 at the Polo Grounds in New York:

“Outlined against a blue-gray October sky, the Four Horsemen rode 
again.

“In dramatic lore they are known as famine, pestilence, destruction, 
and death. These are only aliases. Their real names are Stuhldreher, Miller, 
Crowley, and Layden. They formed the crest of the South Bend cyclone 
before which another fighting Army team was swept over the precipice 
at the Polo Grounds this afternoon as 55,000 spectators peered down on 
the bewildering panorama spread out on the green plain below.”

Quarterback Harry Stuhldreher, fullback Elmer Layden and halfbacks 
Jim Crowley and Don Miller 
were the cornerstone of a 
team considered one of 
the best in college foot-
ball history.

The Fighting Irish won 
the Army game 13-7, as 
the Four Horsemen played 
magnificently. Miller 
rushed for 148 yards, 
Crowley for 102 and 
Layden for 60, while Stuhldreher orchestrated the offense masterfully 
from the quarterback position. It was the third victory of the season for 
the Irish, it came against a foe considered the toughest on the schedule, 
and it spurred the Irish on to a perfect 10-0 season and the school’s first 
recognized national championship.

Rice’s account led to near-mythic status for the Irish backfield, but the 
Seven Mules, who did the blocking, and the Shock Troops, who were 
perhaps the best second string in the game, played indispensible roles, 
too. Each week in 1924, seventh-year Notre Dame coach Knute Rockne 
started his second stringers, his Shock Troops.

When Rockne felt his Shock Troops had done their job, he brought in 
the Four Horsemen and the Seven Mules, a group so good “that the Holy 
Ghost couldn’t have broken into that lineup,” said Harry O’Boyle, a kicker 
and reserve halfback on the Shock Troops. Center Adam Walsh was the 
heart of the Seven Mules, a group that also included ends Ed Hunsinger 
and Chuck Collins, tackles Rip Miller and Joe Bach, and guards Noble 

Kizer and John Wiebel. Walsh characterized the win over Army with a 
late interception—which he made with two broken hands.

The combination of the Shock Troops, the Seven Mules and the Four 
Horsemen worked 10 times in 10 tries in 1924 against a national sched-
ule that took the Irish to New York, Princeton, N.J., Madison, Wis., Soldier 
Field in Chicago and Pittsburgh during the regular season while giving 
them only four home games. In addition, at the end of the season, 
Rockne was able to convince the University administration to permit the 
football team to travel to California to play Stanford in the Rose Bowl, 
where the Irish clinched the Helms Athletic Foundation’s national cham-
pionship with a 27-10 victory.

In the Rose Bowl—Notre Dame’s only bowl appearance until the 
team began making regu-

lar bowl trips with the 
1970 Cotton Bowl— 
the Irish were faced with 
stopping an undefeated, 
once-tied Stanford team 
that included legendary 
coach Pop Warner and 
quarterback Ernie 
Nevers. Rockne was con-
cerned his players might 

not be ready physically for the heat of the West Coast, so he arranged for 
a slow, cross-country train trip that included stops in Louisiana, Texas 
and Arizona so players would have time to adjust to warmer, more 
demanding weather.

It worked, as Elmer Layden scored Notre Dame’s first touchdown on a 
three-yard run and returned interceptions of Nevers’ passes 78 and 70 
yards for two more touchdowns. The Irish took advantage of eight 
Stanford turnovers and made a critical goal-line stand in the fourth 
quarter to come up with the 17-point win.

“That would always be my favorite team,” Rockne once 
said. “I think I sensed that the backfield was a product of 
destiny. At times they caused me a certain amount of pain 
and exasperation, but mainly they brought me great joy.”

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The first quarter 
was scoreless, but in 
the second period 
Army drove deep 
into Irish territory. 
When Red Cagle 
lofted a pass for his 
end, Carl Carlmark, 
it looked like a 
certain score for 
the Cadets.

Jack Elder came 
out of nowhere 
to snatch the 
ball away. He 
took it 93 yards

Notre Dame was 9-0 and the season was over. The team had 
survived without a home, Rockne had survived his illness and 
Notre Dame had its second national championship.

  If the Great Depression wasn’t reason enough for Notre 
Dame football partisans to be a little down, then the fact the 
Irish were without a home for the 1929 season was surely 
enough to bring some anxiety into the minds of both the 
team and its followers. Plans were underway at Notre Dame 
for a new stadium to be built, and 1929 was the transition 
year in which the Irish had no home.

That didn’t keep Notre Dame from winning, however, some-
thing the team had accomplished only five times in nine tries 
in 1928. Knute Rockne had promised to return Notre Dame 
football in 1929 to what had become its customary level of 
excellence, home-
field advantage or 
not. He would not 
be stopped from 
fulfilling that prom-
ise.

The closest the 
Irish came to having 
a home game in 
1929 were three 
games contested at 
Soldier Field in 
Chicago. The Irish 
defeated Wisconsin 
there, 19-0, October 
19, Drake, 19-7, November 9, and USC in the most important 
game of the year, 13-12, before 112, 912 fans on November 
16.

