« The 2024-25 season marks University of Notre Dame hockey coach Jeff
Jackson's 20 season behind the Irish bench. During his first 19 seasons,
the program has enjoyed a great deal of success, including four trips to
the Frozen Four and eight conference championships.

« Jackson has over 30 years of coaching experience and led Notre Dame
to back-to-back Big Ten tournament championship seasons in 2018
and 2019 while also quiding the Irish to the 2018 national title game en
route to being named the Spencer Penrose Award winner as the National
Coach ofthe Year.

« Jackson was also named the Spencer Penrose award winner in 2007
and heis one of just 15 coaches to have eamed the honor multiple times
(dating back to 1951).

« Additionally, Jackson is one of only two coaches to have eamed the honor
multiple times in the last 20 seasons.

« Jackson’s Notre Dame teams have made 12 trips to the NCAA
Tournament, advancing to the Frozen Four four times and playing in the
2008 and 2018 national title games.
