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INSIDE THE IRISH - BY THE NUMBERS

0 The Irish had zero punts in back-to-back games against Purdue and
Arkansas for the first time since at least 1973.

With his performance at Miami, freshman quarterback CJ Carr
] became the first Irish 0B to have at least one passing TD and one
rushing TD in his first start since Brandon Wimbush in 2017.

CJ Carris second among all freshman quarterbacks in FBS in passing
touchdowns (14) and is fourth in passing yards (1,758). He also ranks
2 fifth in the nation in passing yards per completion (14.53), sixth in

yards per pass attempt (3.55), ninth in passing efficiency 166.8), 27th
in passing yards per game (251.1) and 31st in passing touchdowns (14)
among all FBS quarterbacks.

Leonard Moore notched two interceptions in the win over Boise
2 State, becoming the first Irish player with multiple interceptions in
the same game since 2023.

Jadarian Price became the third running back in program history to
3 register multiple rushing TDs and a kick return TD in the same game,

joining John Petibon (vs. Detroit Mercy, 1951) and Willie Maher (vs.
Kalamazoo, 1923) in the win over Purdue.

Donovan Hinish was named as a captain for the 2025 season to join
his brother Kurt (2021) as a captain. The Hinish brothers are the third
3 pairing of brothers to earn the captain title in the history of Notre
Dame football, joining Bob Golic (1978) and Mike Golic (1984) and Zack
Martin (2012 & 2013) and Nick Martin (2014 & 2015).

Jeremiyah Love recorded four touchdowns at Arkansas - two
l|. rushing and two receiving - to post the most touchdowns by an FBS

player of the weekend. He is the first player in Notre Dame history to
score four in a single half since 1996.

Jadarian Price was responsible for four touchdowns against Purdue
l|. - three rushing and one on a kick return - which had marked the most

toudchdowns for an Irish player since Audric Estimé rushed for four
TDs at Stanford in 2023.

The 2025 Notre Dame offense has four players who have amassed
l|. over 1,500 career all-purpose yards - Jeremiyah Love (2,821 yards),

Malachi Fields (2,191), Jadarian Price (2,330) and Will Pauling
(1,638).

Jeremiyah Love and Jadarian Price each scored a rushing
touchdown in the victory over USC, marking the 12th time the pair
have both rushed for a touchdown in the same game.

With his start against Boise State at running back, Jeremiyah Love
registered his 24th-consecutive start, which ties his for third all-time
in program history at the running back position.

TWO-DEEP TIDBITS - OFFENSE/SPECIAL TEAMS

Malachi Fields was named a 2025 Phil Steele Preseason All-America Fourth
Team selection and has 148 career receptions for 2,197 yards and 13 touchdowns
after joining the Irish from Virginia. Fields is on the 2025 Biletnikoff Award
Watch List and averages 14.8 yards per catch over his career.

Jaden Greathouse became the first Irish player since Javon McKinley in 2020
to have consecutive games with 100+ receiving yards as he posted back-to-
back 100+ yard efforts in the 2025 Orange Bowl and CFP Championship games.
He has 930 career receving yards with nine touchdowns.

Will Pauling joined the Irish after competing at both Cincinnati and Wisconsin.
He has 1,631 career receiving yards via 144 receptions with 13 TDs. A team
captain for the Irish in 2025, he averages 11.3 yards per catch for his career
and had his first 100-yard receiving game in an Irish uniform in the win over
NC State.

Jordan Faison has 84 career receptions for 1114 yards and averages 13.3 yards
per catch over his career. He posted his second 100+ yard receiving game of
his career against Purdue and was named the Burlsworth Traphy Walk-On of the
Week on September 23.

The Notre Dame offensive line was named to the Joe Moore Midseason Honor
Roll for their work in 2025. The group is led by the experience of Billy Schrauth,
Aamil Wagner and Anthonie Knapp, who were all key ta the Irish run in the 2024
season. Guerby Lambert has played in 12 games on the offensive line and on
special teams, and Sullivan Absher has competed in 23 games of his career
to-date. Joe Otting made his first start at center against USC after Ashton
Craig sustained a season-ending injury, and Absher is positioned to get his first
career start at Boston College.

Craig, Wagner and Schrauth have all drawn attention from national award
committees ahead of the 2025 campaign. Craig was named to the Rimington
Trophy Watch List while Wagner and Schrauth were both named ta the Outland
Trophy Watch List. Schrauth garnered Qutland Trophy National Player of the
Week hanars for his performance against USC.

Eli Raridon has competed in 35 games for the Irish and has three receiving
touchdowns and averages 13.2 yards per catch for his career. He ranks third
for yards per game (57.8), tied for fourth among all FBS tight ends in yards per
reception (16.5) and 16th in total yards (347).

CJ Carr has 1,758 passing yards with 14 touchdowns through seven games
this season. He is 121 of 184 with 251.1 passing yards per game in 2025. He
ranks fifth in the nation in passing yards per completion (14.53), sixth in
yards per pass attempt (9.55) and ninth in passing efficiency 166.8) among all
FBS guarterbacks. He is second among all freshman quarterbacks in FBS in
passing touchdowns (14) and is fourth in passing yards (1758). Carr was named
a midseason addition to the Shaun Alexander Freshman of the Year Watch List
and the Manning Award Watch List.

Jeremiyah Love entered the season as a preseason All-America First Team
selection by Walter Camp, Sporting News, the Associated Press, The Athletic,
ESPN, CBS Sports, Athlon Sports and Phil Steele. He set a Notre Dame record for
most cansecutive games with a touchdown to start a season with 13 last fall.
He registered a career-high 228 rushing yards against USC - the most rushing
yards in a single game by an Irish player in Notre Dame Stadium histary - and
had four touchdowns in the first half at Arkansas.

Jadarian Price came into the 2025 season as a Doak Walker Award Preseason
candidate after an impactful 2024 season. He has over 1,500 rushing yards in
his carer with 18 rushing, two receiving touchdowns and three kickoff return
touchdowns.

Price and Love are both experienced on the kick return unit. Price rattled off
a 99-yard return at home against USC in 2023 and added 100-yard returns
against Purdue and USC in 2025. Love has a career-long return of 21 yards,
which he posted in the 2023 at Duke.

