Eastern lllinois returns to the road for the first of two straight games against Power Four Conference
opponents as the Panthers play Tuesday night at ACC member Notre Dame. EIU is coming off a 65-57 win
over Nicholls in the second game of the BBN United Tipoff Classic to stand at 1-1 on the season. It was the
third consecutive home opening win for EIU. Notre Dame has won a pair of games at home beating both
Long Island University and Detroit Mercy at the Joyce Center.

FRUSTER FIRES AWAY

Zion Fruster led the Panthers in scoring in Friday's home win over Nicholls as the senior scored 25 points
knocking down 4-of-5 from 3-point range and 9-of-10 from the foul line. It was the third time in Fruster's
two-year EIU career that he has scored 20 or more points. Last season he had an EIU career high of 29
points against Lindenwood followed by a 23-point game against Western lllinois. Fruster began his career at
Division Il Virginia Wise scoring a career high 34 points against Mars Hill. His early season scoring average
of 18.5 points per game ranks him fifth in the league.

JACOBI KEYS FIRST HALF RUN

Kooper Jacobi led the Ohio Valley Conference in rebounding last season averaging 8.9 rebounds per game.
He was held to just five rebounds in the season opener at Valparaiso. In Friday's win over Nicholls Jacobi just
missed his 12th career double-double finishing with nine points and nine rebounds. During a key first half 11-0
run by EIU that helped turn the game in EIU's favor, Jacobi factored into all 11 points scoring two buckets while
assisting on the other three. He finished the game with a team-high five assists.

SCHEDULE TESTS

Eastern lllinois faces a pair of tests on its 2025-26 schedule this week playing Tuesday at ACC member
Notre Dame and Friday at No. 8 Kentucky. Later this month EIU plays at current No. 1 ranked Purdue with a
mid-December game at No. 16 lowa State. The Panthers do own four all-time wins over Power Conference
teams with the most recent a 92-83 win over lowa (Dec. 21, 2022). EIU's other Power Conference wins are
over Missouri (Dec. 2017), Wisconsin (Dec. 1987) and Ole Miss (Dec. 1974).

EASTERN ILLINOIS HEAD COACH MARTY SIMMONS

Marty Simmons was hired as the 15th head coach in Eastern lllinois men’s basketball history and only fourth
for the Panthers at the NCAA Division | level when he was hired on March 31, 2021. A former lllinois Mr.
Basketball standout that played many games for Lawrenceville High School at Eastern lllinois Lantz (now
Groniger) Arena, Simmons is in his fourth head coaching stop of his career. He holds a 324-333 career
record including 184 wins as the head coach at his alma mater, Evansville. He led the Purple Aces to five
post-season appearances including winning the 2015 CIT Championship. Simmons has additional head
coaching stops for one season at Wartburg College in lowa and SIUE when the now OVC member was an
NCAA Division Il program. He worked on the coaching staff at Clemson as the Tigers made the 2021 NCAA
Tournament. Simmons has a record of 41-86 (24-50 OVC) at EIU in his fourth season.

LAST TIME OUT

Eastern lllinois used a pair of 11-0 runs in both halves to take a 25-16 lead at halftime and then post a 65-57
win over Nicholls in the home opener for the Panthers. Kooper Jacobi triggered the first half run with two
baskets and three assists on the other three EIU field goals. Jacobi had nine points and nine rebounds.
Zion Fruster was the lone Panthers player in double figures finishing with 25 points on 4-of-5 shooting from
3-point range. Terry McMorris just missed his second double-double with nine points, 11 rebounds.

SCOUTING NOTRE DAME

Micah Shrewsberry is in his third season as the head coach at Notre Dame. The Fighting Irish are off to a 2-0
start to the season after going 15-18 last season and losing in the second round of the ACC Tournament. The
offense has been clicking for Notre Dame in the first two wins averaging 95.5 points per game while shooting
50.8 percent from the field. Four players average in double figures early in the season led by Markus Burton at
18.5 points per game. Cole Certa has knocked down a team-high eight 3-pointers and is second on the team at
14.0 points per game. Carson Towt leads the rebounding effort at 14.5 rebounds per game.

