SENIOR DAY
Three guaranteed games remain for the 
Fighting Irish (12-16, 3-12) with the next two 
being inside Purcell Pavilion. Notre Dame 
will host NC State (19-9, 10-5) on Saturday, 
Feb. 28, at Noon ET on the CW, followed by 
Stanford on Wednesday, March 4 at 9 p.m. 
The Irish will conclude the regular season on 
the road at Boston College on March 7. 

The Wolfpack enter the matchup in a tie for 
4th place in the ACC standings after losing 
three of the last four: Louisville, Miami and 
Virginia, but a win vs. UNC.  

NC State is fueled by an impressive offense 
that ranks 18th in A/TO ratio (1.71), 22nd in 
threes/game (10.5), 11th in 3PT FG% (.390) 
and 29th in scoring offense (84.0). Their 
attack is evenly balanced as well, with four 
players averaging 13 points in ACC play: Ven-
Allen Lubin (13.9), Darrion Williams (13.7), 
Paul McNeil Jr (13.3) & Quadir Copeland 
(13.2). 

Now obviously this is the first time a Coach 
Shrews led Irish squad will face off against 
a Coach Wade led Wolfpack team; however, 
with that said, the last 3 matchups between 
these 2 programs have been incredibly 
close:

- L, 65-66, on 1/8/25
- L, 52-54, on 1/3/24
- L, 82-85, on 1/24/23

 Notre Dame trails the all-time series, 10-11, 
and will look to garner their first win against 
NC State since Feb. 5, 2022. 

On Saturday, the program will honor its 
three seniors: Kebba Njie, Carson Towt and 
Matt MacLellan. There is no better trio who 

exemplifies what it means to be a great 
teammate and to bring joy on & off the 
court on a daily basis. 

Kebba has played in 77 games in an Irish 
uniform, with 57 starts. He’s accumulated 
484 and 524 rebounds over his 4-year career. 
He’s currently working toward completing 
his undergraduate degree in Sociology. 

Carson enters Saturday’s matchup boasting 
1,339 career rebounds, which ranks 59th all-
time in Division I. The graduate has played 
in over 151 games in which he’s totaled 1,375 
points. 

After a successful career at the NAIA level 
with Madonna, Matt joined the Irish for his 
graduate season. He’s appeared in 8 games 
and is closing in on his Master’s of Science in 
Business Analytics. 

CERTA-FIED
Cole Certa has been playing his best 
basketball of his collegiate career over this 
past month. The sophomore sharpshooter 
is riding a career best 6 straight games in 
double figures, totaling 115 points behind 
38-95 shooting (40.0%). 

His 19.2 ppg in February ranks 6th amongst 
ACC players. 

Cole is also converting 4.0 made threes per 
game in February, which ranks 3rd amongst 
Power Conference players. 

On Feb. 14 vs. Georgia Tech, Cole went off for 
a career high 37 points in the 89-74 win over 
Georgia Tech. The 37 points tied Matt Farrell 
for the second most in an ACC game (most 
in regulation), trailing only Markus Burton’s 
43 points in 2OT game against Cal a season 

ago. Cole drained a career-best seven 
threes, finishing 7-11. He was 12-20 from the 
field overall. Certa dropped 21 points in 
the first half, marking the first time an Irish 
player has done so since Markus Burton’s 22 
at Syracuse on Jan. 18, 2025.

Lastly, the sophomore has recorded two 30+ 
point games over the last month and some 
change. His 2 30-burgers in ACC play trail 
only Ebuka Okorie’s 4. In fact, Cole owns the 
3rd and 5th highest scoring performances in 
league play with his 37 and 34 points.

3-HEADED ATTACK
For the Notre Dame offense to find a way 
without its floor general Markus Burton, 
it’s got to lean on its three-headed attack 
of Jalen Haralson, Cole Certa and Braeden 
Shrewsberry. The last two losses have been 
tough with Haralson’s 16.3 ppg on the 
sideline. Cole and Braeden are averaging 
15.0 and 11.2 ppg, respectively, in ACC play. 

The note prior talked about Cole Certa’s 
offensive surge, so let’s discuss Braeden and 
Jalen.

Braeden will look to get back in a groove on 
Saturday, the same groove that saw him post 
3 straight games in double figures in early 
February. That 3-game stretch consisted of 
20 points vs. Georgia Tech, 16 at SMU and 18 
vs. Florida State. He was 13-29 from three in 
that span.

