BALANCED BUCKEYES BEAT BISON IN BIG DANCE

e Ohio State earned a 75-54 win against No. 14
seed Howard in the first round of the NCAA Tour-
nament on Saturday in Columbus. A dominating
23-4 second quarter created separation.

e The Buckeyes had four score in double figures
- Jaloni Cambridge (21), Chance Gray (11), Ken-
nedy Cambridge (11) and Ava Watson (11). Elsa
Lemmildled the game with 11 rebounds.

BUCKEYES BATTLE BRUINS, FALL IN B1G SEMIS

e The Buckeyes fell to the No. 2 ranked and
top-seeded Bruins in the Big Ten Tournament
semifinals. This was Ohio State’s fourth semifinals
appearance in the last five seasons.

e Chance Gray (23), Jaloni Cambridge (12) and Elsa
Lemmila (10) scored in double figures.

JALONI CONTINUES TO MAKE HISTORY

e Jaloni Cambridge scored a career-high 41 points
onJan. 7, becoming the first Buckeye to put up 40
since Kelsey Mitchell on March 20, 2016 and the
fourth in program history (S. Prahalis, K. Smith).
Cambridge’s 41 points ranks sixth in program his-
tory for points in a game by a player.

Cambridge also became the first Buckeye since
Kelsey Mitchell to score 25+ points in three-con-
secutive games (1/7, 1/11, 1/14) and also notched
four consecutive games (1/26, 1/29, 2/1, 2/5).
Cambridge has 1,220 career points in 63 games
and ranks sixth at OSU with 772 points this sea-
son. She’s the fifth player in program history to
score 700 or more points in a season.

DEMANDING DEFENSE & REWRITING RECORDS
¢ Ohio State has broken or tied six single-game re-
cords. Ohio State broke its single game program
record with 18 made triples at Michigan State.
The Buckeyes totaled a program-record 27 steals
in the win against NKU (12/11). Kennedy Cam-
bridge’s career-high 10 steals tied for the third
most by a player in a game in program history.
She became just the second player in the last
23 years to record 10 or more steals in a game,
joining Jacy Sheldon. This was the sixth time in
program history that a Buckeye has totaled 10 or
more steals in a game.

Ohio State earned a 130-32 win against Niaga-
ra (11/30), breaking the single game program
records for points scored (130), winning margin
(+98), field goals made (52) and assists (37). The
37 assists are tied for the most in Big Ten history
and the points (130) and field goals made (52)
are tied for the second-most in conference his-
tory. OSU scored a program-record 42 points in
the third quarter, which ties for the second-most
points scored in a quarter in Big Ten history.
Gray, K. Cambridge, Todd and J. Cambridge have
all notched their 100th career steal this season.
Ohio State held an opponent scoreless for a
quarter for the first time in program history in
the win (90-33) against Bellarmine. The Buckeyes
outscored the Knights 26-0 in the opening frame.

BUCKEYE BALANCE

e Ohio State has 11 student-athletes on the roster
this season. Each of the 11 played and scored in
the multiple games this season, including five stu-
dent-athletes making their collegiate debuts and
scoring their first collegiate points in the opener.

e Through 34 games, the Buckeyes have 120 dou-
ble-figure scoring performances from nine differ-
ent players. Six different players account for 32
20-point games (Jaloni & Kennedy Cambridge,
Biriuk, Martin, Gray, Lemmila). J. Cambridge also

e Redshirt freshmen Ella Hobbs, Kylee Kitts and
Seini Henry and sophomores Elsa Lemmild and
Jaloni Cambridge each recorded a double-figure
rebound effort this season- most recently Lem-|
mild (10 rebounds against Howard 3/21).
