He tallied 
three saves and struck out 29 batters 
in 35.0 innings of work during the 2025 
season. He was named as a Notre Dame 
Breakout Player to Watch by D1Baseball.
	 • RHP Kellan Klosterman and RHP 
DJ Helwig each earned starts in 2025.