The lack of home turf was not the only major difficulty of the 
1929 season for Notre Dame. The team’s legendary coach was 
in battle with phlebitis, which doctors said stood a 50-50 
chance of taking Rockne’s life if he tried to coach that season. 
But coach the team he did, through one dramatic victory after 
another, either by telephone from a hospital bed or from a 
wheelchair on the sidelines.

Rockne’s leg problems continued and the announcement 
was made that he would not accompany the team on its trip 
to Baltimore to face Navy. Line coach Tom Lieb took over for 
Rockne that day, as the Irish won 14-7. But back in South 
Bend, doctor’s orders couldn’t keep Rock away from practice at 
Cartier Field, where he set up his command post in his car and 
used a loudspeaker to direct activities.

By the time the USC contest rolled around, the Irish were 
6-0, and recognized as one of the top teams in the nation. 
Running back Joe Savoldi had earned acclaim in the Wisconsin 
game with dazzling touchdown runs of 71 and 40 yards, and 
he provided the only score of the game in Notre Dame’s 7-0 
win at Carnegie Tech October 26.

When the Irish faced USC at Soldier Field November 16, 
Rockne’s status was as bad as ever, but the team needed him. 
The Notre Dame-USC tradition was already a great one, and 
the first half foretold the kind of game everyone expected, 
with the teams battling to a 6-6 tie. In the locker room, the 

Fighting Irish were 
in desperate need 
of one of Rock’s 
famous speeches, 
but he was 
nowhere to be 
found. So former 
Irish running back 
Paul Castner 
stepped up to do 
what he could, and 
in the middle of his 
oration, who should 
two Irish managers 
wheel into the 

room but Rockne himself.
He was in great pain and had undergone quite a strain — 

not only from making the trip to Chicago but also from 
watching his team struggle in the first half. He gave an 
impassioned speech with what strength he had, during 
which a blood clot in one leg broke loose, passed through his 
heart and settled safely in the other leg. His speech worked, 
as the Irish escaped Chicago with a 13-12 win and an 
unblemished 7-0 record.

The Irish still had traditional foes Northwestern and Army 
left. Northwestern fell relatively easy, as the Irish posted a win 
on the Wildcats’ home field. But the November 30 matchup 
with Army at Yankee Stadium proved to be a real battle.

The game was played on turf that was frozen solid, and 
neither team was able to accomplish anything. It was eight 
degrees at gametime and a biting wind cut across the field as 
the players dashed out for the opening kickoff.

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Northwestern. All that remained between Notre Dame and another 
national title were games against Army and USC.

On a November 29 afternoon that saw rain and sleet turn Soldier 
Field into a swamp, the Cadets and the Irish squared off, and it 
appeared that neither team was going to budge. Near the end of the 
game, however, Schwartz broke loose for a 54-yard scoring run. The 
all-important extra point gave the Irish a 7-0 lead. Army scored 
quickly thereafter, though, on a blocked punt, and it appeared that 
things would be knotted up. But Notre Dame blocked the extra point, 
and that’s the way it ended.

To finish off the season, Rockne used all his psychological expertise 
in a ploy that helped the Irish get ready for USC. Injuries during the 
season left the team with only one healthy fullback, Dan Hanley. So 
Rock decided to turn Bucky O’Connor, a second-team halfback, into a 
first-string fullback. However, in practice, Rock had O’Connor and 
Hanley trade jerseys, and not a single soul suspected anything 
unusual.

When the game got underway, Notre Dame had one of the 
speediest fullbacks the Trojan defense had ever seen. O’Connor scored 
two touchdowns, including one on an 80-yard dash, and the Irish 
dominated the favored home team to the tune of 27-0.

It was a fitting script to what turned out to be Rockne’s final game 
as the Notre Dame head football coach. The team won its second 
consecutive national championship, and the following March Rockne 
died in a plane crash in Kansas.

Brand new stadium, same old result — another national champi-
onship for the Notre Dame football team.

The 1930 football season marked the opening of Notre Dame 
Stadium, just another in the long line of Knute Rockne masterpieces, 
only this was a football stadium instead of a team. With typical 
meticulosity, he had supervised every minute detail of the construc-
tion of the stadium.

In addition, Rockne had for the first time a full-time equipment 
manager, a trainer, a doctor 
who traveled with the 
team, a business man-
ager, several secretaries, 
a staff to handle the 
complex sale and distri-
bution of tickets. On top 
of all that, Rockne was 
healthy again. The doc-
tors at the Mayo Clinic 
had given him a thor-
ough going-over from 
head to foot during the 
offseason and had given 
him a clean bill of health.

All the Rock had to do was coach, and what a job he did.
On October 4, 1930, the Fighting Irish opened their season in the 

imposing new stadium — an impressive ampitheatre of dull red 
brick trimmed with limestone. Rockne had the original sod from 
Cartier Field transplanted just for good measure.