Faison and Pauling are the top two options for the Irish on punt returns. Faisan
had a career-long 43-yard kick return in the CFP First Round win at home over
Indiana.

James Rendell averages 42.8 yards per punt in two seasons. He has placed
32 punts inside the 20-yard line and has ten punts of 50+ yards with the Irish.

Noah Burnette was on the 2024 Lou Groza Award Preseason Watch List while at
North Carolina. He has connected on 54 field goals and 158 PATs over his career.

Erik Schmidt has converted 11 PATs and has taken 3b kickoffs in 2025 for the
Irish. He was ranked as the No. 1kicker in the nation by 247Sports Composite
and was the No. Tranked punter in the country by Kohl's Kicking.

Battle-tested and ready to dig deep in the trenches, the Irish defensive line
boasts nine players with experience up front. Seniors Jordan Botelho, Junior
Tuihalamaka, Jason Onye, Jared Dawson and Gabriel Rubio along with juniors
Joshua Burnham and Donovan Hinish have all competed in at least 20 games
over their careers. Sophomores Boubacar Traore and Bryce Young, meanwhile,
both made an immediate impact in the 2024 season.

Jordan Botelho ranks in the top eight all-time in career games played in an
Irish uniform with 57 appearances. He leads all active Notre Dame players with
12.5 career sacks and 16.0 TFL.

Junior Tuihalamaka leads the active defensive unit with two fumble recoveries
- the second of which set up a late second-quarter touchdown for the Irish in a
23-10 Sugar Bowl win over No. 2 Georgia. The 2024 season saw Tuihalamaka set
new single-season highs for tackles (33), TFLs (5.5) and sacks (three).

Jason Onye has competed in 26 games for the Irish and has 39 career tackles
with three blocked kicks and a pair of sacks.

Jared Dawson joins the Irish from Louisville, where he played in 38 games with
5Ttackles and 13.5 TFL. He has 61 career tackles through 44 games played with
nine sacks, two pass breakups and two forced fumbles.

Boubacar Traore led all FBS freshman players in sacks prior to a season-
ending injury in 2024. He notched a career-high two sacks for a loss of 21yards
against NC State and has 27 tackles with 7.5 TFL and 6.5 sacks in 2025. Through
17 career games played, he has 39 tackles with 10.5 sacks, three forced fumbles
and an interception, which he returned for a touchdown. He was named the
Defensive Comeback Player of the Month for September.

Donovan Hinish was named as a captain for the 2025 season. He boasts 54
career tackles with six sacks and a pass breakup.

Bryce Young totaled 23 tackles (14 solo) with 3.0 TFL, 1.5 sacks and two 0B
hurries in his first season with the Irish while also contributing to special
teams. He ranked second in the nation (tied) in blocked kicks with three on
the year (two blocked field goals and a blocked punt)in 2024 and has 36 career
tackles through 23 games played.

Jaylen Sneed posted a career-best b1 tackles a season ago with 6.0 TFL and
2.5 sacks. He has 92 career tackles with 5.5 sacks, 11.5 TFL and three forced
fumbles.

Drayk Bowen is on the Chuck Bednarik Award Watch List, the Branko Nagurski
Trophy Watch List and the Butkus Award Watch List ahead of the 2025 season.
He has 128 career tackles with 5.5 TFL, two sacks and four forced fumbles.

Kyngstonn Viliamu-Asa has 67 tackles through 21 career games with the Irish.
He had a career-high eight tackles against Boise State, tallied an interception
against NC State and recovered a fumble against USC.

DeVonta Smith joined the Irish after four seasons at Alabama. Smith registered
30 tackles a season ago with a forced fumble and five pass breakups.

Leonard Moore was named to the2025 Preseason All-America First Team lists
by Walter Camp, Sporting News, the Assaciated Press, The Athletic, ESPN, CBS
Sports, Athlon Sports and Phil Steele and is on the watch lists for the Bronko
Nagurski Trophy, the Chuck Bednarik Award and the Paycom Jim Thorpe Award.
Moore has 63 tackles, 13 pass breakups and five interceptions through 21
games of his career. He was named as both the Walter Camp FBS Defensive
Player of the Week and Thorpe Award Defensive Player of the Week on Oct. 7.

Jalen Stroman joined the Irish after four seasons at Virginia Tech. Stroman has
133 career tackles with five pass breakups and 3.0 TFL. He set a single-game
high with 14 tackles in the 2023 season against Purdue.

Tae Johnson registered his first start for the Irish in the win over Purdue and
recovered a blocked punt for a touchdown against Texas A&M. He has 37 tackles
and an interception through ten games played in his career. He was named as a
Midseason All-Freshman Team by The Athletic.

Adon Shuler started every game at safetyin 2024 and posted three interceptions
with 94 yards in returns. He has 105 career tackles with eight pass breakups.
He was the only member of the 2024 Irish defense to record an interception, a
fumble recovery and a forced fumble during the season.

Christian Gray started 15 games in 2024, totaling 35 tackles, three interceptions
(including a pick-six returned 99 yards), nine pass breakups, 2.5 TFL and a
forced fumble. Through 34 career games played, he has 62 tackles with 19 pass
breakups and six interceptions.

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Marcus Freeman, one of the rising young stars in the profession was named the 30th Dick Corbett Head
Football Coach at the University of Notre Dame on Dec. 3, 2021. Under his guidance, the 2024 season saw the
Irish post the most wins in a single season (14) as Freeman’s team went 14-2.

Under Freeman Notre Dame has seen major success in the NFL Draft and the 2025 edition was no different
as six Irish were drafted: Benjamin Morrison, Tampa Bay Buccaneers (2nd RD, Pick 53), Watts, Atlanta Falcons
(3rd RD, Pick 96), Kiser, Jacksonville Jaguars (4th RD, Pick 107), Rylie Mills, Seattle Seahawks (5th RD, Pick 142),
Mitchell Evans, Carolina Panthers (5th RD, Pick 163), Riley Leonard, Indianapolis Colts (6th RD, Pick 189).