SERIES INFORMATION

Eastern lllinois continues its current early season stretch of games against first time opponents as the
Panthers play Notre Dame for the first time in school history. EIU has only played two current members of the
Atlantic Coast Conference facing Miami (Fla.) and Georgia Tech. EIU is 1-3 all-time against ACC members.
EIU is 1-2 all-time against Miami (Fla.) beating the Hurricanes in the 1949 NAIA National Tournament in
Kansas City. The other two losses came as NCAA Division | members in Dec. 1988 and Dec. 2000. EIU's
one loss to Georgia Tech came in Nov. 2001 at the Las Vegas Classic.

DID YOU KNOW

Roughly 250 miles separate the Eastern lllinois and Notre Dame campuses as the men's basketball teams
meet for the first time. Of the major team sports EIU and Notre Dame have met just a handful of times with
Panthers softball holding a 4-2 all-time series lead (last meeting 1993). Notre Dame baseball holds a 5-1
series lead (last 2003), men's soccer a 1-0 lead (1997) and women's soccer a 3-0 lead with two of those three
contests in the opening round of the NCAA Tournament (last in 2004).

+ Last season as a true freshman Terry McMorris pulled down a season high five rebounds in two different games while
scoring a season high five points. He shattered both of those career numbers in the season opener at Valparaiso
posting his first career double-double with 11 points and 11 rebounds. McMorris just missed on his second career
double-double against Nicholls scoring nine points to go with 11 rebounds. His 11 rebounds per game average ranks
him second in the OVC early this season. He has knocked down 10-0f-12 free throws to rank eighth in the OVC in
free throw percentage at 83.3 percent.

+ Malik Olafioye has come off the bench in both games this season after making 12 starts last year. He scored nine
points in the opener at Valparaiso with 27 minutes on the floor. On Friday against Nicholls he played 22 minutes
passing out five assists along with five points. Last season Olafioye averaged 1.6 assists per game with two games
with five or more assists (6 vs. Calumet St. Joseph and 5 at Northwestern).

« Eastern lllinois knocked down 22-0f-29 free throws on Friday night against Nicholls finishing the evening shooting
75.9 percent from the stripe. EIU opened the season going 25-0f-31 at the line at Valparaiso for a 80.6 clip. EIU is
now shooting 78.3 percent from the free throw line which ranks third in the OVC. The Panthers are averaging 30 free
throw attempts per game which is second in the league. Last season EIU shot 67.8 percent from the line (9th in the
OVC) while taking an average of 19.6 free throw attempts per game (5th in the OVC).

« Eastern lllinois defense has been able to hold its opening two opponents below 35 percent shooting from the field as
the Panthers field percentage defense stands at 31.9 percent through the opening two games. EIU enters the week
ranked second in the OVC in field goal percentage defense. The Panthers are allowing opponents to score 61.5
points per game through two contests which ranks second in the league.

* Prince Johnson provided solid play in the low post on Friday night against Nicholls as the junior college transfer
finished with four points and six rebounds. Johnson was 2-of-3 from the field making his first EIU field goal. He had
scored his first EIU points with a pair of free throws last Tuesday at Valparaiso. In that game at Valpo he pulled down
two rebounds. He picked up one of four blocks by the Panthers defense against Nicholls.

+ Guard Meechie White tied for the team lead with two steals on Friday night against Nicholls making his second
straight start. White was 4-of-5 from the foul line scoring six points to go with one assist and two rebounds. In the
opener at Valparaiso White was limited to just ten minutes on the court after early foul trouble in both halves. He had
five points and blocked a shot at Valpo as he went 3-for-3 from the free throw line. White ranks fifth in the OVC in
free throw percentage at 87.5 percent. Last season he shot 82.6 percent from the line playing at Three Rivers CC.

+ Junior college transfer Andrew Austin scored his first EIU points on Friday against Nicholls finishing with five points
off the bench. Austin knocked down one 3-pointer (1-of-4) while going 2-of-2 at the free throw line. Last season Austin
connected for 39.2 percent from 3-point range playing at Des Moines Area CC. In the Region Il semifinals he scored
30 points knocking down 8-0f-12 from 3-point range.

+ Eastern lllinois has won the battle on the glass in both early season games holding a plus three margin in each
contest against Valparaiso and Nicholls. EIU is averaging 41.0 rebounds per game with 11.0 offensive boards per
contest. Last season EIU averaged 35.3 rebounds per game (11.5 offensive) with a minus 1.0 rebound margin.