Jalen Haralson was playing his best 
basketball of the season before an ankle 
injury sidelined him for 3 straight games.He 
had produced three games of 20 or more 
points over the last five he played: 20 vs 
Virginia, career high 26 at Syracuse and 23 
at SMU. From Jan. 24-Feb. 10, Jalen averaged 
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18.2 points, 4.0 rebounds, 3.3 assists, 
shooting a hot 59.7%.

NEXT MAN UP
This young Irish squad has been forced to 
grow up fast, learning to grow and compete 
together without their floor general, Markus 
Burton - for the second consecutive year 
no less. On Dec. 10, Burton had surgery 
performed on his left ankle, an injury he 
incurred at TCU. 

Burton was averaging a team best 18.5 points 
per game and was coming off one of his 
most complete games of his career after 
dropping his first career double-double with 
18 points and 10 assists vs. Missouri. He had 
six points and five assists in 10 minutes at 
TCU. 
 
Burton had a phenomenal start of the 
season, becoming just 1-of-3 Notre Dame 
players over the past 30 years to total 180+ 
points, 30+ assists and 15+ steals over the 
first 10 games, joining Jerian Grant (2013-14, 
2014-15) & Chris Thomas (2002-03).

Furthermore, Notre Dame endured another 
blow with senior forward Kebba Njie. The 
Centerville, Ohio, native suffered a season-
ending lower body injury in the game 
against Miami. Njie has played all four years 
under Coach Shrewsberry, following him 
from Penn State after his freshman season. 
At Notre Dame, Njie started in 57 of his 77 
total games played 

FRESHMAN STANDOUT 
JALEN HARALSON
Jalen Haralson is in a loaded ACC Rookie 
class and deserves consideration for the 
league’s All-Rookie Team. Haralson is 
averaging a team best 16.3 ppg in ACC 
play. That number ranks 5th amongst ACC 
freshman. He shoots an efficient 52.9% from 
the floor in league play which ranks 7th 
overall amongst ACC players in any class.

He’s registered double digit points in all but 
3 games and has earned six games of 20+ 
-- three in ACC play over the last five games 
he played.

ARTICLES & STORIES
Jalen is strong and shifty when attacking the 
rim, converting 69.3% from within 4.5 feet. 
The Fishers, Indiana, native shoots 53.9% 
overall from two-point range, in addition to 
leading the team in free throw attempts (6.0 
per game).

SHREWSBERRY LEADING 
FROM THREE
Braeden Shrewsberry continues to prove 
he’s one of the best from deep, ranking 
4th in the ACC in three-point shooting 
percentage at 40.0%. That number also 
ranks 45th in the country. He’s converting 2.8 
made threes per game which ranks 3rd in 
the league. 

Shrewsberry’s sweet spot? The corner three 
- where he’s draining 50.0%, which is 14.1% 
above the Division I average.  

His best performance from beyond the arc 
came against Evansville when Shrewsberry 
scored a career-high 26 points behind a 
career-high 8 three pointers, shooting 80% 
from three (8-10). His 8 made triples tied for 
the 7th most in a game all-time in program 
history. 

Braeden has drained 78 threes on the 
year. For comparison, he recorded 78 as a 
freshman and 72 in a shortened sophomore 
campaign. 

BRAEDEN CAREER 
ACCOLADES
Speaking of Shrewsberry making it rain, 
the junior reached the 1,000-point career 
milestone at SMU on Feb. 10, doing so in 84 
games. He became the 69th Notre Dame 
player all-time to reach the milestone. That 
number ties Louisville for 3rd most all-time 
behind Duke (70) & UNC (81).

Braeden also enters Saturday’s matchup 
with 228 career made threes. He is now 9 
away (237) from moving into the program’s 
top-10.

REBOUNDING TRANSLATES
Coach on Towt: “He’s energy personified. 
There have been a ton of transfers that 
transferred up and there scoring output 
doesn’t necessarily follow. Rebounding 
translates at every level. It’s heart and it’s 
effort. That’s what he does. Carson is just 
max effort, man. He just plays really hard. 
His effort on the glass on both ends, his 
physicality. He’s a big brother to these 
dudes. He’s feeding their belief because of 

the energy and the confidence that he gives 
them.”

Last year’s NCAA rebounding leader Carson 
Towt has been a high-level impact transfer 
from Northern Arizona. To start, he tied 
his career-high 19 rebounds in the season 
opener, which also set a new record for an 
Irish debut. He then became the first Irish 
player in the conference era (1995-present) 
to start the season with six straight games 
with double-digit rebounds. He currently 
possesses three double-doubles.