The Irish christened the good earth with a 20-14 win over 
Southern Methodist. The stadium was officially dedicated the follow-
ing week, as Notre Dame trounced Navy, 26-2. In the third week of 
the season, Notre Dame played its third straight home game, defeat-

ing Carnegie Tech, 21-6, to cap off a successful first homestand.
Preseason prognosticators across the country considered the 1930 

Notre Dame team to be Rockne’s strongest yet. Rockne had said as 
much himself prior to the start of the season, and he had good rea-
son for such high expectations. Frank Carideo, Marchy Schwartz, 
Marty Brill, and Jumpin’ Joe Savoldi made up a latter day version of 
the Four Horsemen in the backfield, and all of them earned All-
America status on one team or another for that season. The Fighting 

Irish were not only 
stocked with an explo-
sive collection of run-
ning backs, but the 
team also sported a 
tremendous crew of 
linemen. Center Tommy 
Yarr, guards Nordy 
Hoffman and Brent 
Metzger, tackles Joe 
Kurth and Al Culver and 
end Tom Conley all 
made All-America 
teams either that sea-

son or the following one.
The Irish left home three times in the fourth through eighth weeks 

of the season but continued to roll. Notre Dame traveled to Pitt and 
beat the Panthers, 35-19. A 27-0 romp over Indiana followed, before 
the Irish visited a 60-20 walloping on the Quakers of Pennsylvania. 
Marty Brill, who had transferred to Notre Dame from Pennsylvania, 
played the greatest game of his career that day, breaking loose for 
three touchdowns on runs of 45, 52 and 65 yards.

The Notre Dame winning streak stood at 15 games over two sea-
sons, and it quickly grew to 17 as the Irish sprinted past Drake and

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  At the beginning of the 1943 season many experts called Notre 
Dame’s schedule its most difficult in school history. The Irish faced 
seven teams that season that were ranked among the nation’s top 13 
teams in the year’s final Associated Press poll.

Frank Leahy’s squad only had two returning starters from the ’42 
squad that finished 7-2-2. To make matters worse, seven of the 10 
games in ’43 were on the road.

The Irish were still in the early stages of adjusting to the 
T-formation, which Leahy installed the season before, moving away 
from the traditional Notre Dame “Box Formation.” The new offense 
enabled the ’43 team to score 340 points, 156 more than the season 
before. The T-formation also led to the emergence of Angelo Bertelli, 
who moved from tailback to quarterback to lead the Irish offense.

Bertelli led the Irish to a 6-0 start as the team outscored its oppo-
nents 261-31. Included in that stretch were key victories over sec-
ond-ranked Michigan and third-ranked Navy.

A record crowd of 85,688 
witnessed the 35-12 Irish win 
in Ann Arbor. Bertelli was bril-
liant, completing five of eight 
passes for two touchdowns 
while All-America running 
back Creighton Miller aver-
aged 16 yards per play 
against Michigan.

Led by Bertelli and All-
America tackle Jim White, 
both of whom finished in 
the top 10 in the Heisman 
balloting that year, the 
Irish rolled to a 50-0 victo-
ry over Wisconsin and a 47-0 bashing of Illinois following the win 
over Michigan, to extend their record to 5-0.

Those wins were followed by a colossal matchup between top-
ranked Notre Dame and third-ranked Navy in Cleveland. The Irish 
cruised to a 33-6 win but lost their quarterback. The Marine Corps 
called Bertelli into service with four games left in the season.

Leahy called on a sophomore to be Bertelli’s replacement in the 
following week’s game against Army, the third-ranked team in the 
country that week.

All Bertelli’s replacement did was throw for two touchdowns, run 
for another and intercept a pass to lead the Irish to a 26-0 win. A 
new star was born— the incomparable John Lujack.

With Lujack calling the signals, the Irish defeated two more top ten 
teams in the following two weeks, Northwestern and Iowa Pre-
Flight.

All that stood between Leahy’s first undefeated and untied season 
was Great Lakes, a team the Irish had tied in their two previous 
meetings during the 1918 and 1942 seasons.

Notre Dame scored first but trailed 12-7 late in the fourth quarter. 
Miller capped off an 80-yard drive with a touchdown to put the Irish 
ahead 14-12 with 1:05 to play.

With 33 seconds remaining, Great Lakes quarterback Steve Lach 
connected on a 46-yard pass to Paul Anderson, who fielded the ball 
at the six-yard line and then went into the end zone for the game-
winning score, ruining Notre Dame’s perfect season.

IRISH MARCH TO 9-1 MARK AND FOURTH CONSENSUS 
NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP BEHIND HEISMAN WINNER 
ANGELO BERTELLI AND FRANK LEAHY’S T-FORMATION

After the game, Leahy told his team, “You’re still champions to me, 
boys. You fought your hearts out every inch of the way in the greatest 
drive I’ve ever seen. Nobody is to blame for that last Great Lakes 
touchdown. It was just a fine play, splendidly executed.”

Despite the season-ending loss, Notre Dame picked up several 
awards that would become commonplace for the school. The Irish 
were crowned national champions by the Associated Press for the 
first time and Bertelli became the first Notre Dame player to win the 
Heisman Trophy.