The Irish took seven victories over ranked teams (No. 20 Texas A&M, No. 15 Louisville, No. 24 Navy, No. 18 Army,
No. 10 Indiana, No. 2 Georgia, No. 6 Penn State)in the 2024 season - the most in a single season since 1989 (six)
and the mast ever in a seasn in program history.

In the first year of the 12-team College Football Playoff, the Notre Dame hosted the first-ever playoff game on
a college campus and took a 27-17 win over in-state foe Indiana.

Xavier Watts was named as a consensus All-American while concluding his illustrious career, becoming the
17th player to be named as a two-time consensus All-American in program history.

Freeman completed the 2023 regular season, his second full season in charge of the program, with a 10-3
mark and claimed ranked victories at No. 17 Duke and against No. 10 Southern Cal in Notre Dame Stadium.

Notre Dame had two unanimous All-Americans in 2023 in offensive lineman Joe Alt and safety Xavier Watts,
giving the Irish a pair of unanimous All-Americans for the first time since 1990.

Watts took home the Bronko Nagurski Award, given to the tap defensive player in college football, after leading
the FBS in interceptions with seven. Defensive lineman Howard Cross Il and running back Audric Estimé were
also named All-Americans in 2023.

The 2023 edition of the Fighting Irish ranked among the best in the country and in program history on both
sides of the line of scrimmage. Notre Dame averaged 39.1 points-per-game in ‘23, which is the second-best
season average in school history. The offense also averaged 7.0 yards-per-play which also ranks second in
the program recaord books. The 23 defensive unit led the nation in pass efficiency defense, ranked second in
red zone defense and was eighth in total defense.

The 2023 defense featured Watts, who led the nation in interceptions. The offense featured All-American left
tackle Joe Alt and running back Audric Estimé - whase 1,341 rushing yards in 2023 were the fifth-most in a
single season for an Irish back.

Freeman finished his first season in 2022 with a 9-4 mark, with wins over fifth-ranked Clemson, 16th-ranked
BYU and 16th-ranked Syracuse; in addition to closing the season with a Gator Bowl win over 19th-ranked South
Carolina.

He joins Terry Brennnan (1954) as just the second Irish head coach to claim four ranked wins in his first seasan
on the Notre Dame sidelines.

His 2022 Notre Dame team was led by consensus All-American Michael Mayer, who finished his junior season
as the best tight end in school history. Additionally, consensus All-American defensive lineman Isaiah Foskey
became the Notre Dame all-time leader in sacks. Four other Irish earned All-America honars in offensive
linemen Joe Alt and Jarrett Patterson, long snapper Michael Vinson, cornerback Benjamin Morrison took home
Freshman All-American honors.

Mayer and Foskey were each tabbed in the second round of the 2023 NFL Draft by the Las Vegas Raiders and
New Orleans Saints, respectively, while Patterson was drafted in the sixth round by the Houston Texans.

The Irish special teams had a tremendous 2022 season as Notre Dame led the nation with seven blocked kicks,
all punts, with Foskey getting his hands on two of them.

In his first season with the Irish in 2021, while serving as the Bob Hinton Defensive Coordinator, Freeman led a

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transformation on the defensive side of the ball that included a number of Top-20 national rankings.

The Irish ranked seventh nationally in defensive touchdowns (4), 10th in turnovers gained (25) and third-down
conversion percentage (.321), 12th in total sacks (41.0) and 15th nationally in interceptions (15) and scoring
defense (19.7). The 41.0 team sacks tied the program record of 41, also set during the 1996 season.

Under Freeman'’s guidance, Notre Dame safety Kyle Hamilton was named a consensus All-American in 2021 and
went on to be the 14th overall selection in the 2022 NFL Draft.

Freeman oversaw then-sophomore Isaiah Foskey's breakout season as a starter on the defensive line. Foskey
tallied 11.0 sacks in 2021, third-most in program histary for a single season.

The depth of the Irish defense was on full display with Freeman serving as defensive coordinator, as 15
different players recorded a sack and 21 different players had a tackle-for-loss. The 15 interceptions are the
most in a single season since 2014, when the Irish had 16. In November, the Irish had three-straight games
without allowing a touchdown for the first time since 2012.

Prior to coming to South Bend, Freeman spent the previous four seasons as the defensive coordinator at
Cincinnati. During his time with the Bearcats, he was named the 2020 247Sports.com Defensive Coordinator
of the Year and 2020 Broyles Award Finalist along with a nominee for the Broyles Award in 2019 and 2018.

In 2020, the Bearcats (3-1) earned a bid to the Peach Bow! as the No. 8-ranked team in the nation and won the
American Athletic Conference Championship, the program’s first outright league title since 2009.

Cincinnati's defense ranked in the Top-20 nationally in several categories for 2020-21, including being ranked
13thin total defense (324.6 yards per game) and eighth in scoring defense (16.8 points per game) among all FBS
teams. In addition, the Bearcats were third in team passing efficiency defense (101.25), 14th in rushing defense
(1.1 yards per game), 15th in red zone defense (0.735), 17th in fourth down defense (0.375 rate), 16th in team
sacks (3.00 per game) and 10th in turnovers gained (21).

Freeman coached the Bearcats to back-to-back 11-win seasons in 2018 and 2019, the 2019 American Athletic
Conference East Division Championship and consecutive bowl-game wins in the 2018 Military Bowl and 2019
TicketSmarter Birmingham Bowl.

The Bearcats finished atop the 2019 AAC ranks in scoring defense for the second-straight season and
ranked among the league’s top three in rushing and total defense. Cincinnati led the American in 2018 in
rushing defense, scoring defense and total defense and ranked among the Top-15 in the NCAA FBS in all three
categories.

Joined the Bearcats staff after a four-year stint at Purdue. He coached linebackers all four seasons and
served as the Boilermakers co-defensive coordinator in 2015.

Prior to his time at Purdue, Freeman coached linebackers at Kent State from 2011-12, helping develop all-
conference selections Luke Batton and C.J. Malauulu.

Freeman started his coaching career as a graduate assistant coach at his alma mater, Ohio State, in 2010 and
the Buckeyes went 12-1 with a Sugar Bowl victory.