KOEHLER EARNS STARTING 
ROLE
Freshman Brady Koehler produced a career 
high 17 points at Virginia Tech, pouring in 
15 in the 2nd half. Overall, he was 5-7 from 
the field, plus 2-3 from three & 5-6 from the 
stripe. Since that performance, Koehler has 
started in 10 straight. 

Fast forward to Virginia on Jan. 27 and the 
freshman impressed yet again. Koehler was 
all over the stat sheet, recording his first 
career double-double with 16 points and 10 
rebounds (career high). He got it done from 
the free-throw line where he was a personal 
best 9-10. He also tied his career high of 4 
blocks and set a new high for steals with 3. 

Overall, Koehler has recorded 4 double-digit 
scoring performances over the last 8 games 
-- 16 points vs. Virginia; 11 points at #24 
Louisville; 11 points at SMU, 14 vs. #1 Duke. 

Against #1 Duke, Koehler scored the team’s 
first 9 points of the game, before finishing 
with 14 on 5-9 shooting. 

He now averages 7.5 points, 4.0 rebounds, in 
ACC play on 48.7% shooting, 13-32 (40.6%) 
from three.

NOTRE NOTABLES
•	 The Irish are 10 wins away from 2,000 

all-time. They would become the 
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eighth program to achieve this feat. 
•	 Certa is averaging a team best 16.6 ppg 

against ranked opposition.

LAST MONTH AT A GLANCE
PITT
Both teams struggled to get going 
offensively in the first half, then both found 
some rhythm in the second. The Irish scored 
a first-half season low of 20 and trailed 
by three at the half. They then erased an 
11-point second-half deficit to claim a lead 
with 6:30 remaining before a big 15-3 Pitt run 
gave the home team some cushion. The Irish 
then mounted a late offensive flurry to pull 
within three in the final seconds, until the 
final buzzer sounded with a five-point loss. 

Pitt shot 63.6 percent from the floor and 
60.0 percent from three in the second half.  
The Irish put up 48 points in the second 20 
minutes of play, shooting 50.0 percent from 
the floor and 35.0 percent from three. The 
38 three attempts marked a season high.

GEORGIA TECH
Nothing but love and buckets from Cole 
Certa on Valentine’s Day, as the sophomore 
dropped a career high 37 points in Notre 
Dame’s 89-74 win over Georgia Tech. ND’s 
89 points were the most in a regulation ACC 
game since they scored 90 vs. Georgia Tech 
on Feb. 26, 2022.

Certa drained a career-best seven threes, 
finishing 7-11. Braeden Shrewsberry netted

his fourth 20-point game of the season with 
20 exactly, making 4-8 from three to go 
along with his team high four assists.

SMU
Notre Dame looked offensively sound but 
dropped an 81-89 shootout to SMU in Dallas. 
The Fighting Irish erased a 10-point first-half 
deficit and claimed a three-point lead in 
the second half. That’s when the Mustangs 
fired off a 19-2 run, but even then, the Irish 
battled back within six multiple times, but 
just couldn’t get over the hump by the final 
buzzer.

Notre Dame shot over 50 percent in each 
half, finishing the game 31-58 from the field. 
SMU countered with a strong shooting 
performance as well, finishing 32-61. The 
Mustangs used their size as a major strength, 
outrebounding ND, 38-26, to boast a 17-8 
advantage in second-chance points.

FLORIDA STATE
Notre Dame was able to erase an 18-point 
deficit at home to Florida State, claiming 
its first lead of the game off a Logan Imes 
three-pointer with 2:07 remaining. The 
Seminoles immediately countered with 
a three, their 15th of the game. Later, the 
Irish down three with six seconds left, had 
two cracks at it to tie the game, but both 
rimmed out as they fell 79-82. 

The 15 Florida State three-pointers marked 
the most drained against the Irish all season. 
Notre Dame showed plenty of heart in the 
second half where they outscored Florida 
State, 47-41, shooting 51.5% from the field. 

Braeden Shrewsberry led the Irish with 
18 points on his birthday, recording four 
assists and five rebounds as well. Cole Certa 
scored 11 of his 14 points in the second half. 
The two combined for eight made threes. 
Jalen Haralson also supplied 11 points in the 
second half, finishing with 15.