Bertelli easily outdistanced Bob O’Dell of Pennsylvania and Otto 
Graham of Northwestern for the Heisman.

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offense (340.1 yards per game), total defense (141.7 yards per 
game) and scoring defense (2.7 points per game) and had 
allowed only Illinois, Purdue, Iowa, and USC to score points 
against them. For the season, Notre Dame outscored its oppo-
nents 271 to 24 in nine games.

It was only the beginning.

World War II had finally ended and the United States was 
ready to think about something more pleasant than interna-
tional conflict for a change — like Notre Dame football. The 
year was 1946, the coach was hard-driving Frank Leahy and it 
was the beginning of a dynasty for Notre Dame football.

In 1943, Leahy had guided the Fighting Irish to their first 
wire-service national championship, and fourth overall, 
b e h i n d 
H e i s m a n 
Trophy win-
ner Angelo 
Bertelli and 
f u t u r e 
H e i s m a n 
winner John 
Lujack. World 
War II took 
many football 
players from 
c o l l e g e , 
i n c l u d i n g 
Bertelli in the 
middle of his 
Heisman cam-
paign in ’43, but many returned to the gridiron 
after the war ended, including Lujack, who would 
go on to win the Heisman in 1947.

For the players who returned to Notre Dame in 
’46, losing a college football game was not to be 
one of their post-war experiences. From 1946 to 
1949, Notre Dame went 36-0-2 and won three 
national championships in one of the most suc-
cessful four-year periods in college football histo-
ry.

The 1946 season started it all. Halfback Terry 
Brennan and linemen Bill Walsh, Bill Fischer and 
John Mastrangelo were among the group of 
returnees from the previous season. There were 
several new faces who came to Notre Dame after 
Navy hitches had interrupted their respective careers at Holy 
Cross and Texas A&M. There were also players for whom the 
war had postponed college football, like end Jim Martin and 
running back Emil (Red) Sitko, and there were freshmen like 

Leon Hart. Returning to Notre Dame along with Lujack were 
veterans such as tackle Zygmont (Ziggy) Czarobski, end Jack 
Zilly, and fullback Jim Mello. Even Leahy was coming back to 
Notre Dame after a couple years in the service.

Leahy was a perfectionist and strict disciplinarian, and 
enduring his practices wasn’t much more fun than being a 

soldier. But it sure produced results. The Irish usu-
ally had two separate platoons ready for each 
game, and often the first string didn’t play much 
more than half the game. On the football field, 
the Irish had strength in numbers, and Leahy 
fought a war of attrition.

The season began with the Irish routing their 
first five opponents — Illinois, which went on 
to win the Western (now Big Ten) conference 
championship, Pittsburgh, Purdue, Iowa and 
Navy before facing top-ranked Army. Coached 
by the great Earl (Red) Blaik and featuring Doc 
Blanchard and Glenn Davis in the backfield, 

Army had won two straight national championships and 25 
straight games, including two defeats of Notre Dame in the 
previous two seasons by a combined score of 107-0.

The showdown was set for November 9 in Yankee Stadium 
where 74,121 fans turned out to see a 0-0 tie. Notre Dame 
advanced to the Army four-yard line in the second quarter for 
the game’s deepest scoring threat, but the Cadets held on 
downs. Blanchard broke into the clear once and appeared to 
be headed for a score, but an open-field tackle by Lujack 
saved the Irish from defeat.

Army retained its top ranking in the Associated Press poll 
after the game. But the Irish walloped their final three oppo-
nents by a combined score of 94-6 and were named national 
champions in the final poll of the season. When the smoke 
cleared, the Irish found themselves the nation’s statistical 
leaders in total offense (441.3 yards per game), rushing

  In any discussion of college football’s greatest teams, one 
team that always comes to mind is the 1947 Notre Dame 
squad. The Irish never trailed in any game that year and 
compiled a 9-0 record, their first unblemished record in 17 
years.

Notre Dame held its opponents to under six points a game 
while averaging over 32 points. Only one team — 
Northwestern — scored 
more than one touchdown 
against the Irish that year. 
But maybe the most impres-
sive note about the squad is 
that it sent 42 players to 
professional football.

The mainstays on that 
team included consensus 
All-Americans George 
Connor, Bill Fischer and John 
Lujack, who won the 
Heisman Trophy that year. 
The team also included 
future Heisman winner Leon 
Hart and the man who later 
succeeded Leahy as head 
coach of the Irish, Terry 
Brennan.

The Irish began the season 
with six turnovers against 
Pittsburgh, but Lujack scored 
three times to lead Notre 
Dame to an easy 40-6 win. 
Leahy’s squad stumbled a 
little bit in the next game, 
too, but came out ahead of 
Purdue, 22-7.

Notre Dame then exploded 
for three consecutive shut-
outs over Nebraska (31-0), 
Iowa (21-0) and Navy (27-
0). The win over the 
Cornhuskers avenged a 17-0 
loss that Knute Rockne’s 
1925 squad suffered to 
Nebraska, the last time the two schools had met.