Freeman isjust the third Notre Dame head coach to have been selected in the NFL Draft, and is the first since
Ara Parseghian was drafted by the Pittsburgh Steelers in 1947. He is the 23rd Notre Dame head coach to have
Division | playing experience and the first since Tyrone Willingham.

During his playing career, Freeman was a four-year letterwinner for the Buckeyes from 2004 to 2008. He
played under current Wisconsin head coach Luke Fickell and earned second team All-Big Ten honors in 2008
while helping lead Ohio State to four conference titles, three BCS bowls and two trips to the national title game
during his career.

He played in the 2009 Senior Bowl and was a fifth-round draft pick of the Chicago Bears, spending time with
the Bears, Buffalo Bills and Houston Texans before a medical condition ended his playing career.

The Irish defense recorded six sacks in the win, four of which came in the final quarter, as Notre Dame prevailed
24-17 over visiting California for the first win Dick Corbett Head Football Coach Marcus Freeman's tenure at the helm
of the program. Audric Estimé ran for 76 yards and a touchdown on 18 carries, and Drew Pyne went 17-for-23 for 150
yards and two scores.

Christian Gray returned an
interception 99 yards for a touchdown, and Xavier Watts added a 100-yard interception return on the next drive by
the Trojans to put the game away.

«  The Irish won four-straight bowl games (2023
Gator, 2024 Sun, 2025 Sugar, 2025 Orange),
marking the longest bow! win streak in program
history. The previous longs were three each (1992

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2025 STORY OF THE SEASON

usc NC STATE BOISE STATE

The Irish kept possession of the Jeweled
Shillelagh after a 34-24 victory over rival USC.

Jeremiyah Love rushed for a career-best 228
yards and a touchdown, posting the 18th 200-
yard rushing effortin program history. Jadarian
Price added 87 yards, a rushing touchdown
and a scintillating 100-yard kick return to seize
momentum late in the third quarter.

Love and Price each posted over 200 all-purpose
yards on offense on the night.

It was the 12th time that Love and Price have
each recorded a touchdown in the same game
for the Irish.

Notre Dame’s season-high 306 rushing yards
were the mast USC has given up in a game all
season. The Irish had 182 of those in the first
half, which were 11 more rushing yards than USC
had given up in a game all season.

CJ Carr threw for 136 yards and a touchdown and
added a rushing touchdown in the victory.

The defense forced three turnovers in the
second half - two interceptions and a crucial
fumble forced by Adon Shuler and recovered by
Kyngstonn Viliamu-Asa - as the Irish shut out
the Trojans in the fourth quarter.

Love made his 24th consecutive start in the
contest, which puts him tied for third all-time in
program history for a running back with Kyren
Williams.

Malachi Fields extended his streak of
consecutive games with at least one reception
to 34, which is tied for the sixth-longest effort
among FBS players.

Jordan Botelho made his 57th career
appearance for Notre Dame and is eighth all-
time in career apperances in program history.

The sell out crowd at Notre Dame Stadium
against USC was the 23rd home sell out of the
Marcus Freeman era.

Notre Damewonitsfourth consecutive game 36-7
over NC State on the strength of a dominating
offensive and defensive performance in the
secand half.

The Irish scored 19 unanswered points while
intercepting three Wolfpack passes and
recording a safety in the game’s final 30 minutes.

The defense held the Wolfpack to 51 yards
rushing and 182 yards passing, which were bath
100+ yards below NC State's season averages
ahead of the game (165.3 rush yds/game, 282.3
pass yds/game).

CJ Carr threw for 342 yards - his second 300+
yard passing game of the season - to become the
first Irish 0B since Jack Coan in 2021 to throw for
300+ yards in multiple games of a season.

Carr's 1,622 passing yards in 2025 are the most
for an Irish 0B in a season's first six games since
Everett Golson passed for 1,683 yards in the first
six contests of the 2014 season.

Jeremiyah Love notched a pair of rushing TDs
and to move into a tie for eighth all-time in career
touchdowns with 32 total career TDs and a tie for
tenth all-time with 26 career rushing TDs.

TE Eli Raridon and WR Will Pauling each posted
over 100 receiving yards, marking the first time
the Irish have had a pair of teammates tally 100+
receiving yards since the Fiesta Bowl against
Oklahoma State on January 1, 2022.

Raridon's 109 yards was a new career-high while
Pauling's 105 yards was his first 100+ yard game
in an Irish uniform.

Adon Shuler, Kyngstonn Viliamu-Asa and
Karson Hobbs each hauled in an interception.
It was Shuler's fourth of his career and was
the second of Viliamu-Asa's career. The INT for
Hobbs was the first of his career.

The Irish rattled off 22 consecutive points to
earn a 28-7 win over Boise State on a very warm
and sunny early-fall day in Notre Dame Stadium.

The 84 degree temperature at kickoff was the
sixth-warmest home game ever for contests in
which the temperature was recorded.

The Irish totaled more offensive yards (389),
more rushing yards (200) and more passing
yards (189) than each of Boise State’s average
yards allowed entering the game.

Jeremiyah Love posted a four-yard rushing
touchdown for the 30th TD of his career while
registering the seventh 100+ yard rushing game
of his career.

Jadarian Price broke through contact from
five different defenders to rumble for a 49-yard
touchdown run, cementing the win by putting
Notre Dame up 28-7.

CJ Carr completed 15 passes for 189 yards and
two touchdowns with no interceptions. He also
rushed three times for a total of 25 yards. Carr
was named a midseason addition to the Shaun
Alexander Freshman of the Year Watch List
following his latest performance.

Leonard Moore notched two interceptions,
forced a fumble and totaled six tackles. He was
named as both the Walter Camp FBS Defensive
Player of the Week and Thorpe Award Defensive
Player of the Week on Oct. 7.

As a team, the Irish had four interceptions on
the day, including the first career INT for Tae
Johnson.

ARKANSAS

The Irish scored a touchdown on each of their
six first-half possessions and posted the most
points against an SEC foe since beating Tulane in
1947 with a 56-13 victory at Arkansas.

It as the eighth game of the Marcus Freeman
era that the Irish have surpassed 50 paints in a
contest.

Coupled with the Purdue win the week prior, it
was the second time the Irish have posted back-
to-back 50+ point contests during the Freeman
Era(Navy and Florida State, 2024).