LOUISVILLE
Notre Dame showed some grit on the road 
against a top-25 team, but a late scoring 
surge from the #24/23 Louisville Cardinals 
was the difference maker in a 65-76 defeat. 
The Fighting Irish started hot with an early 
nine-point lead and trailed by six at the 
half. Notre Dame fought to pull within 
four at 9:29, but that’s when the Cardinals 
produced a 16-1 scoring run.

Cole Certa led the Irish with 18 points, 

draining five triples on the night. Brady 
Koehler also secured double-digit points 
with 11 on 4-10 shooting. The freshman also 
netted four steals and two blocks.

Coach Shrewsberry:
“I thought we didn’t finish the ball well. 
We had some turnovers at the wrong 
opportunities. It doesn’t have to be perfect. 
We have to take advantage of situations that 
are advantageous for us.

“The competitive juices were there for us. 
The competition level was there. We’re 
doing that, I don’t care about anything else.”

SYRACUSE
At Syracuse on Jan. 31, the Irish just couldn’t 
get over the hump in the 2nd half, whether 
it was piecing it together defensively, or a 
critical error that served as an offensive rally 
killer. 

Case in point, a Certa three-pointer would 
cut the deficit to eight points, but an Irish 
technical led to a 5-point Syracuse swing 
that would balloon into a 14-point Orange 
lead. Later, another Certa triple brought the 
Irish within six for the first time since the 
11:13 mark of the first half, making it a 60-66 
ballgame. Yet the wave of momentum was 
quickly seized when a Syracuse three at 
the shot clock buzzer sparked a 9-0 run, 
resulting in a 15-point deficit. 

Jalen Haralson recorded a superb 2nd half, 
missing only one shot and scoring 19 points. 
He finished with a career high of 26. He 
finished with a career high of 26.

VIRGINIA
Let’s start with the 97-100 heartbreaking 
double overtime loss to #17 Virginia. It was 
a game in which the Irish tasted victory on 
multiple occasions: ND built a 19-point first-
half lead, fell into a four-point deficit in the 
second half, rallied back to go up six points 
with two minutes remaining, had a shot at 
the end of regulation to walk it off, and then 
was one defensive stand away at the end of 
the first overtime. 

“Not into moral victories, but we are about 
the process. We are about using every 
opportunity to learn and get better,” 
Glenn & Stacey Murphy Head Coach Micah 
Shrewsberry said. “These dudes keep 
coming, keep fighting, keep competing 
and try to play their best basketball as the 
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season goes on. I wanted this so bad for 
them with how hard they’re working. They 
put it out there, all on the line, against a 
really good team.”

Cole Certa went off with a career high 34 
points on 10-19 shooting from the floor, 5-13 
from three and 9-11 from the free-throw line. 
Certa’s 34 points are the most by a Notre 
Dame player against an AP-ranked team 
since Nov. 26, 2008, when Kyle McAlarney 
scored 39 in a loss to No. 1 UNC. His 34 
points were also the third most by a Notre 
Dame player in an ACC game, trailing just 
Markus Burton (43 vs Cal) and Matt Farrell 
(37 vs Boston College). 

The game also witnessed a tremendous 
showing from freshman Brady Koehler. 
The 6-10 forward out of Fishers, Indiana, 
dropped his first career double-double with 
16 points and 10 rebounds. Koehler also 
recorded a season-high three steals and 
season-high tying four blocks. 

BOSTON COLLEGE
“I love our growth and connectivity as a 
group. I love this team’s togetherness,” 
Coach Shrewsberry stated. “I think there are 
small things that we can still get better at 
to make a difference moving forward with 
these remaining games.”

-Against Boston College, Notre Dame erased 
a 13-point deficit, marking not only their 
largest comeback of the season, but its third 
double-digit come from behind victory of 
the year. Notre Dame outscored Boston 
College, 44-29, in the 2nd half where they 
shot 50% from the field. The 44 points were 
the most ND had scored in any half of an 
ACC game this season. 

Braeden Shrewsberry finished with a 
game-high 22 points, marking his second-
highest scoring output of the season. The 
junior found success driving into the paint 
& midrange, making 6-8 from two. Though, 
Shrewsberry’s biggest shot of the night was 
a three with 1:26 remaining to push the Irish 
up five.  

ACC PLAY RESET
Notre Dame began ACC play with a 9-4 
record so let’s talk about how they got 
there. 