Following three impressive shutouts, the Irish faced Army, a 
team that had become such a fierce rival in previous years that 
the series was discontinued for 10 years after the 1947 game. 
The two teams battled to a 0-0 tie in 1946 in one of the most 
famous games in Notre Dame history.

Notre Dame entered the game as the top-ranked team in 
the country while Army was rated eighth. The Irish struck first 
when Brennan broke loose for a 97-yard kickoff return. Notre 
Dame built a 20-0 lead before Army finally scored. The Irish 
won 27-7 before a record crowd of 59,171 at Notre Dame 
Stadium.

The next week was the only close game of the year. 
Northwestern became the 
only team in 1947 to come 
within two touchdowns of 
the Irish as Notre Dame won 
26-19.

The Irish ended the season 
with a 59-6 thrashing of 
Tulane and an impressive 
38-7 win over third-ranked 
Southern California. When 
the final national polls came 
out, Notre Dame was No. 1 
for the second straight year.

Just how good was this ’47 
team? Well, consider that 
several of the first-string 
players that year (such as 
Brennan) didn’t even try out 
for professional football but 
opted to coach instead.

The great ’47 squad also 
included six players who 
were elected into the 
National  Footbal l 
Foundation Hall of Fame — 
Lujack, Connor, Hart, Fischer, 
Sitko and Ziggy Czarobski. 
And to top that off, their 
coach, Frank Leahy, wound 
up the second winningest 
coach in college history just 
behind his mentor, Knute 
Rockne.

The Boston Herald called 
the ’47 Irish team, “the 

greatest Notre Dame squad of 
all time. Its third string could whip most varsities.”

The immortal sportswriter Grantland Rice added after the 
final game of the season, “There no longer is any doubt as to

November 15, 1945, ranks as one of the most important 
dates in Notre Dame football history. Check the record books, 
though, and you won’t find one of the greatest games in Irish 
history played on that day.

November 15, 1945, was a Thursday, not a Saturday, and 
that was the day Lieutenant Frank Leahy was discharged from 
the Navy. He returned to Notre Dame campus, signed a 
10-year contract and began what was to be one of the most 
successful four-year runs in college football history.

The 1946 and 1947 seasons brought national champion-
ships to Notre Dame. The 9-0-1 1948 team was runner-up to 
Michigan. But a national championship in 1949 would allow 
Notre Dame to close the decade in magnificent 
style.

And that is exactly what 
happened. Notre 
Dame went 
10-0 which 
made for a 
four-year mark 
of 36-0-2. End 
Leon Hart won the 
Heisman Trophy and 
Leahy had his fourth champi-
onship and the school’s seventh.

Before the season, however, nobody 
expected a championship team to emerge from the South 
Bend campus. The Irish needed somebody to emerge as a 
leader and attention was focused on Hart, already recognized 
as the finest end in the college game, along with Emil Sitko, 
Larry Coutre and co-captain Jim Martin. But most observers 
agreed that the Fighting Irish would need more than that.

Soon enough, they got it. In the sixth game of the season, 
against Michigan State on November 5, quarterback Bob 
Williams stepped to the fore. He led the top-ranked Irish to a 
34-21 victory over the 10th-ranked Spartans in a game at 
East Lansing that the press thought would knock Notre Dame 
from its lofty perch atop collegiate football.

Williams continued to shine in subsequent 
games. He was at his daring best the follow-
ing week in a game versus North Carolina 
played at Yankee Stadium. Leahy had given 
Williams instructions that he was never to 
pass the football on the fourth down situa-
tion on their own 19-yard line with the score 
tied 6-6 in the second quarter. He couldn’t 
help himself. Knowing that if he failed he’d 
have to head to the nearest exit to avoid 
Leahy, the self-assured Williams completed 
an 18-yard pass to Larry Coutre for an Irish 
first down. Notre Dame went on to a 42-6 
win, and Williams soon became recognized as the nation’s 
best quarterback.

The Irish eased through their final two home games, rolling 
over Iowa, 28-7, and 17th ranked Southern Cal, 32-0. All that 
remained was what was sure to be an easy win over Southern 
Methodist in Dallas. SMU would be without its top player, 
1948 Heisman winner Doak Walker, and the nation had virtu-
ally conceded the national championship to Notre Dame.

Notre Dame jumped to an early lead before 
Mustang running back Kyle Rote came to life 
in the steady afternoon drizzle. Running at 
will, he scored two quick touchdowns and 
thanks to a missed extra point by SMU, the 
score was tied at 20 with seven minutes to go.

Notre Dame’s back was to the wall for the 
first time all season, and the offense rose to 
the occasion. In blitzkrieg fashion, the Irish 
simply pushed SMU straight back into its own 
end zone with 10 determined rushes that 
covered 54 yards and put Notre Dame up by a 

touchdown, 27-20.
The drive was so quick, however, that SMU still had time to 

score. But in the shadow of the Notre Dame goal post, when 
Rote tried to pass for the tying touchdown, Notre Dame’s 
Jerry Groom made a game-saving interception. 