Jeremiyah Love scored two rushing and two
receiving touchdowns in the first half, becoming
the first Notre Dame player in the last 30 years to
find the endzone four times in a single half.

Love's four TDs were the most by any FBS player
on the weekend, and he was one of only two FBS
players to amass four TDs in a half in 2025.

Jadarian Price had 121 all-purpose yards with a
rushing touchdown and a receiving touchdown.
It was the first game of his career with both a
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rushing and receiving touchdown in the same
contest.

CJ Carr threw for a career-high 354 yards and
four touchdowns to surpass 1,000 passing yards
on the seasan, needing just four games to reach
the milestone.

Carr's 294 passing yards in the first half were the
third-mast in program history for the first half
and the most since 2008.

Carr was named as both the Shaun Alexander
Freshman of the Week and the Manning Award
Quarterback of the Week for his performance.

Jordan Faison led the Irish with seven
receptions for 89 yards, and adding one pass on
a fake punt for 40 yards. He accounted for six
first downs on the day.

Adon Shuler led the Irish with nine tackles,
adding a forced fumble and a pass breakup as
the Irish defense shut out the Razorbacks in the
second half.

Notre Dame scored three consecutive
touchdowns in the third quarter to seize control
of a 56-30 victory over Purdue to retain the
Shillelagh Trophy.

Jadarian Price led the Irish offensive output
with four touchdowns, rushing for three and
returning a kickoff 100 yards for a score. He
became the first Irish running back to register
a rushing TD and a kick return TD in the same
game since Lee Becton at Michigan State in 1992.

Jeremiyah Love set a career-high in rushing
yards with 157 yards on 19 carries (8.3 yards
per carry) and registered the 20th rushing
touchdown of his career.

CJ Carr was highly effective, completing 10 of
12 passes for 223 yards and two long touchdown
passes to Jordan Faison and Malachi Fields.

The team completion percentage of 85.0 (17-20)
combined between Carr and Kenny Minchey was
the best mark for the Irish since 2022.

Micah Gilbert notched the first TD of his career
with a 14-yard catch in the second quarter, and
Jordan Faison added a 1-yard TD reception for the

Noah Burnette connected on all three PATs and a
39-yard field goal for the Irish while James Rendell
averaged 45.0 yards per punt.

The Sunday night primetime matchup between
Notre Dame and Miami drew 10.8 million viewers,
which was ABC's second-best Sunday opener on
record.

The viewership trails only the 2016 Notre Dame vs.
Texas contest. The game peaked with 11.8 million
viewers.

Boubacar Traere had an immediate impact in his
first game back on the field since a season-ending
injury against Louisville last season. The sophomore
had a career-high six tackles, including a sack.

Drayk Bowen recorded his 100th career tackle for
the Irish.
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LOCKING IT DOWN

Notre Dame has a new face at the helm of the
defense in Chris Ash, who was named as the Bob
Hinton Defensive Coordinator for the Irish on
February 1, 2025.

Notre Dame returns 13 players on defense with
starting experience in 2024 in addition to three
transfer students with starting experience. The
13 returning players for the Irish have 107 career
starts combined while the three newcomers
have combined for more than 20 career games
started.

The defense recorded multiple interceptions in
three consecutive games - Boise State (4), NC
State(3), USC (2) - for the first time since 2002.

Through seven games of the season, Notre
Dame ranks third in the nation in interceptions
(13), sixth in turnover margin (1.14) and 12th in
turnovers gained (15).

The first four Notre Dame players selected in
the 2025 NFL Draft all came from the defensive
side of the ball. Cornerback Benjamin Morrisan
(second round), safety Xavier Watts (third
round), linebacker Jack Kiser (fourth round)
and defensive lineman Rylie Mills (fifth round)
headlined the Irish draft class. It marked the first
time since the 1975 NFL Draft that the first four
Notre Dame draftees were defensive players.

Howard Cross Il and Jordan Clark both signed as
undrafted free agents with NFL clubs. RJ Oben
and Max Hurleman earned minicamp invitations,
and Hurleman later signed as an undrafted free
agent.

Akey core of leaders who learned from that draft
class return to the defense at each positional
group in 2025.

DEFENSIVE LINE

Battle-tested and ready to dig deep in the
trenches, the Irish defensive line boasts nine
players with experience up front. Seniors
Jordan Botelho, Junior Tuihalamaka, Jason
Onye, Jared Dawson and Gabriel Rubie along
with juniors Joshua Burnham and Donovan
Hinish have all competed in at least 19 games
over their careers. Sophomores Boubacar
Traore and Bryce Young, meanwhile, both made
an immediate impact in the 2024 season.

Botelho ranks in the top eight all-time in
career games played in an Irish uniform with
57 appearances. He leads all active Notre Dame
players with 12.5 career sacks and 16.0 TFL.

Tuihalamaka has a pair of fumble recoveries in
his career - the second of which set up a late
second-quarter touchdown for the Irish in a 23-
10 Sugar Bowl win over No. 2 Georgia. The 2024
season saw Tuihalamaka set new single-season
highs for tackles (33), TFLs (5.5) and sacks
(three).

THE DEFENSE

Dawson has appreared in six games in 2025
for the Irish and has ten takcles with a PBU. The
senior transfer from Louisville has 14.5 career
TFL with nine sacks. He had four sacks and 6.5
TFLs in ten games last season.

Traore notched a career-high two sacks for
a loss of 21 yards in the 36-7 win over NC State
while helping the Irish hald the Wolfpack to just
233 yards of total offense.

Traore registered a sack at Arkansas for the
tenth TFL of his career He had a sack, two TFLs
and a forced fumble in the win over Purdue.

Through seven games, he has 6.5 sacks in 2025
and ranks tied for eighth in the nation in sacks
(0.93 per game).

Traore was named as the Defensive Comeback
Player of the Month for September as part of the
Comeback Player of the Year Award

He led all FBS freshmen players in sacks (three)
and sacks per game (0.75) after Week Four during
the 2024 season.