The Irish incurred three losses earlier on in 
the season but two were to ranked powers 
Kansas and Houston in Vegas, and the third 

was a what if scenario in Columbus - a 
one-point loss at Ohio State. Those battles 
tested the Irish, as they learned from them 
and got better. After Vegas, they rattled 
off four straight wins which included an 
SEC Challenge victory over Mizzou and a 
Quad 1 win at TCU. At that point in time, 
the Irish jumped from 86 in the NET to 69. 
They received votes in the A.P. poll for the 
first time in the Coach Shrews Era. They 
appeared at No. 25 in Andy Katz’s Power37 
and No. 41 in Jon Rothstein’s 45.  

As Coach Shrewsberry stated, it was a 
culmination of all their games played, 
specifically the three losses this year. 
In fact, not only did they close, but they 
battled back. The Irish were down 12 to 
Missouri (7 at the half) and 11 to TCU (9 at the 
half). The last time Notre Dame came back 
to win after being down 9+ at halftime was 
a 13-point deficit to Virginia Tech in the ACC 
Tourney on March 7, 2018.

It was done by playing team basketball - 
making the extra pass and hitting clutch 
shots. Notre Dame produced 16 assists on 
25 made field goals against Mizzou. Then 
recorded 27 assists on 33 made field goals at 
TCU. The latter marked the most assists in a 
game since at Syracuse on Jan. 4, 2020. 

The Irish were then looking to make it five 
in a row when Purdue Fort Wayne came to 
town but it was a cold shooting day for the 
home team. The three-point loss dropped 
ND 21 spots in the NET to 81. They check in 
now at 66 in KenPom. 

PLAYERS ERA ROUNDUP
Notre Dame left the desert with a 1-2 record 
at the Players Era. The Fighting Irish defeated 
Rutgers but fell to Kansas and No. 2 Houston 
by 10 points each. A commonality of both 
losses was poor three-point shooting, which 
was a strength heading into this MTE. Versus 
Kansas, Notre Dame was 4-24, and against 
Houston, the Irish were 6-28.

Against the top-three ranked Cougars, the 
Irish showed tremendous fight after falling 
into a 22-point hole, clawing back to just a 
four-point deficit. A standout in this game 
was junior guard Logan Imes, who supplied 
great minutes and boasted the biggest +/- 
at +10.

Markus Burton led Notre Dame in scoring 
for all three games in Vegas. The junior 
averaged 21.3 ppg on 53.3 percent shooting. 

He recorded 16 rebounds, 11 assists and six 
steals.

Freshman guard Jalen Haralson averaged 
14.0 ppg in Vegas on 44.1 percent shooting.   

PAT GARRITY RETURNS TO 
ALMA MATER IN NEW ROLE
A Notre Dame basketball alumnus has 
returned home in a new role aimed at 
revolutionizing the operational aspect of 
Fighting Irish basketball. Back in May, Pat 
Garrity was named the Men’s & Women’s 
Basketball General Manager, along with 
serving as the primary sports administrator 
for the men’s program. 

Garrity will be tasked with developing 
long-term roster management strategies 
for both programs. He’ll work to establish 
a clear vision in recruiting and the transfer 
portal, while working hand-in-hand with 
the NIL office on a financial asset allocation 
strategy. 

As the sport administrator for the men’s 
program, other key components of Garrity’s 
role include, but aren’t limited to, the 
development of annual strategic goals, team 
personnel management, budget analysis, 
revenue generation and fundraising, alumni 
relations and facility management. 

Garrity graduated magna cum laude from 
Notre Dame in 1998 with a B.S. in Science 
Pre Professional Studies. On the court, he 
was just as successful – a three-time All-Big 
East selection, the 1997 Big East Player of 
the Year, a 1998 Second Team All-American 
and a two-time First Team Academic All-
American. Garrity finished with 2,085 career 
points, which still ranks fifth all-time. 

He was selected 19th overall in the first 
round of the 1998 NBA draft by the 
Milwaukee Bucks and traded immediately to 
the Phoenix Suns. In the summer of 1999 he 
was traded to the Orlando Magic, competing 
for nine seasons before retiring in 2008. 
During this time, he also served as secretary/
treasurer for the National Basketball Players 
Association for seven seasons. 

In August of 2014 Garrity landed the role of 
Director of Strategic Planning for the Detroit 
Pistons. In the summer of 2016, Garrity was 
promoted to Assistant General Manager and 
held that position for four seasons before 
leaving the post in 2020.