It was the final play of the game and of a decade that saw 
Frank Leahy lead the Fighting Irish to three national champi-
onships in four years.

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Notre Dame had the ball again on its own 30 with 1:24 left 
in the game.  But rather than gamble with passes deep in 
their own territory, the Irish attempted to run the ball out of 
danger.  The game was a 10-10 tie.

The Irish held on to their top ranking and traveled to Los 
Angeles to play Rose Bowl-bound USC.  The Irish tore the 
Trojans apart, 51-0, posting the team’s sixth shutout in 10 
games and ensuring another unanimous number-one selec-
tion for the national championship.

  Coach Ara Parseghian, in his third season at Notre Dame, 
made a difficult decision at the start of the 1966 season, pick-
ing sophomore Terry Hanratty as his starting quarterback over 
classmate Coley O’Brien, yet the decision proved without a 
doubt to be the correct one.  Hanratty and split end Jim 
Seymour, also a sophomore, turned out to be one of the best 
passing combinations Notre Dame fans have ever seen.

The two had begun working together during the previous 
winter, developing their timing, moves and patterns so they 
would know each other’s habits inside out when the 1966 
season began.  Seymour was a good bet to take over one of 
the end positions that was being vacated after the ’65 season, 
but Hanratty had no such assurances of whether or not he 
would be the number-one quarterback.

Fortunately for Hanratty, Parseghian decided to balance an 
already steady running game, manned by Nick Eddy, Larry 
Conjar and Rocky Bleier, with the passing talent of Hanratty.

The decision bore fruit in the first game of the season, as 
Hanratty and Seymour hooked up 13 times for 276 yards — 
Notre Dame records for receptions and yards — and three 
touchdowns, which tied a school record.  The Irish defeated 
Rose Bowl-bound Purdue that day, 26-14, in South Bend.

Notre Dame traveled to Northwestern for the second game 
of the season and won, 35-7.  The Irish defense gave up its last 
points for the next three games and showed the kind of stiff-
ness that ensured Notre Dame would never be out of any 
contest.  Notre Dame returned home for the next two games 
and defeated Army and North Carolina by a combined score of 
67-0, setting the stage for a showdown with Oklahoma.

Notre Dame traveled to Norman for what was supposed to 
be anybody’s ballgame.  The game was billed as a matchup 
between the small, quick, strong Sooners and the big, slow 
Irish.  But Oklahoma was out of its element.  Although the 
Irish lost Seymour to an ankle injury that would cost him two 

games, the Fighting Irish rolled to a 38-0 victory and their 
third straight shutout of the young season.

Notre Dame pounded its next three opponents—Navy, 
Pittsburgh and Duke, giving up only one score, a touchdown 
to Navy.  Meanwhile, the offense was hitting on all cylinders, 
racking up 31 points versus the Midshipmen, 40 against Pitt  
and a whopping 64 against the Blue Devils.

The game of the century took place on November 19 when 
number-one ranked Notre Dame traveled to East Lansing to 
play second-ranked Michigan State for all the marbles.

Notre Dame fell behind 10-0 in the second quarter, but 
O’Brien, who had been diagnosed with diabetes only a few 
weeks earlier and was still adjusting, brought the Irish back to 
a tie in the second half.  The Spartan offense was unable to net 
a single yard running the ball in the second half, and when 
Notre Dame intercepted a pass and returned it to the Spartan 
18-yard line in the fourth quarter, it looked like Notre Dame’s 
chance to win.  But three plays and minus-six yards later left 
the Irish with a 41-yard field goal attempt, which sailed wide 
to the right.

But Alabama missed the conversion try and the Tide had 
only a slim two-point lead.

Notre Dame then marched 79 yards in 11 plays. Strong runs 
by Hunter, Penick and Clements and a 30-yard pass from 
Clements to Dave Casper carried the drive to the Alabama 
15-yard line.The Irish got to the three, but couldn’t get any 
closer before the call went to Thomas. His kick was true, the 
game belonged to the Irish and so did the national champion-
ship.

Every college football season seems to have its own game of 
the century, but the 1973 matchup between Notre Dame and 
Alabama was special. It came in the Sugar Bowl, and it was to 
be a dream game.

Two undefeated, highly-ranked teams with long and storied 
gridiron traditions were set to battle for the national champi-
onship.

The prognosticators’ predictions rang true as the Fighting 
Irish emerged 24-23 victors over the Crimson Tide of Alabama 

in a thriller that saw the lead change hands six times.
Bob Thomas, who had missed two earlier attempts in the 

game, kicked a 19-yard field goal with 4:26 remaining to give 
the Irish and coach Ara Parseghian the one-point triumph 
over top-rated Alabama. The win clinched Notre Dame’s sixth 
wire-service national championship and ninth overall as the 
Irish finished the season with a perfect 11-0 record.