Young posted a sack and a pass breakup for
the Irish in the win over Purdue. The sophomore
totaled 23 tackles (14 solo) with 3.0 TFL, 1.5 sacks
and two OB hurries in his first season with the
Irish while also contributing to special teams.
He ranked second in the nation (tied) in blocked
kicks with three on the year (two blocked field
goals and a blocked punt)in 2024.

LINEBACKERS

The legacy of the Notre Dame linebacker room
is well-poised to continue to grow in 2025
with contributions from juniors Drayk Bowen
and Jaylen Sneed and sophomores Jaiden
Ausberry and Kyngstonn Viliamu-Asa. True
freshman Madden Faraimo, meanwhile, will be a
player to watch for the Irish this season.

DRAYK WILL MAKE YOU PAY

Drayk Bowen is averaging 5.1 tackles per game
in 2025 for the Irish.

He ranked third on the team in tackles in 2024,
totaling 78 (40 solo), with 4.0 TFL, a sack, three
forced fumbles, two OB hurries and two passes
broken up.

He split the team lead in tackles in the National
Championship, totaling eight (seven solo). He
also forced a fumble, giving the Irish possession
in the fourth quarter.

Bowen is on the Chuck Bednarik Award Watch
List, the Bronko Nagurski Trophy Watch List and
the Butkus Award Watch List heading into the
2025 season.

He recorded his 100th career tackle for the Irish
in the contest at Miami.

FEEL THE NEED FOR SNEED

Jaylen Sneed registered a sack each in the wins
over Boise State and Arkansas.

He posted a career-best 51tackles a season ago
with 6.0 TFL and 2.5 sacks. He is fourth among
active Irish players in career tackles.

Sneed registered the first scoop-and-score of
his career with a fumble recovery in the endzone
in a 51-14 victory over No. 24 Navy last October.

Sneed is on the Butkus Award Watch List ahead
of the 2025 season.

AUSPICIOUS AUSBERRY

Jaiden Ausberry had a sack for a loss of nine
yards for his first solo sack in the win over Boise
State.

He had a key fumble recovery with 2:37 on the
clock in the first quarter to halt a drive by No.
2 Georgia during the 23-10 victory over the
Bulldogs in the Sugar Bowl.

Ausberry was third in total tackles among
linebackers on the team a season ago with 58
and added 6.5 TFL, two fumble recoveries and a
pass breakup.

KYNGSTONN BRINGS THE BOOM

Kyngstonn Viliamu-Asa had a key fumble
recovery for the Irish in the win over USC - the
second fumble recovery of his career. The
fumble recavery set up a TD to put the Irish up by
10 late in the contest.

He pulled in the second INT of his career in a win
over NC State and has 30 tackles thorugh seven
games of 2025.

He posted a career-high eight tackles with a
shared TFL and a pass breakup against Boise
State.

Viliamu-Asa was on the 2024 watch lists for both
the Shaun Alexander Freshman of the Year Award
and the Polynesian College Football Player of the
Year Award.

He registered 37 tackles over 14 games as a
true freshman in 2024. He was the only Irish
linebacker to record a sack, an interception and
a fumble recovery during the season.

SECONDARY

The defense has a key core of returning heavy-
hitters joined by new names who aim to make
an impact at safety, corner, and nickel in 2025.
Sophomore Adon Shuler along with senior
transfer Jalen Stroman provide key leadership
at safety for the Irish while junior Luke Talich
and freshman Tae Johnson provide talent and
depth.

. He led the Irish with a career-high nine tackles
and added a pass breakup and a forced fumble,
which the Irish recovered, in an emphatic road
win at Arkansas.

. Shuler was named to The Athletic Freshman All-
America First Team.

. He was the only member of the 2024 Irish defense
to record an interception, a fumble recovery and
a forced fumble during the season. He added a
blocked kick and had five pass breakups.

«  Shuler led the team in tackles with eight in the
23-10 quarterfinal win over Georgia. He posted
a pass breakup while his play of the day came
as he forced a Georgia fumble at Notre Dame’s
10-yard line to give Notre Dame possession near
the end of the first quarter and save a possible
score.

In the 35-14 win over Virginia, Shuler snagged his
third interception of the season and returned it
46 yards to the Virginia two-yard line, setting

interception with two PBUs in 2025.

A midseason All-Freshman Team honoree by The
Athletic, he has 22 tackles through eight games
of his career.

Johnson added a blocked punt return for a
touchdown against Texas A&M.

Jalen Stroman made an immediate impact in
his Irish debut by leading the team with nine
tackles in the season-opener at Miami.

Stroman led the Irish in tackles against Purdue
and added a pass breakup.

Stroman joined the Irish defense with 111 career
tackles in just 36 games during his time at
Virginia Tech.

Stroman posted single-season highs in his junior
year at Virginia Tech with 55 total tackles, two
TFLs and a single-game high with 14 tackles
against Purdue.

READY FOR MOORE

Leonard Moore exploded onto the scene a
season ago. He was named the 2024 FWAA
Freshman Defensive Player of the Year and the
College Football Network Freshman Cornerback
of the Year, as well as being named to the
Freshman All-America teams for FWAA, ESPN,
The Athletic (First Team), Pro Football Focus, the
College Football Network and the 247Sports True
Freshman All-America Team.

Moore continues to add to his growing list
of accolades as he has been named to the
Midseason All-America First Team lists by
Sporting News, Sports lllustrated, The Athletic,
The Associated Press and CBS Sports.

He was named to the Preseason All-America
First Team lists by Walter Camp, Sporting News,
the Associated Press, The Athletic, ESPN, CBS
Sports, Athlon Sports and Phil Steele.

He is on the watch lists for the Bronko Nagurski
Trophy, the Chuck Bednarik Award and the
Paycom Jim Thorpe Award.

He became the first Irish player since 2023 to
record multiple interceptions with twa in the win
over Boise State. He added a force fumble and six
tackles in the victory.

He was named as both the Walter Camp FBS

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THE OFFENSE

READY TO ROCK

Offensive coordinator Mike Denbrock, a 2023
Broyles Award Finalist, proved why he has been
a key to several successful offenses. Under
Denbrock's guidance, the Irish offense continues
to be among the nation's best.