The balanced Irish attack was keyed by four backs who 
gained over 300 yards apiece: fullback Wayne Bullock (752), 

halfback Art Best (700), halfback Eric Penick (586) 
and quarterback Tom Clements (360). It was one of 
the fastest backfields Notre Dame had ever assem-
bled, as Penick had 9.5 speed in the 100-yard dash, 
while Best checked in at 9.7.

The Irish were ranked in the eighth spot with wins 
over Rice and Army, setting the stage for what every-
one considered to be Notre Dame’s first real test of the 
year, a home battle with sixth-ranked USC.

The Trojans came to town riding a 23-game 
unbeaten streak, and Notre Dame was full of memo-

ries of the previous season’s clash, which saw running back 
Anthony Davis romp for six touchdowns in a 45-23 Trojan win.

Squib kicks were the solution to the problem of Davis 
returning kicks, and a fired-up defense held him to just 55 
yards on 19 carries. Quite simply, the day belonged to Notre 
Dame, as Penick ran for 118 yards, 50 more than the entire 
USC squad. The Irish pulled off a 23-14 win and jumped to 
fifth in the polls.

Notre Dame cruised through the remainder of the schedule. 
Navy was an easy victim, 44-7, and 20th-ranked Pittsburgh 
played the docile host to the Irish and fell 31-10. The Irish 
finished off Parseghian’s first perfect regular season with a 
48-15 win over Air Force and a 44-0 whitewashing of Miami 
at the Orange Bowl.

The stage was set for the contest between number-one 
Alabama and third-ranked Notre Dame that seemed to 
deserve every phrase of its high-powered buildup. The Irish 
opened the contest with a superb defensive effort that held 
the Tide without a yard in the first period as Notre Dame took 
a 6-0 lead. Alabama’s thoroughbred backs made it out of the 
starting gate in the second period, however. They produced 
three long drives that resulted in a pair of touchdowns, the 
first of which put the Tide up 7-6.

Early in the fourth quarter, the game took a wild turn with 
three turnovers in 90 seconds. Alabama took charge and put 
in its own version of the razzle-dazzle.

With the ball on the Notre Dame 25, quarterback Richard 
Todd handed off to halfback Mike Strock, then raced to the

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  Who could forget the cover of Sports Illustrated the week 
after Notre Dame had defeated Texas 38-10 in the 1978 Cotton 
Bowl? A fierce Terry Eurick was pictured fighting through a 
hole in the offensive line, the caption reading, “The Irish Wake 
the Echoes.” On the inside, “Shakin’ Down the Thunder” was 
the title of an article about how Notre Dame’s victory over the 
previously-unbeaten Longhorns was enough to vault the Irish 
from fifth to first in the wire-service polls and give the 
University its seventh wire service national championship and 
10th overall.

The theme for that January 2 in Dallas 
could have been “and then there were 
none.” For there was not one unbeaten 
team remaining after the Irish had 
knocked Texas from its No. 1 ranking.

Third-year Irish coach Dan Devine 
made sure his charges were ready to take 
care of America’s last undefeated team. 
An unrelenting defense was the reason 
why. The defense featured 

1976 Outland Trophy winner Ross Browner at one end and 
Willie Fry at the other, supported by a tough, mobile group of 
linebackers headed by All-American Bob Golic. The Irish 
forced six Texas turnovers in the Cotton Bowl, and an opportu-
nistic offense capitalized on five of them. Notre Dame’s devas-
tating strength in the trenches roped up Texas’ Heisman Trophy 
winner Earl Campbell. He managed a tough 116 yards on 29 
carries. 

Notre Dame’s defensive strength came as no surprise in 
1977, and it was the primary reason the Irish were near the 
top of the polls in the preseason rankings. But it was an 
unexpected boost from the offense that gave Notre Dame the 

national championship in 1977. Quarterback Joe Montana 
and running back Jerome Heavens both rebounded on 
offense, teaming with All-America tight end Ken MacAfee, 
who led the team in receiving for the third straight year.

The offense came on strong in 1977 as Montana threw for 
over 1,600 yards and 11 touchdowns and Heavens led the 
team with 994 rushing yards. Montana earned a reputation as 
“The Comeback Kid” with performances like the one he had in 
the third game of the season when, in his first appearance in 
over a year, he engineered the Irish to 17 fourth-quarter 

points in Notre Dame’s come-from-behind 
31-24 win at Purdue. Later in the season, the 
Irish traveled to Death Valley to play the 15th-
ranked Clemson Tigers, and Montana scored two 
fourth-quarter touchdowns to bring the Irish to 
a 21-17 win.

Heavens was healthy 
again in 1977 and he 
joined the explosive 
Vagas Ferguson behind 
Montana. Heavens 
proved himself fully 
recovered with 136 
yards against Michigan 
State and followed his 

outburst against the Spartans with a Notre Dame-
record 200 yards rushing versus Army. Two weeks 
later he went for 100 against Navy.