Notre Dame ranks sixth in the country in
turnover margin (1.14), eighth in passing yards
per completion (14.56), ninth in team passing
efficiency (167.80), tenth in scoring offense (39.1)
and 30th in third-down conversion percentage
(0.462).

With 45 rushing touchdowns in 2024, the Irish led
all Power 4 teams and ranked third among all FBS
programs in rushing touchdowns a season ago.

Four Notre Dame players posted a rush of 50 or
more yards in the 2024 regular season (Love,
Price, Williams and Leonard), tied for the most
among all FBS teams.

In 2024, Notre Dame ranked fifth in turnover
margin (1.13), eighth in fourth-down success rate
(0.733), ninth in first downs (326), 10th in scoring
offense (36.1), 13th in completion percentage
(0.665), and 19th in rushing offense (200.9).

Quarterback Riley Leanard and tight end Mitchell
Evans were both selected in the 2025 NFL Draft,
which paves the way for new starters at both
positions this fall.

OFFENSIVE LINE

The Irish offensive line was named to the Joe
Moore Award Midseason Honor Roll as the unit
continues to be among the nation's best in
2025. Juniors Ashton Craig, Aamil Wagner
and Billy Schrauth, sophomore Anthonie
Knapp and freshman Guerby Lambert have
all been contributors to the offensive success
this fall. Joe Otting made his first career start
against USC and helped the Irish post over 300
rushing yards. Sophomore Sullivan Absher is in
position to start at Boston College while Charles
Jagusah continues to work to return from injury.

Craig, Wagner and Schrauth have all drawn
attention from national award committees
ahead of the 2025 campaign. Craig was named
to the Rimington Trophy Watch List, which
honors the most outstanding center in Division |
college football. Wagner and Schrauth were bath
named to the Outland Trophy Watch List, which
recognizes commitment ta community service
and leadership off the field.

Schrauth was selected as the Outland Trophy
National Player of the Week after playing a key
role in Notre Dame's 306 rushing yards against
USC. It was a season-high mark for the Irish for
rushing yards.

Schrauth also was named to the Lombardi Award
Midseason Watch List after getting the nod for
the Lombardi Award Watch List earlier this fall.
The award honors the nation’s outstanding
lineman who best epitomizes the values of
leadership, courage, performance and discipline
on and off the field.

Wagner has been selected to the Allstate
Wuerffel Trophy Watch List, which recognizes
college football players from across the Football
Bow! Subdivision who exemplify community
service, academic excellence and athletic
achievement. Heis also a Jason Witten Collegiate
Man of the Year Semifinalist and a nominee for
the 2025 Allstate AFCA Good Works Team.

The Irish offensive line dominated in the win
over Arkansas, as Notre Dame rolled to 641yards
of total offense, the most by any FBS team that
weekend.

The 420 total yards in the first half at Arkansas
were the mast in a first half for Notre Dame since
2018, and the 42 points in the first half tie for the
third-most in program history. The 641 total
yards are the most for Notre Dame since 2017.

The offensive line paved the way for a 535-
yard offensive performance in the 56-30 win
over Purdue. The Irish muscled their way to 254
rushing yards and five rushing downdowns, with
281 passing yards and two passing touchdowns
on the evening.

QUARTERBACKS

Freshman CJ Carr was named as the starter
for the season apener on August 19. Carr and
sophomore Kenny Minchey both have the tools
to contribute to as quarterbacks for the Irish.

CJ Carr ranks fifth in the nation in passing
yards per completion (14.53), sixth in yards per
pass attempt (9.55), ninth in passing efficiency
166.8), 27th in passing yards per game (251.1) and
31st in passing touchdowns (14) among all FBS
quarterbacks.

He is second amang all freshman quarterbacks
in FBS in passing touchdowns (14)and is fourth in
passing yards (1758).

A midseason All-Freshman Team honoree by The
Athletic, he was named to the Manning Award
Watch List after helping lead the Irish to a 34-
24 win over rival USC. Through seven games this
season, Carr has completed 121 passes for 1,758
yards and 14 touchdowns. He has added a pair of
rushing touchdowns.

Carr threw for 342 yards in the win over NC State
- his second 300+ yard passing game of the
season - to become the first Irish 0B since Jack
Coan in 2021 to throw for 300+ yards in multiple
games of a season.

Carr's 1,622 passing yards in 2025 are the most
foran Irish 0B in a season's first six games since
Everett Golson passed for 1,683 yards in the first
six contests of the 2014 season.

Carr completed 15 passes for 189 yards and two
touchdowns with no interceptions in a win over
Boise State. He also rushed three times for a
total of 25 yards.

Through seven games, Love has nine rushing
touchdowns with three receiving touchdowns
while Price has eight rushing TDS, one receiving
TD and two kickoff return touchdowns.

No ather FBS program has two players with 10 or
mare touchdowns this season.

Love and Price have both scored at least ane
touchdown in the same game:

CREATING CHAOS

Special teams coordinator Marty Biagi enters his
third season with the Irish and continues to dial
up the production and execution of all facets of
special teams.

For the second-consecutive year under Biagi,
the Irish did not allow a punt to be blocked on
the kicking side.

The 2025 Irish are ranked second (33.91) in
kickoff returns and eighth in net punting (43.88)
among FBS programs.

The 2024 squad ranked first nationally (tied) in
blocked kicks (6), second in blocked punts (3),
and fifth in kickoff return defense (15.61).

The Irish allowed just 4.15 yards per puntreturn a
season ago to rank 15th among all FBS programs.

The 2024 Irish set a new program record for
defensive kick return average (15.6) and had the
fourth-best defensive punt return average (4.15)
in program history.

KICKERS/PUNTERS

Senior James Rendell and junior Marcello
Diomede return for the Irish in 2025 while
senior transfer Noah Burnette and freshman
Erik Schmidt round out the kicking/punting
responsibilities.

James Rendell was selected to the Ray's 8 by
the Ray Guy Award before being named as the
Ray Guy Award Punter of the Week following his
performance against USC.

Against the Trojans, he averaged 49.0 yards per
punt with a b5-yard effort and three punts inside
the 20-yard line.

Rendell has 16 punts for 733 yards to average
45.8 yards per punt in 2025. He has two 55-yard
punts on the season (Miami, USC).