But the key regular season win came in a mid-
season 49-19 thrashing of fifth-ranked USC in 
Notre Dame Stadium. In that one, the Irish 
warmed up in their usual blue jerseys, only to 
emerge in green just prior to kickoff. That triumph 
helped wipe out the memory of Notre Dame’s 

second-game road loss, a 20-13 defeat at Ole Miss that 
proved its sole ’77 blemish.

The Irish ran out to a 24-10 halftime lead in the Cotton Bowl 
and then added touchdowns in each of the final quarters for 
an overwhelming 28-point victory. Few questioned who was 
number one.

Notre Dame leapfrogged over the four teams ranked ahead 
of it to grab the nation’s top position.

The Irish did, indeed, wake the echoes and shake down the 
thunder.

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It wasn’t long after Lou Holtz’s arrival as head football coach 
at Notre Dame that he opined that the Irish couldn’t expect to 
be a great team until they were great on defense.

That prophesy came true for Holtz and the Irish in 1988 - 
ironically, just a year after Notre Dame’s Tim Brown had cap-
tured the Heisman Trophy.  But with his departure came a 
revitalization of the defense, led by senior defensive end Frank 
Stams, junior linebacker Michael Stonebreaker, sophomore 
defensive tackle Chris Zorich and senior linebacker Wes 
Pritchett, all of whom merited some sort of All-America 
honors.  They were supported by cornerback Todd Lyght, 
linebacker Ned Bolcar and defensive tackle Jeff Alm, who 
went on to earn that same All-America acclaim a year later.

The end result was a consensus national championship for 
the Irish in 1988, thanks to a perfect 12-0 campaign.  The title 
came in Holtz’s third season as Irish head coach, much as 
Frank Leahy, Ara Parseghian and Dan Devine before him had 
claimed national crowns in their respective third seasons as 
Irish head coach.  It came thanks to riveting regular-season 
triumphs over Michigan, Miami and USC — and it ulti-
mately featured wins over teams ranked first, second and third 
in the polls when they faced Notre Dame.

When the 13th-ranked Irish debuted against ninth-rated 
Michigan in Notre Dame Stadium, Holtz knew his youthful 
offense would be tested, particularly with a green group of 
receivers featuring Ricky Watters at flanker in a switch from 
tailback, plus rookies Derek Brown and Raghib Ismail.  His 
concern was borne out when Notre Dame did not score a 
touchdown from scrimmage.

But Watters returned a Michigan punt 81 yards for a touch-
down, and unheralded walk-on kicker Reggie Ho knocked 
through four field goals, twice bringing the Irish from behind 
including the game-winner with 1:13 remaining.  A field-

goal miss from 48 yards as time 
expired by the Wolverines 

earned Notre Dame a 19-17 
opening victory.

Four wins later, the fourth-rated Irish welcomed top-ranked 
Miami and its 36-game regular-season unbeaten streak to 
Notre Dame Stadium. The streak bit the dust that day by a 
31-30 count, as Notre Dame forced seven Hurricane turnovers 
and made use of a bevy of heroes, lastly Pat Terrell, who 
knocked down Miami quarterback Steve Walsh’s two-point 
conversion pass with 45 seconds remaining.

Terrell previously ran an interception back 60 yards for a 
score, Stams forced two Walsh fumbles, recovered another 
and tipped the pass Terrell intercepted — and quarterback 
Tony Rice threw for a career-high 195 yards.  The Irish took the 
lead for good midway through the third period after thwart-
ing a fake punt by Miami and then held on down the stretch.  
Though Walsh threw for 424 yards, the stingy Irish front line 
limited the ‘Canes to 57 rushing yards.

The season finale found the 10-0 and top-ranked Irish 
underdogs against second-rated and also unbeaten USC in 
the Los Angeles Coliseum.  Again, it was defense that domi-
nated for Notre Dame in a 27-10 victory.  Stams had nine 
tackles, two and a half sacks and a fumble recovery and made 
life miserable for Trojan standout Rodney Peete. Cornerback 
Stan Smagala ran an interception back 64 yards for a 20-7 
halftime lead after Rice had skirted left end for 65 yards for 
the first points of the game.

The Irish prevailed despite going 29 minutes in the second 
and third periods combined without a first down —  and in 
spite of the fact leading rusher Tony Brooks and leading 
receiver Watters, both sophomores, were suspended the day 
before the game.

Notre Dame met third-ranked and unbeaten West Virginia in 
the Fiesta Bowl in hopes of claiming the championship 
—  and the Irish rode early leads of 16-0 and 23-3 to an 
eventual 34-21 victory, banking on another staunch defen-
sive effort.

Rice ran for 75 yards and completed seven throws for 213 
more yards.  Meanwhile, Stams had two sacks on his way to 
the defensive MVP award, and the Irish dominated a heralded 
Mountaineer offensive line that had been one of the main 
reasons West Virginia had never trailed in a game all season.  
The more physical Notre Dame team knocked quarterback 
Major Harris out of the contest early due to a bruised shoulder 
and limited the potent Mountaineer ground game to 108 
yards.

Holtz’s final pro-
nouncement: “This 
team will go down 
as a great football 
team because 
nobody proved 
otherwise.”