He served as the punter for the Irish a season
ago. An Australian Football League player turned
American football player, Rendell had 50 punts
for 2,091yards to average 48.1yards per punt.

Rendell placed 24 punts inside the 20-yard line
and posted eight punts of 50+ yards with eight
games with zero touchbacks in 2024.

Schmidt has taken 35 kickoffs for the Irish this
fall and averages 64.3 yards per kickoff.

He has also converted 11 PATs in 2025 for the
Irish. He was ranked as the No. 1 kicker in the
nation by 247Sports Composite and was the No.
1ranked punter in the country by Kohl's Kicking.

Diomede has taken 13 kickoffs of the 2025
season for the Irish and is averaging 64.8 yards
per kickoff. He made four appearances in an
Irish uniform and has a four PATs to his name. He
added a kickoff a season ago for 55 yards.

Burnette has converted 20 PATs and has hit five
field goals for the Irish in 2025. His 48-yd FG
against NC State was the longest FG of his tenure
in an Irish uniform to-date.

He was named to the 2024 Lou Groza Award
Preseason Watch List while competing as the
kicker at North Carolina. He was a Lou Groza Star
of the Week and ACC Specialist of the Week after
connecting on all four FG attempts - including a
52-yard game-winning FG - against Minnesota.

Burnette has connected on 54 field goals and
158 PATs over his career. He also has taken 63
kickoffs for 3,917 yards to average 62.2 yards per
kickoff.

Burnette was named as a Second-Team All-ACC
selection at the conclusion of the 2023 season.

KICK COVERAGE

Sophomore Loghan Thomas registered the first
blocked kick of his career against Texas A&M
while freshman Tae Johnson collected the loose
ball for a 20-yard touchdown return.

Last season, the Irish wreaked havoc on punt
and kick coverage, and Bryce Young led the
way. Then a true freshman, he ranked second
in the nation (tied) in blocked kicks with three on
the year (two blocked field goals and a blocked
punt). He was one of three players in the nation
with three or more blocked kicks, and the only
freshman. The other two were seniors.

Adon Shuler, Jason Onye and Preston Zinter
each added a blocked kick in the 2024 season as
the Irish notched six blocked kicks a year ago.

Luke Talich added a highlight reel-worthy tackle
in coverage on punt coverage. The junior had an
immediate hit for a tackle and a return of zero
yards by Penn State in the third quarter of the
Orange Bowl.

KICK/PUNT RETURN

Jordan Faison, Jeremiyah Love and Aneyas
Williams all reported for duty on the kickoff
return line for the Irish in 2024. Faison registered
a 43-yard kickoff return on a reverse in the Irish
victory over Indiana in the College Football
Playoff First Round.

Love and Williams each posted a fair catch on
the kickoff return line.

Jadarian Price continues to demonstrate his
abilities on special teams as he has two 100-yard
kickoff returns for touchddowns this season
(Purdue, USC).

Price was named to the Jet Award Midseason
Watch List (most outstanding return specialist in
all of college football) and was the Paul Hornung
Award National Player of the Week (most versatile
player in college foothall) after his performance
against USC.

Price had a 99-yard kick return against USC for a
touchdown in the 2023 season.

He is tied for second all-time in kickoff returns
for touchdowns in Notre Dame history with
three. He joins Tim Brown, Allen Rossum and CJ
Sanders for second all-time, trailing only Raghib
Ismail's five.

SOUTH BEND, Ind. - The Irish dominated the Bostan College Eagles to earn a 44-0
victory. In what was the finale of the 2022 season at Notre Dame Stadium, the Irish
sprinted out to a 17-0 first quarter lead, added 20 more in the second quarter and
coasted to the season’s largest margin of victory of the year to improve to 8-3.

The 44-point victory is the most in the rivalry since 1992, when the Irish won 54-7.
Notre Dame improves to 18-9 against the Eagles in the series and have won nine-
consecutive contests.

Drew Pyne led an offensive attack that compiled 437 total yards. He finished 13-
for-25 for 156 yards through the air with one touchdown, and added four yards on
the ground.

The rushing attack used six ball carries to run for 281 yards, led by a 122 yard,
15 carry performance with a touchdown from Logan Diggs. Audric Estime added 71
yards on 11 carries and scored twice. Notre Dame eclipsed 200-yards rushing for the
sixth time this season, and 250-yard rushing yards for the third time on the year.

Michael Mayer led the receiving corps that saw six catch passes on the day. Mayer
finished with five catches for 64 yards, bringing his career total to 2,001 yards. Matt
Salerno added two catches for 20 yards and his first career touchdown. Jayden
Thomas and Chris Tyree each added a pair of receptions.

Freshman Jaylen Sneed and junior linebacker JD Bertrand led the Irish defense Benjamin Morrison had three interceptions against Bostan College in a 44-0 victory
with five tackles each. The Irish defense forced five turnovers, leading to 27 paints  over the Eagles on November 19, 2022.
for the offense. Freshman Benjamin Morrison picked off three BC passes, which
matches a school record for interceptions in a game held by 15 players. The last to
do it before Morrison was Harrison Smith in the 2010 Sun Bowl against Miami (Fla.).

On the final play of the first half, junior defensive end Isaiah Foskey set the Notre
Dame career sacks record as he brought down the Boston College quarterback for an
11-yard loss. Foskey now has 25 career sacks, 9.5 during the 2022 campaign. His 25
career sacks breaks the old record of 24.5 which was held by Justin Tuck (2002-04).

The 2025 season-opener primetime matchup
between Notre Dame and Miami drew 10.8 million
viewers, which was ABC's second-best Sunday
opener on record. The viewership trails only the
2016 Notre Dame vs. Texas contest. The game
peaked with 11.8 million viewers.

Through the first eight weeks of the 2025 college
football season, Notre Dame was the tenth-most
watched team in college football according to
Nielsen.

The in-person demand to watch the Irish set a
new standard during the 2024 season. For just the
second time in program history, more than one
million people were in attendance for Notre Dame
football contests with the other season coming
in 2002. Additionally, the attendance number of
1169,634 surpasses that 2002 mark for the highest
attendance number in program history by more than
160,000 (previously 1,008,793).
